The original contract was for 6000 feet of drilling, as this was thought to
be the minimum amount to prove or disprove our objective, To date less than
one half of the contract has been completed.

1he problem was, and is to trace the Red Cloud vein downward to the Sulphide
zone and develop ore shoots along the vein. The first five holes found the vein
but not commercial or sulphide ore,

Personally I did not expect the sulphide zone until a depth of 600 to 700 feet
below drill station No. 2 was reached. Hole No. 7 appeared to be about the only
underground location where this could be accomplished. I am sorry this hole
cauld not have been extended 309 or 400 feet further or at least until the foot
wall monzonite was penetrated, Really we have prospected only a very small
section of the Red Cloud vein and our uncompleted problem is before us.

It i3 unfortunate that the long hanging wall cross cut on the bottom level had not
