We have made a cost review of Contract 2178, examining the contract 
and accounting records of the Office of Minerals Exploration and 
the Branch of Budget and Finance. Also, we examined the Operator's 
reimbursement vouchers for the period July 1964 through October 1965 
and payments made for the Government's 50 percent contribution to 
the exploration costs. 


Our review disclosed that the Operator has been overpaid $367 for 
work performed that did not meet contract specifications. Also, we 
noted that OlIE has requested the Operator to pay $9.20 representing 
royalty due on a sale of ore to the American Smelting and Refining 
Company.

INTRODUCTION 


On March 28, 1966, the Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration (ONE), 


Geologic Division, requested a report of review in lieu of final cost 


audit of Contract 2178. The review was authorized by the Chief Auditor 


on April 4, 1966, under Audit Assignment No. 63. A review of the OME 


contract files and an examination of the Bureau's disbursement records 


in the Branch of Budget and Finance, Administrative Division, were made 


at Washington, D.C., on April 5 to 6, 1966. 


This exploration contract, entered into on December 24, 1963, with 


Clemens A. and Arthur Lombardi, partners, has been amended four times. 


The contract, as amended, provided that: (a) the Government shall con-


tribute 50 percent of fixed unit costs of the work performed; (b) ex-


ploration work shall begin on or before May 15, 1964, and be completed 


not later than December 24, 1965; (c) the work shall be suspended during 


the period beginning October 11, 1964, and ending not later than May 15, 


1965; and (d) the contract shall be terminated effective October 11, 19649 


if the work has not been resumed by May 15, 1965. The contract, as amended, 


further provided that in the event the work was not resumed and completed 


in the manner required by the contract, the Operator shall render a final 


report and shall pay to the Government the royalty provided for in the 


contract in the same manner and amount and for the same period (11 years 
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from the date of the contract) as if a certification of possible pro-


duction had been made. Work under the contract was not resumed. Thus, 


the contract is considered as terminated as of October 11, 1964. Also, 


the contract expired on December 24, 1965, due to lapse of time. 


The purpose of the project was to explore by geochemical soil testing, 


bulldozing trenches, shafting, drifting, crosscutting, and core drilling 


for silver-gold bearing ore bodies occurring along shear zones in thin 


bedded to massive dolomite and limestone country rock of Paleozoic age 


which underlie the project area. The land subject to the contract con-


sisted of two patented and four unpatented lode mining claims located in 


the Texas Mining District, Lemhi County, Idaho, as more fully described 


in Annex I to the contract. 


SCOPE OF THE AUDIT 


Our examination of OME Contract No. 2178 included a review of the 


official accounting records and contract files, an examination of the 


Operator's vouchers paid previously and the OME Field Officer's reports 


of inspection. All of the claimed costs were compared to the amounts 


allowed by the contract, and a determination was made of the reasonable-


ness and propriety of these costs. 


The principal objective of our examination was to ascertain whether 


or not the Contract Operator had complied with the provisions of the con--


tract, and to determine the effectiveness of contract administration and 


supervision by OME as well as the degree of compliance with the laws, 


policy determinations, and administrative regulations and procedures 


governing the Geological Survey and its predecessor mineral exploration
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agencies. The report presents our findings and conclusions, together 


with our recommendations and other suggested action there applicable. 


AUDIT FINDINGS 


Costs


The following tabulation indicates the settlement made with the 


Contract Operator, together with our findings of tile settlement deemed 


to be valid and proper under provisions of the contract:

1/ October 1964 voucher included $144 for 8 hours of bulldozing. The con-
tract provides a fixed unit cost rate of $20 per hour. 


2/ On the September-October 1965 voucher 19.6 feet of crosscutting at $34 


per foot was extended at $660.40 instead of $666.40 


3/ In a memorandum dated March 22, 1966, the Field Officer, Region I, 
Spokane, Washington, who was the Government's representative in 
charge of this project, states that he has accepted 153 feet of 
drifting and/or crosscutting as conforming to contract specifications. 
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We find that the Contract Operator has been overpaid in the amount 


of $367 and we recommend that appropriate steps be taken by O1E to re-


coverthis amount for the Government. 


The record indicates that the Field Officer, Region I, did not in-


tend that the Operator be paid $373.20 in connection with his voucher for 


September-October 1965. This voucher requested 50 percent Government par-


ticipation in cost of 19.6 feet of drifting, one day of consultant service, 


and three sample assays in amounts of $660.40, $65.00 and $21.00, respec-


tively. The Field Officer found that the latter two amounts, aggregating 


$86.00, were valid and proper. However, by a notation on MME Form 61, he 


recommended that the amount of $43 due to the Operator be withheld from 


settlement. 


The Field Officer found that the amount of $660.40 for 19.6 feet of 


drifting was not eligible for Government participation and that, in fact, 


the Operator had previously claimed and been allowed to include in costs 


a total of 14.4 feet of drifting and crosscutting that did not meet con-


tract specifications. 


The Branch of Budget and Finance either overlooked the Field Officer's 


notation, or failed to understand such notation, or chose to disregard it 


and to rely on the fact that the voucher forms bore the usual signatures 


of the Operator and the Field Officer. We believe that had due diligence 


been exercised by the Branch of Budget and Finance, the amount of $373.20 


would not have been paid.

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Royalty 


We note that the Field Officer in a letter to the Operator dated 


January 24, 1966, requested the prompt payment of $9.20 royalty on net 


proceeds from an ore shipment to the Last Helena Plant of the American 


Smelting and Refining Company. 


We recommend that further demand be made for any royalty which may 


be due to the Government concurrently with the demand for repayment of 


$367 overpaid in connection with the exploration costs.

4. It is the essence of this amendment thatj the work be resumed 
before the termination of the period herein fixed.for suspension, and be 
completed before the period fixed for completion; and if not so resumed 
and completed in the manner reqtiired by the contract, the following 
provisions shall thereupon become effective:

ARTICLE I- Authority and scope.--(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sesd. (72 Stat 700; 30 U.S.C. 	 641 - 646), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begicr the work-on or before) V/4j2	 to the provisions of Article 7 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within 	 mOnths from the date of the contract. 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be perforthed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the work Th 1 86,670- The Government will con-


tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work perormed, not in excess of $ 32335 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) Interest computation.-- Simple interest at the rate of 6 .	 percen 


shall accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d.) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there- 
under, without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following clainm, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold-the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any bolder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:.

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey,. ;nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument /shall be fur- 
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shah become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of tile work.--(a) Operator's rsponsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE ii-. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may mak payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


r5' 
ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records..-The Operator shall keep suitable 


records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. ' --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized .ground.. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) abdve will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Governmant's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furn&8h the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). Th1s. final report éhall include a geological and er ineeringe%luation of the 
results of the work performed under the contr.ct with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
Qomplete assay data, ddquate geolbgical and. éngine'&ring maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con -
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, .or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Oei'ator fails to make them, the Government 
may pr6cu.re the preparation ór completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the'work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification.--' the Government considers that m.ineral.or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 
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I.	 .. 
(b) Royalty onproiuction.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-


tor either transfers or does not retain hig interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined orroduced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespectivof any certification of possible production--frci the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the tiiñ'e .with which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by -the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first;' or 


(2) if the Government issues ácertification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from, the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first'. 
(c) Payment of royalty. -- '(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six' months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern -
ment, At its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Ccvernment a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to 'any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
'estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Governmei1b not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
'Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


tie Government may give the Operator written nOtice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:

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(c) The giving ti any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall 
not affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to therator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of. the Interior.

ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (!41 U.S.C. 35_45), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962.

The purpose of this project is to explore by geochemical

INTRODUCTION


March 20, 1970 


GFI'lClAL I 


This report summarizes an ONE exploration project for silver-gold ore 
bodies in Paleozoic dolomite and limestone at the Hilltop mine about 
3 miles northwest of Gilmore, Idaho. The contract, dated December 24, 
1963, was for a total estimated cost of $86,60.00, of which the Govern-
ment would contribute 50 percent or $43,335.00, and was amended four 
times. Work started in May 1964, and was terminated in December 1965, 
before all the originally planned work had been completed. The allow-
able work done included 500 soil samples, 37 commercial check assays, 
32 hours of bulldozing, and 184 feet of drifts and crosscuts. The 
total accepted cost of the work was $9,297.50 of which the Government 
contributed $4,648.75. According to Amendment No. 3 of the contract, 
the Operator shall pay to the Government royalty as set forth in the 
contract on future production until December 24, 1974, or until the 
Government's share of the cost with interest at 6-41 -percent per annum 
is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. Shipments of crude ore be-
tween August 1965 and September 17, 1968, totalled 30.60 tons and 
contained 2.22 ounces of gold, 187.66 ounces of silver, 5,897.95 
pounds of lead, 59.40 pounds of copper, and 3,567.33 pounds of zinc. 
The Government was paid $9.20 royalty on the shipment made in August 
1965; oth shipments failed to fully pay for their transportation.

The two partners, on April 16, 1964, executed an agreement giving Special 
Power of Attorney to Mr. John L. McKeon, Attorney in Fact, 126 Oak Street, 
Anaconda, Montana, 59711, under which Mr. McKeon was allowed to execute 
checks, drafts,,and the necessary statements for work performance and 
things of that nature, in connection with the administration of the OME 


contract. During the time of the contract all the written correspondence 
from the Government to the Operator was mailed to Mr. McKeon. 


PROPERTY 


The property consists of two patented and four unpatented lode mining 
claims in secs. 2 and 3. T. 13 N., R. 26 E., Boise Meridian, Texas Mining 
District, Lemhi County, Idaho (Fig. 1), recorded in the Lemhi County 
Courthouse, Salmon, Idaho, as follows:

The claims are owned by the Operator. 


The property is on the southwest side of Lemhi Valley at altitudes ranging 
from 8,000 to 8,600 feet. To reach the claims, drive 13.5 miles south from 
Leadore, Idaho, on State Highway 28; turn southwest and go 0.3 miles on 
Dunkin Lane to the junction near a cement block building, then go nearly 
due south for 2 miles on an unimproved road which then branches to the 
right upslope to the claims. The property is approximately 62 miles south-
east of Salmon, Idaho, the only sizable settlement in the region. 


Prior to the ONE contract the underground workings at the Hilltop mine in-
cluded a shaft 510 feet.-deep on an incline of 600 to 700 to the southwest; 
from this shaft levels were turned on the 100, 200, 300, 400, and 500 levels 
(Fig. 2). A winze goes 70 feet below the 500 level. Drifts and crosscuts 
totalled 3320 feet. Stopes on the two ore shoots were continuous from the 
400 and 500 levels to and above the 100 level (Fig. 2). Virtually all of 
the underground work was done between 1943 and 1961 (Operator's applica-
tion report).

GEOLOGY 


The known ore deposits in and near the Hilltop mine are veins and re-
placement bodies of silver-lead-zinc minerals in steeply dipping lime-
stone and dolomite of Paleozoic age (Umpleby, 1913, P . 92-96). The 
sedimentary rocks strike northerly and dip easterly at 450 or steeper. 
There is some indication of a recumbant fold and some overturned beds 
in the Hilltop area (Operator's application report). Oxidation of the 
original sulfides extends to some of the deepest levels in the mines. 
Igneous rocks, including quartz diorite dikes and a porphyritic grano-
diorite stock, have intruded the sedimentary rocks and some skarn has 
developed; however, there is no obvious genetic relation between the 
igneous rocks and the ore minerals (Operator's application report). 


The Hilltop mine has explored a vein about 700 feet along strike and 
600 feet down dip (Fig. 2). The vein contains two large ore shoots 
and several smaller ones. The No. 1 ore shoot follows a particular 
sequence of thin bedded, grayish-brown dolomite, and is canoe-shaped 
in plan with a minimum length of 50 feet and maximum width of 6 feet. 
The No. 2 ore shoot is smaller and is in rhore massive dolomite where 
it is less certain if the host rock is a particular bed or series of 
beds. The Texas fault cuts the No. 2 ore shoot into two approximately 
equal parts (Fig. 2). The No. 1 and No. 2 ore shoots are seemingly 
thickest and shortest where the dip of the host bed is steepest. 


Typical primary ore consists of replacement pods of argentiferous 
galena and sphalerite together with minor pyrite and chalcopyrite in 
a gangue of milky quartz and massive jasperoidal hematite (Operator's 
application report). 


Production between 1943 and 1960 totalled 8921 tons of crude ore 
averaging 0.20 ounces gold per ton, 13.83 ounces silver per ton, 0.314-
percent copper, 15.15 percent lead, and 0.89 percent zinc. Two truck 
loads of crude ore shiped in 1961 totalled 30 tons containing 1.06 
ounces gold and 22.90 ounces silver per ton, 0.60 percent copper, 
22.8 percent lead, and 12.88 percent zinc. 


The original application was a request for aid in driving a long adit 
crosscut to intersect the Hilltop vein on a planned 700 level. This 
crosscut would also explore other areas by crosscutting beds known to 
contain ore on the adjacent Democrat claims (OME-6286). The dilapidated 
condition of the surface plant and the deteriorated mine timbers near the 
shaft would require a large outlay of capital to repair and the applicant 
believed ore could be more economically produced from the crosscut than 
by repairing and deepening the shaft. However, OME assistance was not 
given for the long adit crosscut. 
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S 
PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore by geochemical soil testing, 
bulldozing trenches, shafting, drifting, crosscutting, and X-ray size 
core drilling for silver-gold bearing ore bodies occurring along shear 
zones in thin bedded to massive dolomite and limestone country rock 
of Paleozoic age.


