ANENDMENT NO .5 


It is •agreed this 2 gthday of March , 1975, between the 
United States of America, acting through the Department of the Interior, 
U.S. Geological Survey, hereinafter called the "Government", and 
Carroll R. Bennett, hereinafter called the "Operator", that Exploration 
Contract 2225 (OME-6557), dated September 21, 1966, as amended, is 
further amended effective March 31, 1975, as follows: 


1. The Monarch Company, Inc., as successor in interest to 
the five patented mining claims formerly owned in part by Carroll R. 
Bennett and described in Annex Iof the Contract, hereby acknowledges 
full responsibility to protect the Government's rights to royalty on 
production from these claims, and to preserve the lien for the payment 
thereof.


Monarch Company, Inc., owns these patented claims by virtue 
of a Deed of Mining Claim executed May 7, 1969, between Carroll R. Bennett 
and Josephine A. Bennett and Monarch Company, Inc. 


2. Pursuant to "A Special Agreement Concerning Land", the 
following patented mining.claims shown on attached Figure 5 entitled 
"Map showing Operator's Property, Florence Mine, Cascade County, 
Montana," are hereby added to the six claims referred to in Article 2 
of the Contract and more particularly listed. in Annex I:

3. Possession of the Homestake, O'Brien, and Queen of the 
Hills claims is by virtue of a Lease Agreement executed August 24, 1974, 
between Alicia C. Vick, Charles Conrad Campbell and Hilda G. Campbell, 
owners, and Monarch Company, Inc. Possession of the Joe Vann patented 
claim is by virtue of a conveyance to it executed by Carroll R. Bennett 
and wife on May 7, 1969.
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This amendment does not affect the responsibility of Carroll R. 
Bennett with respect to the Silver Bottom, unpatented claim, nor should 
it be construed to increase the estimated total cost of the contract, 
the aggregate amount which the Government may be.required to contribute, 
or the amounts designated as a maximum.

As requested. by the Chief, Office of Minerals Exploration, we iriade 


a cost review' of contract , No. 2225. The results of our review are 


shown in the attached report.

We reviewed the contract files of the Office of Minerals Exploration 


(0ME) pertaining to the Minerals Exploration Contract No. 2225 


with Carroll H. Bennett (Operator) and examined the related disburse-


nient records in the Branch of Budget and. Finance, Administrative 


Divièlon, Geological Survey. The review was made, at Washington, D.C., 


during March 1969. 


•	 The contract was awarded on September 21, 1966, for $66,220, the total 


estimated cost of Stage 1 of the project, with ONE participation 


on a 75-percent basis or not in excess of $119,665. Amendment No. 14 


established on May 15, .1968, Stage II of the project for $39,111.0, vith 


ONE participation not .to exceed $29,355. ,The first stage of this 


project is complete and an audit report was issued in February 1968 for 


the cost of Stage I for $66,113. ONE's participation on a 75-percent 


basis was for $Ii9,585. 


For the work under Stage I, the Operator claimed costs for Government 


participation of $66,120. ONE disallowed $627 of the claimed 


expenses and paid the Operator $149,119 based on the Government's con-


tribution of 75 percent to the accepted costs of $65,1i.93.

• The disallowance for items (a) and (b) was sustained. However, 


'the other items were reclaimed by the Operator and ONE .paid the 


• Operator $11 65 in May 1968. At the time of the February 1968 review 


11 drill holes were completed. 


The work under Stage II . was to consist of preparing drill sites 


and drilling about five additional holes for about 3,060 feet, 


including the overburden drilling. 


Simple interest at the rate' of 7 percent accrues on the $11.9,585 


• paid to the Operator and the Government' s contribution on Stage I 


of' the contract. Simple interest at the rate of 7 3/1 will accrue. 


on Stage II of the contract. The maximtnn period for royalty payments 


is for 12 years from the date of the contract. The work under the 


,contract was to be completed wIthin 30 months from the date of the 


contract or ' by March 21, 1969. 


At the time of our review a termination agreement was issued by ONE 


• on' February 11, 1969, with an effective date of August 20', 1968. 


'The results of the first. thl ee drill holes authorized ' on Stage II did. 


not warrant drilling the last two holes. 	 - 


The units of work authorized and paid under Stage II of the contract 


are summarized on Exhibit I. We believe that the claimed and 


.accepted costs of $25,871 and the ONE participation on •a 75-percent 


basis for $19, 1403 IS proper under the terms of the contract.

We examined the disbursement records in the Branch of Bi 


Finance, Administrative Division, Geological Survey, and reviewed 


the Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) contract files pertaining 


to the subject minerals exploration project. The cost review was 


made at Washington, D. C., on February 26, 27, and 2, 196g. 


An interim review of these records was made on June 6 and 7, 1967. 


At that time 5 drill holes had been completed and settlement had 


been made with the Operator in connection with the completed holes. 


Certain costs claimed for an incomplete hole and certain other costs 


had been disallowed pending further work on the project. This work 


has now been completed and appropriate settlement respecting the 


disallowed items has been made with the Operator. 


This contract originally provided for "drilling about 7 holes 


totalling not more than 4,950 feet" at specified footage rates. 


Also the contract made allowance for an estimate of 140 feet of over-


burden drilling at $15 a foot. Thus, the total drilling authorized 


was limited to 4,950 feet, including any necessary overburden drill -


ing. Amendment No. 2 to the contract repeated the restriction of 


not more than 4,950 feet but did not mention the overburden drilling. 


The interim review was based on the original contract as amended by 


Amendments Nos. 1 and 2.

drilling and 5,593 feet of diamond core drilling." This amendment 


also revised the estimated costs of various items in the project but 


did not increase the overall cost of the exploration nor the Government's 


total participation in such costs. 


The exploration project has been completed and the Operator has 


claimed costs for Government participation aggregating $66,ll9. 64. 


ONE has disallowed claimed costs aggregating $627.05 and has paid 


the Operator $49,119.45 based on the Government's contribution of 


75 percent to the accepted costs of $65,492.59. 


The disallowed costs are listed below:

We concur in the disallowance of items (a) and (b) but not in the 


other items for reasons discussed below: 


(o) The reason stated for this disallowance is to stay within the 


maximum set forth in the contract for Category (1) Independent con-


tracts. Amendment No. 3 allows for 423 feet of drilling out cement 


@ $3.75/foot. While the price per foot is a maximum, neither the. 


number of feet nor the estimated cost of $1,586.25 are maximums. 


The total cost under Category (1) is a maximum and has not been 


exceeded in the claimed cost. 


(d) The reason given for this disallowance is the same as for item 


(c). While the amendment contemplates 46.5 hours of surveying at 


$10.50/hour, only the hourly rate is a maximum. The number of hours 


may be exceeded subject only to the limitation that the total cost of 


category (1) is not exceeded. 


(e) This disallowance of $16 resulted from a recomputation by OME 


of allowable costs for drilling Hole No. 11 (the last holedrilled).

This recomputation of allowable costs for this last hole was improper 


and was not consistent with the claimed and allowed costs in connection 


with all of the prior holes drilled. 


Boyles Bros. Drilling Company performed all of the drilling for this 


project. Some of the core drilling was performed NXWL size and was 


charged to the Operator at NXWL rates (35 per foot greater than BXItIL 


rates). However, in claiming costs for Government participation the 


Operator reduced the prices to those provided in the exploration con-k 


tract for the smaller BXWL size core drill. The footage and cost 


claimed for Government participation for the entire eight holes were 


as follows:

*Hole No. 4 was drilled to a depth of 996 . feet, including 30 feet of 
overburden, prior to the execution of Amendment No. 3. The original 
contract and Amendment No. 2 provided for an approximate depth for 
hole of 940 feet, including the overburden. The Operator did not 
claim the additional 56 feet for Government participation in costs. 
Amendment No. 3 was made effective as of the date of the original 
contract and increased the approximate footage for theJho1e to 966 
feet of core drilling. Thus, the Operator is entitled to claim the 
additional 56 feet as allowable cost subject to the limitation of 
$55,349 of total costs as the maximum allowable under Category (1). 
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Hole No. 11 was drilled to a depth of 1,282 feet, including 10 feet 
of overburden. The Operator limited his claim for Government parti -
cipation to 10 feet of overburden drilling and 950 feet of core drill-
ing (63 feet in excess of the approximate 887 feet stated in Amendment 
No. 3) in order to remain within the niaximum.ainount of allowable costs 
under Category (1). 


The footage set forth in Amendment No. 3 applicable to this hole is 


not stated as a maximum and may be exceeded if accepted by the Govern-


ment subject to the contract provision relating to the maximum amount 


acceptable for Government participation as provided in Category (1). 


The files indicate that OME accepted the extra 63 feet of drilling 


costs claimed in connection with Hole No. 11 as an allowable cost for 


Government participation and that the maximum for Category (1) has 


not been exceeded. 


This report has been discussed with OME representatives in the 


Washington office who will initiate corrective action.

An examination 0-f the disbursement records in the Branch of Budget 


and Finance, Administrative Division, U.S. Geological Survey, and a 


review of the Office of Minerals Exploration contract files per-


taining to the subject minra1s exploration project was made at 


Washington, D.C., on Jime 6 and , 1967. 


The exploration contemplated by this contract, as amended, consists 


of bulldozing access roads to the drill sites, leveling the sites, 


and drilling about 7 holes totalling not more than 14.,950 feet. 


Bulldozing of the access roads, leveling of the drill sites, and 


a portion of the drilling has been accomplished during the months 


September 1966 through April 1967 . Drilling is continuing, however, 


reimbursement voucher for Government participation in costs subsequent 


to April 1967 has not been received from the Operator as of the date 


of this review. Footage of drilling contemplated by the contract 


and footage reported through April 1967 is as follows:

contract subject to Government participation through April 1967 
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aggregating '$Li.5 9 6i3,07. The Field Officer, OME, Region III, 


Spokane, Washington, has approved $Ll.2,lIa.83 as acceptable for 


Government participation on the 75 percent basis provided in the 


contract. The difference of $3,1I.71.211. is comprised of the 


following:


1. Various costs claimed by the Operator on his 


reimbursement voucher for April 1967 applicable to drill hole 


No. 8 aggregating $2,8Li6.2 Li. were disallowed, in line with OME 


practice of paying for drilling on the basis of completed holes. 


This amount may be reclaimed when the hole is completed. 


2. The Operator has claimed $750.00 representing charge 


by the drilling contractor for mobilization and demobilization 


of drilling equipment at the job. It is OME practice to withhold 


one-half of such allowable cost from settlement until it is known 


that the drilling equipment has 'in fact been demobilized. An 


amount of $375.00 has thus been withheld from costs in which the 


Government has participated to date. 


3. The Operator claimed $250.00 on his October 1966 voucher 


representing the	 '5 charge for moving , to and setting-up at 


hole No. 7. The Field Officer disallowed the item because the hole 


had not been completed at that time. The hole was completed in 


November 1966 and the Government participated in all reported costs 


of that hole, except for the $250.00 item of moving and setting_up. 


The completion of the drilling makes this an acceptable cost. 
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Our review has indicated that the costs claimed by the Operator 


for Government participation are adequately documented and are in 


accord with the contract provisions.

Justification fr Âme idmént No. 4 


A significant indication of ore in Drill Hole 3 (2.0 ft. - 70.4 oz. Ag), 
and indications of mineralized material in three other holes penetrating 
the Florence vein south of the Moulton fault warrant additional drill 
holes to further explore the vein. The proposed holes will test exten-
sions of ore found with Drill Hole 3, and the ore possibilities of the 
vein beyond the limits already explored by drilling. I reconmiend that 
the contract be amended to allow this work. 


Upon completion of the work originally planned under the contract, the 
Operator submitted a new application for financial assistance proposing 
underground work to further delineate the discovery made in Drill Hole 3. 
This plan is illustrated on accompanying. Figure 5, which shows the 
longitudinal section of the Florence vein south of the Moulton fault. 
The estimated'cost of this workwaa $167,507.30, with the Government's 
share at 75 percent totalling $125,273.63. 


The Government suggested to the Operator an alternate program consisting 
of three additional diamond drl1 holes to further explore the vein, and 
proposed that this be done as Stage II, under an amendment to the same - 
contract. The Operator, agreed to the suggestion and requested 2 more 
holes (No.'s 15 and 16), to test the vein at greater depth, as shown on

hereinafter called the "perator," as follows: 


ARICLE 1. Authority and scope.--(a) This contract entered into under the authority of Public 
law 701, 65th Cong., 2d seas. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. § 61l - 6146), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), chibit A (work and costs), and the naps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before October 15, 1966, and, subject to the provisions of Article 9 
(tate) 


and Echibit A, shall either have completed the work vithin__12 months from the date of the contract 


or shall have incurred allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less than the total cost set forth 
in khibit A. 


(b) The total allowable cost of the work set forth in Ebchibit A is $_66,220 • 00 . The Govern-


ment will contribute 5percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not. in 


excess of $49,665.00 in accordance with the provisions of Articles 3, 14, 5, and 6 "Costs incurred" 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest at the rate of__3(percent shall accrue from the 
dates Fderal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fuLLy repaid with interest. 


(d) The Oprator àhall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARICLE 2. Operator's right in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which .is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein iwhether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such 
right, title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain, his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and pi'oviding in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right tb'a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall' be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as pi'ovided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph .(c) shall become in-
applicable.	 - 


ARTICLE 3 . 	 rformance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Echibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto,' and its 
rights under t1xis' cOntract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under tbe. independent contract to be reasonable. 


(c) Government may 'inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections.	 '	 - 


ARTICLE . Contribution by the Government.--	 The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect it interests. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the' 
Operator.	 ' 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the work performed and ofany productiqn in which the Government may have' an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shalL have access toand.the.right to examine all pertinent ooks, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. . If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with anyother 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs' 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are ' satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports . --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-
ports in three secttons as follows:	 ' 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress port showing the number of units of the various types of work per-


formed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work. performed during the reporting period, including adequate 


engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole . logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken , concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above g ill be provided by the Government; however, the original'of 
the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or 
transcripts of payrolls and invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (.1).)

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e. ) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient Or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs. of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in chibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixedcosts for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual.costs and set forth in Echibit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in chibit A. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as the maximum of any 
category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article, or in 
xhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 


not exceeded.. 
CATORY (l)__INDEPE2 TDENT CONTRACTS. --(See Article 3(b)). The total of this category and the aver-


age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATE&ORY (2 )--PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory (a)--Supervision and Technical Services--All elements of this subcategory (number 


of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, periods of employment, -rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.	 .	 -

CATE3ORY (3)--OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as driU bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $50 each. 


CATBORY (1 )--OPERATING EQUIPMENT.	 - 
Subcategory (a)--Rental. --The number of each rented item mine cars, 1 truc, the rate of 


rental lOO per month, $5 per houj, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATELORY (5 )--INTTIAL REHABILTTATION AND REPAIRS. --Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than 
provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
Oategory is a maximum. 	 .	 - 


Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.--The total of this 
subcategory is a maximum. 	 .	 - 


CATORY (6 )--rmw BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND . INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) .--Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.







CATOHY (7)--MISCELIANEOUS.--Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, analyti-
cal work, prints and. other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, liability in-
surance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--In addition to the limitations imposed by paragraph (a) of this Article 6 
the Government will not contribute to the following costs: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs 1 of acquiring, 
owning, or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment 
or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
() Deferred payments . --Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) 1ductions in costs. --The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply 
to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article 
7•


ARPICLE 7 . lbpayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --It' the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land. covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration 
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a 
sufficient final report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Iyalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land, as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Iyment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 


(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine 
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or 
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is 
here used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manu.facturing) applied to .the crude ore or other 
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Government, at its 
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of 
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects 
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating 
operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on such production shall' be 
computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal 
income tax determination or the market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 


hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers . --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Go nme' s claim 
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay 
the royalty d.irectly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement 
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the 
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of 
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the 
Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


AHICLE 8. Interests in purchased property. --(a) Title and ownership. --All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to äontribute, or when 
suci property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.--Upon the completic.i of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, efther. by return to the vendor, sale to 
others, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining ipon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining, unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal. --If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination ofthe Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(1) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
•	 property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such propert' was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.. 


ARIICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 


•justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 
(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 


other than such as may be allowable under the provisions of the contract as necessary and. inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in. default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as re-
quired, thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be relieved of aLL obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and. such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 11. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with corp-
oration for its general benefit. 	 .;.._.• .'. 


ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination in Ehiployment. The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in 
employment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated }'hrch 6, 1961 as amended 
and supplemented are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, ,shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the' Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, 
a written appeal addressed to' the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or' 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The tern "Director, U. S. Geological Survey, as used herein includes" his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE	 Work Hours Act of 1962.- Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (i U.S.C. 35_145), is subject to the following 
provisions an4 to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or' subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve, the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours i'n any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a', 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in army such workweek, as the case'may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated daniages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause_set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and' , any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case ,of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for 
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liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual lab-
orer or mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, 
in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in 
excess of eight hours or in excess. of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the over-
time wages required by the. clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 15. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wagés.--The regulations of the Secretary 
of labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Fart 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (li0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid In the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C.

Enclosed is an application for 01€ aid to explore for silver ore at 
the Florence mine near Neihart, Montana. The applicant was the 
Operator of an exploration venture at the Dakota mine, a few miles 
to the southeast of the Florence, recorded in Docket No. DMA-129X. 
The Florence mine is not to be confused with a property subject 
to Docket No. DMA-202X, Florence Mining Company, Operator. Also 
enclosed is a photostat of a claim map shoving a portion of the 
Neihart Mining District; the original is in Docket No. DNEA-2O514. 
(Lewis B. Stark). The latter is included because it shows an 
apparent overlap of unpatented claims, Si1v, Bottom cont9ed by 
the applicaiànd Silver Edge which he does not control 


There are some inconsistencies and errors in reference to patent 
numbers. The applicant says that he and his son control 314..987 
percent interest in the patented claims and a lease executed by 
M. G. Cottler and Dorcas B. Cottier, husband and wife, assigns 
their "undivided interest" in the patented claims to Carroll B. 
Bennett and Richard C. Bennett, but Richard C. Bennett has not 
assigned any of his interest in the claims to the applicant. 


I am unfamiliar with community property laws and do not know whether 
they apply in Montana, but for the record, Dorcas B. Cottier holds 
a 57.773 percent interest and her husband holds only 0.022 percent 
interest. An additional 7.218 percent interest is held by five 
people of whom four are "deceased, heirs unknown" and of the fifth 
the address is unknown. 


In item 2(b), Mineral Survey numbers are given, but in the lease 
the same numbers, except for the M and I claim, are listed as 
patent numbers. A telephoned check with the BI1VI office in Billings 
disclosedthat in both cases the numbers are survey numbers and 
that for the M and I claim 2906 is correct, not 2905 as shown on 
the lease. All five claims definied in item 2(b) are patented;

The incorrect listing of survey numbers as patent numbers might 
invalidate the lease. 


The lease, as mentioned, conveys interest in the patented claims to 
the applicant and his son. The latter is excluded as an applicant 
by the X marked opposite "idividua1" under "Business Organization't 
on the front of MME Form 11 .0 statement in item 1(b) of the narrative. 
This could be taken carVe of, if a contract should be offered, pro-
viding that Carroll R. Bennett would include Richard C. Bennett as 
a partner. Otherwise, Richard C. Bennett should assign his interest 
to Carroll R. Bennett. Would the Lien and Subordination Agreements 
already executed by the Cottiers and both Bennetts then suffice or 
should Richard C. execute his own separately, covering his assign-
ment of interest to his father? 


Only one photostat of each Lien and Subordination Agreement is in-
cluded. with each of the two copies of the application. The applicant 
was sent sufficient copies of the forms and should be requested to 
submit them in lieu of the photocopies. 


In summary, the following points appear to require clarification 
before further processing of this application can be justified: 


1. Either the son, Richard C. Bennett, should assign to the appli-
cant his entire interest in the patented claims, which he owns and 
has acquired by the Cottiers' lease, along with Lien and Subordina-
tion Agreements, or he should be designated as a partner-applicant 
with his father. 


2. Administrative determination should be made regarding the suf-
ficiency of the applicant's right to the patented claims for OME 
purposes in view of the 7.218 percent interest he has not acquired 
because of the death of four owners whose heirs are unknown and a 
fifth owner whose address is unknown. Determination should also be 
made as to the validity of the Cottiers' lease in that the patent 
numbers listed are not correct but are in fact survey numbers, one 
of which for the M and I claim is not correct, and in that Dorcas B. 
Cottier holds 57.773 percent interest, but M. G. Cottier holds only 
0.022 percent interest. Community property laws, if effective in 
Montana, might settle this last point.

Corner No. 2 which is identical with Corner No. 3 of the 
Concentrated Lode; thence N. 310 36' E. 1500.0' to 
Corner No. 3; thence S. 560 1? E, 540.0' to Corner No. 
4; thence S. 30° 09' W. 150l.' to Corner No. 1, the 
place of beginning; containing an area of about 19.0 
acre s.


British Lion Lode 


Commencing at Corner No. 1 of the British Lion 
Lode, Lot No. 62, Mineral Survey No. 2696, which is 
796.0' N. 30° 1'W. from Initial Point No. 1; and 
which is identical with Corner No. 1 of the Monarch Lode, 
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Corner No. 2 of the Florence Lode, and Corner No. 4 of 
the Concentrated Lode; thence s. 62° 30' E. 245.0' to 
Corner No. 2, which is identical with Corner No. 3 of 
the Florence Lode; thence N. 21° 46' E. 167.5' to 
Corner No. 3; which is identical with, Corner No. 3 of 
the Queen of the Hills Lode, and Corner No. 4 of the 
O'Brien Lode; thence N. 21 0 4' E. 1332.1' to Corner 
No. 4; thence N. 62° 30' W..

Silver Bottom Claim (Upatente d) 


This claim adjoins the M and I Lode on the 
northwest side and the Concentrated Lode on the south 
end, being 600.0' wide by 1500.0' long and containing 
an area of about .20,0 acres. It is recorded in Book 
No. L Page 393 of the records of the Clerk and 
Recorder of Cascade Co., Court House, Great Falls, 
Montana.


The ap.licant does not own, or control any 
lands adjacent to the subject property above described. 
The lands adjacent to those above described are under 


V	 other ownership and control either as unpatented or 
patented mining claims. 


There is no portion of the lands included in 
this application which should not be subject to Government 
royalty and liens, and the Consent to Lien and 
Subordination of Interest Agreements included in Appendix 
2 cover all subject lands included in this application. 


2.	 (c) Reference is made to Appendix 2-c where these 
Lien and Subordination Agreements will be found for all 
lands, excepting only the 7.2l% ownership in the five 
patented claims comprising the Florence Mine property 
owned by Alice Pigot, Anne Milburn, T. M. Lowery, Carrie 
Brophy, and Margaret Weirick. It is not possible to 
secure agreements from these individuals for the reason 
the first four named are deceased with their heirs, if 
any, unknown. The address of the fifth is unknown. 
None of these five people have paid a share of the taxes 
proportionate to their respective interests for many 
years, and it is the opinion of applicants attorney that 
these interests may be neglected for purposes of this 
application without detriment to the Governments interest. 


The applicant, who was born in Neihart before 
the turn of the century, has never heard the subject 
property referred to by any other name than the "Florence 
Mine Property? To the best of his knowledge and belief 
this is the only. name by which the property has ever 
been known.
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3. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION







I	 I 
3.	 (a) The principal workings of the Florence Property 


are inthe steep, north wall of the canyon of Belt Creek, 
about 2000 feet west-northwest of the town of Neihart. 
The Florence Vein was opened by six adits driven northerly 
as drifts at successively higher elevations. Tunnel 
No. 1, about 30 feet above Belt Creek is said by Schafer 
and Robertson (3. (g)) to be about 1000 feet long; Tunnel 
No. 2 about 50 feet higher is about 650 feet long; Tunnel 
No. 3 about 150 feet above No. 2 is about 600 feet long; 
Tunnels No. 4, No. 5, and No. 6 are each about 400 feet 
long at successive hundred foot intervals in elevation. 
Two raises, known as the Florence and Preston, driven from 
the No. 1 Tunnel hole the surface near the portal of 
Tunnel No. 4. Further north along the course of the vein 
there are numerous shallow pits and short adits. 


About 130 feet from the portal of the lowest 
Adit a winze was sunk 500 feet with five levels at 100 
foot intervals driven from it. These levels are reported 
by Schafer and Robertson (3. (g)) to extend northward 
from the winze respectively 960feet, 750 feet, 565 feet, 
450 feet, and 300 feet; from the winze the respective 
levels extend southerly 130 feet, 190 feet, 240 feet, 
290 feet, and 350 feet. South of the winze the drifts 
terminate against the Moulton Fault with the exception of 
the 300 and 500 foot levels which are supposed to have 
been driven through the fault and extended as short cross 
cuts on the south side of the fault. 


From these workings the Florence Vein was 
extensively mined and almost continuously stoped for a 
distance approximating 900 feet along the strike and 900 
feet down the dip. It is from this area the bulk of the 
production was achieved during the years between l95 
and 1910, after which the mine was allowed to fill with 
water. Subsequent production came from the adit levels 
and a resorting of the dumps until about l93E. 


About this time the mine was reopened by Dan 
Reeder and Associates. Conversations with his former 
employees, (miners - shift bosses - hoistmen) indicate 
Reeder drove short cross cuts from unknown points on 
Tunnel No. 1, the 300 foot level, and the 500 foot level, 
about 50 feet eastward to a parallel vein from which the 
production recorded between l93 and 1943 was obtained. 
Though this vein is reported by Reeders' employees to 
have been opened by a cross cut on the 500 level, it is 
said no drifting or mining was done before the mine was 
closed in .1943 due to inability (because of War Production 
Board order) to obtain supplies of dynamite, repairs 
for equipment, and adequate labor. 
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The workings above described are all inaccessible 
because of caves. During the summer of 1965, the portal 
of Tunnel' No. 1 was .opened and this level inspected for 
a distance of about 200 feet, or 70 feet north of the 
winze, where rotting timber had permitted the gob to run 
into the level from.the mined out stopes above. 


On the Concentrated Claim, near the west side 
line and about 00 feet north of the south end line, 
another adit of unknown length was driven on a narrow 
vein at a slight angle toward the Florence Vein. The 
portal of this adit was also opened during the summer 
of 1965, and it was inspected for a distance of about 
250 feet to a point where blocked by a cave • The vein 
exposed is only one or two feet wide and contains a 
streak of better grade mineralization which occupies 
about half of the vein width. There are numerous shallow 
pits on the ridge above and to the northeast of the adit 
which contain vein exposures similar in character to that 
seen in the adit, and are believed to be on the same 
structure. This may be the vein referred to by Weed 
(3. (g)'p. 426) who when speaking of the Concentrated 
says: "The former owners ran a 1500 foottunnel at a 
slight angle toward. the Florence on a vein averaging 
3.5 feet wide. A cross cut at the end cuts a new lead, 
but no ore has been shipped from either vein." 


In the bottom of a steep ravine on the Monarch 
just north of the end line between the Concentrated and 
Monarch claims, an adit has been driven northerly an 
unknown distance into a vein. Judging by the dump on 
which is piled oxidized vein material, principally 
showing iron and manganese, it must, be 300-400 feet long. 


There are very few mine workings on the property 
south of Belt Creek, and nothing of:any extent or 
significance. All workings south of the creek are on 
the M and I and Silver Bottom claims. Within 50 feet 
of Corner No. 6 of the M and I claim there are three 
shallow pits, grown over with.brush and with the sides 
sloughed in. Also on this claim, about 100 feet south 
of Corner No. 5, an adit with oxidized vein matter, 
principally limonite, showing on thedump, has been 
driven a short distance. 


Within 100 feet of Corner No. 4 of the M and I, 
but on the unpatented Silver Bottom claim, are two adits 
driven short distances to the. south. These dumps also 
show vein matter in the form of limonite and clay. 


For the spacial relationships of the mine 
workings described, reference is made to Plate 1 which 
accompanies, and is a part of, this application.
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About 1954, an abortive attempt, was made by 
Canadian interests to pump out the mine workings with 
a reported objective of conducting an underground 
drilling program directed toward finding new ore shoots 
on parallel veins. This failed, whether because of poor 
planning, inadequate.financing, or a combination thereof 
is not known. At any rate no drilling was accomplished, 
and the mine again filled with water. 


Nothing further was done at the Florence Mine, 
so far as is known to the applicant, until the summer 
of 1965 when he acquired control of the property. A 
program of geologic mapping, surveying, and the accuxnu-
lation of all available, reliable, information was 
instituted. As a result of this work, several target 
areas are indicated which appear to have sufficient 
potential to warrant probing by drill holes. An 
exploration program was designed to test the productive 
potential of favorable unexplored portions of the Florence 
vein, as well as that of known but unexplored veins 
paralleling the Florence vein. The applicant has spent 
$3,997.00 for engineering and geological services, legal 
fees, bulldozing,, personal expenses, and labor in this 
effort as well as devoting considerable of his personal 
time and effort. These expenses are detailed in Appendix 
3-a. 


	


3.	 (b) The applicant has had no interest in any of the 
previous operations at the Florence Mine other than those 
indicated since the summer of 1965. 


	


3.	 (c) The applicant has been able to verify by 
information from the Economics and Statistics Division 
of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, Albany, Oregon, and copies 
of smelter settlement sheets, a production of 1,791,333 
ounces of silver and 2022.17 tons of lead since 1901. 
The details of this total are contained in Appendix 3-c. 
At current metal prices, this amount of silver wotld be 
valued at $2,2l0,20; the lead at $647,000, or a total 
in excess of $2,5?,O0O.0O. 


Robertson, in U. S. Bureau of Mines Information 
Circular 759 gives the production of the Florence Mine 
from 1901. to 1943 . inclusive as 9.39 ounces of gold, 
2,015,666 ounces of'silver, 11,166 pounds of copper, 
4,323,319 pounds of lead, and 4,724 pounds of zinc. At 
current metal prices, this amount of silver and lead 
would be worth $2,600 200 and $691,700 respectively, 
a total in excess of 3,29l,000.O0 neglecting the gold, 
copper, and zinc. 


There is"little doubt but that Robertson's 
figures are probably more nearly correct, since the 
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smelter records obtainable by the applicant indicate 16 
mine lots of production missing during 1917 and l9l. 


It should also be noted an unknown, but probably 
substantial, production was obtained during the years of 
l95-l9O0. Old se	 in possession of the applicant 
indicate mining operations were conducted in the heart 
of the Florence ore shoot during this period and that 
somewhere between 30% and 50% of it was extracted. This 
ore was probably similar in grade to that produced and 
shipped crude during the period 1901-1906 which averaged 
about 50 ounces of silver per ton. It seems probable the 
true production of silver froiirthis property exceeded 
Robertson's figure by an additional 400,000 ounces. 


Schafer (3. (g)) writing in 1935 and speaking 
of the ore shoot on the .. Florence vein says, "The Florence 
vein, the only vein on this property which has yielded 
commercial ore, is especially persistent in width and 
tenor. It has been stoped almost continuously for nearly 
a thousand feet along the strike and nearly a thousand 
feet. vertically. Within this ore shoot much of the ore 
carried several hundred ounces of silver and up to 10% 
lead. However, most of the ore shipped appears to have 
had from 50. ounces to 200 ounces of silver, from 4% to 
10% lead, and from 3% to 10% zinc." 


Weed, who inspected the mine in August l97, 
has this to say: (3. (g)) pp. 413, "The values vary 
greatly in different veins and in the same vein. When 
the rich silver ores occur, as in the Florence, Benton, 
and Big Seven, the values run up very high - into the 
hundreds of ounces. The high grade ores shipped from 
the Florence, Benton, and Big Seven mines gave returns 
varying from 3O00 to 44000 a carload which is approxi-
mately 42O0.00 a ton." 


Again quoting Weed on the Florence: (3. (g)) 
pp 425-426, "This has been one of the most successful 
mines of the.. district having been a steady producer 
since l93, and thus far has shown pay ore in every part 
of the vein worked. The vein runs northeast and is 
nearly vertical. Its width varies from 4 to 6 feet 
and the fissure is.always well defined. The pay streak 
varies in width and in its position in the vein. In 
some places it fills the entire width, differing in 
this respect from any other vein worked in the district." 


