(g) Rental value of items of equipment which the operator now owns and which will be devoted to the work. -
(k) Cost of materials and supplies, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each.
(7) Cost of power, water, utilities, and any other items not provided for above.

24. Furnish a time schedule of the project, stated in terms of months after project is approved, showing progress expected to be
accomplished and the money expected to be spent.
