4. I owned and operated a gold auartz mine successfully for 
six years in the Fairbanks district. I studied mining en-
gineering 3 years in College. I have prospected for sheelite 
since 1942. At the present time I am forman of the Alaska Road 
Commission shop in Fairbanks. I have a home in Fairbanks and 
make that headquarters for m prospecting. 


8. The property is undeveloped beyopd the prospecting stage. 
I have spent approximately 1lOOO. and considerable time pros- 
pecting there this summer. I have been using a bulldozer and 
have one available to do this work. 


9. I am prepared to furnish my time and some equipment as my 
share. I estimate the value of time and equipment at 15,000. 


10. The property consists of 4 claims in a group at the head of 
First Chance Creek. It is on the west slope of a granite ridge 
that extends from the head of First Chance to . the head of Gilmore 
Creek. '?here are some iDrs*ect holes on the property. The claims 
are known as Spruce Hen #1, #2, 3, and #4. They are each 1500' 
by 600 1 . They cover the strike of the vein for 4500'. One claim, 
#4, is west of the 3 . claims on the vein strike.

19. There appears to be several veins on the property but no work 
has been done to determine this. The area is hihly mineralized 
from the granite nearby. 


20. I propose to rent a bulldozer, crosscut and strip the known 
vein to get an estimated tonnage and value. 	 lso I will cross-
cut the area with the bulldozer looking for other veins and try 
to determine what ore if any is along the actual granite con-
tact. There appears to be limestone on the .N. E. end of the 
claims .
