• iñsmall, narrow lenses in quartz-carbonate veins along several fracture 
systems. On the whole the structure is quite canpJ.ex and much' tenching would 
be reqi4red to work out enough geolo for guiding subsequent exploration. 


The abnormal radioactivity at the prospect appears to be confined 
to highly weathered material in pockets along fractures in the galena ore 
material and to sane 'extent 'to heavily iron-stained rook along fractures in 
the granitic rock. Of the several samples previously subnitted to the Survey 
laboratory at Coflege., the sample of galena showing the greatest radioactivity 
when analysed radicinetrically was found to contain 0.01 percent equivalent 
uranium. Clayey material fran a pocket in the galena Contains a maxium of 
0.025 percent equivalent uraniufli. Although chemical assays for uranium were

attempted on these samples, the re1ative1 high content of lead interfered 
with the process used by our laboratory Other tests, however, show that 
the radioactive element is uranium, but. the radIoactivity is not sufficient 
to warrant further work on the samples ..'. 


01n 'conclusion it appears that the 'radioactive material at the 
Lindgren and Fultz prospect is probab:Ly a surficial concentration of uranium 
by precipitation fran percolating grnd water. It will probably not persist 
or increase with depth ' 


CONCLUSIONS AND REC0IENDATIONS . . :. . 	 . 


The Field Team reccnmeuds that the application of Lindgren and Fultz 
for assistance in exploring their uranium arid silver prospect be denied. 
The reasons for such ,reccznrnendation are.:: . 	 ,. 


1 The principal valuable metal in the prospect is silver, 
(according to the applicants 1 data samples contained fran 
99 to 174 ounces of 'silver, per 'ton), which is not. eligible 
for .Goverrent assistance as it is not considered either 
strategic or critical. 	 . . . ' ,	 .	 .	 .
