ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order'1 entitled “Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects.”

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights 2~With respect to that certain land situated in the State of Te:critnry.--of, .......
Alaska. . , County of Nome _Mining District. .. , described as follows: *___% -

the Operator represents and undertakes: *

(b) That the Operator is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the Owner’s Consent to Lien is attached.

The Operator shall devote the land and all existing .improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof.

ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within _____. oane____________ days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® ___tungaten \

in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of 2 years ' » from the
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit “A” attached hereto, which, with any maps

or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. : :

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in-Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.

Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.

. ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following:

(1) Independent contracts—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”

Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (e¢) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; or (¢) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

I have just returned from a visit to the project
where I found that the work has been proceding in a very effi-
cient and workmanlike manner.

Surface trenching has been completed in such a manner
as to leave practically no doubt that nothing has been overlooked
and the correct "picture" of the deposit has bheen cbtained. It
is apparent that the original discovery was "it" and that no
strike continuity may be expected.

A short crosscut is being driven from creek level to
undercut the discovery at a shallow depth. If no downward
continuity is indicated the project will be stopped - probably
by the end of August. When I was there the crosscut was very
near to its objective. I do not expect it to expose enough

ore to justify sinking.

Introduction

The property explored under the subject contract is located
on Rocky Mountain Creek, a tributary of the Nome River, about 20
miles northeasterly of Nome, Alaska., It consists of seven un-
patented lode claims, known locally as the "Lindfors tungsten pro-
spect", or the Lindfors lease,

Rocky Mountain Creek has been sluiced for placer gold, and
during the placer operations considerable scheelite was found in
the creek gravels, In order to determine the bedrock source of
the scheelite, the Geological Survey in 1943 mapped the area near
the prospect, and outlined a zone of scheelite~bearing float that
extended at least 4,000 feet northeasterly from the placer concen-
trations of scheelite, Several small scheelite-bearing quartz
veinlets were found, and the deposit explored under the subject
contract appeared to be a larger quartz vein, in this float zone,
carrying considerable scheelite, The scheelite in several pockets
was concentrated in sluice boxes, and the concentrates were shipped,
In Avgust, 1951, the prospect was visited and sampled by Daniel A,
Jones, Territorial Department of Mines, His samples and assays
were reported as follows:

These samples, supposedly cut normal to the strike and dip
of the vein, appear to have been selected samples, and not represent-
ative of the entire quartz vein,

In September, 1951, the prospect was visited by R, L. Thorne,
U, S, Bureau of Mines, Thorne reported that quartz lenses were ex-
posed intermittently for about 100 feet by trenches, and one con-
tinuous exposure about 20 feet long and 2 feet wide was estimated
to contain 5% of WO,. This examination was accepted by the Field
Team as the basis for the field processing of the loan application

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The project was visited in late June, 1952, by P, L, Killeen,
U, S, Geological Survey, who prepared a map of the area near the prospect.
His map and one-page narrative is included,

Members of the Field Team, Region I, visited the property in
August, 1952, when it was agreed to discontinue the exploration because
of discouraging results of initial work.

Summary of Exploration Project Authorized

The exploration project was set up in two stages - only Stage I
was completed prior to the discontinuation of work as agreed in August,
1952, among Govermment representatives and the Alaska Copper Corporation,
A recapitulation of the program follows:

Description of the Work
Stage I.

1, Erect temporary camp buildings for summer work,
2, Trench surféce with a bulidozer along vein outcrops.

3. Sampling and assaying will be carried on concurrently with the
trenching,

Stage II,

1., Explore the vein by an adit and/or one or more shafts with
drifts, As the nature and amount of the work is presently
unknown, the estimated costs cover a season's work if war-
ranted, This work is to be set up with the .approval of the
Government.

Work Completed under the Exploration Programs: The work was begun
on June 10 and field work abandoned on September 1, The following work
was completed:

In addition, a camp consisting of two units was built on Rocky
Mountain Creek, and an airfield approximately 1,200 feet long was con-
structed in an area where trenching to explore scheelite float could be
utilized, During the period September'l - October 1, the camp was
dismantled and freighted back to Nome, Equipment and supplies were
stored in Nome, A geologic map of the trenches, prepared by C, F,
Herbert, engineer for Alaska Copper Corporation, is attached,





