We-have not received a request for an examination but I assume that 


such a request will be along in due course. 


Mr. Sainsbur.y, the Geological Survey member of the Alaska Field Team, 
may be in Washington at about this time. I believe that Sainsbury went on a 
"wild goose chase" last summer with the W. A. Peterson mentioned in the appli-. 
cation in an attempt to examine the property. I suggest that you might talk 
to Sainsbury about it if you can catch him before he leaves Washington. 


Mr. Peterson worked for me some years ago and I know him to be 
thoroughly unreliable. Regardless of any merit 'which the property may have, 
(and these are extremely dubious) it is my opinion that we would be throwing 
money away if we entrust it to the tender mercies of Mr. Peterson. 


Inasmuch as the application is totally inadequate I suggest that 
the application might be turned down on that basis. I have not had a chance 
to discuss this with Mr. Sainsbury but it may be that you will get a chance 
to talk to him about it.
