hereinafter called the “Operator,” as follows:

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or un loped deposits of the commodity designated above.
The Operator shall begin the work on or before ... }efﬁ'o?’/f'j7 ..................... , and, subject to the
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within ......... S months from the date
of the contract.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in
‘Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is $..24,000.00 ... The Government will
contribute .__75.... percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $..18,000.00.........,
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(¢) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder
without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such rlght
title, or interest is subject only to the following Clalms liens, or encumbrances: .. DORE_ ... ...

. (b) The Subordination Agreement.of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbirance listed above and

(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title of the
land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached, as follows: _.._..... MO %o,

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his rlght title, and 1nterest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing





in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, gnd in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has.been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalfies to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts-at- -any-time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator.. ,- - -~ - .-- N e

(b) Progress reports. and vouchers —The Operator shall provide the Government with: five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows : (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-"
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report-shoWing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type.of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period-including adequate englneermg-geologlcal maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently wifh advance in’ mmerahzed ground
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by thé Government.) -

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, -
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with su1tab1e accountmg and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of productlon and sale or other
disposition of production. '






(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commerc1ally mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. ‘““Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (114) percent of amounts (‘gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (14) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

cgrrently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(i) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a.worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit. :

The object of this project is to explore_a.radioactive dio-
rite stock area for uranium, columbium, and rare earths, by means of
core drilling.

The worL shall consist of drilling four (4) diamond drill
holes from the locations, and approximately on the bearings and
inclinations, shown on the map entitled "Figure 2 - Sketch Lucky Six
Claim No, 1," attached hereto and made part hereof., With previous
Government approval the location, inclination, and depth of D.D.H. 2
may be changed to that shown for D.D.,H. 2 (Alt.).

The Government will not contribute to the cost of an incom-
pleted hole, nor to a hole that bottoms less than EX core size.

All diamond drilling core and cuttings shall be saved and
checked for radioactivity. Mineralized sections of the core shall
be split into halves, the Operator using one half for assay purposes
and the other half shall be stored with the rest of the core for
Government inspection and possible use.

I am enclosing L copies of an application for a contract to
perform essentially pioneer exploration of a newly (1955-56) discovered
radioactive area about LO miles northwest of Juneau, The request is for
a contract (total) of $25,000 which is about minimum requirement for the
jobe The "Independent Contract" estimate is based on a proposal by a
former Bureau of Mines drill foreman who has been in busiress for himself
during the past year, The applicants have sent out invitatims for com-
petitive bids to provide the support required; however they want to get
the application started through channels without further delay, The claim
map shows enly 7 claims but it now appears that two more claims have been
located; these will be shown on an amended claim map in the near future,

‘The application was prepared in close consultation with the Field
Team; therefore it presents, essentially, all of the data that \15 ‘available
to us or anyone else, The proposed exploration program also was worked out
with us and has our approval subject to your policy detemination. I want
to explain that, because of camplete lack of access except by helicopter or
by foot travel this method of exploratlon is the cheapest and quickest way
of obtaining decisive results,

My personal reason for recommending this project is that the area
obviously contains strong "structure" and the rocks show very strong hydro-
thermal alteration with abundant sulfides in addition to the anomalous radio-
activity, I do think that the indicated fault or fracture zones, and the
intervening alteration "halos" deserve one good test; Mre Velikanje is in
agreement, The final de¢ision resolves into a question of your policy with
respect to partlclpatlon in prel:.mmary or "p:.oneer" exploration, However
that sort of thing is about all that is left in Alaska since the results of
USBM wartime "pioneer" exploration have been pretiy w »;Ll Txp ‘

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and-other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator.

The diamond drill cores resulting from 4 holes drilled
under the contract were transported by heliocopter and boat from the
property to Juneau during the second week of September 1957 and
deposited in a company warehouse. On September 13 and 14 the cores
were logged and chécked by E. M. MacKevett, Jr., Geologist, U. S.
Geological Survey, -and myself., Total footage was 1,356 feet.