CONTRACT 


The contract, No. 2178, dated December 24, 1963, required that work 
start on or before March 15, 1964, and to be completed within 18 months 
from the date of the contract. The work was to be divided into Projects 
and--Phases as follows: 


Project 1, Phase l.--On the south end line of Alex Stevens No. 2Hilltop 
No. .1, and Hilltop No. 2 claims, starting not closer than 100 feet to 
the southwest corner of Alex Stevens No. 2, mark 5 base points at ap-
proximately 300-foot intervals. From each base point establish lines on 
a bearing of about N. 490 E. and mark samples stations at 50-foot inter-
vals along each line. At those sample stations that are at locations 
which are not closer than 100 feet to an exterior property boundary or 
in quartzite take a soil sample from the cuttings of a soil auger driven 
to at least a 2-foot depth. It is estimated that 210 soil samples will 
be tested in the field and that 20 check samples will be analyzed by a 
commercial assayer under this phase. 


Project 1, Phase 2.--In the area of high anomalies found in Phase 1, 
establish secondary base lines 100 feet apart and mark sample stations 
at 25-foot intervals, 6 northeasterly and 6 southwesterly from the 
anomaly line. Samples shall be taken at these stations in the manner 
specified in Phase 1. 


Under Phases 1 and 2 not more than 500 soil samples shall be taken and 
be tested in the field and not more than 50 analyses for trace amounts 
of lead shall be made by a commercial assayer. 


Project 1, Phase 3---To further explore any favorable areas which are 
indicated by the Phase 1 and Phase 2 work, trenches shall be bulldozed 
to bedrock at locations mutually agreed upon by the Operator and the 
Government. Not more than 100 hours of bulldozing shall be allowed 
under this phase of the contract and not more than 50 samples shall 
be assayed. 


Project 1, Phase 4.--Access roads shall be bulldozed to 2 or 3 of the 
favorable mineralized areas indicated by the work performed under 
Phases 1 through 3, and at mutually agreed upon locations, the Operator 
shall bulldoze shaft sites and sink shafts. Each shaft shall follow the 
dip of the mineralized shear zone and shall not exceed a lineal distance 
of 150 feet measured from the shaft collar. 
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Project 1, Phase 5- --From. the bottom of the shafts drifts shall be driven 
to explore the lateral extent of favorable mineralized zones intersected. 
No single drift shall be driven for a total distance in excess of 200 feet 
measured from the side walls of the shaft. Short crosscuts, each not to 
exceed 25 feet in length, may be driven from the drifts into the hanging 
walls and footwall at locations mutually agreed upon by the Operator and 
the Government. 


Not more than 600 feet of drifts and crosscuts shall be driven under this 
Phase 5 and not more than 2 50 samples shall be assayed for silver, gold, 


lead, and zinc under Phases'4 and 5 of this project. 


Project 2, Phase 1,--3 00 Level: Following along existing DDH No. 1, 
drive a crosscut for a distance of approximately 120 feet. If a poten-
tial mineral-bearing vein is encountered in the zone indicated by the 
drill hole to be between 107 and 118 feet, drift not to exceed a total 
of 180 feet easterly and/or westerly from the crosscut. It is estimated 
that 50 feet of crosscuts from the new drift will be required to explore 
the walls for possible replacement deposits in favorable locations mu-
tually agreed upon by the Operator and the Government. 


Project 2, Phase 2,--5 00 Level: From the face of the south crosscut at 
the east end of the north branch drift, drill one horizontal X-ray core 
size hole 100 feet south to explore for the easterly extension of the 
main vein. If this drill hole encounters the extensions of the main 
vin and the latter contains significant silver values relative to the 
base metal values, follow the drill hole with a crosscut for a distance 
not in excess of 100 feet in length. 


If the channel samples which are cut across the vein confirms the sig-
nificance of the silver values relative to the base metal values, drift 
along the vein easterly an 	 westerly for a total distance of not 
more than 150 feet. To explore the walls for possible replacement de-
posits in favorable beds, crosscuts up to 10 feet long may be driven at 
locations mutually agreed upon by the Operator and the Government. It 
is estimated that 25 feet of such crosscutting may be required. 


Phase 1 and 2 may be carried on concurrently. 


Not more than 625 feet of drift and/or crosscut and not more than 200 
samples shall be analyzed for their silver, gold, lead, and zinc con-
tent under Phases 1 and 2 of this project.

The contract was amended four times as follows: 


Amendment No. 1, dated May 1, 1964, changed the date for start of the work 
from March 15, 1964, to May 15, 1964. 


Amendment No. 2 2 dated May 19, 19614, deleted the final paragraph under 
description of work on Phase 2,--500 Level and substituted the following: 


"From the approximate location of Point 'A' near the east end of 
the north branch drift . . . , drill one horizontal X-ray core size 
hole 100 feet southerly to explore for the easterly extension of 
the main vein. If this drill hole encounters the extension of the 
main vein and the latter contains significant silver values relative 
to the base metal values, follow the drill hole with a crosscut for

Amendment No. 3, dated November 6, 1964, permitted a suspension of work 
on the contract between October 11, 1964, and December 31, 1964. Time 
fixed for completion of the contract was extended from 18 to 24 months. 
Maximum period for royalty payments and for the lien to secure payment 
thereof was extended from 10 to 11 years from the date of the contract. 
If. the work were not resumed before December 31, 1964, and not completed 
before the period fixed in the contract, a pseudocertification provision 
would be in effect and the contract shall be terminated as follows: 


(i) Effective October 11, 1964, if the work has not been 
resumed on or before December 31, 1964. 


(ii) Effective December 211., 1965) if the work has been started 
but not completed on or before that date. 


Amendment No. 4 dated February Ii-, 1965, extended the period of recess 
under the contract to May 15, 1965, and modified Amendment No. 3 to 
read that the contract would be terminated effective October 11, 1964) 
if the work had not been resumed on or before May 15, 1965. 


PROJECT WORK 


Contract work started in May 1964 and consisted of prepar ations for 
underground work and establishment of soil sampling stations. The cross-
cut on the 300 level (Project 2, Phase 1) was advanced 38.4 feet in June. 
Legal attachment of the hoist to satisfy claims for unpaid bills of the 
Operator necessitated the interruption of underground work about June 28, 
1964. 


Soil sampling was completed in July and August with the collection and 
analysis of 500 samples (Fig. 1). Bulldozing to test some anomalies in-
dicã.ted by the soil sampling failed to find promising evidence of ore; 
the bulldozing was completed in the early part of October 1964.

The Operator reported that some underground work was done in January 


1965 but severe snow conditions in the area prevented further progress 
until June 1965 . A mishap rendered the shaft inoperable for several 
weeks, but repairs had been completed by June 17. Crosscutting on the 
300 level exposed black dolomite and a vein, indicated by diamond drill-
ing prior to the contract, was intersected at 116 feet; the crosscut 
was extended to a total length of 123 feet. Drifting explored the vein 
for 20 feet to the east and 47 feet to the west. The easternmost 3 feet 
of the drift was too narrow to be allowed under the contract. 


The vein strikes N. 850 E. and dips 700 S. to vertical. It consists of 
crushed quartz and limestone; widths range from a few inches to 2 feet. 
The hangingwall is a heavy clay seam. Hard dioritic rock near the west 
face of the drift may be a dike (OME Field Officer report, 11/15/65). 
Assay data indicate the metal content of the vein is low (Fig. 2). 