3.	 (d) There are believed to be no ore reserves existing 
in the Florence Mine • It is thought the ore on the 
Florence vein has been completely mined out over the 
existing workings above the 500 level, and above the 
300 level on the nearby parallel vein worked by Ree der.
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3,	 (e) The host rocks of the Neihart District are 
comprised of a mass of highly contorted and metamorphosed. 
sericite and chlorite schists, and red and gray feldspar 
gneisses of dominantly igneous origin. These rocks lie 
stratigraphically below the Belt Series of Algonquian 
age which outcrop in the southwestern portion of the 
district. The older gneisses and schists, termed pre-
Beltian for convenience, have been intruded by a small 
stock of hornblende diorite, which is itself pre-Beltian 
and exhibits gneissoid tendencies. Because of its striking 
appearance this rock was called the Pinto Diorite. 


The majority of the silver veins of the district 
occur in both rock types along the southern margin of this 
intrusive where it contacts the older pre-Beltian gneisses 
and schists. Some of the veins were formed in one or the 
other of these rocks, and many extend from one into the 
other. Predominantly base metal veins low in silver 
occur around the. other margins of the Pinto Diorite, some 
of which have been productive. 


In the area south of this intrusive contact and 
north of Belt Creek a fault, nown as the Moulton Fault 
because of its prominent exposure in a mine of that name, 
strikes about N. 70 0 W. On its western end it is reported 
by Schafer (3.(g)) to . dip steeply, about 5°, to the north 
where it is exposed in the Broadwater and Moulton mines. 
But when it crosses the Florence vein, its dip is reported 
as 600 to the south. This fault crosses the Broadwater, 
Hartley, Moulton, Queen of the Hills, and Florence veins. 
Most veins do not appear to be materially deflected by the 
fault, but others including the Florence are apparently 
cut off.


There is much questiàn whether this fault is pre-
mineral or post mineral, but the majority of the best 
qualified observers who have had the opportunity to yiew it 
seem to incline, to the belief it is pre-mineral, Fo' a 
more detailed description of this structure reference is 
made to Schafer's discussion (3. (g) pp.25). 


For a long time this fault was apparently thought 
by early operators in the district to form a souther limit 
to its productivity. As a consequence little exploration 
activity and effort were directed to the area south of the 
fault. This would not seem a valid conclusion when it is 
considered that in the Queen and Moulton mines, both 
nearby to the Florence, important ore shoots were mined 
to the south of the fault. For the areal geology of the 
district, reference is made to Plate II. 


On the Florence property there is evidence of 
several veins besides the Florence vein. Weed (3. (g)) 
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says: "The claim has four well defined veins in a width 
of 300 fet, only two of which have as yet been opened 
on the surface •" The geologic work done by the applicant 
confirms this observation. 


When it can be seen on the surface, the Florence 
vein is a well defined fissure which strikes about N. 30° 
E. with a nearly vertical dip. It appears to be mineral-
ized from wall to wall, or over a width of four or more 
feet. Its outcrop is easily traceable from Belt Creek 
through.the succession of adit portals, the Preston raise, 
and beyond the northern extent of the workings by a series 
of cuts and pits well into the Monarch claim. 


From an examination of the dumps and surface 
pits, and a study of the geologic information recorded 
by Weed, Schafer, and Robertson, pyrite, galena, and 
sphalerite seem to be the most common ore minerals. The 
silver minerals, which are by far the most valuable 
constituents of these veins, consist of argentite and 
stephanite, both of which occur occasionally but are not 
common; polybasite, pearcite, and pyrargyrite which are 
all of common occurrance and upon which the value of this 
ore is mainly dependent. 


The gangue minerals consist of quartz which is 
present in all of the veins of the district, seriôite, 
barite which is especially common and a major constituent 
of the ores from the mines on the Belt Creek side includ-
ing the Florence, and anke rite which is even more common 
than barite. 


Weed apparently believed the extremely high 
grade ore from many of the mines including the Florence 
veins was due to the fact the polybasite, pearcite, and 
pyrargyrite were often of secondary origin. An examina-
tion of the surface outcrops does seem to indicate a 
partially oxidized near surface zone of small extent 
directly below the outcrops somewhat improverished in 
silver. At least there is . no evidence the high grade 
ore came to the grass roots. Below this Weed believed 
there occurred another alteration zone--the zone of 
enrichment, which was followed by the primary sulphides. 


To quote him directly (3.(g)): "The study of 
the region indicates that the fissures are deep. There 
is no reason to doubt that ore shoots occur in them at 
far greater depths than any yet attained. The rich 
silver suiphide ores peculiarly characterize the upper 
parts of some of the veins, and it is àpen to question 
whether such very rich ores will be found at greater 
depths. That they are of secondary or later origin in 
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most cases in this district is teyond doubt, but these 
minerals are of primary origin in California veins and 
may be found so here." 


Schafer (3. (g) pp.29-3°) writing nearly forty 
years later says:."For the district as a whole, , the water 
table varies from 50 to 500 feet. Most of the productive 
mines have taken ore from levels considerably below this 
maximum depth, and this ore has the appearance of true 
primary ore. Although numerous silver minerals; such 
as native silver, argentite, cerargyrite, ruby silver, 
and polybasite (and pearcite), are common secondary. 
enrichment products, only part of that list is confined 
to that zone; namely, native silver, cerargyrite, and 
most of the argentite, Ruby silver and polybasite 
(pearcite?) are abundant in the primary ore. The occurrence 
of these minerals in crusts and druses is no proof of 
supergene origin, but it frequently indicates the activity 
of primary, late-stage mineralization." "Such drusy 
linings are common in deep mines, and since they are as 
frequently formed by hypogene (primary) prousses as by 
supergene processes, there is no longer any need to con-
sider them as evidence of secondary enrichment." 


As far as the Florence is concerned, it seems 
likely supergene processes may have been weakly operative, 
but there is little doubt that much of the mining here 
operated in the zone of primary mineralization. In 
addition to the comments of Schafer and Weed, M. E. 
Hurst writing in Eôon. Geology, vol. 17, p. 33, 1922, 
discussed this subject in his paper: "Supergene Processes 
At Neihart, Montana." 


3.	 (f) The applicant has reason to expect the occurrence 
of ore in three areas on the Florence vein which are as 
yet unexplored, and believes there is an excellent chance 
of finding ore shoots on parallel veins. 


The first area of promise is that bracketed by 
proposed drill holes No. 1 and 2, along the 'common side 
line between the British Lion and Monarch claims. The 
geologic mapping indicates a vein intersection about 
halfway between the claim end lines. 


The experience of past operators in this district 
has shown that these vein splits, or intersections are 
among the most important influences for controlling or 
localizing ore shoots known.. 'Quoting Weed speaking of 
the Neihart district in general (3. ( g )): "Stringers 
or splits generally enrich and oftenenlarge the orebodies 
of the main vein, and near the vein the ores of such 
splits are themselves generally richer than those of the 
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orebodies in the main vein." Speaking of the Florence 
in particular Weed said (3...(g) pp. 42 5-426): "The 
vein shows occassional sp1itsor stringers, and where 
these run off they usually carry for short distances 
an ore richer than that of the main vein." 


The second area of promise is that immediately 
south of the Moulton Fault. If this is a post-mineral 
fault the continuation of the.Florence vein and its 
parallel veins should be found. There is no apparent 
geologic reason for the ore shoot found to terminate 
against the north side of the fault not to continue 
south of it in the displaced portion of the vein. If 
this fault is a pre-mineral fault and influenced ore 
deposition in its vicinity as Schafer (3. (g) pp 25-26) 
says Jesse Maury, a mining engineer experienced in this 
district believed, then the veins in the immediate 
vicinity south of the fault may contain ore shoots as 
were found in the Queen and Moulton mines both nearby 
to the Florence. An old mine map in the applicants 
possession indicates a vein was found on the west side 
of the projected position of Florence vein south of the 
fault in a hole drilled by Ree der from the 300 foot 
level in 1942. This may be the Florence vein, but if 
so it has been displaced and the fault is post-mineral. 
If it is not the Florence vein, but a parallel vein, 
then it is proof that the veins in this area continue 
south through a pre-mineral fault and there is a good 
chance the Florence vein will be found to do likewise. 
Proposed holes No. 5 and 7 will test this possibility. 


The third area of promise is to probe for the 
downward continuation of the ore shoot on the Florence 
vein below the 500 foot level. It is considered likely 
this productive ore shoot will continue downward below 
the 500 level, but because of the possibility of super-
gene influences on the ore mined from above the 500 
level ., it is of critical importance that its tenor be 
established, This is true especially in view of Schafer's 
statement, (3. (g) pp 36), that Mr. Daniel Lenny, the 
former superintendent of.. the mine during its most 
productive period of operation l95-l9l0, stated the 
lowest level of the mine contained ore of somewhat 
lower quality than that of the levels above, but that 
the decline in grade was accompanied by a proportionate 
widening of the vein. Proposed holes No. 3 and 6 are 
directed to test this area and at the same time probe 
for ore shoots on probable veins parallel to the Florence 



	


on either side.	 . 


The possibility of economic ore occurrences 
on the veins parallel to the Florence is demonstrated 
by the experience of Reeder and Associates who obtained 
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the production repolted during 193.-l943 from such an 
occurrence. This possibility will be tested by the 
same holes directed at other targets. Of the seven 
holes proposed, four are directed to cut a minimum of 
two ore intersections, and two of these could cut four 
ore intersections. 


3.	 (g) It is regretted that none of the geological 
papers .publishe d on the I\Teihart district and previously 
referred to, are available to the applicant other than 
from established libraries. Some of these have been 
extensively quoted in the event they are unavailable to 
the 01€ offices which will be concerned with this appli-
cation, These sources of information and background 
material are listed as follows:

The property which is bisected by all-weather, 
paved, U.S. Highway 9 less than one mile north of 
Neihart, may be reached via either Helena or Great Falls. 


To x,each Neihart from Great Falls, travel 
eastward on U. S. Highway 7 about 20 miles to the 
Armington jufiction, turn right, or south, on U. S. 
Highway 9, continuing to Neihart via Monarch. 


To reach Neihart from Helena, travel eastward 
on U.S. Highway 12-27 about 35 miles to Townsend; turn 
left, east, on U.S. Highway 12, continuing for 33 miles 
to its junction with U.S. Highway 9. At this point 
turn left, north, and continue through White Sulphur 
Springs to Neihart 40 miles beynd. 


	


4.	 (b) The nearest supply points are Great Falls, 
about 60 miles northwest; and Helena via White Sulphur 
Springs, about 120 miles southwest. Either of these 
is reached via paved, all-weather roads. 
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5.	 (a) The proposed'exploration work consists of 7 
diamond drill holes of BX size totaling 435 feet, and 
not to exceed 1200 feet. of access road to the site of 
Holes No. 1 and 2. Reference is made to Plate 1 which 
shows the details of the proposed holes and their relation-
ship to the geologic structures and property lines. While 
it is the desire and intention that all holes will be 
drilled BX, if in the event of trouble it should prove 
more economic to case and continue AX rather than reaming 
and casing to continue BX, the applicant requests any 
contract provide for this contingency. Such decision 
would be based on the relative costs involved, depth of 
hole, seriousness of the difficulty, core recovery 
expected, and desirability from a sampling standpoint. 


Hole No. 1 is proposed to be collared at an 
elevation of about, 6155 feet, at coordinates N. 4555, 
and E. 3275. It is planned to direct it N. 3° E. for 
30 feet at minus 23°, It is designed to test a.probable 
vein intersection approximately 200 feet below the surface. 


Hole No. 2 is proposed to be drilled at the same 
site but directed S. 36° E. for 30 feet at minus 1. 
The. objective is the same..as Hole No'. 1 except it will 
bracket the area of the probable vein intersection and 
will establish direction and strike length of any ore 
found in Hole 1. 


Hole No. 3. is proposed to be drilled at an 
elevation of about 5600 feet at coordinates N. 2725, and E. 245. It is planned to direct it N. 07°W. for 
900 feet at minus 47°. It is designed to cut two veins; 
a vein parallel to but east of the Florence vein at a 
depth about 30 feet below the surface, and the Florence

Hole No. 4 is proposed to be drilled at the 
same site, but directed N. 09° E. for 775 feet at minus 
35°. it is designed to cut the vein east of the Florence

surface to establish strike length continuity and obtain 
a second intersection on this structure, If this vein 
should not be found in Hole 3, Hole 4 would not be 
drilled.	 .

The average/cost per foot of drilling is 
estimated at $13.93 after making provision for moves, 
mobilization, cementing, redrilling cement, reaming and 
casing. The amount of the last four named items which 
will be required depends entirely upon the difficulty 
to be encountered, which no one can foresee with accuracy. 
They are merely estimates based upon experience. If 
they sihiould prove less than estimated both the time 
required to complete the job and the drilling costs 
will be proportionately decreased. When more than one 
ore intersection is expected in a drill hole, good 
practice requires the hole be either cased or cemented 
to assure reliability of any sludge samples obtained 
beyond this point. This is especially true when dealing 
with high-grade precious metal ores. 


In some instances it'is not possible to avoid 
drilling through the Moulton Fault and reach the desired 
target areas.

contract, the Operator requested authorization to apply any remaining 
funds to the cost of drilling an eighth hole, with the understanding 
that he would complete the hole at his own expense. Accordingly, 
Amendment No. 3 was prepared and executed. 


Changes in the specifications relative to overburden and core drilling 
have resulted in some confusion with respect to the processing of the 
final voucher, and Kirk asked me to send hin my work sheets, hopefully 
for clarification. 


Sheet 1 shows in the upper table the footage for each hole as it was 
approved before Amendment 3 for holes 1 to 9 inclusive and after 
Amendment No. 3 for hole U; the lower table shows for holes 1 to 9 
how the footage for each hole should have been approved in order to 
meet the specifications of Amendment No. 3. These tables show that 
prior to Amendment No. 3 overburden footage, at $15.00 per foot, had 
to be included in the 0-250 foot increment of core drifling for which 
the price was $7.85 per foot. After Amendment No. 3, core drilling 
footage started at the bottom of the overburden. The total depths of 
holes 1 to 9 remain unchanged and therefore the footages in the 0-250 
foot increment had to be increased by the amount of overburden drilled, 
and the footages in the deepest increment had to be reduced by a like 
amount. To attempt to make these changes under "Remarks" on the June 
voucher would be utterly confusing.

Sheet 2 tabulates the items that were approved through May 1967, and 
those that were approved for June. The total-to-date claimed in the 
May voucher is supported and accepted in the May 'Progress Report. 
The column headed "Accepted through May", except for the increments 
of core drill footage, is taken from the Operator's certified state-
ments; the drill footage for all increments except 750-1000 is taken 
from the upper table, sheet 1. The 750-1000 footage, shown as 446 
feet in the table, was omitted and all other items were added. The 
difference between this total and the total-to-date approved was 
divided by $9.35, the price per foot for the 750-1000 increment, 
giving a total of 390 feet. This approach is necessary to check the 
total claimed under category 1. The same procedure was followed, 
and for the same reason, in making up the column headed "Accepted June." 


Sheet 3 tabulates by category the total allowable contract costs, the 
total-to-date (through June, 1967) claimed, and the total-to-date 
approved. In category 1 the total-to-date approved is $1.75 less than 
the maximum allowable and the total claimed. As there is no unit 
price in this category less than $3.75 except for "lost casing" and 
as the driller' s invoice shows this to be only 13 feet, the total 
approved of $72.00 cannot be increased by $1.50. This a'ccouits for 
the difference between the total claimed and the total approved in 
category 1. This and other differences between the amount claimed 
and the amount approved are explained under "Remarks" on the June 
MME 61.

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Sheet 4 is my record month by month of approved costs to date, 
approved costs for each month, the amount due each month, and the 
amount paid and the date. The entries for November 1966 indicated 
that $5,255.07 should have been paid but that only $4,786.32 was 
paid January 6, 1967. I received no Administrative Suspension State-
ment for this difference and therefore am unable to account for it, 
The same is true for the May 1967 voucher for which $9,389.87 should 
have been paid but according to the Monthly Transactions for July 
dated October 31, 1967, the sum of $9,782.57 was paid. The differ-
ence between the $41,857.70 approved forpayment and the $41,388.95 
actually paid is $468.75.