Performance and Costs: In the opinion of the Field Team, the

- operator did the work expertly and effectively, and in accordance with

the terms of his contract, In view of the fact that he had an unusually
late seasong with heavy winter snows that covered the ground six weeks
later than usual, the Field Team believes any slight departures from

the program were justifiable, and served to expedite progress and minimize
costs, The immediate area of the major outcrop was buried under a deep
snow drift until late in July. Prior to this time (June 10 - July 15),
work was confined to trenching along the zone of float scheelite, and

on smaller scheelite~bearing quartz veinlets near the prospect. These
trenches .were lamped and mapped by Mr, Herbert, but no encouraging
scheelite-bearing veins were uncovered, A breakdown of costs follows:

Results of the BExploration: The exploration trenches revealed
several small stringers of scheelite-bearing quartz, and shceelite-
bearing replacements of schist, None were persistent, wide, or con-
tained scheelite in appreciable amounts,

The crosscut to the down-dip extension of the quartz lenses ex-
posed at the surface did not intersect either quartz, or any vein
structure, The quartz lenses were proved to be irregular quartz bodies
aligned along a joint direction of the enclosing schists, but, except
at the point of original discovery no scheelite concentrations were
fourd in the quartz. The exploration was terminated by mutual agreement
of the Government and the Company when the crosseut failed to encounter
ore, The attached maps, prepared by C, F, Herbert, of the Alaska Copper
Corporation, and P, L. Killeen of the Geological Survey are believed in
‘all respects to adequately depict the geologic relations shown by the
exploration, Progress reports submitted by Alaska Copper Corporation
to Washington are detailed, and give additional data.

Geology

The following notes on geology are based upon reports by C. H.
Herbert, Alaska Copper Corporation; P, L. Killeen, U, S. Geological
Survey; and upon personal observation of the Field Team, Region I,

In general, it can be stated that tungsten-bearing float is

~ ubiquitous in the slopes of upper Rocky Mountain Creek, and the Nelson Gulch
Area. Trenching along one of the lims of float commonly discloses a quartz-
scheelite stringer, pod or veinlet in the enclosing schists, These quartz
veins, in the writers opinion, are similar to many small, discontinuous

and erratic quartz veins commonly found in intensely metamorphosed schists.
At no place was a persistent vein uncéovered that could be traced any distance,
or that was a typical vein structure, Those disclosed by trenching on Rocky
Mountain Creek do not differ materially from those exposed at many places

in the schists and slates between the towns of Ngme and Solomon, The scheelite,
however, seems to post-date the Hrmation of the quartz pods, :

Locally, small gougy zones in the schist contain disseminated scheelite
and a flourscent brown mud, The gougy zones normally do not exceed an inch
or so in thickness, Often, the scheeliteassociated with a quartz vein or
pod will resist a few feet out into a gougy zone in the schist,

At the site of the original discovery, trenching disclosed a very
irregular quartz mass containing scheelite in patches, veinlets and blebs
in otherwise barren quartz, The scheelite appears to be later than the quartz,
and in a small gougy zone in the adjacent :schist the scheelite is accompanied
by ar:senopyrite and pyrite. Very little replacement of the schist is apparent,
Several calcareous bands of schist near the main quartz pod contained no
scheelite, '

The quartz pod and adjacent veinlets tend to strike parallel to the
schistosity, but to crosscut on the dip, This direction coincides with a
well-developed joint, and many of the quartz pods appear to be joint fillings,
or Mowouts" in a joint, The fact that a very wide quartz "vein" or re-
cognizable structure did not continue to a depth of only 15 feet indicates
that the quartz is a pod only, and similar to the other pods cropping in the
general area,

It is concluded that exploration of quartz pods in this general area is
not justified unless a continuous structurecan be found by surface means, No
major importance should be attached to small bits of scheelite-bearing quartz,
or to creek pannings that disclose scheelite,

Conclusions and Recommendations

It is concluded that no discovery was made; in fact, no scheelite was
discovered in notable amounts, No assays were made because the ultraviolet
1light disclosed no scheelite, except for scattered specks, The Field Team
recommends that no certificatlon of discovery be issued, The contract has
been audited by a D.M.E,A, auditor,and adjustments made to onform to the
contract, The contract should be closed from the active file, and final

payment made to the  Operator,

The accompanying map was prepared in response to a request by
C. L, Sainsbury of the Juneau Office, It is preliminary in nature and
merely summarizes information obtained during a short investigation.
The principal site of lode scheelite is still covered by snow 8 to 10'
in depth, and hence was inaccessible, All prospecting and exploration
' 8ites are indicated with the exception of a few hand trenches in the.
stream banks that are to small to indicate on the scale used,