By checking the driller's daily log the footage claimed
for casing, reaming, and cementing .was verified as totaling 57 feet.

Assay certlflcates furnished by the Operator indicate that
ll samples were analyzed which resulted in 13 assay results, plus one
qualitative examination, or a total of 14 analyses. Two samples, one
labeled No. 2, assayed for titanium oxide and iron and considered as
two determinations, and the other labeled 10262-6, assayed for vanadium,
lead and barium, were deleted as they were not authorized under terms of
the contract; therefore, the charge for 11 samples at $5.00. each is a
Just charge against the contract.

Subject: Review of Field Team Final Report

The contract approved the expenditure of $24,000 on the
exploration, by diamond drilling, of an area underlain by a some-
what brecciated granitic rock (quartz-monzonite) plug, in which,
as first shown by aerial surveys are centers of anomalous radio~
activity. Ground surveys tended to check the aerial indications
and with a few pits and a shallow drill hole, spots warranting
drilling ‘were located.

The results of the drilling were distinctly unfavorable.
None of the uranium-bearing mineral, euxenite, was found in any of
the 4 DMEA drill holes.

Drilling, totalling 1,356 feet, was done at a cost of
$18, 98h (or $14.00 per foot), of which the Government contributed
$1 ,238.. .

The examiners recommend that no certification be made.
I concur with the recommendation.

DMEA representatives, E. M. MacKevett, Jr. and E. W. Parsons,
spent September 13 and part of September 1k logging and sampling
diamond drill core from the William Henry Bay prospecte. The core had
been brought to Juneau by the operators after the completion of
DMEA-sponsored diamond drilling. Mr. Howard Hayes, president of the
Southeastern Mining and Exploration Company, spent part of one day
with us. We also conferred with Mr. Robert Boochever, secretary-
treasurer of the company, by telephone.

/

The previously unlogged diamond drill holes, Nos. 1 and L,
were logged. Hole No. 4 was terminated at a length of 300 feet
instead of the scheduled 40O feet. This curtailment has been ap-
proved by DMEA and was advisable because of mechanical difficulties
with the drill and because of the generally discouraging results in
all of the drill holes.

A sample of the core was taken from each of the four drill
holes. Each sample consists of the split core from a 1l0-foot section
of core, and, in general, represents the best-appearing rock found
in the drill holes. Some of the samples contain moderately abundant
pyrite and traces of galena and a lead-silver(?) sulfosalt, and
others represent slightly radioactive rock. None of the drill holes
‘appear to have cut ore of any kind. The highest anomalous radio-
activity detected was only slightly above the background radio-
activity, ebout 1.3 times the background, and the anomalous readings
represented only small sections of the core. ' The chances of finding
nicbium or rare earths in minable amounts are likewise remote as
there are no megascopic indications of minerals that contain these
elements.





Mr. Hayes is inclined to use the full amount of the DMEA
allocation for sampling, whereas Mr. Boochever favors taking only
a few representative samples. In view of the poor indications in
the cores, we are inclined to agree with.Mr. Boochever.

A finai report on this property will be submitted shortly
after the assay results are received and other pertinent data are
assenmbled.

- The drilling program has been impeded by nearby water sources
drying up necessitating using long water hoses, and by bears persistently
chewing up the water hoses, At the time of our visit diamond drilling
wWas in progress on drill Hhole 4, the last hole on the contract, and about
30 feet had been drilled, Core recovery is generally good.

No ore or signigicant anomalous radioactivity have been detected
in any of the drill holes, Diamond drill hole 3 intersects several fine-
grained basic volcanic dikes that dip steeply but generally are not
exposed at the surface, The airborne radioactivity reconnaissance revealed

It was originally planned to have this examination form the basis
of the final inspection report on the prospect, but due to diamond drill
hole 4 being incomplete, another inspection trip will be necessary, The
maps and diamond drill hole logs resulting from the August 16 inspection
will be combined with earlier maps and submitted with the final report.