Exploration work ceased sometime before November 3, 1965, and the con-
tract was terminated December 24, 1965, according to the terms of 
Amendment No. 3.

The Government retains no equity in supplies or equipment at the mine.


The soil sampling and bulldozing adequately explored the surface areas. 
The underground work was discontinued before a full appraisal could be 
made of the ore potential at depth in the mine. 
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REPORTS 


The Field Officer, on June 13, 1966, recommended that the requirement 
for an Operator's final report be waived; however, $160.00 withheld 
from the, final voucher payment to the Operator was retained by the 
Government and applied against the preparation of the Operator's final 
report. 


A Report of Review issued in May 1966 was based on an inspection of the 
OME contract files and Bureau's disbursement records in the Branch of 
Budget and Finance, Washington, D. C., on April 5 and 6, 1966. This 
included a royalty review, in which it was recommended that $9.20 
royalty should be requested.


PROJECT RESULTS 


The soil sampling indicated a few areas that contain anomalously high 
amounts of heavy metals; there is no positive correlation between 
heavy metal values and lead values (Fig. 1). Bulldozing failed to 
find evidence in the bedrock of ore below the heavy-metal rich soil. 


The only new vein explored underground was in the drift, about 67 feet 
long, at the end of the crosscut on the 300 level (Fig. 2). Assays of 
7 samples of the vein are as follows:

No ore reserves can be assigned to the vein as the values are too low 
and the vein has not been explored on other levels in the mine. 


CERTIFICATION 


There has been no Certification of Possible Production and none is recom-
mended. There is,howevex a provision in Amendment No. 3 to the contract 
according to which the Government is entitled to a royalty on future 
production from the mine until December 25, 1974, or until the Govern-
ment's participation in the costs with interest at 6* percent per annum 
is paid, whichever occurs first.

ROYALTIES 


Total royalties paid of $9 .. 20 were based on the ore .shipped August 20, 
196 5 . Smelter returns from the other shipments failed to pay for the 
cost of transporting the ore to the smelter. 


No royalties are due to the Government. 


SUMMARY 


Silver-lead--zinc ore bodies in the Hilltop area apparently are .confined 
to certain "favorable" sequences of beds in a thick series of Paleozoic 
limestone and dolomite. The ore shoots are thickest and shortest where 
the beds dip most steeply. 


Soil sampling does not appear to be a promising method of exploring for 
new ore bodies. Anomalous soil samples are not underlain by ore. 


Underground exploration was too limited to be conclusive. Progress was 
slowed and finally halted due to financial incompetence of the Operator. 
A narrow, sparsely mineralized vein, found by diamond drilling prior to 
the contract, was explored by 67 feet of drift. Minable ore was not 
found. 


Additional underground exploration is warranted if the Operator is finan-
cially and technically competent.

I visited the Hilltop mine late in the afternoon of August 26, 19695 
to learn if there had been recent production. The royalty period on 
production from the mine extends until December 24, 1974, or until 
the full amount of the Government's lien at 6_1/ 1 percent per annum 
is repaid. 


The mine appeared to be deserted. The, cable had been removed from the 
hoist and was spread out on the floor of the hoist room. The hoist 
had been taken away. The skip was suspended at the shaft collar by a 
mine rail that was laid across the shaft opening. 


I learned in a telephone conversation with Mr. J. Howard Sims in 
Salmon, Idaho, that someone had taken the hoist, a bulldozer, and a 
compressor to satisfy a lien they had against the Lombardis. 


Obviously, there has been no recent production. The Lombardis applied 
for additional OME assistance in March 1969. It seems highly doubtful 
that they are financially competent to undertake an exploration 
project in which ONE participates.

Enclosed are the original and a Thermo-Fax copy of a letter dated 
January 16, 1967, from Clemens A. Lombardi. 


The mine was visited and the advance measured November 3, 1965, as 
reported in our memorandum of November 15, 1965. The contract ter-
minated. effective December 24, 1965, under the terms of item 14(a)(il). 
of Amendment No. 3. 


On January 19, 1966, because the mine was inaccessible due to snow, 
we wrote to the Operator to learn whether he had done any , work since 
our November inspection. On March' 22, 1966, we again wrote to the 
Operator telling him that, since we had received no reply to our 
January 19 letter, we could only assume that no further work had 
been done, and advising him that some of the drifting for which he 
had been paid would probably be disallowed for reasons described in 
our letters ,of February 10 and June 18, 1965, and January 19, 1966. 
Also, on March 22, 1966, we requested a Report of Review in which we 
accepted 153 feet of drift and crosscut. 


The Report of Review showed that the Operator had' been overpaid in 
the amount of $367.00. Refund of this' overpayment was requested' 
in our letters of June 13 and 17, 1966. In our letter of June 28, 
1966, in response to a'telephone call while I was in the field, the 
entire matter was again explained to the Operator. This letter was 
crossed in the mail by one dated June 27, 1965, in which the Operator 
stated in part: "That Job on 300 level have be complete." 


Your requests of August 1 and. September 1, 1966, were not acknowledged 
until, In his letter, of September 19, 1966, the Operator again stated 
In part: "Regarding * * * the overpayment, will you please explain 
how this could have happened when all work under contract was







recorded by our engineer * * * and paid out to our miners on con-
tract." Your reply of September 27, 1966, explained in detail the 
footage for which payment had been made, the footage found to be 
acceptable, and the difference, but went unanswered until your 
final request for repayment dated October 25, 1966. 


Finally, in his letter of November 8, 1966, the Operator accepted 
the deletion of 3 feet from the east drift, but claimed that: 
"* * * in December the 31' of Drift W was completed to meet con-
tract requirements." Your reply of November 16, supplemented by my 
letter of November 22, 1966, requested documentary evidence that 
the 31 feet had in fact been completed in accordance with contract 
specifications. The enclosed notarized statement has been pre-
sented as such evidence. 


I have worked with these people off and on for about 5 years--ever 
since receiving the Sims and Lombardi dba Jumbo Mining Corporation 
application dated October 11, 1961, and docketed 0ME-6185. They 
have always been difficult in the field of correspondence, and often 
it has been difficult to get them to understand verbal instructions 
and explanations. However, they have always appeared to be sincere 
in their attempts to get the job done even though their attempts 
have not always been successful. It is my considered opinion that 
their failures to reply to letters and to follow instructions is 
due more to ignorance than to any attempt at subterfuge. 


It is recommended that the 31 feet disallowed for advance in the 
drift west be accepted as meeting the contract specifications. 
This leaves the record of overpayment at:

A crosscut was driven through a mineralized vein, exposing it for 5 feet 
along the strike. The vein was further exposed for 20 feet easterly ard 
47 feet westerly, measured from the sides of the crosscut. Thus the 
vein was exposed for a total length of 72 feet. Within this distance, 
7 samples were taken, 6 by the operator's consulting engineer and 1, at 
the breast of the west drift, by the ONE representative.