Wcrk Contracted 


WOrk contemplated under the cOntract Consisted of seven BX1 Core-. 
drill holes totaling Li.950 feet, and the required site- preparation. Of 
the seven holes originally contemplated, holei 2 and 6 were not drilled 
because the results of holes 1 and 5 directed at known veins approximte1y 
paralleling the Fldrenàe véin *Ore nOt encouraging. - Phe conträct was 
modified by app ropriaté améñdñiènts tO drill t*odiTtidñá holeC,8 51d 9 
on the south side of the Moulton Fault when it bCcameapparent the Florence 
vein existed in this area and contained ore-grade ininéraliation. A 
further amendment permitted drilling a third hole, No. U, into the ore 
shoot below the old mine immediately north of the Mounton Fault. 


Work Completed Under Contract 


• Work completed under the contract, other thän s±-'e preparation, 
totaled 6080 feet of hole in eight holes át a cost $3l00.00 1n excess of 
the contracted amount. That about 23% more footagéwasdrillCd at only 
about 5% greater cost was due in part to luck in grou±d"Oonditions 
encountered, and alsO to the factthe opérátor drifled as niuch1iXW hole - 
(bearing the additional cost alOne) as possible hiOh reduOefthë exénse 
of reaming, casing and cementing to much less than would normally have 
been required.	 - 


Work In Addition To Contract 	 - • - 
In addItion to work completed under th contract,the following 


work was performed by the operator without O1E particIpation: 
(1) Extensive surfäcO bulldozer trenching in the area northeast Of, and 
beyond, the old mine workings, (2) Surface cuts excavated in the
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vicinity where holes 8 and 9 were collared, (3) Sank two prospect shafts 
to explore a previously unknown vein first found in Hole S and later cut 
by hole U, which bottomed respectively 35 and 147 feet below surfaóe, 
(14) ccavated a bull-dozer trench approximately along a line drawn 
through the points where holes 7 and 9 were collared to prospect the entire 
width of the M&I and Silver Bottom claims for concealed vdn outcrops. 


Results


Of the original objectives, the first two were achieved with 
Satisfactory results. Holes 1, 14, and 11, intersected the Florence Vvein 
below the previously mined ore shoot about 100, 200, and 1j50 feet respect-
ively with holes 14 and 11 encountering narrow widths of highgrade silver 
ore. This demonstrated silver values of interest in the Florence vein 
extending considerably below the previously mined horizon. 


Four holes, 3, 7, 8 and 9 were drilled south of the Moulton 
Fault and proved the existence of the Florence vein for a strike length in 
excess of 1000 feet beyond this structure..	 Holes 3 and 9 encountered 
narrow widths of substantial silver values although below ore grade. 
The silver values found in hole 8 were weak, but hole 7 intersected silver 
mineralization consç'ly above ore grade. It seems probable a silver 
ore shoot of unknowri7length was intersected by hole 7. Based upon the 
known habits of ore shoots previoüsly.mined in this district, it may Iwe 
a strike length of SO to 1400 feet. The results of these holes demonstrates 
the Florence vein (.or at least veins) exist south of the MóultonFault in 
a virgin area, and do contain some ore-grade mineralization. 


The holes 1 and S intersectIng the known, but little worked, 
veins paralleling the Florence vein on either side demonstrated little 
except their persistence to shallow depths. The silver mineralization 
was weak, and the widths narrow. It is possible ore shoots of interest 
may exist somewhere along the strike of these ve±ns, but systematic, 
extensive probing would be required to locate them, and the probability 
of success is not believed to be commensurate with the cost and effort 
reqjdred.


Aside from the Florence vein,. Holes 14 and U, encountered ,a 
smaller vein, which may be the one mined by eder in the late thirties 
prior to World War II, about one hundred feet weât of, and apparently 
about parallel in strike with, the Florence vein. Both holes cut this 
structure below 5300 feet sea level elevation, or below Reeder's stoping 
activities. The dip of this structure is unknOwn, but probably it dips 
east at a steep angle. It contained strong silver values where intersected, 
but the widths showing the highest values were much. less than mining widths. 
This vein could develop ore of inineable widths, particularly if it is the 
Reeder vein, and warrants further prospecting when, and if, it can be done 
from convenient locations. If it is the Reeder vein, ore of good grade 
probably occurrs along it in short lenses. 


other strong vein of rnineable width encountered at around 
180 feet in hole 5, was cut again somewhat further south around 270 feet 
in hole U, and prospected by two shallow shafts from the surface which
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proved a strike length of more than 300 feet north of hole 5. This vein 
is ) to 8 feet wide, but the silver.mineraliation proved uniformly weak; 
much below ore grade. It strikes about N3 2 degrees E. and dips about 
60 degrees west. It will interseót the Concéntrate4 vein at depth, 
(below that at which it was cut in hole 5) and below this intersection 
may contain ore grade silver mineralization over good widths. The top 
of this vein undoubtedly intersects the Florence vein in the north end of 
the claims, but for a distance of several hundred feet immediately north 
of Belt Creek, This juncture has been removed by erosion. 


The bulldozer cuts excavated along the common side line between. 
the Monarch and British Lion claims about half way between the end lines 
disclosed two steeply dipping parallet veins about 65 feet apart. These 
are believed to be the veins exposed inthe Florence and Preston raises 
at the surface 600 to 700 feet further aouth. The eastern vein of fair 
width contains a narrow, high-grade streak of near ore-grade silver: - 
mineralization and good leád values in carbonate form over a four oot 
width with low silver values. The next cut to the north on this vein 
shows a somewhat narrower width of about the same values but without the 
narrow, high-grade streak. At this time, it is unknown whether the 
silver values have been transported from the veins - by surface oxidabion 
and leaching, leaving the residual lead carbonates, or whether thexè was 
never any silver of consequence deposited in the softer center sections. 
It is known that in the Neiharb district, it is only rarely the high-grade 
silver ore shoots extendedéntirely through to the surface, although 
usually coming close to it. 


Iriother result of the drilling program was the accuinmulation 
of a good deal of information on the Moulton Fault, enough so it is 
pretty well delineated in the area of the Florence claims. It was cut 
and identified in holes 1, L, and 5, as well as the dozer cuts f.romwhich 
the first prospect shaft was sunk about coordinates N.3t 50, E. 25L0. 
In this area it dips about 60 degrees southwest as Schafer found in' 1935, 
but strikes about N. 57 ). rather than N.77w. as he believed. This might 
be a local Condition rather than a iera1 trend however, 


it is our present belIef, based upon a comparison of the 
position of the veins with respedt to each other as corelated on both 
sides of the fault, that this structure is a post-mineral normal fault 
with a displacement of a few hundred feet directly down dip and with 
little, if any, strike component. If this can beestablished with 
certainty, it would seem to indicate that any ore Shoots found sOuth of 
the fault should persist to greater depth than those north of the fault, 
and that their tops may not extend as near the surface because of the 
original silver deposition occurring in zones of favorable temperature 
and pressure conditions over which less erosion has taken place. 


Ore Reserves 


lNhen this project was initiated there were no known ore reserves
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existent in these claims • In the area above the previous mining 
operations, the ore shoot has been almost continuously mined for about 
900 feet down the dip and approximately 600 feet along the strike.' 
This was ore averaging between 50 and 200 ounces of silver per toni. 
As the result of the drilling, ore-grade mineralization of the same 
range of silver content has been proven to extend an additional 50 feet 
below the formerly' mined area. Taking a width of two feet, a strike 
length of 600 feet, and a figure of 10 cubic feet per ton in place 
50,000 tons of ore containing about 50 ounces of silver per, ton may be 
inferred below the old mine workings which. could probably be mined 
selecively by resl4ng. Or 109,000 tons pf ore grading about 25 ounces 
of silver may be inferred if ess selective methods and concentration 
were to be employed. Cost of development to make this ore available 
will in a large measure determine whether it' can be profitably extracted. 


There may be consideralbe additional ore present in an ore 
shoot in the area penetrated by hole 7. However since nothing is known 
of the probable strike length in this area, any estimate, of even 
inferred ore, is academic and without meaning.' 	 p1oratoiy drifting, 
and perhaps ±'aising and the sinking of a iinze, would be required 
before meaningful values could be ascribed to ore reserves of any 
classification in this area. Drill Hole 7 showed about two feet of 
ore assaying around 70 ounces of silver per ton, but silver veins are 
renowned for the erratic and unpredictable distribution of their ore 
shoots. Furtherexploratoxy effort in this area is believed well 
warranted with a good chance of, success in indicating silver ore reserves 
in addition to those believed to exist below the old mine workings bn 
the north side of the fault.

In note 1 under "Remarks" on this Operator's June 1967 WilE Form 61, 
mention is made of steps taken in processing this voucher to over-
come various erroneous rates used by the Operator. However, the fact 
that the maximum total number of feet of drilling is specified at 
li. ,950 feet was overlooked. When this oversight was discovered, it 
was reported by telephone and the voucher was retrieved from the, 
Finance Office before payment. 


A second careful check of the contract specifications also indicated 
that overburden drilling and core drilling are two independent items 
and that core drilling increments should start at the bottom of over-
burden. The driller's invoices report the 0-250 increment of core 
drilling as starting at the surface and includes both overburden and 
core drilling. Apparently, this was overlooked when the Report of 
Review issued in June 1967 was prepared, as the footage listed On 
page 1 as "Reported" includes overburden and core drilling in each 
case.	 - 


To óorrect the units approved for the month of June arid, units to 
date, each invoice was rechecked; the results are shown in table 1. 
Ten feet of overburden drilling claimed for June is acceptable but 
only 21 feet of core drilling (0-250 ft. interval) will bring core 
drilling up to the maximum allowable 11,950 feet. Three feet of 
reaming and. casing and 138 feet of redrilling cement (10' -35' aM a 
recemented section 9'-122') are within the acceptable 2114-foot seg-
ment of hole and therefore, along with lii hours cementing time and 
$98.86 for additives ($19.67 invoiced in May for cementing hole 
collar), are all acceptable for June. There are other claims for 
June about which I am uncertain.

NARRATIVE REPORT 


May, 1967 


Drilling continued on Hole # 8 which was advanced from 
217 to 1498 feet by May 9, where it was stopped in typical 
gneiss, about 130 beyond the last mineralization. 


Low grade mineralization was encountered from about 
265 feet to 269 feet which would approximate 2.0 ounces of 
silver, '1.0% lead and 0.5% zinc. A second low grade 
mineralized zone was cut between 356 feet and 362 feet whith 
would approximate 2.5 ounces f silver, 2,0% lead and 3.0% 
zinc. The entire area between' these, two zones had been 
subjected to strong hydrothermal alteration whichcntained 
occassional, widely spaced, small stringers of weak mineral-
ization.	 , 


The Drill Contractor moved his outfit to the site of 
Hole , 9 whicia was comrienced May 16. This nole was completed 
to a depth of 636 feet kay 28. The geologic conditions 
encountered were very s.unila,r to those in Hole # 8. After 
penetrating typical wall rock for 375 feet, mineralization 
was found from 376-381 feet which contained significant 
silver values although not of ore grade.	 Another section 
of low grade mineralization was encountered between 526-532 
feet of a good grade inalar to that found in Hole #8. 
There was also another intercept between 556-558. The 
entire area from 375 feet to about 585 feet had been 
subjected to strong hydrothermal alteration, which contained 
many small widely spaced stringers of weak rnineraliation. 


The drill contractor was engaged in moving Ms rig 
the site of proposed Hole U as the period ended.

Drilling proceeded routinely until completion of the hole 
on February 22 at a depth of' 07 feet.

The additional distance required to reach the objective was 
occassioned by the fact the. hqle wandered off to the right of 
the initial bearing as shown by the survey data on the geologic 
log and the vertical section of the hole accompanying this reporb. 
Changes in azmuth can have a material effect on distance to 
objective when the hole is drilled at an acute angle toward the 
vein.

Mineralization was encountered at three places as shown on 
the accompanying vertical section. 


'By the end of the month the drill contractor had erected his 
rig on this same site to drill Role #14, and had attained a depth 
of 32 feet, of which the first 30 feet was thzough overburden. 


In the course of a careful re-examination of the cor'e from 
hole #1 in an effort to determine the location of the Moulton 
fault, a weakly mineralized area between lO-lO9 feet was found, 
as well as what is believed to be the Moulton fault. The 
mineralized zone was sampled, and this additional data is 
submitted on the revised vertical section of Role No.1.

As your were adisod yesterday by Mr. CrisweU by telephone, 
the results of Hole 5 completed in February were negative in that the 
two best mineralized intercepts were too low in grade (about 2.5 oz. 
of silver and 2.0% lead) to warrant dri1ling Hole 6. Bole 2 was 
not drilled because the secondary obaective of Hole 1 was not found. 
These two undrilled holes together aggregate 125S feet. 


The only minoralization of economic interest found so far 
was an interra1 assaying 70 ounces of silver where hole 7 intersected 
the Florence vein. T feel this should be further explored to 
establish whether the probabilities favor the existence of any 
significant strike length of such grade before a drifting program 
would be warranted. 


With this in view, we are requesting our contract be 
amended to permit drilling two proposed holes, #8 and 19, as shown 
on the accompanying plan and sections.

The Drill Contractor commenced moving equipment to Hole 1 
on Dece mber' 3rd and commenced drilling December 10th. 	 the 
ond of the month a depth of 363 feet had been obtained. 
Although the contract does not provide for it, all of thia 
interval was drilled NX size because of possible trouble 
penetrating the JIoulton Fault. In this event the hole could be 
cased with. BX casing and the size reduced much more economically 
than reaming the DX casing down to the fault fron the surface. 


Drilling proceeded routinely without loss of time due to the 
weather or equipment failure although four dqs time was lost 
waiting for bits. TJi Christmas and ew Years holidays were 
observed by the crew and contractor which cut into the total of 
drill shifts available during the month. Penetration rates were 
lees due to the larger hole size. 


This hole was programmed to be drilled at $1 degree dip but 
steepened noticeably, it was started at 49 degree in an attempt 
to compensate for th*s tendency. An acid bottle etch test 
that tras made at 293 feet indicated the hole had flattened out 
to a dip of -'17 degrees. 


No mineralization was encountd1 in this interval during the 
drilling this month. 


The geologic, log and sections of the bole will be submitted 
upon its completion along with assays of any iuineralied section 
encountered.

Dulling Role No. 7 commenced November 1, aix! was ccapleted November 28 
at a depth of 67 feet. It was surveyed November 30, using the acid bottle 
etch test in lieu of th* Tropari instrument which this Drill Contractor was 
unable to make available.

As no drill footage was accepted on 
that voucher, this is merely a matter of getting the corrected 
billing in the files. 


On November 8, 1966, project work and the required voucher-supporting 
documentation were discussei with Benntt and Criswell at the core 
storage cabin in Neibart. They were both concerned, at first, re-
garding the requirement for "certified copies or transcripts of pay-
rolls, etc. ," as Criswell is the only employee and, even in his 
General Motors Agency, Bennett no longer uses the "old fashioned" 
payroll sheet, instead, each employee's record, is 1ept in a card 
file. I insisted that I could only approve such vouchered items as 
were supported by the documentation spelled out on the back of Form 
MME-60. Finally, it was agreed that a tablet ruled up as a payroll 
would be used to fulfill this requirement. The future submitting 
of invoices for supplies purchased' presents no problem. 


Hole #3 has been completed as described in the Operator's letter of 
October 29, 1966. At about 60 feet a zone of indefinite width, 
possibly 5 feet or more, consisted of pseudo-boxwork bands of barite 
and quartz with much iron oxide between the barite and quartz crystals 
and between the "boxwork" bands. A second mineralized zone was cut 
from about 1450 to 1470 feet. It is badly brecciated and contairE s onie 
barite and quartz with considerable iron oxide and small specks of 
pyrite and galena(?). Criswell was in the process of logging and 


pling the core when I arrived so I took no samples at this time.

Hole #7 had been drilled, to a depth of 88 feet and is continuing. 
At about 50 feet a mineral zone similar to the first one cut in Hole 
#3 was crossed. 