The claims could not be mapped in the limited time available, and
themmes have been placed in such manner as to indicate roughly the
relative position of the claims, A few corner posts are indicated on
the map, A few discrepancies also exist, and suggest that some corners
may be improperly marked, Not all claims are involved in the project
loan, -

Strike and dip of the schistosity of the chlorite schist is
indicated at several points., The readings are not consistent and suggest
the need of further structural work in the area, The trend of a few
quartz veins has been shown. Quartz float is abundant in the area, but
few of the veins (or lenses?) are exposed naturally or have been exposed
by pitting. The trenches are being dug in seasonally frozen surface material
and are not yet deep enough to reach firm bedrock, The trenching sites
are placed on the basis of float lines, the apparent tremd of the knawn
lode, and the overall linear position of the three areas (Liberty Gulech,
the main lode in Rocky Mt., Creek, and the float at the head of Nelson Gulech).

Limestone occurs on the northeast flank (high) of the hill between
Rocky Mountain Creek and Christian Creek, and is also found in one exposure
on Rocky Mountain Creek, These sites have not been indicated on the map,
Further work will be required to determine the relation of this limestone
to the schist, Moffit's older map (B-533) shows limestone in the high
outerop at the head of Rocky Mountain Creek, and in the high peak that lies
between the head of Rocky Mountain and Christian Creek, The distribution
of scheelite as now known has no specific relation to te position of these
limestone beds,

The Survey party had the opportunity to pan stream gravels only on
Rocky Mountain Creek and on Nelson Gulch, because of snow in the valleys,
Coarse scheelite (3/16" grains) was found at a falls well above the
principal lode cut in Rocky Mountain Creek, and fine scheelite persists
at least to the upper bend of the creek, The scheelite panned from surface
gravels in Nelson Gulch was fine,

Obviously the area is in the initial prospecting stage and considerable
work will have to be done, and climatic conditions clear up, before a good
appraisal may be made, If time permits, the Survey party should return to
this area later this season,

The property was visited August 27, by E. A. Youngberg and C, L. Sainsbury
of the Geological Survey; Mr, Charles Herbert was at the property during the
visit,

Owing to the discontinuity of the "vein", it was agreed that the exploration
should be terminated. The "vein" appears to be a massive quartz pod filling a
Joint in the enclosing schist, and apparently is similar to many other small quartz
bodies known in the general area., Although some scheelite occurs in these quartz
pods, it is doubtful if any will constitute a commercial ore body.

The work completed at the time of examination consisted of trenching as called
for in the contract, and the driving of approximately 30 feet of a crosscut to the
"vein" from the creek bottom. At that time the crosseut was directly underneath
the surface crop of the quartz, but no quartz was found in the crosscut., The pod
may have a slight dip into the hill, so another round or two will be shot before
the crosscut is abandoned. In any event, it appears unlikely that shafting or
drifting will be justified.

cases, short gash veins associated with local faulting. Possibly
the scheelite is localized in the gash veins.

"pem" Killeen, of the Geological Survey, has reported
the existence of limestone on Rocky Mt. Creek and on the hill

between Rocky Mt. Creek and Christian creek to the north. This

limestone appears to be nearly on the strike of the mineraliza-
tion. I suspect that it might bear some investigation.

Next Monday I am leaving on a two or three week trip
to Seward Peninsula. While there I will look over the situation
and see if any new approach can be worked out. The work proposed
by the operator seems to be a logical approach to the further
exploration of the original discovery.,

The Field Team, in a letter dated April 29, 1952, verifies
the applicant's description of the property and ore exposures, and
recommends favorable consideration of the proposal made by the
applicant.

I concur with the field team recommendation. However, in
the light of very high costs of exploration in this region, I suggest
that the Field Team carefully evaluate results of surface trenching
and sampling (stage 1) before giving approval to underground work
(stage 2). The target should be commensurate with exploration cost.

Property: Seven claims (Lucky Shot, Irish, Nugget, Rocky Mountain,
Coffee, Good, and Nome) on Rocky Mountain Creek, 20 miles north
of Nome, Alaska. The claims are leased from Hugo Lindfors,
Chas. D. Jones, and May Bale.