As yet no samples have been analysed from the drill core.
Mr, Hayes says that he will do his sampling within the next few weeks,.
DMEA representatives will sample the core during the final inspection—-

On June 28, 1957, the above-named property was visited. It
is about 60 miles north of Juneau on the west side of Lynn Canal on
a steep hill about 1,900 feet above sea level. We were fortunate in
being able to have the use of the helicopter and pilot (Jim Cox) from
the U. S. Geological Survey Southeastern Alaskan party.

Two drillers, John Kolman and his brother, and a.camp jack
were on the property. They had completed drilling Hole 2 at 200 feet
and were setting up on Hole 1. Hole 2 had been drilled first because .
it was at a higher elevation. As the drill had been brought in by
helicopter it was easier to start w1th the highest hole and work
down hill.

Hole 2 was logged and a sketch map made of the area. The
area being explored is a granitic plug in volcanics. The granitic
rock is a highly altered mass of quartz-feldspar with calcite veins
and some chlorite. It contains abundant pyrite and some galena and,
in places, is a cemented breccia. There are a number of radiocactive
spots and the radioactive mineral has been identified by the Bureau
of Mines as euxenite; a 2-inch vein of euxenite is reported in a drill
hole put down previous to the contract in a hot, spote Very little
euxenite is visible on the surface.

In one pit a calcite vein has some galena. On brief in-
spection little evidence could be seen for the faults which were
inferred from the air photos, and, although the alteration and presence
of pyrite is interesting, there seems to be a lack of a definite tar-
get. It probably would have been wise to have made a surface
radiometric map to check on the relatlon of the radioactivity to the
presumed faults.

Drill Hole 2 penetrated highly altered rock with numerous
calcite veins, abundant pyrite, some galena and some breccia but did
not cut anything resembling ore nor does it appear to have cut a
fault. The owners are reported to have tested the core for radio- .
activity with negative results. Core recovery was very good, but.
there was no water return and consequently no sludge. Core was
laid out on the ground and carefully marked but should be put in -
boxes, '

Mr. Howard Hayes, one of the owners, was contacted at
Juneau after much difficulty and Weissenborn talked to him over the
telephone. Effort to contact the other owners were unsuccessful.

Mr. Hayes was told that MacKevett would return to Juneau .
sbout July 9 or 10 and would discuss the contract with him further. .

~ He was told that as long as the core recovery was as good as it had

been not to be too concerned about the loss of sludge, but if core
was lost, then the hole should be cemented and sludge recovered.
Hayes was also told that he should provide core boxes and that all
core should be saved until the Field Team had examined it to deter-
mine what should be brought in for assay.

Since there is no definite target, the holes specified in
the contract seem as good as any and no changes seem required at this
time. MacKevett will examine the core later in the season. The
logs of Hole 2 and the sketch map will be submitted later.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the ‘“gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment.

Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
‘the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to- be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
-and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁer}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form . (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land descrlptlon) Exhibit A (w ork and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped dep051ts of the commodlty ‘designated above.

(b) . The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operat1ons, etc.) are hereby ‘agreed upon as specified in
‘Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is $26 ________ o The Government will
contribute . #3 percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed not exceedmg S]Sz8 000,00 ,
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(c) The Operator shall not transfer or ass1gn this contr act or any rlght or obhgatlon thereunder
without the written consent of the Government ‘ :

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property mghts—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly deseribes the land which is the subJect of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subJect only to the followmg claims, liens, or encumbrances m ..............................

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any clalm lien, or encumbrance listed above and

(#f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title of the
land (lessor; seller, optionor, etc.) are attached, as follows: ..........] OO e,

(¢) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession t_hereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any-of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the ‘“gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(i) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability .of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five.days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general bepfﬁt.