None of these samples indicate any-thing approaching ore-grade material. 
The vein in the gap between 24' and 471 west of the crosscut was no 
wider and no more mineralized than it appeared at those sample points. 
Were any ore to be mined from the vein within the limits of the ONE 







drift, it is certain that it would not be accepted at any smelter or 
concentrator. Therefore it is recommended that no certification of 
discovery be made. 


There is some indication that ore might be encountered if the west 
drift were driven an additional 20 to 50 feet to follow the vein 
through the projected location of more favorable beds. These beds 
were receptive to the deposition of ore which has been stoped from 
the vein about 40 feet southerly from the start of the OME crosscut 
(see Hand's sketches with July and subsequent vouchers). Unfortunately 
a discovery cannot be certified on a "maybe if" basis. However, there 
is much evidence that this additional footage was not driven because 
of gross mismanagement on the operator's part. Therefore it is recom- 
mended that the operator be reminded of the pseudocertification included 
in Amendment No. 3 and his responsibilities thereunder. 


We have twice requested payment of royalty due the Government on a 
shipment of 7.978 SDT of ore made from the Hilltop mine to AS&R, East 
Helena, the latter part of August, 1965, once in a letter dated 
January 24, 1966, and again in a letter dated March 22, 1966. Settle-
ment sheets received from AS&R show the shipper to have been Al Dire 
and that settlement was in the amount of $183-90, of which $100.00 was 
an advance settlement. The royalty due and requested is $9.19. As 
yet we have received no reply to either request. Possibly a third 
request from your office will be more successful. For your files I am 
enclosing a copy of the settlement sheet and an holding a copy for our 
files.

There has been nodvance underground, provided for in Project 2, 
since June 1964. During that month an advance of 38.4 of an—author-
ized 120 feet was reported in the Operator's Progre'ss Report for June. 
The Opii'ator's Narrative Report for that month stated that the muck 
was scraped by a slusher, indicating that no track had been emplaced 
up to that time; no other work under Project-72 has done. 


As Project 1 work was about to be started, no recess was requested 
until October 13, 1964, after the Project Isoil sampling and-trench-
ing had been completed. Amendment No. 3 provides for a recess from 
October 11, 1964, to "not later than December 31, 1964," and includes, 
a mandatory termination if work has not been resumed by December 31, 
19640' 


In a letter dated December 31, '196b, written by William N. Hand, con-
sultant for the Operator, but signed by John L. McKeon, attorney-in-
fact for the Operator, the points are made that: The writer was unable 
to visit the property owing to drifted snow; that the Operator told him 
that duringcember track had been laid in the crosscut; and that the 
slusher had been reset., Clemens Lombardi also told Hand that a new 
compressor had been set in place and that the hoist had been made 
operational. However, no advance had been attempted. 


On January 10, 1965, prior to visiting the Sims , project, I had the 
good fortune to meet 'in Leadore with one of two young men who had 
visited the Hilltop mine the previous day by means of a snowscooter. 
He reported that snow has drifted to the eaves of the garage building 
and the hoist house but was vague as to how deep the snow was about 
the shaft. However, he confirmed that without a doubt even a four-
wheerdrive vehicle equipped with chains could not get up to the mine 
until drifting snow could be bulldozed from. the road.







Before going to Sims' place I wanted to check the location and condition 
of the road into the SilverjIoon property (OME-6381) which I hoped to 
visit the next day. Again, I was fortunate, not only in meeting the 
Silver Moon people who were dozing snow off the trail to their property, 
but at the same time in meeting Ed Corbett who had pt in the track and 
moved the slushet the Hilltop. He confirmed that there was all that 
had been done and was vague as to whether snow stopped the work at that 
time or whether he had been told only to lay the track. 


It would seem that laying track is actually a job that should have been 
done as crosscutting progressed, although I see no reason why slushing 


4ç for stretches is not good operating procedure. However, these people 
have dallied so long, albeit; because they could not or would not (who 
can say) straighten out their financial difficulties, that I cannot 
help but feel that bringing in-the compressor, laying the track and 
advancing the slusher at this late date was done merely to establish 
a resumption of work prior to December 31.,,!6Li. Of course, I cannot 
make any such accusation, but I cannot help but feel that way. 


According to several people, Clemens Lombardi was living in Leadore for 
2 or 3 weeks during December, but no one seems to know-just why or what 
he was doing at the mine. 


I am too close to this situation and its frustrations; therefore, if you 
believe it expedient to consider laying 38 feet of track in a crosscut 
that was driven in June as constTuting 'resumption of work by December 311, 
it is recommended that the recess, with a mandatory terminatiI date and 
a pseudocertification, be extended to March 31, 1965. It is not recom-
mended that the date for completion be extendedt this time. i 4 -

Enclosed are two copies of a letter dated October 13, 19614, from 
William M. Hand, engineer for the subject Operator, in reply to my 
letter of October 9. 


In accordance with Hand's request, It is recommended that an amend-
ment be prepared authorizing a recess starting OctOber 11 and ending 
on or before Deàember 31., 1964. It is also recommended that the 
amendment include a mandatory termination date of October 11 unless' 
work Is resumed by December 31. This will allow ample time for Hand 
to complete his appraisal of the Project 1 soil sampling and trench-
ing and will give the Operators ample time to straighten out theli' 
problem of equipment attachment if they have any real desire to' do 
so. A pseudoctification to protect the Government's investment 
Is also recommended as there are no grounds on which to base a 


c certification of discovery at the present time. 


I have talked at length with Ken Bagdon, chemist for ' Pioneer Geo 
chemical Surveys in Spokane, largely because of the wide and irregu-
lar variations between the field and laboratory assays. He says 
that they have found conclusively that true field assays 'do not give 
consistent or satisfactory results. This is due to many factors over 
which field control Is difficult to maintain, such as constant 
moisture content of the various samples without a satisfactory dry 
ing procedure; gradual changes in the pH and purity of the reagents; 
and contamination due to water or other agents used to clean tubes, 
and other equipment. In effect, in order to carry out field deter-
minations that will mean anything, a field laboratory with much of 
the equipment and facilities found In a commercial or company 
laboratory should beset up. 


I do not believe that ONE should rule out the geochemical approach 
to exploration under favorable conditions therefor. Its value, 
when properly carried out, has been proven In too many cases.

However, I believe that in the future all geochemical analyses should 
be made by commercial assayers unleès the Operator has a well-equipped 
laboratory of Its own, which will be rare. In the long run this will 
result in more meaningful results and will therefore be less expensive 
actually than would be the cost of nondefinitive or just plain 
inaccurate analyses. 


In view of Hand's letter, I will reinstate the Q check analyses which 
were deleted from the last voucher but will not reinstate the second 
D-108 analysis.

Enclosed Is a Thermo-Fax copy each of a letter dated September 6, 
19611, and an outline of the letter dated September 7, 1961$, from 
Bill Hand, engineer for the subject Operators. This is in reply 
to my letter of September 3 to him, a copy of which we sent you 
accompanied by a Request for Amendment dated August 32, 1961$. 