While awaiting for the OME contract, the Operator, at his own ex-
pense, bulldOzed a road and two trenches to the vicinity of Holes 
#1 and #2 as shown on his application map. He has exposed at least 
two veins by the trenching and. wishes to request additional funds for, 
further exploration in that area, either by diamond drilling or by 
crosscutting and drifting, and asked how he should apply. Re was 
advised to submit a new application with a justification with maps 
based on this work; to include new bank letters; and wherever per-
tinent to refer to his prior application rather than repeat data con-
tained therein. He was told that from this approach' OMEj if the 
proposal should be accepted, would be able either to transfer funds 
possibly not used for DDH's#2 and #6 which are dependent upon the 
results obtained by Holes #1 and #5, respectively, or to work up an 
Amended. Contract so staged. that Stage 1 would comprise the work com-
pleted under the present contract and Stage II would comprise the new 
work and any additional funds required. 


As soon as his work plan is finalized, the new application will be 
presented. Meanwhile, with the hope of minimizing processing time 
due to winter snow, I was asked to look at the trenches. One more 
snowstorm and they will be inaccessible. Due to the snow already on 
the ground, only one trench was visited. A vein zone about 2.5 feet 
wide was seen, along one wall of which a chip sample was taken across 
8 to 10 inches of high-grade(?) material consisting of barite, some 
quartz,. iron and. manganese oxides and an occasional pinhead-sized	 ) ? 
sulfide mineral. The sample assayed Tr gold and. 11.9 ounces silver 
per ton, 0.6 percent lead and 0.1 percent zinc.

As a result of the telephone conversation Tuesday after noon 
Between yourself and Mr. Criswell, we are submitting for your consideration 
a request for certain changes in the proposed exploration contract, No. 2225, 
Docket No. OIVIE-6557 (Silver) 


It is our feeling the contract as proposed is quite satisfactory 
as far as exploration targets, means of testing them, and drilling costs are 
concerj'ed. We are afraid the provisions made to cover costs of cement Inaterials, 	 . 
cementing time, reaming, and casing ($2010.00 or only Lt.% of the estimated drilling ',:t6 V costs) are. unrealistic and likely to be very much less than those which with 
reasonable probability may be expected. 


We recognize the impossibility of ascertaining with any degree 
of exactitude the difficulties which may arise in drilling in this area where 
previous drilling experience is almost entirely lacking, and the consequent 
inability to precisely estimate the amount of reaming, cementing, casing, ejc. 
which may be required to cure them. Mr. Criswell advises that in his. 
experience these costs can be expected to run from 20% to 50% of the drill 
costs. He informs us that a recent 0AE contract, No. 220Li, Docket No. 6385,	 ) which covered only 1700 feet of drilling, the deepest hole being only 380 feet, 
and where no vein or fault intersections were anticipated, provided for 100 b9urs 
of cementing and redrilling, The deeper the holes being drilled, the more 'of 
this type of interuption can be expected, other things being equal, of course. 
Our contract will involve much deeper holes, two more than 900 feet and 2 others 
in excess of 700 feet, a known fault in two of theni, and multiple vein intersections 
in several.


Holes Nos. 1 and 2 will penetrate the Moulton Fault and four of 
the seven proposed holes are designed to intersect 2 or more potential ore bearing 
structures. Good drilling practice dictates all except the lower ore intercept 
in a hole should be cemented or cased to prevent potential sludge contamination, 
and possible caving of altered vein walls. This consideration is particularly 
important when drilling precious metal deposits. Twelve different ocassions 
can thus be forseen where cementing and drilling out cement will be required. 
It would seem reasonable to provide for at least a few instances that are unforseen. 


For the same reason it is felt the provision for reaming and 
casing should be substantially increased to cover not the costs which may be
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.ncurred, but at least to 
a realistic probability. 
completing the holes at BX

Such action willgive us a much better chance of. 
size rather than dropping down to AX which is 
last resort. 


An omission which we believe warrants your reconsideration 
concerns a provision for a reasonable amount of casing unavoidably lost in 
the holes. We feel such loss is a reasonable and necessary cost of the 
project if it cannot be recovered except at prohibitive expense. We don't 
know what this might amount to, but as you are aware, it usually happens in 
some amount. Mr. Criswell has informed us of your feeling that such a 
provision often is' open encouragement to the drill contractor to be less 
than diligent in this regard. 


We would like to point out however, that in this instance 
the contractor as evidenced by his bid will unavoidably be a party to half 
of any such loss. Also if he wants to stay in business it is their job to 
do their utmost to give satisfaction in all regards and Boyles Bros. have 
been in business for a long time. It is our belief these considerations 
will provide him with aifficient incentive to do his utmost to prevent 
avdable loss.


On this matter of reaming and cementing costs, we believe 
it would be to the mutual benefit of both the government and ourselves 
if the contract were changed in form to provide for goverrmient participation 
in the cost of these items on a footage basis, rather than an hourly basis, 
to the greatest extent possible. If approved, this change would permit us 
to require the performance and billing of such work by Boyles Bros. on such 
a basis. It makes good sense for the same reason drilling is o..istomarily 
performed and billed on a footage rather than hourly basis. This has been 
discussed with Boyle Bros. arid you will note they offerred their bid in 
conformity. The only work item for which it would be impractical to 
provide on a footage basis is the time required to place the cement in the 
hole, removing wash rods, and waiting for cement to set. As indicated 
in their bid, this will be billed on an hourly basis and provision should 
be made accordingly.

The remaining changes we would request are mostly of a 
minor effect dollarwise, but they are all necessary and reasonable espenses 
which cra be defined with accuracy. As long as the application will be 
delayed anyway pending your decision in regard to the above items, wefeel 
we may as well bring them to your attention because it is expected our share 
of the costs of this project will amount to more than 2 under any circumstances. 


Under Category (7) Miscellaneous, $770.00 is provided for 
assaying 110 samples. This is considerably greater than the $300.00 
requested in the application because we had planned on 120 samples assayed 
for silver only. It is agreeable with us to assay for lead arid zinc as 
well if the government feels it desirable. However, this analytical work 
will be done at Goodall Bros. in Helena, Montana, the only business of this 
kind in this state. I am enclosing their price list which indicates the







cost of these three determinations to be $8.So. For 110 samples, this 
item should be changed to 85o.00 to cover actual costs.

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The best bid received for bulldozing was submitted by 
Albert Castner of Belt, providing for prices of $16.00 per hour for a 
D-6 Cat, $18.00 for a D-7 Cat and *20.00 for a D-8 Cat. The contract 
provides only $]J.i00 for a D-6 and $16.00 for a D-7 Cat or a maximum 
of $320.00. To avoid complications, questions, and the possible need 
for an amendment, it would be helpful if the contract could be made in 
conformity with the best bid. It is fairly certain Castner will be the 
contractor and his D-7 will be used. 


In reading the contract, it is noted chibit A requires the 
drill holes must be surveyed with a suitable in-hole instrument • No 
provision has beeIi made for the rental of such an instrument. Boyles Bros. 
has available in Butte a Tropari instrument which can be used on this 
project at a rental cost of $S0.00 per hole provided the requisite readings 
can be taken on completion of the 'hole. If this' is satisfactory to the 
government, an additional $3S0.00 for rental of surveying equipment. should 
be provided. After conferring with Boyles Bros. it seems probable the 
actual time required to do the surveying (21 determinations are required 
by the contract) will be more nearly 30 hours than the 2S so provided. 


The only remaining item for which we would request your 
re-consideration is that provided for cement, drill mud, additives and 
hole pluggin agents in the amount of $330.00. If Portland cement were used 
at $2.00 per sack, this probably would be adequate. 	 However, Portland 
cement can take up to 16 hours to set which would very quickly deplete an 
already slender $8lo.00 at $lo.So per hour for waiting time. Fast setting 
cement such as Luminite or Cal-Seal cosis$8.S0 per sack but sets in an hour. 
The present allowance will only buy L0 sacks of such cement, almost certainly 
an inadequate amount in view of known cementing requirements in the holes 
and the fact that all collar pipes will require cementing in place in the 
overburden to gain water return. A provision of $1000.00 for this purpose 
would appear to more nearly approximate actual requirements. 


We appreciate the fact that you and your associates in the 
OME are very busy and perhaps do not have the time to analyze and consider 
these factors mentioned here in as thorough and careful, manner as you might 
wish. We feel these requests are reasonable and particularly those 
concerning more adequate provision for reaming and casing, cement materials, 
cementing and redrilling are of critical importance. Without somereasonably 
adequate provision to cover these certain costs, although indetenninae in 
amount, our share of the costs o the proposed project could easily exceed 
that of the government. Believing OME would not be any more anxious to see 
such an outcome than we are, we are hopeful you will give these requested 
changes your thoughtful consideration. 


Time is an important element in this matter also as we have 
previously mentioned. Although we were not able to coordinate the starting 
of our project with the termination of a contract Boyles Bros. were on in 
the Neihart area this summer (they pulled the crew out August 2Sth) we do

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have a promise from them to move another crew into Neihart if we are ready 
to start drilling by October 1st providing weather conditions and foroasts 
indicate 1i5 to 50 working days could be had yet this fall. Again we are 
going to ask you to help toward this objectiie. 


Also I am very anxious to have this contract completed while 
Mr. Criswell is available to supervise it. Having completed three previous 
contracts with the rconstniction Finance Corporation during the years of 
l9L2 to l91.6 and again with the Defense Minerals Administration in 1952-3 
in this Neihart area I am cognizant of the fact that obtaining dependable 
supervision and cooperation with the government agencies involved is 
extremely important to the satisfactory conclusion of a project. I think 
we will agree that Mr. Criswell has demonstrated his ability and knowledge 
of mining practices by the complete and comprehensive manner in which this 
application has been prepared and presented. The very satisfactory 
managing of previous projects for us has proven his ability to us. 


Closely following this exploratory work would provide 
Mr. Criswe].1 valuable information in directing mining operations later 
should this be later decided. it is not entirely improbable that the 
DMA lead-zinc project of development in 1952-53 that has been certified 
by the department and is in stand by condition could eventually be tied 
into one attractive mining operation. This is our ultimate objective 
hoping that both the government and ourselves would be able to recover 
our investments, produce needed metal and perhaps have some compensation 
for our risk and time. 	 The development program refered to above is 
DIVIEA-129 (Lead Zinc) DAcotah Mine, Cascade County, Mont. Contract #IDM-E81 
in the event you wished/to check as to the available ore. Also I am 
attaching a schedule ofproduction from this property during the years 
from l9)4 to 1950.

I am giving you this inforaation at this time thinking that you are not 
familiar with o .r mining activities and might think we were some "fly-
by night" opera ors who were just taking advantage of some government 
"hand out".

ARPICLE 1. Authorityandscope.--(a) This contract entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d. sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. § 6141 - 6146), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work, is a search' for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before,,, , and, subject to the provisions of Article 9 
(rEte) 


and. Exhibit A, shall either have completed the work within 12 months from the date of the 'contract 


or shall have Incurred allowable costs (see Article 6) in a sum not less than the total cost set forth 
in Exhibit A 


(b) The total allowable cost: of the work set forth in Exhibit A is $ 57,440.00. The Govern-. 


ment will contribute 50 perct of the allowable costs as they are incurred, in a total sum not in 


excess of $, 43,°80•°Qn accordance with the provisions of Artidles 3, 14, 5, and 6. "Costs incurred" 
means costs that have been paid or have become due and payable, or that the Government determines have 
become obligations. 


(c) Interestcomputation. --Simple interest at the rate of	 percent shall accrue from the 
dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for' payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fu.U.y repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or bbligation there-
under withotrt the written consent of the Government. 


AICLE 2. Operator'srightinland. --(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and, that such 
right, title:, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and. 
(if the Operator does not hold, the legal title) the lien agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, ,optionor, etc..) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instllations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and proyidil3g:.in .jhe instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right tde royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shalibe furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3 .	 rformance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibllity.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability inaurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to complete' the work as specified in Article 1(a). 


(b) Independent contracts.--To the extent that the allowable' costs are estimated in Echibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of 'drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (1)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto,' and its 
rights under this b&ntr.çt, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordance with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under tbe independent contract to be reasonable. 


(c) 'Government may 'inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 1i. Contribution by the Government.-- 	 The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the' Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary to protect it interests. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable' 
records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may have an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent ooks, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. , If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any—other 
operations, or If labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly re-
porta in three sectionsàs follows: 	 . 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work per-


formed; and 


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate 
engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken , concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government; however, the original of 
the Operator's Monthly Voucher shall be supported by documentary evidence, such as certified copies or 
transcripts of payrolls and Invoices, for all costs claimed under Article 6 (a) (i).)

(c) Final report.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two 
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e.) Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or Incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
payment of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.--(a) Allowable costs.--The allowable costs, of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(1) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Echibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual.costs and set forth in EchIbit A. 


The Government will not contribute to costs under any category or subcategory omitted' from the 
estimate of costs in EchibIt A. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as the maximum of any 
category, subcat'egory, or item, either as to requirement .or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total allowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage of the total allowable cost of the work. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article, or in 
xhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is a maximum, is 


not exceeded

Subcategory (c)--Depreciation.--All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 


CATEZORY (5)--INTTIAL REHABILTPATION AND REPAIRS.-rCosts of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies,- and supervision at a rate not higher than 
provided for in category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category.

CATXOHY (7)--MIscELtANE0us. --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, analyti-
cal work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, liability in-
surance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--In addition to the limitations imposed by paragraph (a) of this Article 6 
the Government will not contribute to the following costs: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costsof acquiring, 
owning, or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 
than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, dp.mages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment 
or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(1) Deferred payments . --Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 
(c) 1ductions in costs . --The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. The provision does not apply 
to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions of Article 
7.


ARTICLE 7. Ipayment by Operator. --(a) certification. --If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration 
work, it shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a 
sufficient final report and final .ccounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b)	 yalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retains his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c)	 ynient of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 


(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrate, metal or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f .0 .b. point); 	 that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to determine 
the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator or 
producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
No costs of the Operator or Producer are deductibke in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is 
here used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or other 
production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used In integrated operations, as• the case may be. 
(d) i.kisold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if It Is stockpiled), the Government, at its 
option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on the value of 
such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Government elects 
to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufacturing or fabricating 
operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on such production shall be 
computed on the value thereof in the form In which and at the time it is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what Is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal 
income tax determination or the market value, whichever Is greater. 


S
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(e) Lien for payment. --To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 


hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers . --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government ' a claim 
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and. shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay 
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement 
sheets. If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of prod.uction, whether the 
production is by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of 
the royalty may be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the 
Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.. 


AHPICLE 8. Interests in purchased property. --(a) Title and ownership. --All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator' a own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to äontribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall, not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and. without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of' property.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of' the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, erther by return to the vendor, sale to 
others, purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as drill steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal. --If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the date 
such propert r was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and. 


(3) enter and. take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.. 


A1rICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and. further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred 
other than such as may be allowable under the provisiOns of the contract as necessary and. inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in. default under the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as re-
quired, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred 
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, 
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the 
Government under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13. 


• ARTICLE 10. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his 'mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 11. Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or, resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract' or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corp-
oration for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination in nployment. The provIsions respecting nondiscrimination in 
employment which are required. by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated rch 6, 1961 as amended 
and supplemented are' attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incOrporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTIClE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this 'contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision 
to writing and mail or otherwise 'furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, •shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the' Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, 
a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE l4.. Work Hours Act of 1962.- Overtime Compensation.--This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (14.1 U.S.C. 3515) , is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements.--No Operator or' subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve, the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case 'may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for 
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liquidated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual lab-
orer or mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, 
in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in 
excess of eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the over-
time wages required by the. clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages.--The' U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or subcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 15 . Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of labor applicable to contractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, lrt 3),, made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (1+0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti -Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
871+) are made a part of this .contract by reference. The Operator will comply with these regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary 
of labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and. exemptions.

About 130 feet from the portal of the lowest 
adit a winze was sunk 500 feet with five levels at 100 
foot intervals driven from it. These levels are reported 
by Schafer and Robertson (3.(g)) to extend northward 
from the winze respectively 960 feet, 750 feet, 565 feet, 450 feet, and 300 feet; from the winze the respective 
levels extend southerly 130 feet, 190 feet, 240 feet, 
290 feet, and 350 feet. South of the winze the drifts 
terminate against the Moulton Fault with the exception of 
the 300 and 500 foot levels which are supposed to have 
been driven through the fault and extended as short cross 
cuts on the south side of the fault. 