Proposal: The applicants propose to trench the property with a bull-~
dozer as stage 1 ({320,000). If results are encouraging, 300
feet of underground work will be done as stage 2 ($530,000).

Comment: The Geological Survey has no first-hand knowledge of the
property, according to P. L. Killeen of the Alaska Branch, U.S.G.S.

Recommendation: It is recommended that the application be referred

to the Field Team, Region I, Juneau for Appraisal and field
examination if the property has not been visited by a member of

the Field Team.

The subject application was forwarded to the Field Team by letter
of April 4, 1952, and was followed by a request, dated April 16, 1952,
for a field examination and appraisal of the property to facilitate
rapid processing of the application by DMEA., An evaluation, by the DMEA
Field Team, of the property and the exploration proposal follows:

That lode scheelite occurs in possible economic amounts on Rocky

Mountain Creek has been known for some time., Placer operations on Rocky h& |
Mountain Creek have recovered appreciable amounts of scheelite and ) \',\
scheelite-bearing vein quartz, The existence of several scheelite- "k?{\
bearing veins had been reported. This area was visited by Robert R, Coats ¢

of the Geological Survey in 1943, Coats' results are set forth in a
mimeographed report titled "Lode Scheelite Deposits of the Nome Area,
Seward Peninsula, Alaska®", dated 1944. Coats noted two small quartz veins
which contained an estimated 3% by volume of scheelite, Coats also traced
a zone of coarse scheelite-bearing float for over 4,000 feet along the
strike of these veins, The present discovery is on a larger vein in the
zone of float ore,

In August, 1952, the prospect was visited by Daniel Jones of the
Territorial Department of Mines, who cut the following listed samples
across the incompletely exposed ore zonet

These samples, cut normal to the dip and strike of the exposed parts
of the vein, are considered to be higher grade than the average tenor of
the full vein as exposed by subsequent exploration.

The prospect was visited by Robert L., Thorne of the U. S. Bureau of
Mines, and Daniel Jones in September, 1957, after more trenching had
exposed intermittently the vein throughout a strike length of 100 feet.

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In one continuous exposure of 20' the vein had an average width of 2°',
and had been exposed vertically for a depth of 4 to 5 feet. Throughout
the exposures.the vein ranged from 1 foot to 2.5 feet in width and
contained an estimated 5% of UOB. The scheelite occurred in nearly pure
bands up to 4" thick occupying Cross fractures in the vein, consequently
.a representative sample would have to be cut along the strike of the
vein, The examining engineer did not take such a sample because the
deposit obviously was sufficiently high grade to merit extensive explo-
ration,

The Field Team is in accord that the deposit merits a DMEA loan to
accomplish (1) surface trenching and stripping to determine the extent
of the vein and the distribution of scheelite in the vein and (2) under-
ground exploration of the higher grade sections of the vein,

The applicant proposes to make the underground exploration contingent
upon favorable results of the surface exploration—the Field Team considers
such an arrangement to be ideal.

The applicant also expresses the intent to put up more funds and ask
for an amendment to the contract to increase the total amount of the
exploration to $100,000.00, This indicates that the applicant is prepared
to invest appreciable capital to explore the property if it appears to
warrant it. ' : , .

Several factors combine to influence the Field Team's ehdorsement of
the subject application,

(1) The tungsten content and the width of the vein at the exposed
outcrops are great enough to constitute ore of commercial grade
if sufficient strike length can be proved. Float and placer
material along the projected strike extension indicate the
probability that strike length extensions at least several
hundred feet long, and possibly longer, will be found.

(2) The prospect is in an area in which scheelite float and
scheelite placers are widespread (the Geological Survey con-
siders the Nome area as being second only to the Fairbanks
area in its scheelite potentialities).

(3) The deposit is situated within a mile of the Seward railroad;
therefore transportation of equipment to the property is
facilitated., .

(4) Equipment to carry out the exploration can be rented locally,
thus eliminating the high freight charges into the Nome area.

(5) The Alaska Copper Corporation, and its chief Alaskan representa-

tive, Charles H. Herbert, are well known to the Field Team, and
their reputation in Alaska is impececable.

In consideration of the above factors it is recommended that a
contract in the amount of $50,000.00, Govermnment to furnish 75%, be
drawn up and signed with the applicant. Details of umderground explo=
ration will be worked out under the power to amend exploration extended

to the Field Team, The Field Team points out that a field examination
at the present time would not give additional information to that

already available to them,