Because there appeared to be some doubt in Hand's mind as to the 
advisability of the drilling, I called him on the telephone 
September 13 for clarification. I told him that, as he has indi-
cated in items 3 and 1$ of the outline of this letter', a case could 
probably be made either for or against the proposal but that I could 
not advise him either way, and asked him whether or not he wanted his 
proposal considered. The Operators have left the technical decisions 
entirely up to him and will accept any recommendation he makes. 


Hand said n conf1de) that he has doubts as to the Operators' 
abundance of funds and has decided that the additional cost of super- 
vision which would be for their sole account would make the cost of 
the amendment too much for the value of the information that might 
derive from the drilling. Moreover, he is not willing to obligate 
any funds for this work until he has sufficient funds in hand to 
pay all costs as they come due. He fears that this may tax the 
Operators' resources. For these reasons, he asked that the Request 
for Amendment be withdrawn and that trenching under Project 1, 
Phase 3,	 approved. 


Limited pproval for trenching has been given and confirmed . In the 
enclosed Work Authorization.

It is regretted that as of this writting, the rriter has not had the 
opportunity to talk with Mr. Edward T. Ruppel of the USG3 uho is understood 
to be Tori:ing in the area of Lead Ore, Icaho.

It is the general nderstanding that the sediments in much of the

Geochemical Results 


As has been previously stated, the analysis of soil wre such that two 
results were obtained.

The results of some seven hundred (700) sa2iiples were osted on 40msca1e 
field sheet and profiles were drawn to Indicate the high results.

Apparently because of the limited 1moulege of what ,.-as assumed to be the major 
structural trends, this procedure showed little or no systematic pattern and 
was abandoned and the results conourcd. 


This indicated a more general pa	 n ttern but soething that was i.iore realistic 
and systematic. Then too, study of a nearby survey tended to indicate that 
contours would disclose structures such as intersections of stru:tures end 
give somew1at of an indication of relative horizontal disp1aceunt. 


As eidcnced by the numerous and haphazard prospect holes present prospecting 
by purly phsical means is both difficilt and inpracical. On the whole ,it was 
felt that geoc1eriica1 work was both oractical and of great value. Of the 
eight anomalies picked up, on iLy one was indicated by surface exorossiOfl. This was 
anomaly nuiber I. Anomalies II, III, BT, V, VI, VII,and VIII were not apparent.

Certainly geochemical anomalies indicate mineralization but it may be 


very very weak compared to mineralization required to make ore. At best 
these anomalies indicate O.l metal and actually nothing short of l metal 
is required to make ore at this property under present conditions. 


The facts eem to indicate that geochemical prospecting followed by 


dozer trenching followed by crosscutting tend to ignore the iinodiately above 
paragraph to some extent. Actually, in the writor t s opinion, the area is 
weakly mjnerth.lized and lacks much of the ore-indicative a1tcr.tion. This 
seems borne out in the results at the adjacent property.

The enclosed Thermo-Fax copy of a letter dated August 21, 1964, 
from William H. Hand to John L. McKeon is in reply to my letter of 
August 11, 1964, to McKeon. Also enclosed is a Thermo-Fax copy 
of a letter dated August26, 19611., from McKeon to me. 


Apparently, my use of the phrase "validity of the assaying" was 
unfortunate and has been understandably misinterpreted. I was in. 
no sense questioning the accuracy of the results as submitted or 
of the capability of either Hand or his assayer. I have talked to 
Hand several times and know him to have an excellent reputation as 
a mining engineer; I have also visited his field laboratory in 
Lead.ore and talked with his assayer. There is no reason to doubt - 
the capability of either one. My Intent was to find out if the 
ppm lead values could be determined more closely than in steps of 
100 ppm, and thereby more clearly validate which Project I, Phase 2 
soil samples were taken at locations as defined in the contract. 
With steps of 100 ppm, the anomalies are broad areas rather than 
lines. The contract permits 6 samples northeasterly and 6 south-
westerly from the "anomaly line." 


As Hand points out in paragraph 6, page 1, of this letter, the con-
tract "does nottate the sensitivity explicitly to which samples 
shall be analyzed." His reason for not attempting to make color 
determination closer than 100 ppm lead is reasonable. Except for-  
those samples along lines G. H, and L which are either 150 feet 
from Phase 1 lines or 50 feet from Phase 2 lines and therefore do 
not meet contract specifications, all other Phase 2 samples may be 
justified as being along a line extending from not more than 6 
samples northeast to not more than 6 samples southwest of anomalous 
bands or zones in which there is probably more than one high







"anomaly line." If this interpretation is reasonable and correct, 
which I believe it is, 296 Phase 2 samples and 211 Phase 1 samples 
totaling 507 conform to contract specifications. Therefore, I 
have accepted for payment the 500 samples claimed in the Operator's 
July 1964 voucher.  


It seemed advisable to clearup Hand's misunderstanding as soon as 
possible. This was done by telephone August 31,19614..

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments ., facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof.

Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly  reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed;

(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the woik or termination of the Government's obligation to con -


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final'. monthly report). 'This, final report áhall inOlude a geological and eñgineeringemluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof.

tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or roduced' from the land as follows:

except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating.operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, At its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. ' "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such pruchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to.the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
'estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations. --(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract., 


che Government may give the Operator written nOtice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must-be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required., 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern -
ment--under the 'contract-i
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(c) The giving .f any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall 
not affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 11. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to thèOperato) or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE10. Nondiscrimination in Employment.--The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section .301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 1L. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secre-
tary or his duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and 
conclusive unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or caprici-
ous or arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by 


substantial evidence. 
The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 


representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act #i U.S.C. 3545), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-

ARTICLE 13 . Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages.--The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland. 
Act, as amended No U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
874) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations.. 
and any amen±nents or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

The subject property was visited November 3, 1965, and the OME work 
was inspected and measured in the company of Bill Hand, consultant 
for the Operator. The lastspection was made NovemberO, l9f,. 
although an attempt was made to visit the property January 9, 1965, 
but snowdrifts blocked the access road. The property was visited 
August 29, 1965, but when I arrived I was advised that Hand was in 
the mine mapping and measuring the advance. Clemens Lombardi who 
was running the hoist and one of the miners had several questions 
regarding contract requirements and it was necessary to explain again 
why we had been obliged to return vouchers and bold up payment. 
Rather than duplicate Hand's work It was decided that the available 
time would be better spent explaining the contract and vouchering 
requirements and to accept Hand's measurements. 


A letter from Hand dated October 18, 1965, indicated that work might 
have been discontinued some time in September or Octojer so the 
Operator was advised that an inspection would be made November 3. 
Actually, I was able to get a day ahed of my schedule and started 
for the mine on the 2d. At Leadore' I met Clemens Lombardi who said 
he wanted to accompany me underground but that be would not have any-
one else to run the hoist until the next day. As I had set the in-
spection for the next day and. wanted him to accompany me underground) 
we agreed to meet at the mine the next morning. 