From these workings the Florence . Vein was 
extensively mined and almost continuously stoped for a 
distance approximating 900 feet along the strike and 900 
feet down the dip. It is from this area the bulk of the 
production was achieved during the years between l95 
and 1910, after which the mine was allowed to fill with 
water. Subsequent production came from the adit levels 
and a resorting of the dumps until about l93€. 


About this time the mine was reopened by Dan 
Reeder and Associates. Conversations with his former 
employees (miners shift bosses - hoistmen) indicate 
Reeder drove short cross cuts from unknown points on 
Tunnel No • 1, the 300 foot level, and the 500 foot level, 
about 50 feet eastward to a parallel vein from which the 
production recorded between l93 and 1943 was obtained. 
Though this vein is. reported by Reeders' employees to 
have been opened by a cross cut on the 500 level, it is 
said no drifting or mining was done before the mine was 
closed in 1943 due to inability (because of War Production 
Board order) to obtain supplies of dynamite, repairs 
for equipment, and adequate labor. 
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The workings above described are all inaccessible 
because of caves. During the summer of 1965, the portal 
of Tunnel No. 1 was opened and this level inspected for 
a distance of.about2OO feet, or7O feet nOrthof the 
winze, where rotting timber had permitted the gob to run 
into the level from the mined out stopes above. 


On the Concentrated Claim, near the west side 
line and about OO feet north of the south end line, 
another adit of unknown length was driven on a narrow 
vein at a slight angle toward the Florence Vein. The 
portal of this adit was also opened during the summer 
of 1965, and it was inspected for adistance of about 
250 feet to a point where blocked by a cave. The vein 
exposed is only one or two feet wide and contains a 
streak of better grade mineralization which occupies 
about half of the vein width. There are numerous shallow 
pits on the ridge abOve and to the northeast of the adit 
which contain vein exposures similar in character to that 
seen in the adit, and are believed to be on the same 
structure. This may be the vein referred to by Weed 
(3.(g), pp. 426) who when speaking of the Concentrated 
says: "The former owners ran a 1500 foot tunnel at a 
slight angle toward the Florence on a vein averaging 
3.5 feet wide. A cross cut at the end cuts a new lead, 
but no ore has been shipped from either vein." 


In the bottom of a steep ravine on the Monarch 
just north of the end line between the Concentrated and 
Monarch claims, an adit was been driven northerly an 
unknown distance intO a vein. Judging by the dump on 
which is piled oxidized vein material, principally 
showing iron and manganese, it must be 30O-4O0 feet long. 


During the late summer of 1966 two bulldozer 
cuts were excavated along the common side line between the 
Monarch and British Lion claims. The first of these was 
put in about 550 feet north of the adit just described, 
and the other at about 750 feet north of it. Two veins 
were exposed in each of these cuts, and the reader is 
referred to Plate 1 for the spacial relationshIps and 
sampling details. These veins are believed to correlate 
with those showing in the Florence and Preston raises where 
they hole the surface. 


In the early spring of 1967, as the drilling 
program was nearing completion, two shallow prospect shafts 
were sunk on a vein discovered in drill hole No. 5 and 11. 
The first of these is located at Coord. N.. 3460 E. 2540 
with the assays and widths indicated on Plate 1. The 
second shaft is located in the dozer cut shown at Coord. 
N. 3600E. 260. The width exposed in this shaft was 4.3
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feet assaying 2.2 ounces of Ag, 0.4% Pb, and l.6 Zn. 
These results are not appreciably different from those 
obtained from drill holes 5 and 11 when they intersected 
this structure. This vein is of good width, but minerali-
zation is weak when it has been sampled in four different 
places along a strike length of 300 fe.et . This is not to 
say that it does not have an ore shoot somewhere along it, 
however.


There are very few mine workings on the property 
south of Belt Creek, and nothing of any extent or signifi-
cance. All workings south of the creek are on the M and I 
and Silver Bottom claims. Within 50 feet of Corner No. 6 
of the M and I claim there are three shallow pits,. grown 
over with brush and with the sides sloughed in. Also on 
this claim, about 100 feet south of Corner No. 5, an adit, 
with oxidized vein matter, principally limonite,, showing on 
the dump, has been driven a short distance. 


Within 100 feet of Corner No. 4 of the M and I, 
but on the unpatented Silver Bottom claim, are two adits 
driven short distances to the south. These dumps also show 
vein matter in the form of limonite and clay. 


For the spacial relationships of the mine workings 
described, reference is made to Plate 1 which accompanies, 
and is a part of, this application. 


About 1954, an abortive attempt was made by Canad-
ian interests to pump out the mine workings with a reported 
objective of conducting an underground drilling program 
directed toward finding new ore shoots on parallel veins. 
This failed, whether because of poor planning, inadequate 
financing, or a combination thereof is not known. At any 
rate no drilling was accomplished, and the mine again filled 
with water'. 


Nothing further was done at the Florence Mine, 
so far as is knowrrto the applicant, until the summer 
of 1965 when he acquired control of the property. A' 
program of geologic mapping, surveying, and the accumu-
lation of all'available, reliable, information was 
instituted. As a result of this work, several target 
areas were indicated which appeared to have sufficient 
potential to warrant probing by drill holes. An 
exploration program was designed to test the productive 
potential of favorable unexplored portions of the Florence 
vein, as well as' that of known but unexplored veins 
paralleling the Florence vein. The applicant had spent 
3,997.00 for engineering and geological services, legal 
fees, bulldozing, personal expenses, and labor in this 
effort as well as devoting considerable • f his personal 
time and effort as of May 2, 1966. 
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St,bsequent to the above date an exploration con-
tract, No. 14-23-090-2225, Docket No. OME 6557 was signed 
with the Office, of Mineral Exploration, and completed July 
3, 1967. For details the reader' is referred to the final 
report submitted August 5, 1967, covering activities and 
results under the above mentioned contract. 


Briefly, the exploration activities comprised 
drilling core drill holes to test two of the three promis-
ing exploration targets in the property. Drilling activities 
were supplemented by bulldozer trenching and the sinking of 
two shallow prospect shafts outside of the scope of the 
contract.


The drilling results seem to indicate the persis-
tence in depth below the old mine workings of high grade 
silver mineralization, and the probable existence south of 
the Moulton Fault' of a previously unknown ore shoot of 
undetermined strike length and vertical extent. 


A totalof $0,76O.95 was expended in this 
exploration effort bringing the total expended to date to 
approximately 5,000.00. These expenses are detailed in 
Appendix 3-a. 


Reference is made to Plates Nos. 1 and 3 'which 
show the underground rkings as believed to exist, and 
the results of the 'just completed drilling program. 


3. ,(b) The applicant has had no interest in any of the 
previous operations at ,the Florence Mine other than those 
indicated since the summer of 1965. 


	


3.	 (c) The applicant has been able to verify by informa-
tion from the Economics and Statistics Division of the U. S. 
Bureau of Mines, Albany, Oregon, and copies of smelter 
settlement sheets, a production of 1,791,333 ounces of silver 
and 2022.17 tons of lead since 1901. The details of.this 
total, are contained in Appejidix 3-c. At current metal 
prices ($a.70 per ounce for silver and 0.l4 per pound for 
lead) this amount of 'silver would be valued at 3,O45,266.00; 
the lead at 566,207.0O, ora total.of13,6ll,473.0O. 


Robertson,. in U.S. Bureau of Mines Information 
Circular 759 gives the production of the Florence Mine 
from 1901 to 1943 inclusive 'as 9.39 ounces'of gold, 
2,015,666 ounces of silver, 11,166 pounds of copper, 
4,323,319 pounds oflead, and 4,724 pounds of zinc. At 
current metal prices this ambunt of silver and lead would 
be worth 43,426,632.O0 and 605,265.00 respectively, a 
total in excess of 44,03l,000.00, neglecting the gold, 
copper and zinc.'	 ..	 '	 '







.	 . 


There is little doubt but that Robertson's 
figures are probably more nearly correct, since the 
smelter records obtainable by the applicant indicate 16 
mine lots of production missing during 1917 and ll. 


It should also be noted an unknown, but probably 
substantial, production was obtained during the years of 
l95-l900. Qld stope maps in possession of the applicant 


• indicate mining operations were conducted in the heart 
of the Florence ore shoot during this period and that 
somewhere between 30% and 50% of it was extracted. This 


• ore was probably similar in grade to that produced and 
shipped crude during the period 1901-1906 which averaged 
about 50 ounces of silver per ton. It seems probable the 
true production of silver from this property exceeded 
Robertson' figure by an additional 400,000 ounces. 


Schafer (3.(g)) writing in 1935 and speaking 
of the ore shoot on the Florence vein says, "The Florence 
vein, the only vein on this property which has yielded 
commercial ore, is especially pe rsistent in width and 
tenor. It has been stoped almost continuously for nearly 
a thousand feet along the strike and nearly a thousand 
feet vertically. Within this ore, shoot much of the ore 
carried several hundred ounces of silver and.up to 10% 
lead. However, most of the ore shipped appears to have 
had from 50 ounces to 200 ounces of silver, fr'om 4% to 
10% lead, and from 3% to 10% zinc." 


•	 Weed, who 'inspected the mine in August 197, 
has this to say: (3. (g)) pp. 413, "The values vary 
greatly in different veins and in the same'vein. When 
the rich silver 'ores occur, as in the. Florence,. Benton, 
and Big Seven, the values run up very high - into the 
hundreds of ounces. The high gradeores shipped from 
the Florence, Benton, and Big Seven 'mines gave returns 
varying from *3000 to *4000 a carload which is' approxi-
mately $200.00 a ton.Tt. 


Again quoting Weed on the'Florence:' (3.(g)) 
pp. 425-426, "This has been one of the mOst successful 
mines of the district having been a steady producer 
since la93, and thus far has shown pay ore in every part 
of the vein worked.' The vein runs northeast and is, 
nearly, vertical. Its width varies from 4 to 6 feet 
and the fissure is always well defined. The pay streak 
varies in width and in its position in the vein. In' 
some places it fills the entire width, differing in 
this respect from any other vein worked in the district." 


3.	 (d) Until completion of the 01E exploration contract 
in July 1967, it was believed no ore reserves existed in 
the Florence Mine. • As a result of this exploration







I 
activity 50,000 tons of ore containing between 50 and 
200 ounces of silver per ton are now inferred between the 
bottom level (sea level elevation 5100 feet) of the old 
mine and sea level elevation 4650 feet. In addition, a 
previously unknown ore shoot of unknown strike length is 
now indicated south of the Moulton Fault. The limited 
information available on this possible. ore body precludes 
any estimate of either grade or tonnage of even the 
inferred classification. 


3.	 (e) The host rocks of the Neihart District are 
comprised of a mass of highly contorted and metamorphosed 
sericite and chlorite schists, and red and gray feldspar 
gneisses of dominantly igneous origin. These rodks lie 
stratigraphically below the Belt Series of Algonquian 
age which outcrop in the southwe-stern portion of the 
district. The older gneisses and schists, termed pre-
Beltian for convenience, have been intruded by a small 
stock of hornblende diorite, which is itself pre-Beltian 
and exhibits gneissoid tendencies. Because of its striking 
appearance this rock was called the Pinto Diorite. 


The majority of the silver veins of the district 
occur in both rock types along the southern margin of this 
intrusive where it contacts the older pre-Beltian gneisses 
and schists. Some of the veins were formed in one or the 
other of these rocks, and many extend from one into the 
other. Predominantly base metal veins low in silver 
occur around the other margins of the Pinto Diorite, some 
of which have been productive. 


In the area south of this intrusive contact and 
north of Belt Creek a fault, known as the Moulton Fault 
because of its prominent exposure in a mine of that name, 
strikes about N.. 700 W. On its eastern end it is reported 
by Schafer:c(3.(g)) to dip steeply, about 	 to the north 
where it is exposed in the Broadwater and Moulton mines. 
But when it crosses the Florence vein, its dip is reported 
as 600 to the south. This fault crosses the Broadwater, 
Hartley, Moulton, Queen of the Hills, and Florence veins. 
Most veins do not appear to be materially deflected by the 
fault, but others including the Florence are apparently 
cut off.


There is much question whether this fault is pre-
mineral or post mineral, but the majority of ttebest 
qualified observers who have had the opportunity to view it 
seem to incline to the belief it is pre-mineral. For a 
more detailed description of this structure reference is 
made to Schafer's discussion (3.(g) pp. 25). 


As a result of the drilling and bull dozer cuts 
excavated by the applicant under the exploration contract 
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recently concluded, it has been determined this structure 
dips about 60 degrees southwest but strikes about N. 57 W. 
in the vicinity of the Florence vein rather than N. 70 
0 W. as in some other areas. As it extends westerly 


through the Florence claims it,displays a tendency to' 
develop several planes of movement, becoming a sheeted zone 
40 to 50 feet in thickness rather than consisting of a zone 
three or four feet in extent. It 'is also believed to be 
a post-mineral, normal fault. For more detail the reader 
is referred to the final report submitted at the conclusion 
of OME Contract No. l4-23--090-2225. 


For a long time this fault was apparently thought 
by early operators in the district to form a southern limit 
to its productivity. As a consequence little exploration 
activity and effort were directed to the area south of the 
fault. This would not seem a valid conclusion when it is 
considered that in the Queen and Moulton mines, both 
nearby to the Florence, important ore shoots were mined. 
to the south of the fault. Hole 7, drilled under the above 
mentioned contract,would appear to confirm this observation. 
It is believed to indicate a previously unknown ore shoot 
of undetermined extent. For the areal geology of the 
district, reference is made to Plate II. 


On the Florence property there is evidence of 
several veins besides the Florence vein. Weed (3.(g)) 
says: "The claim has four well defined veins in a width 
of 300 feet, only two of rhich have as yet been opened 
on the surface." The geologic and exploration work done 
by the applicant confirms this observation. 


When it, can be seen on the surface, the Florence 
vein is a well defined fissure which strikes about N. 300 
E. with a nearly vertical dip. It appears to be mineral-
ized from wall to wall, or over a width of ' four or more 
feet. Its outcrop is easily traceable from Belt Creek 
through the succession of adit portals, the Preston raise, 
and beyond the northernextent of the workings by a series 
of cuts and pits well into the Monarch claim. 


From an examination of the dumps and.surface 
pits, and a study of the geologic information recorded 
by Weed, Schafer, and Robertson, pyrite, galena, and 
sphalerite seem to be the most common ore minerals. The 
silver minerals, which are by far the most aluable 
constituents of these veins, consist of argentite and 
stephanite, both of which occur occasionally but are not 
common; polybasite, pearcite, and pyrargyrite which are 
all of common occurrence and upon which the value of this 
ore is mainly dependent.
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The gangue minerals consist of quartz which is 


present in all of the veins of the district, sericite, 
barite which is especially common and a major constituent 
of the ores from the mines on the Belt Creek side includ -
irgthe Florence, and ankerite which is even more common 
than barite. 


Weed apparently believed the extremely high 
grade ore from many of the mines including •the Florence 
veins was due to the fact the polybasite, pearcite, and 
pyrargyrite were often of secondary origin. An examina-
tion of the surface outcrops does seem to indicate a 
partially oxidized near surface zone of small extent 
directly below the outcrops somewhat improverished in 
silver. At least there is no evidence the high grade 
ore came to the grass roots. Below this Weed believed 
there occurred another alteration zone--the zone of 
enrichment, which was followed by the primary sulphides. 


To quote him directly (3. (g)): "The study of 
the region indicates that the fissures are deep. There 
is no reason to doubt that ore shoots occur in them at 
far greater depths than any yet attained. The rich 
silver suiphide ores peculiarly characterize the upper 
parts of some of the veins, and it is open to question 
whether 'such very rich ores will be found at greater 
depths. That they are of secondary or later origin in 
most cases in this district is beyond , doubt, but these 
minerals are of primary origin in California veins and 
may be found so here." 