The morning of the 3rd Lombardi appeared at the mine with a young 
chap who was not qualified to operate the hoist. However, Lombardi 
had seen Hand who promised to come up that morning. While waiting 
his arrival, I asked why work had been stopped and was told in effect 
that most of October it had been necessary to repair the shaft and 
that no ONE work had been done. I checked the shaft both going down







. 


and coming up. A few new timbers had been installed, but they did 
not look new enough to have been put in since early summer. Parts 
of the shaft are still in pretty bad shape and Ijd.o not consider it 
too safe. 


A nail in the back of the crosscut indicated the start of ONE work. 
The crosscut measured 125 feet to the face and cut, a vein at 116 
feet. Track was laid to the face and rails of turnouts east and west 
could be seen. The vein was followed easterly for 20 feet, but the 
last 3 feet narrowed to little more than 2 feet. One round had been 
shot out of the back about 5 feet from the crosscut but was not 
mucked out. Since the east drift was stopped, the back has caved 
leaving about. 1.5 to 2 feet of. sloughed material covering the track. 
Hand assured me that he saw this drift when it was mucked out and 
that the track had been laid to within about 3 feet of the face. As 
he has had considerable difficulty getting his pay from the Operator, 
I see no reason to doubt him. 


The drift west has been driven 47 feet but has not been mucked out 
beyond the slusher ramp. . The rail of the turnout is covered, by 
spillage from, the sluaher, but a little shovel clearing showed it 
to end 11 feet from the crosscut. When Hand made his August 29 
measurement, the drift west had been driven 25 feet and was mucked 
to the face. The miners and-Lombardi-both assured me that rail 
would be laid to 'that point before the next round. . See also my 
letters of February 10 and June 18, 1965, to the Operator on the 
subject of rail.	 .	 . 


When the unmucked drift and lack of rail was reported to Lombardi, 
he said that he had not checked the work but had taken the miners' 
word for it. I told him that in the future I would approve no 
voucher unless it included a.signed certification that the drift was 
mucked out to the face and. that a specified number of feet of rail 
had been laid and that even then I would recommend a withholding of 
part of the funds due until I could have an opportunity to make an 
'on-site check. I called his attention to the two letters cite abov 
and explained that I could not visit the property every month adding 
that since he had twice vouchered incompieted. work I was left with 
no otherqourse. Although I did not 'bring up the subject to Lombardi, 
there are, so many reports in the area' of his miners having to file 
labor liens to collect their pay and they have been so erratic in 
their work . performance that I am reluctant to approve full payment.

People familiar with the area inform that there is more snow 
present at the property and surrounding area than there was all 
last winter and the several winter seasons preceeding. Owing to 
the gusty winds that continually transport both new snow and old, 
it is doubtful if much can be accomplished in the way of contract work 
until at least two months pass. 


The adjacent property to the North has a similar problen the 
operator there relates that work may have to be suspended. It is 
difficult to say even the approximate snow depth because of driing (drifting) 
but banks five feet high are not uncommon where it has been dozed out of 
the road.

Work this month was confined to finishing the dozer trenches andsampling the 11
mineralized showings they contained. Results af the assaying are 8 part of this 
month's report. 


Although the above is all the work that was done that was applicable to the contract, 
field work in the form of maps was expanded and hours of the writer's time was 
consumbd in interpreting the findings. The teit of these findings along with a print 
of the mapp9ng will be submitted later when time for printing can be had. The print 
will also indicate the sample locations. 


In general the anomalies were confirmed and were caused as follows: 


Anoma1t .1 - A series of more than fourç1osely spaced East-West Yns. 
Anomaly II One East-WestVn. 
Anomaly .III- Apparently by and Igneous Dike. 


Anomaly IV - By an East- West Vn. 
Anomaly V By the old Hilltopn which is an East-West Vn. 
AnomalyVI - ByanEast - WestVn. 


Owing to the fact that thebedi reek rock in the areas of the dozer trenches was 
hard limestone, a nice slick bottom on the trenches were not possible * it was easy 
however to spot the viens by geethca1 means. At the south end of C-trench a 
winzed U vieff was showing. The trench went right through it. Yet in the cut, the 
bed rock was so irregular and hard that the vien did not show in the cut but its 
presence was readily detected by geochemical sampling kin the trench bottom. 


With such very- ,poor vien expressions in the trenches, it is not possible for the 
writer to suggest sinking a shaft on any one. Then too, the field work and library 
research strongly indicate that o1y a. very select few o the limeaton and-de&eMM 


,,,,' ­dolomite members are favorable for ore deposition. As suc, thoughts have turned 
to suggesting a more extensive plan of exploration from the Hilltop shaft nderground. 


• When the studies are complete, we will submit a request for contract ameRdei4 
anuneudment. 


Work has begun on assembling the needed men and machinery for the Hilltop Shaft 
work.

During the month of November 1964 a deisel air compressor was moved to the 
mine. While it was not started and operated in the writers presence 
it appeared to be a very servicable machine. It was manufactured by 
the Chicago Pnew4tic Tool Co. and was completely factory built. It is 
powered by a Ct1p iUar Engine. It is a late model design. 


Also, a 1948 Chevrolet truck, about a 2-ton capacity, was added to the 
mine plant. 


For drilling, an Ingersoll Jack Leg grock drill was provided. This 
machine has a weight of about 70 pounds and had every appearence of 
bthng ready for work. 


Blasting agents are also at the site and made ready for work. 


Mr. Clemens Lombardi has spent considerable time in Lead Ore, Idaho 
and at the mine assembling the necessary "gear". It is my understanding 
that the title to the hoist has been cleared and at present no attachment 
or lien prevails. 


The snow conditions at the mine are about five inches. Access was easily 
gained by use of a 4"- wheel drive vehicle. The writer inspected the 
property on November 30 in the morning. 


Every effort is being made to complete the work at the earliest possible 
moment.

The subject property was visited November 10, 19614, and the two 
trenches were visited. No one was at the property and there was no 
evidence of any preparation to resume Project 2 work underground.' 
About 145 minutes were spent on the property but that evening in 
Dillon, Montana, this project and another near by were discussed 
with William M. Hand, consultant for the Operators. The last in-
spection was made September 26, 1964. 


Throughout most of the 2 trenches there is about 3to 14 inches of 
snow obscuring the bottoms and most of the sides. The trenches range 
in depth from about 3 feet to 10 feet. Ridges of very hard white 
limestone limited the feasible depths of bulldozing. The sides of 
the shallower portions of trench were obscured by snow and in the 
deeper portions the walls showed no evidence of mineralized struc-
ture. In the latter areas the walls were composed of small-to-
medium-sized angular pieces of grey limestone, probably the result 
of weathering in place. 