Schafer (3.(g) pp. 29-30) writing nearly forty 
years later says: "For the district as a whole, the water 
table varies from 50 to 500 feet. Most of the productive 
mines have taken ore from levels considerably below this 
maximum depth, and this ore has the appearance of true 
primary ore. Although numerous silver minerals, such 
as native silver, argentite, cerargyrite, ruby silver, 
and polybasite (and pearcite), are common secondary 
enrichment products, only part of that list is confined 
to that zone; namely, native silver, cerargyrite, and 
most of the argentite. Ruby silver and polybasite 
(pearcite?) are abundant in the primary ore. The occurrence 
of these minerals in crusts and druses is no proof of 
supergene origin, but it frequently indicates the activity 
of primary, late-stage mineralization." "Such drusy 
linings are common in deep mines, 'and since they are as 
frequently formed by hypogene (primary) processes as by 
supergene processes, there is no longer any need to con-
sider them as evidence of secondary enrichment." 


As far as the Florence is concerned, it seems 
likely supergene processes may have been weakly operative, 
hut there is little doubt that much of the mining here 
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operated in the zone of primary mineralization. In 
addition to the comments of Schafer and Weed, M. E. 
Hurst writing in Econ. Geology, vol. 17, p. 33, 1922, 
discussed this subject in his paper: "Supergene Processes 
at Neihart, Montana.tt 


	


3.	 (f) When the application for OME assistance in 
conducting the drill program recently completed was made, 
the applicant had reason to expect the occurrence of ore 
in three areas in the Florence property: the unexplored 
portion north of the old mine workings in the:Monarch and 
British Lion claims; the area on the Florence vein below 
the old vein workings and beneath the, mined out ore shoot; 
and the probability of finding new ore shoots in the 
unexplored area on theM and I claim south of the Moulton 
fault. Of these potential targets, the O1E considered the 
first to lack sufficient promise to be worthy of exploration. 
The second was tested by drill holes 1, 4 and 11, all of 
which proved the vein to exist, and 4 and 11 encountered 
substantial, interesting silver mineralization. Holes 
3, 7,	 and 9 were drilled to test the third area. All

penetrated the Florence vein (or a vein believed to be 
the Florence) and while Holes 3, 	 and 9 indicatedweak

silver mineralization, Hole 7 disclosed about two feet 
of ore assaying approximately 70 ounces of silver per ton. 
This is believed to indicate the presence of, a previously 
unknown ore shoot, the strike length of which is probably 
less than 550 feet as this is the distance between drill 
holes and 9 adjacent to Hole 7 on either side. Exactly 
how much less is the question, as well as average width and 
grade. 


	


3.	 (g) It is regretted. that none of the geological 
papers published on the Neihart district and previously 
referred to, are available to the applicant other than 
from established libraries. Some of' these have been 
extensively quoted in the event they are unavailable to 
the OME offices which will be concerned with this appli-
cation. These sources of information and background 
material are listed as follows:

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4.	 (a) An OME representative wishing to examine this 
property will be met and accompanied by the applicant, 
Mr. Carroll R. Bennett, P. 0.

Mr. Bennett resides at 220 Central Avenue East, 
Great Falls;

Montana.


The property which is bisected by all-weather, 
paved,. U.S. Highway 9 less than one mile north of 
Neihart, may be reached via either Helena or Great Falls. 


To reach Neihart from Great Falls, travel 
eastward on U.S. Highway 7 about 20 miles to the 
Armington junction, turn right, or south, on U. S. 
Highway 9, continuing to Neihart via Monarch. 


To reach Neihart from Helena, travel eastward 
on U.S. Highway l2-27 about 35 miles to Townsend; turn 
left, east, on U.S. Highway 12, continuing for 33 miles 
to its junction with U.S. Highway E9. At this point 
turn left, north, and continue through White Sulphur 
Springs to Neihart 40 miles beyond. 


	


4.	 (b) The nearest supply points are Great Falls, 
about 60 miles northwest; and Helena via White Sulphur 
Springs, about 120 miles southwest. Either of these' 
is reached via paved, all-weather roads. 
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5. EXPLORATION NORK
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5.	 (a) The proposed exploration work would have as its 
objective the determination of both the lateral and vertical 
extent, width, and value of the possible ore body indicated 
by drill hole No. 7. It would consist of 300 feet of 
cross-cutting, 650 feet of drifting, l0 feet of raising 
on the vein, and 200 feet of winze sunk on vein. 


It is proposed that thi' work would be done in 
two stages with the succeeding stage to be executed 
dependent upon results achieved from the prior stage and 
the mutual approval of both government and applicant. 
Stage 1 would consist of cross cutting and drifting, and 
stage 2 to consist of raising and winze with the requisite 
preparations incidental to such work. 


It is contemplated the cross cut would be 
collared at elevation 5600 at the point hole No. was 
collared, and driven along the direction of this hole, 
that is, S.l4 degrees E. to the point of intersection 
with the vein. This cross cut would then be continued as 
a drift southwesterly along the vein. Depending upon the 
results obtained, a raise and winze would be driven to 
approximately bisect any ore shoot found. 


	


5.	 (b) No access roads are required for this site 
which is the lowest point of entry available, cross cutting 
distance being.considered. 


	


5.	 (c) If a contract is executed, it is planned to 
commence work within six weeks. The contractor who has 
submitted what appears to be the lowest bid states he 
could mobilize the job within 6 weeks, after notice to 
proceed.


It is anticipated progress during phase 1 
would average 250 feet per month and that 4 months would 
be reiuired exclusive of portal preparation. The contractor 
with the highest bid anticipates 400 feet per month, but 
this appears to be one of those instances when speed is 
achieved only at excessive cost fortimbering. 


The progress of the raise work is estimated 
at 5.33 feet per day of two shifts, and would require 
6 weeks including sill preparations. 


The. winze would be sunk using hand methods 
and air-powered equipment due to its small size and the 
necessity of avoiding the costs incident to the large, 
costly excavations and installation of electrical equip-
ment required for mechanized methods which cannot be 
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6.	 The applicant is a successful business man of 
many years experience and owner of one of the larger 
General Motors Corp. dealerships in Great Falls. 


During World War II he made application for 
and was granted a 4f5OOO exploration loan from the 
Reconstruction Finance Corporation to open for examina-
tion another mining property owned by him in the Neihart 
district. The •results of this work justified a much 
larger R.F.C. development loan which was also applied 
for and granted. The property was put into production 
and successfully operated until both loans were paid 
off.


In 1951, under the DA program promoting the 
search for lead-zinc orebodies, another application was 
made for assistance in further exploration of the same 
property. A loan of lOO,OOO.00 was granted of which 
about O% was used. This project was successful in 
finding and delineating additional zinc ore which was 
not extracted due to falling zinc prices caused by the 
imminent ending of the Korean War. 


In addition to the foregoing, the applicant 
has just recently completed OT€ Contract No. 14-23-090-
2225, Docket No. or€ 6557, conducted on the property which 
is the subject of this application. 


The applicant has retained the services of Mr. 
Wilbur F. Criswell who is a professional mining engineer 
of about 25 years' experience to supervise and direct 
the project. Criswell holds the degree of Bachelor of 
Science in Mining Engineering from the Montana School 
of Mines, professional registration in Montana--No. 966E, 
and is a member of the American Institute of Mining and 
Metallurgical Engineers. His professional activities have 
covered Montana, Idaho, California, Nevada, Colorado, 
Wisconsin, and Arizona with foreign assignments in Mexico, 
Peru and Brazil. His production and exploration activi-
ties over these localities have encompassed gold, silver, 
copper, lead, zinc, manganese and uranium, and include 
both lode and placer operations. In years past he has 
as a manager or superintendent directed five different 
DMEA or OME exploration projects which with but one 
exception have been ;successful in finding ore.

Untimbered drift and crosscut would be driven 5 feet by 7 
feet in the clear; 'this 'is a minimum cross-section but adequate 
for exploration purposes. Where timbering is necessary, it will 
be timbered with standard Anaconda-type, Bonner frame sill timber 
with foot posts stood on a batter of 3/4" per foot, 6 foot 2 inch 
caps, all of 12 x 12 inch fir timber; standard length 6 x inch 
girts will be used so the drift sets will space on 5 foot 4 inch 
centers.

This is in reply to your letters of February 13 and l4, 1975. Thank you 
for furnishing the material previously requested. 


With respect to obligation for royalty on possible production from milling 
an old dump on the Queen property, no obligation would apply to this 
material under provisions of Contract 2225. 


Regarding transfer of claim interest to the Monarch Company, we have 
the following comments: 


The deed, dated May 7, 1969, transferring interest in 6 of the claims to 
Monarch Company, Inc., prompts several comments. First, Carroll R. Bennett 
and Josephine A. Bennett are shown to be transferring their interest; 
however, Carroll R. Bennett and Richard C. Bennett were owners of 
3 )4.987 percent interest in the patented claims according to the Lease with 
Option to Purchase . dated February 1, 1966, between the Cottiers, owners, 
and Carroll R. Bennett and Richard C. Bennett, lessees. We were not 
advised of subsequent transfer of interest in these claims from 
Richard C. Bennett to Josephine A. Bennett. Please furnish appropriate 
documents for this transfer. 


The deed of May 7, 1969, shows incorrect patent numbers for five of the 
six claims listed. In preparing Contract 222 5, we obtained the correct 
patent numbers from the Bureau of Land Management, Billings, Montana. 
The correct numbers and the numbers shown on the deed are as follows:

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The numbers shown as patent numbers on the deed are the survey numbers, 
except for the M&I claim whose survey number is 2906 instead of 2905 
The incorrect numbers do not invalidate the deed but they should be 
corrected. 


Please refer to the last paragraph in our letter of certification to you 
dated May 26, 1969, and to Article 2(c) of the contract which relate to 
preservation of the Government's right to royalty on production. The 
deed transferring the claims to Monarch Company, Inc., and the Certification 
of Incorporation for Monarch Company, Inc., do not advise your successor 
in interest of the Government's royalty rights. To correct this omission 
we enclose 3 copies of the certification letter (revised as to current 
address of the OME Field Officer), and request that an authorized official 
of Monarch Company, Inc., acknowledge the royalty obligation by signing 
the last page of each copy where indicated, and returning one copy to you 
and one copy to this office. 


The responsibility for payment of royalty on production from additional 
land acquired during the period of royalty obligation is stated in Annex I 
of the contract and in the letter of certification. This includes new 
production (not old dump material) from the Queen of the Hills, Homestake, 
O'Brien, Joe Vann and other claims or land acquired within 600 feet of 
land described in the contract. If the Monarch Company produces ore from 
the claims leased from "Campbell", royalty would be payable to the 
Government under provisions of the contract. We note in the Lease 
Agreement dated August 29, 19714, that the owners (Campbell) of the Queen 
of the Hills, Homestake and O'Brien claims acknowledge and agree that 
Monarch may extend a lien upon the production anticipated, but there is 
no reference to the Government's existing lien upon this land by virtue 
of the Special Agreement Concerning Land in the contract. We could advise 
the owners of this .fact by sending a copy of the forthcoming amendment to 
them. 


Upon receipt of a copy of the Certification of Possible Production with 
signed acknowledgement by Monarch Company, mc,, we will prepare an 
amendment to include the Queen of the Hills, Homestake, O'Brien, and 
Joe Vann claims in the OME contract.

To recall and present the matter involved: 5fter completing 
the core drilling contract 'we personally provided funds for 
opening an old tunnel on the Concentrated claim, survey #2651, 
which was one of the claims included in the above contract. 
You may recall some correspondence re our asking to have the 
unused portion of funds remaining in the drilling contract 
transferre4 to the cost of opening this tunnel and hoping 
to locate a favorable drill site f or further core drilling. 
This request was disallowed by 0.M.E. However we were curious 
to see what relation this tunnel, reported to have been driven 
in a distance of some 1300 feet, had to our adjoining Florence 
claim exploration. Result was that we reopened this Concentrated 
tunnel.	 We found that it had pockets and old stopes that had 
contained silver values rging from 5 qz to 20 oz - lead I to 10% 
and zinc 2 to 3%.

INTRODUGTION 


This report summarizes an ONE exploration project for silver ore in exten-
sions of known veins in Precambrian gneiss at the Florence mine, about 
1 mile north of Neihart, Montana. The contract, dated September 21, 1966, 
for a total estimated cost of $66,220.00 of which the Government would 
contribute 75 percent or $49,665.00 was amended 4 times. Amendment No. 4 
increased the total estimated cost to $105,253.09, of which the Government 
would contribute $78,939.82. Work started in September 1966, and, after 
11 diamond drill holes totalling 8,275 feet had been drilled, was terminated 
February 11, 1969. Accepted cost of the work was $91,984, of which the 
Government contributed $68,988. The work was successful in finding continua-
tions of the Florence vein at depth. New reserves discovered beneath the old 
Florence mine are estimated to total 37,800 tons of indicated ore and 
103,800 tons of inferred ore. A vein south of the Moulton fault is question-
ably correlated with the Florence vein; new ore reserves in this vein are 
estimated at 23,231 tons of indicated ore and 53,666 tons of inferred ore. 
Weighted silver values range from 3.8 to 44.2 ounces per ton. Combined 
lead and zinc values are generally less than 4 percent. A certification of 
possible production was issued May 26, 1969, according to which royalty will 
be due the Government on production from the mine until September 21, 1978, 
or until the total amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with 
interest at 7-1/2 percent per annum on $49,584.82 and 7-3/4 percent per annum 
on $19,403.25, whichever occurs first. There has been no production; the 
property is now inactive.

The unpatented claim is recorded in the County courthouse, Great Falls, 
Montana. 


Carroll R. Bennett and son, Richard C. Bennett, own a 34.987 percent 
interest in the patented claims. A Lease with Option to Purchase 
Agreement for a 57.795 percent interest was executed February 1, 1966 
between Carroll R. Bennett, Richard C. Bennett, and the owners, 
M. C. Cottier and Mrs. Dorcas B. Cottier, 2709 3rd Avenue, N., Great 
Falls, Montana, 59401. In lieu of possessory rights or Lien and 
Subordination Agreements to the remaining 7.218 percent interest in these 
claims, a Performance Bond in the amount of $78,939.82 was attached and 
made a part of the contract. An Affidavit of Individual Surety executed 
on May 16, 1968 by Adam A. Marshall, 9th Street and 1st Avenue, So., Great 
Falls, Montana, 59401, and an Affidavit of Individual Surety executed on 
May 16, 1968, by Vernon Louis Waldenberg, Wilkinson Lane, Route 2 West, 
Great Falls, Montana, that superseded affidavits executed by the same 
individuals on September 8, 1966, are included in the docket of the contract. 
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The Operator possessed the unpatented claim by virtue of a Mining Lease 
dated April 8, 1966, between Carroll R. Bennett and L. B. Stark, P. 0. 
Box 475, Neihart, Montana, 59465. Mr.Stark signed a Lien and Subordina-
tion Agreement. Mr. Stark wrote Mr. Bennett on September 11, 1969, 
cancelling the lease; a copy of. the letter was furnished the Government 
by Mr. Stark. 


The contract included the following: 


A Special Agreement Concerning Land 


In the event that the Operator or any successor thereof at any 
time during the period of this contract acquires any interest, title, 
or equity in or with respect to any land including minerals therein, 
situated within 600 feet of the western and eastern boundaries of the 
land described in this contract, (Joe Vann, et al., claims), it is 
agreed that such land shall thereupon become subject to the provisions 
of this.contract, and the parties hereto shall promptly execute amend-
ments to this contract listing such land as land included in this contract. 


The Florence Mine is on the northeast side of Belt Creek and is about 1/2 
mile north of the limits of Neihart. Six adits have followed the Florence 
vein at altitudes between 30 and 580 feet above Belt Creek (Fig. 1), and 
total about 3,500 feet. Five levels were established at 100-foot intervals 
from a two-compartment winze and are 1090, 940, 805, 740 and 650 feet long, 
respectively. Only levels 3 and 5 crossed the Moulton fault; crosscuts 
from the ends of these two levels searched unsuccessfully for the Florence 
vein south of the fault (Robertson, 1951, p. 25.) 


Other underground workings have explored along a narrow vein on the 
Concentrated vein; the extent of these workings is unknown. 


Practically all of the underground workings were inaccessible in 1965, but 
the Operator has attempted to reopen some of them and, in a letter dated 
December 22, 1969, mentioned that he had opened an old drift on the Con-
centrated claim for about 350 feet. 