Hand has found that geochemical anomalies over the- known Hilltop ore 
zone are surprisingly low and has abandoned the idea of core- drill-
ing mentioned in his letter and outline dated respectively September 
6 and 7. He has done considerable geologic studying of the ore 
occurrence at the Hilltop, preparing sections independently from 
those presented by Shockey. He asked if OME would consider drifting 
southerly in the zone of ore making beds from the 300 level to 
search for parallel veins suggested by geochemical anomalies even 
though there is no positive Indication of their outcrops at the sur-
face • I told him that I doubted that any further amendment would be 
considered until Phases 1 and 2 of Project 2ere completed; if 
neither phase indicated promising parallel structures, his proposed

crosscutting, without more justification, would be nothing more 
IC 


than prospecting, but if parallel veins of promise were indicated, 
his joposa1 might possibly be considered. He agreed and feels that 
the next move is up to the Operators.

The Hilltop mine was visited September 26, 1964. No one was at the 
property and no work was being done. That evening William H. Hand, 
Mining Engineer, was interviewed in Dillon. He had just located a 
dozer to do the trenching and expected it to be started within the 
next few days. The last inspection was made July 22, 1964. 


On the way to the property the deputy sheriff in Léadore said that the 
hoist, the compressor, and other equipmnt at the Hilltop mine has 
been attached for bills reportedly unpaid by the Operators. He wanted 
to know what the Government policy regarding paying an Operator might 
be, under those circumstances. I told him that when an Operator com-
pleted a piece of work in accordance with contract specifications, the 
Government was obliged by the contract to reimburse him 50 percent of 
the cost specified in the contract and that it did not consider Itself' 
liable to a third party for its financial or legal problems with the 
Operator. 


It is obvious that underground work cannot be resumed until the attach-
ments are lifted. The Operators' credit ., at least for the time being Qctz 
is not too good, but it is Hand's opinion that if they will pay in 
advance ., they will probably be able to start the dozing and, If 
winzing is then justified, they might be able to rent the necessary 
equipment. 


According to the Thermo-Fax copy of the enclosed letter of September 27, 
19614, dozing was started September 29.

The cost for each operation should be the total of all 
claimed costs attributable to that type of work with two excep-
tions, namely—operating equipment purchased and analytical 
work which are stated separately. For example, drifting costs 
should be the total of all costs chargeable to drifting including 
supervision, technical services timbering (if any), etc. Similarly, 
drilling costs s ould include the cost of cementing, reaming, 
core boxes, etc. This procedure of distribution holds whether 
the contract was written on an actual cost or a unit cost basis, 
or some combination of the two. Distribute the cost of such 
general items as supervision, equipment rented. etc. according 
to relative footages or on some other conventional basis. The item• 
"Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs" covers all rehabilitation 
and/or repairs other than the rehabilitation of mine workings. 


The item titled "Drilling, Non-core Percussion" includes 
all drilling performed with wagon, jack-hammer, stoper and mount-
ed drills. The several items labelled "Other" are provided to 
take care of particular exploration operations not specified on 
this form.

In order to accomplish the necessary underground work In thd main 


Hilltop shaft it was necessary to do preparatory work. This consisted of 
repairing the shaft by placing about 10 sets of timber. Track of 29 lb. per 
yard rail had to be laid from the station to the work face on the 300 level. 
Owing to the existance of rotted timber bridging a stope from the 400 level, 
the old stope had to be caught up. Air and water pipe lines had to be 
replaced and repaired where necessary as well as extended to the working 
faces. An air compressor with capacity of about 600 cubic feet of free air 
per minute displacement was installed on the strf ace and connected to the 


air line.


It was learned that when it became necessary to use the existing 
skip pocket on the 300 level to handle muck from the cross cut, the timber had 
deteriorated to such an extent that virtual replacement was necessary. 
In addition, the autoraatice skip dumping arrangement on the surface was found 
to be out of order and was repaired. 


During this month, valves in the air compressor required 
replacing and hoist required repair. True, these are minor jobs but the 
accessibility of parts in these somewhat remote areas possess a problem of 
delivery which can be very time consuming. 


As of this writting no further "tie-ups" are anticipated. 


Project 2 Phase 1 was undertaken. 	 38J feet of advance was 
accomplished in crosscutting on the diamond drill hole. In crosscutting, the 
werk was done by drilling the face with an IR Jackleg rock drill using 7/8" hex 
steel with an integral chisel bit. Air is suplied through one (1) inch 
hose and water through a .1' inch water hose. Air is transmitted from the 
shaft through a i inch steel air line and water through a inch plastic 
pipe.


Eglosives for the drilled holes are prepared mixes of ammonium 
nitre primeTbyn lick  of dynamite. No. 6 blasting caps on fuse are used 
to detinate the primer. 


Broken muck is scraped from the face onto an inclined loading 
ramp under which is place a mine car on the track. The two drum scraper 
hoist is powered by a 5 HP air motor which pulls a scraper bucket with a 


width of about 24 inches. 3/8 inch steel (wire rope) is used on the scraper. 


The mine care into which the muck is scraped-has a capacity of about 8 cubic 
feet, was

dumped for gob. The stope is now filled and the muck has to be tramed to 
the shaft where it is hoisted to the surface for disposal.

breaking ofock. In this pahse, a piece of pointed wood was driven tightly

Measurement data from the above was secured from an engineer's 
f4d book in the possession of Bill Hand, 30 S. Arizona St.. Dillon, Nontana 
and is available for inspection by the Government at any time.

On June 11, 19614 a Brunton line was run from the northwest 
corner of the Alex Stevens Claim to the southwest corner to determine its 
location.

Although this contract is technically in default pending the return 
of Amendment No. 1, the Hilltop time was visited on June 11, 19611. 
William H. Hand, Consulting Engineer-Geologist, was present and 
requested clarification of various items in the contract and rela-
tive to the preparation of vouchers, progress reports, etc. Cur-
rently, he Is locating claim corners and laying out a geochemical 
grid. The soil sampling probably cannot be started for  weeks or 
so because of residual snow -- in fact, there were mixed rain and 
snow flurries during the interview. 


Pete Kesl who has contracted to do the underground work was also 
present. The northerly crosscut on the 300 level has been advanced 
about 50 feet, but cowl not follow along DDU No. 1 as required by 
the contract, page 11, "Exhibit A." The drill hole was collared 
about 2.5 feet above the floor and, although starting nearly hori-
zontal, it began to bend downward and vent below the floor of the 
crosscut ataabout 15 feet. Kesl was told to continue the crosscut 
on the bearing established while he was following the drill hole 
and that if an amendment were necessary to permit this, one would 
be prepared. Hand said he had put In line points at the bearing 
of the drill hole. 


Regarding the Project 2, Phase 2, 500 level drilling, Hand asked if 
the hole could be drilled with a heavier machine using EX size bits. 
He was told that as long as the drilling specifications for size 
were exceeded there would be no problem but that the contract price 
for the X-ray drilling would not be increased.

AG the interview was ending, ' Arthur Lombardi, one of the Operators, 
came in. He as told that until OME received the executed copies 
of Amendment No.1, the contract was in default and no vouchers 
would be accepted for payment. He said that the amendment had been 
mailed the, previous week; however, it had not arrived by Saturday's 
mail (June 6). Upon my return to the office, I found that it had 
been received June 8, after my departure for the field.