GEOLOGY 


The ore deposits at the Florence mine are in steeply dipping, northwest-
trending veins that are bounded by orthogneiss and schist that are older 
than the Belt Series of Precambrian age. A younger pre-Belt igneous rock, 
the Pinto Diorite, has intruded the gneiss and schist northeast of the mine. 
According to Weed (189 .9, p. 426), four well-defined veins cross the 
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Florence property but only two veins have been opened on the surface; the 
Concentrated and the lorence. The Operator's map shows the Concentrated 
vein dipping about 79 NW and the Florence vein dipping vertical or very 


steeply SE. 


The Florence vein has been the main source for ore on the property and, 
according to figures compiled by the Operator, has yielded 1.7-2 million 
ounces of silver and 2.0-2.2 thousand tons of lead. The vein is persistent 
along strike and dip and has been mined through a vertical range of at 
least 850 feet. Within this range the vein is 4-6 feet thick; howe.ver the 
pay streak did not always occupy the full width of the vein. 


Primary ore minerals are pyrite, galena, sphalerite, polybasite, proustite, 
tetrahedrite, and chalcopyrite (Schafer, 1935, p. 35). Gangue includes 
quartz, barite, and ankerite. 


The ore contained 50-200 ounces silver per ton, 4-10 percent lead, and 
3-10 percent zinc. Gold values were very low. 


Many of the lower workings terminate against the Moulton Fault, a structure 
that strikes NW and dips 60-80°SW. District studies have failed to prove 
conclusively if the fault is post- or pre-mineral. Ore in nearby mines has 
been found both on the hangingwall and footwall side of the fault. 


The planned exploration was to search for the Florence vein at altitudes 
lower than the old mine workings on the footwall side of the Moulton Fault, 
and to search for the faulted Florence vein on the hanging wall side of the 
fault. No mines in the district have been developed southwest of Belt 
Creek. If the planned exploration proved the existence of ore southwest of 
the creek, it would greatly. increase the potential area for new ore in the 
district.


PURPOSE OF PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore by core drilling from surface 
drill sites for silver-bearing ore bodies in the Florence, Concentrated-
Monarch, and other veins occurring in gneiss and schist. 
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The contract, No. 2225, dated September 21, 1966, required that work start 
on or before October 15, 1966, and be completed within 12 months from the 
date of the contract. The work was to consist of bulldozing access. roads 
to the drill sites, leveling the sites, and drilling not more than 7 holes 
totalling not more than 4,950 feet, planned as follows:

REPORTS 


The Operator, on August 5, 1967, submitted an acceptable final report 
describing results of Stage I, and on December 13, 1968 submitted an 
acceptable report describing results of Stage II. 


Three Reports of Review by Government auditors were prepared in June 
1967, February 1968, and April 1969. No Royalty Reviews have been 
necessary as there has been no production. 


PROJECT RESULTS 


The drilling was successful in cutting several veins in gneiss. A vein in 
the footwall of the Moulton Fault in some of the holes can be correlated 
with the Florence vein. Veins in the rocks on the hanging wall side of the 
Moulton Fault are less positively correlated. At the conclusion of Stage I, 
the Operator believed that holes 3, 7, and 9, had cut a vein•which correlated 
with the Florence vein; if true, the fault had displaced the Florence vein 
very little. Stage II drilling, planned to further prove the correlation, 
while successful in finding vein material, did not conclusively prove that 
the, Florence vein was intersected ir holes 3, 7, and 9. The later drilling 
suggested that a northwest-dipping vein had been cut and this did not 
correlate with the Florence vain. The last hole drilled, No. 14, intersected 
a few areas of highly altered rock but none of the core appeared worthy of 
sampling for assay. 


The locations of the vein intersections in the diamond drill holes are shown 
on Figure 1. Cross Section A-A' illustrates one interpretation of the 
results found in drill holes 7, 9, 12, and 13. This interpretation suggests 
that there are two veins, one dipping southeast and correlated with the 
Florence and the other,,a'northwest-dipping vein. The Operator's map shows 
that the Concentrated-Monarch vein dips to the northwest in the area east of 
the Moulton Fault, and hence, other northwest dipping veins probably exist 
in the mine area. 


Alternative interpretations of the drilling results southwest of Belt Creek 
are a series of northeast trending veins that dip either to the northwest 
or to the southeast, a main vein (the 'Florence?) with many branching veins, 
or a series of southeast-dipping veins. More exploration, either by under-
ground working or by more diamond drillingwill be necessary to definitely 
define the orientation of the veins. 


Assay data from some of the veins intersected suggest that high silver values 
are present and that further exploration should be planned. Assay informa-
tion from drill core samples is listed on Table 3. 
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I	 I 
Ore reserves have been,calculated and the limits of the ore reserves blocks 
are shown on Figure 1. In making the calculations, it has been assumed 
that there is a single continuous vein, the Florence, that extends below 
the known old workings in the Florence mine and across the 1IouLton Fault to 
the southwest. No reserves have been calculated for veins that obviously 
are not the Florence, for example the vein in the lower part of drill 
hole 5 that correlates with the Concentrated-Monarch vein. 


The drillinformation suggests strongly that the Florence vein extends to 
depth below the old Florence mine at least as far as the intersection 
with drill hole 11, some 450 feet below the;mine. The vein on the hanging 
wall side of the Moulton Fault probably extends to a similar depth but more 
exploration is necessary to prove this. 


Total reserves, as shown on Figure 1, are 37,800 tons of indicated ore and 
103,800 tons of inferred ore below the old Florence mine and 23,231 tons 
indicated and 53,606 tons inferred southwest of Belt Creek.

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CERTIFICATION 


The Government, on May 26, 1969, issued a Certification of Possible Produc-
tion, specifying that royalties shall be paid to the Government as provided 
in the contract on all production from the land described in the contract 
from September 21, 1966 to September 21, 1978, or until the total amount 
contributed by the Government under the contract ($68,988.07), is fully 
repaid with interest at the rate of 7-1/4 percent per annum on $49,584.82, 
and 7-3/4 percent per annum on $19,403.25 whichever occurs first. 


"A Special Agreement Concerning Land" of Annex I of the contract provides 
that any land including minerals therein, situated within 600 feet of the 
western and eastern boundaries of the land described in the contract, which 
is acquired by the Operator or any successor thereof at any time during the 
royalty period is subject to the royalty provisions of the Certification of 
Possible Production.


PRODUCTION AND ROYALTY 


There has been no production from the property since the date of the 
contract, no royalties have been paid, and no royalties are due to the 
Government.


SUMMARY 


The diamond drilling has confirmed that the Florence vein extends to depth 
below the old workings of the Florence mine and contains high values in 
silver. A vein that questionably correlates with the Florence vein has 
been found southwest of Belt Creek in the hanging wall area of the Moulton 
Fault, and locally contains high values in silver. Additional exploration 
is necessary to learn mare about the number, orientation, and mineral 
content of the veins.southwest of Belt Creek. 


The Florence vein formerly was highly productive of rich silver ore and 
mining had proved the vein to be persistent along strike and dip. Apparently 
the best values are found where the wall rock of the vein is red feldspar 
gneiss. 


The same type wall rock is found southwest of Belt Creek as occurs along the 
productive portions of the Florence vein northeast of Belt Creek. Vein 
material that has been interseted by the diamond drill holes contains 
promising amounts of silver, lead, and zinc. The contract workindicates 
that minable amounts of silver ore exist southwest of Belt Creek; this work, 
therefore, constitutes an important discovery and suggests large extensions 
of the known ore-bearing area of veins in the Nei1Iart Mining District, for 
no mines, heretofore, have been developed in the area southwest of Belt Creek.

'We understand 
that you are considering granting a lease to operators of a proposed 
custom mill in the Neihart area who propose to prospect the 'Concentrated 
claim and possibly to mine ore.. Under the proposal, the operator would 
pay you a fixed' fee, one or two dollars per ton, to mine and mill ore. 
You would' pay the Government 5 percent of your receipts from this 
arrangement. Further, yu stated that the operators would not keep 
separate records on individuaimi,ll. lots treated. 'It would be impossible, 
therefore, to determine the gross proceeds on ore produced f rota the 
property and the royalty due the Government on production. 


The proposed plan for making royalty payments is not acceptable to the 
Government.

This letter requesting information is being directed to you 
rather than to Mr. Puff ett in Spokane as you are 
with our previous operation' than he. Mr. MacLaren vas in the 
Spokane office, as you know, during that time.	 ____ 


To refresh your memory:before the final stage of our operations 
we opened an old tunnel on the Concentrated claim ourselves 
without assistance from OIVIE.	 The core drilling on this and

the other claims was the O?/]E project. We did open this old 
drift a distance of about 350 feet, went out into the hanging 
wall around one caved old stope and thru another and after 
spending about 7,500.00 and not knowing how many more caves 
we would encounter and because of winter weather decided to 
discontinue.	 We did find evidence of mining having been 
done 70 or so years ago and information we have gathered from 
mine inspectors reports indicate this drift went in a distance 
of about 1350 feet. There are no records of shipment to any 
smelter that go back beyond 1900 and these mine reports indicate 
the work was done in 1893.	 At any rate this is the current

situation; a custom mill is about to be started in the Neihart 
area and they are interested in doing more work in this drift 
to determine if milling ore could be had.

I am returning the Field Office and Operator's copies of the Report 
of Review of the subject contract. The units of work for which 
payment were authorized as listed in Exhibit I of the Report of 
Review are incorrect, even though the total accepted costs are 
correct. The incorrect items are under Category (1) Independent 
Contracts and include Mobilization and Demobilization, Diamond Drill-
ing, Reaming and Casing, Cementing, and Surveying with In-hole Instru-
merit. Apparently, the one who prepared the Report of Review lumped 
part of the costs of some of these items under drilling rather than 
under the correct category. Attached is a comparison of the accepted 
amounts as listed in the Report of Review and those which we have 
used in analyzing the Operator's vouchers. 


The figures listed in the Report of Review for Reaming and Casing, 
Cementing, Drilling out Cement, and Surveying with In-hole Instru-
ment are identical to those listed by the Operator as having been 
submitted previous to his voucher for August 1968. Possibly, 
through an oversight the reviewer used these figures. How the re-
viewer obtained the value of $19,969 for the drilling is not clear 
but apparently he arrived at it by some method of subtracting the 
other costs from the total. As It now reads, the Report of Review 
does not accurately list the amounts in the various categories and 
hence I am returning it for corrections before submitting it to 
the Operator.

In view of the discouraging results of the first three 
holes under Stage II, it was agreed by all concerned, during tele-
phone discussions, that drilling the reininiiig two holes would be 
a waste of funds • The Operator requested a delay in terminating 
the contract until he could complete sOme work on his own that 
might justify one or two drill holes to explore on the Monarch and. 
British Lion claims. 


With his letter of December 16, 1968, the Operator submitted an 
acceptable final report on Stage II, implying a request that the 
contract be terminated by mutual agreement.

Enclosed herewith are two copies of the Operator's final report that 
summarizes the work done under Stage II of the contract. An acceptable 
Operator 's Final Report summarizing the work • done under Stage I of the 
contract was submitted August 7, 19 67. The enclosed report satis-
factorily summarizes the drilling done under Stage II. A narrow vein 
with weak silver mineralization was found in the drill holes, but no 
significant discovery was made. 


The Operator has asked what disposition he should make of the drill 
core. The logs of the core that were submitted with the monthly 
narrative reports are very complete and assay data were submitted 
for the mineralized areas intersected by the holes. If storing the core 
is a financial burden to the Operator, it is recommended that he be 
permitted to dispose of it. However, if he contemplates submitting. 
another proposal for more exploration on his property, he should be 
advised to retain the core in case a re-appraisal of the completed 
work is desired.

In an application dated November 20, 1967, the subject operator requested 
ONE assistance to explore further a potential ore zone indicated by the 
findings in 3 diamond drill holes completed under the subject contract, 
holes 7, 8 and 9. Hole 7 cut one mineralized zone at altitude 5570, hole 
9 cut 3 zones at altitudes 5580, 5Li6O, and 514.o, hole 8 cut 2 zones at 
altitudes 5L.95 and 5I55 respectively. In the following discussion reference 
will be made to vein intercepts of hole 7, hole 9 (Alt 5580) and 9a (Alt 
SLi.60), hole 8 (Alt SLi5S) and 8a (Alt 5)495). 


On Plate 1 accompanying the application, the hole intercepts are indicated. 
The proposed location for 300 feet of crosscut and 650 feet of drift is 
based on drill hole intercepts 8, 7 and 9. If the intercepts are on a 
steeply dipping vein, the proposed location of the work would be reason-
ably correct. However, a 3-point solution indicates that these 3 inter-
cepts would be on a structure having an average strike of N3Li.°E and a 
dip of 13°NW. The indicated strike is within reasonable agreement with 
that of the Florence vein but the dip is too flat to relate to any knoi 
vein. A 3-point solution using intercepts 8(a), 7, and 9(a), indicates 
that these 3 intercepts would be on a structure striking N27°E and dipping 
75°NW. This plane would probably conform reasonably well dth the 
attitude of the Florence vein considering that the movement on the inter-
vening Moulton fault is not fully understood. These points are being 
made here because they will be considered in appraising the acceptability 
of the proposed additional work.

Intercepts 9, 7 and 8 show ore grade or near-ore grade material. Only 
in intercept 7 does silver make up 50 percent or more of the total value 
although intercept 9 comes within I.3 percent of so doing. That silver 
makes up more than half the value of . the average grade of all the inter-. 
cepts is due to one high silver assay in intercept. 7. 


It is possible that intercepts 9, 7, and 8 and 9(a), 7 and 8(a) re-
spectively, lie too nearly along straight lines for accurate results 
of the 3-point solution and may well represent 2 parallel veins • This 
is further indicated by the fact that none of the holes made any vein 
intercepts east of intercepts 9, 7 and 8. Further to the north, hole 
3 made a vein intercept at altitude 5265 that appears to be east of these 
intercepts; its average grade is 6.2 ounces silver per ton, 1.30 percent 


lead, and LL,5 percent zinc over a width of feet. It was not inter-
cepted by holes 9, 7, and 8, but it is possible that a fault not yet 
recognized parallel to the Moulton fault cbuld have offset the structure 
on hole 3 to one of the 2 veins' here considered. 


Although the intercepts along each possible vein are widely, spaced and 
leave much to be desired in the way of statistical value they are all we 
have to go on for an estimate of possible tonnages and grades that might 
be found by the applicant's proposed crosscut and drift. 


Broad estimates of tonnage and grade. can be made for six combinations of 
drill, hole intercepts. 	 . 


1. From 50 ' feet west of intercept 9 to 50 feet east of intercept' 8. 
In this interval the distance'from 9 to 7 is 200 feet and from 7 to 8 is 
350 feet. The total length represented is 650 feet; for the average width 
and grade weighted by effective length times width see Table 1. 
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• 2. From 50 feet west of intercept 9 to 50 feet east of intercept 7. 
In this interval the distance from 9 to 7 is 200 feet and the total length 
represented is 300 feet; for the average width and grade weighted by 
effective length times width see Table 2. 


3. From So feet west of intercept 7 to 50 feet east of intercept 8, 
a total length of L45o feet; for the average width and grade weighted as 
above seeTable 3. 


Li.. From 50 feet west of intercept 9(a) to 50 feet east of intercept 
8(a). In this interval the distance from 9(a) to 7 is 165 feet and from 


7 to 8(a) is Li.oS feet. The total length represented is 665 feet. The 
average width and grade, proceeding as above is given in Table Li.. 


S. From 50 feet west of intercept 9(a) to So feet east of inter-
cept 7, a total length of 265 feet; for the average width and weighted 
grade see Table 5. 


6. From 50 feet west of intercept 7 to 50 feet east of intercept

However, because of the distances between intercept 7 and those adjacent, 
to delete one sample assay is to be ultraconservative. It should also be 
noted that intercept 9 includes 1.25 feet that assayed l3.Lj. ounces silver, 
1.20 percent lead, and 10.6 percent zinc. The combination of hole inter-
cepts 9 and 7 appears to be the most promising area in which to discover 
an ore body, but the entire area between holes 9-9(a) and 8-8(a) is not 
to be ruled out.
