An examination of the disbursement records in the Branch of 


Budget and Finance, Administrative Division, U. S. Geological 


Survey, and a review of the Office of Minerals Exploration 


contract files pertaining to the subject minerals exploration 


project was made at Washington, D.C., on June 7, 1967. 


This contract provides up to 500 feet of crosscutting and 


drifting to explore for silver and gold bearing ore bodies. 


The contract stated that the Government will contribute 


62 percent of the total fixed-unit costs of the work performed. 


Monthly reimbursement vouchers submitted by the Operator for 


the period August 1966 through April 1967, listed such 


fixed-unit costs aggregating $28,785.50. The Field Officer, 


OME, Region III, Menlo Park, California, has approved such 


vouchers and the Operator has been paid $17,790.96 as the 


Government t s share of the approved costs, after $200.00 was 


withheld from the Operator pending receipt of the final report 


required of him by the terms of the exploration contract. 


We find that the settlement made, and proposed to be made, 


is substantiated by the records reviewed and. conforms to the 


usual procedure followed by OME with respect to fixed-unit 


cost contracts.

ARTICLE I. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 	 611.1 - 611.6), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The work is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before AUG 1 1966	 , and, subject to the provisions of Article 7 -	 (Date) 


and Exhibit A, shall complete the work iithin	 12	 months from the date of the contract. c 


(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in thjit A. The estimated total cost of the work is $3-i. ,200.00. The Government will con-


tribute Cpercent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not in excess of $21,375.00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles Ii- and 5. 


(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest at the rate of t 	 '	 percent shall accrue from 
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specifiei for payment of royalty ecpires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fufly repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a)The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, r encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

Cc) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment, thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Governmnt. I-f the Government's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance . of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article l(a)	 - 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 1. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. o the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his on account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. -Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's rêcords.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in,which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has termirated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified publicaccountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration- of said three-year periods, shall have access to. 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various ty-pes of work performed; 


and	 -. 


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report. --Upon completion of tie -work or termination of the Government' a- obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with three copies of final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and'engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report -of sales. -s-The -Operhtor shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e)' Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Governmnt may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repaymentby Operator.--(a) Certification.--If the Governxnentconsiders that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result Qf the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 


report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-


tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(1) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c)	 yrnent of royalty. --(1) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any. bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as.that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as mining, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any productic>n (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government eleàts to require computation and. payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment. --To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice bf the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(i) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract 1 in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to 
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved. 


(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article II. 


ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit. --No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination in Employment. --The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in em-
ployment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961, as amended 
and supplemented, are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of 
this contract. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes. --Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, TJ. S. Geological Survey, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
U. S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence. 


The term "Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (14.1 U.S.C. 35-14.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be. 


•	 (b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and aiy subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph.. 


(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or ubcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li -
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copelarid (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to cntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (14.0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8714.) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with thse regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsible for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shail apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

Description of work accomplished 


The 500 feet of drifting and crosscutting that was authorized under the 
ONE contract was accomplished in a satisfactory manner and with only 
reasonable delays caused by equipment breakdowns, weather, and diffi-
culties in obtaining competent miners. An adit about 379 feet in length, 
and a north-trending crosscut about 121 feet in length appear to adequately 
explore the proposed target area that was indicated by surface showings 
of sulfide ore (see attached map). It was necessary to timber the first 
80 feet of adit, but the rest of the adit and crosscut, which meet or 
exceed the specified minimum dimensions, required no timbering. Very 
little water was encountered. 


At the conclusion of the 500 feet of drifting authorized under the ONE 
contract, only one tiny pod of sulfide mineralization in the north wall of 
the adit about 327-328 feet from the portal had been found. The operators 
decided to continue on their own and cut stations near the faces of the 
adit and crosscut from which diamond drill holes could be directed northward 
and southward to further prospect the area. The first round shot for a 
station in the south wall of the adit, 10-18 feet back from the face, 
exposed sulfide minerals concentrated in two fault zones that had been 
noted previously in the adit but were essentially barren of sulfide minerals. 
This "discovery' t gave rise to great optimism and publicity in the local 
newspapers. Further enlargement of this station for several more feet 
along the trend of the mineralized zone'has shown a southeastward continuation 
of the zone. Two nearly horizontal diamond drill holes (see map) were 
drilled in May 1967. Diamond drill hole No. 1 extends a reported 120 feet, 
about S. 13° W., from the drill station and apparently did not cut any 
recognizable mineralized zones. Diamond drill hole No. 2 extends 84 feet, 
approximately S. 5° E., from the junction of the crosscut and adit. Possibly 
it intersects the eastward extension of the fault zone that is exposed in 
the drill station near the face of the adit, but the core, and assays of it, 
do not show strong sulfide or gold mineralization.

Geology 


The entire underground workings are in a medium to finely crystalline 
granodiorite to quartz diorite that has abundant joints and fractures, 
and a number of small fault zones. Calcite, and less commonly quartz, 
in thin seams and veinlets, which are generally only a few inches or less 
in thickness, occur along many of these planes. The orientation of these 
structures and the calcite and/or quartz veinlets is variable, and no 
significant preferred orientation is apparent. Northwest strikes are 
probably the most common, but a more detailed survey would be needed to 
definitely establish this. A number of the calcite and quartz veinlets 
contain scheelite and/or powellite, and the few small showings of sulfides 
are directly associated with calcite and/or quartz fillings of joints or 
fault zones. A few tiny crystals of molybdenite were seen, or reported 
to have been found in the country rock and veiniets. Small flows of water 
dripped from several of the probable fault zones, some of which have thin 
selvages of gouge clay. 


In summary, I would interpret from the presently available surface evidence 
that no strong persistent sulfide- and/or gold-bearing veins that have an 
economically significant length, width, or depth are present. The locally 
rich argentiferous galena showings are sporadically distributed along 
several fault or shear zones, and the distribution of these zones does not 
seem to be governed by any predictable geologic controls. The scheelite-
powellite shows are of no economic significance, and they are mainly 1 inch 
or less in thickness. There is no apparent disseminated metallization, 
of even very low grade, in the granodiorite to quartz diorite country rock. 


Mineral shows and samples 


The operators took about 30 grab and selected samples in the adit and 
crosscut, and I have no firsthand knowledge of how representative these 
may be. These sample assays, made by the State Division of Mines and Minerals, 
have been submitted to the ONE by the operators. The gold ranges fron nil 
to 0.04 ounce per ton, and silver shows nil to 0.3 ounce per ton; the median 
of these would be in the lower part of these ranges. They had one scheelite-
bearing sample that showed 1.33 percent W03. The location of this sample is 
not specified, but it is an unusually high value and is not representative 
of the general run of scheelite showings, few of which appear to contain as 
much as 0.1 percent W0 3 . The statement in the operators' report (dated 
1/15/68) that "Our assays show mineralization the entire length of the drift" 
is misleading in that only traces to extremely low Au, Ag, and W03 values 
are characteristic throughout the adit and crosscut. Semiquantitative 
spectrographic determinations of 20 wall rock grab samples that I collected 
are given in table 1, and these show generally low values. 
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The only sulfide mineral showing worthy of note is in the south wall of 
the adit and drill station between about 363 and 371 feet from the portal. 
This sulfide deposit had been partly mined out when I examined it on 
May 16, 1967, and it was stoped out a few feet further when I examined it 
again on July 14, 1967, so it was impossible to get an exact measurement 
of the full sulfide body. The main concentration of galena, sphalerite, 
arsenopyrite, and pyrite is in a sheared fault zone with associated calcite 
and gouge clay. This zone trends N. 85° W. and can be traced, with a 
slight change in strike, westward in the back of the adit and into the face 
at 379 feet. The dip ranges from 800 N. to vertical. The zone ranges from 
several inches to 1 foot plus in thickness, as I saw it exposed. A maximum 
sulfide thickness of 1 foot was sampled (67 ACh-ll) about 1 foot below the 
back near the center of the drill station, and this zone thinned to a 
thickness of about 1 inch within about 4 feet to the west. The sulfide 
zone thinned but continued into the east wall of the drill station, and 
appeared to be lenticular in vertical cross section. The 18-inch thickness 
reported by the operators was probably the maximum in the portion that they 
mined out. Sample 67 ACh-ll (table 2) is a channel 'sample taken across a 
width of 1.2 feet (the widest part) and includes the sulfide zone and a 
thin gouge clay selvage. Sample 67 ACh-14 (table 2) is a split of a sample 
which was taken by the operators when they opened and mined this sulfide 
body. I obtained it from the State Division of Mines and Minerals, but 
do not know how representative it is. 


In this same drill station another sheared fault zone, generally about 
3-4 inches thick, trends N. 70° W., and is essentially vertical. A lens of 
sulfide minerals about 3 inches thick extended from the sill to a height of 
about 2 feet in this zone, but the rest of the fault zone higher in the 
drill station and westward along strike in the back and north wall of the 
adit is essentially barren of sulfide minerals. Sample 67 ACh-12 (table 2) 
is a channel sample across a sulfide pod, 3 inches in thickness, in this 
zone about 2 feet above the sill. A sulfide pod was also localized at the 
intersection of this fault zone with the N. 85° W. -trending fault. 


I made a hasty examination of the drill core from diamond drill hole No. 2 
just before it was crushed for analysis. This drill hole was entirely in 
granodiorite to quartz diorite that is cut by many quartz and calcite 
veinlets, some of which are as much as 2-6 inches thick. Scheelite and/or 
powellite are present as tiny flecks in some of these veinlets; the largest 
concentration noted was about 0.25 inch long and the entire core probably 
would not average more than 0.001 percent W03. Several clots of molybdenite, 
one-eighth to one-quarter inch in diameter, were present along a quartz 
veinlet at 37.5-38.0 feet, and one tiny crystal was noted at 56 feet. The 
interval between 42 and 57 feet contains the most abundant quartz and 
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calcite veins and probably includes the eastward extension of the fault 
zone, in which the sulfide body occurs, that is exposed in the drill 
station near the adit face. No sulfide minerals, other than the rare 
occurrences of molybdenite, were noted in the core from this hole. Analyses 
submitted by the operators that are labeled #2, and I therefore assume are 
from the core of diamond drill hole No. 2, show 0.22 to 0.64 ounce per ton 
of Ag and a trace to 0.04 ounce per ton of Au in the interval between 0 and 
56 feet, but no other anomalous metal values. The analyses labeled "sledge" 
probably are from diamond drill hole No. 1 sludge samples and these show 
very few anomalous metal values. 


In connection with the statement in Warren A. Taylor's letter of 
January 15, 1968, regarding the interest of the U.S. Geological Survey 
and the work of Dr. Forbes on a number of their claims on the western part 
of the property, it should be noted that although this is true, these claims 
are not a part of the block of Silvertone and Cottonwood Claims involved in 
the ONE exploration work. Forbes' work for the Geological Survey was done 
in the area along the north side of Fox Creek 0.25-1.0 mile west of the 
Cottonwood group. 


Evaluation 


It is my opinion that a certification of discovery based on the findings 
resulting from the ONE and subsequent work is not warranted. The sulfide 
showings are minor and do not show promise of having enough lateral or 
vertical extent to yield more than a few thousand pounds of ore. The fault 
or sheared zones, along which the sulfide mineral lenses occur, do not 
appear to be hosts for major persistent mineralized veins such as are devel- - 
oped in some of the deposits in the Fairbanks district. The sulfide deposit. 
along the zone exposed in the adit drill station, even if proved to be 
fairly persistent, would probably not have sufficient width and tenor to 
be profitable to work by underground methods, and it would not be amenable 
to open cutting. The ONE underground work has, I believe, established that 
the previously known sporadic and locally rich argentiferous galena showings 
on the surface do not continue to a significant depth. 


The sporadically distributed and low gold values are not encouraging. The 
scattered scheelite-powellite showings also do not appear to have any 
economic significance. There are no indications of disseminated metallization 7. 
in the igneous country rock. Therefore, there are no prospects for a low-
grade ore body that could be worked by open-pit methods.

This will acknowledge receipt of your letter of January 
25, 1968 re our final report on woirk done' under the above described 
contract.


As the work contemplated under the contract was the 
driving of a 500-foot adit to contact a vein which was visible 
on the surace and upon which a shaft had been sunk about 30 
feet. This vein in the shaft carried good values. There was 
another vein about 30 feet north of this shaft on which an adit 
had been drifted for about 40 feet. This is the vein from which 
a shipt had been made t2j he sm ): r . This shipment was made 
int	 spring of 1966.. This shipment of ore carried good values 
in silver, lead and gold, and the smelter returns after payment 
of freight, smelter charges gave a net return of $171.00 per 
ton.


After we completed the 500-foot adit at a lower lever, 
there were indications of various mineralization. After, completing 
the 500-foot adit, we . did about 200 feet of core drilling but have 
not yet got the assays from the University. 


We then drove an ofd-shoot not far from the end of the 
adit and hit a vein of high grade ore carrying 32% zinc, l57 lead, 
33 oz. silver and 1 oz., gold. 	 .	 .	 . 


Due to the flood we were unable to continue the pros-
pecting, although we did put in a couple rounds of shots and ex-. 
posed a vein of zinc, lead, silver and gold. 
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The drawing submitted with our report indicates where 
we exposed the vein. I am reproducing a sketch of . the area in 
which we hit the hi-grade ore. 


I mentioned about the flood halting our efforts; will 
state the flood did not affect the mine, but that everybody con-
nected with the mine had a duty to get. their homes in habitable 
condition before the cold weather set in. Fortunately we had good 
weather all fall and most of the people got their homes, etc., in 
fair shape for winter. When the weather became cold we. did not 
have the finances with which to follow the vein we had exposed in 
the 500-foot adit.	 . 


However, the U.S.G.S. had some money for. exploration 	 \? 
work and Dr. Forbes of the University did some boring on the 
South slope of the hill and found gold practiöaliy every place he 
bored. He put down about 130 holes of v'rious depths. I believe 
the greatest depth was 30 feet. He has not yet concluded his as.say 
work on the several hundred samples he took but we expect to have 
them within the next month. 


We did not expect to hit mineable ore in driving our 
500-foot adit. We understood that your office did want assays Ii 
as the work went forward, however. 


As we have not followed the ore struck in the lower 
level we are unable to for the above seated reasons and are 
therefore unable to estimate , ore reserves. 


However, we have stripped one vein on the surface 
which is 9 feet in width. This carries silver, lead and gold, 
and we wou.d like to sink on this ore body. Due to the high 
freight rates by rail and ship or barge line, our solution is 
to put in a mill on the property and concentrate the ore. We 
are in the process of getting the necessary financing for the 
mi 11.


Re a geologic map, I believe we sent you a map which 
indicated the formation from the start to the finish of the 
contract. This .was submitted with our August,. 1967 report. We 
held up on the final report until Mr. Chapm8n could inspect the 
property, but he, so far as I know, is in the States. 


What we need now is financial aid to sink on the 
present exposed veins, and to sink on the vein of zinc, lead 
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silver and gold vein which we discovered shortly after completing ( i 
our contract with O.M.E. in August, 1967. 


Our report indicated the assays which we obtained 
from the diorite through which we were driving our adit. The 
first indication of zinc was when we drove the short offshoot 
from the main adit near the end thereof. This was the first zinc 
found in this area. When finances permit we expect to follow this 
vein of zinc, lead, silver and gold as our assays went as high 
as two hundred fifty six dollars per ton. To work this ore we would 
need a concentrating mill as the freight rates to the smelter are 
exhirbitant. We have hundreds of tons of milling ore onthe surface 
but it can not, be called shipping ore. 


We waited for ',omebody representing your office to ) 2 
come out and make a final inspection of the mine but nobody has / / 
shown up yet. 


As soon as we can get the results of Dr. Forbes' 
sampling of the South slope of the hill and an adequate geologic 
map and appraisal of the adit and description of the ore mentioned 
in the letter we will forward the same to you. I can send you 
samples of the ore encountered in the adit in an offshoot if you 
so desire.

Per your suggestion, I am sending the following listed 3 samples from the 
sulfide showing in the Busty Belle adit for assay. They should be run for 
Au, Ag, Pb, Zn, Cu, As, and Sb at least. Cd has been reported, so this 
should be checked. Mo, W, and Sn probably should be checked too, although 
I doubt that they are present' in mOre than trace amounts in these' samples. 


67ACh-n -- Channel sample across 1.2-foot width of sulfide in a 
shear zone, includes selvage gouge.. From one foot below back 
in the south wall of main adit, about 370 feet from portal. 


67ACh-12 -- Channel sample across 3-inch width of sulfide pod in 
a shear zone 2 feet above sill in south wall of main adit, 
about 367 feet from portal. 


67ACh-JA - - Split of a sample taken by operators from sulfide zone 
in same general location as the 2 samples above. This sample 
was originally submitted by the operators to the State Division 
of Mines and Minerals, and. a split was assayed by them. As 
yet I do not have a report of their results.

I visited the Busty Belle adit yesterday afternoon together with BFbw 
of the University of Alaska Geology Dept. 	 None of the operators webe'e--4 
at the time, as work has been halted temporarily due to a burned out com-
pressor bearing., 


As I suspected the newspaper accounts are highly inaccurate and exaggerated. 
Note the latest one enclosed.


The showing of sulfides is in the south wall of the main adit (the south 
branch from the Y) between 366 and 373 feet in from the portal. The present 
face is at 383 feet. The su.lfides appear to be arsenopyrite, pyrite, 
sphalerite, and galena and are associated with calcite. The metallizatjon 
is lenticular or pod-like within a brecciated shear or fractured zone, and. 
possibly has been localized where 2 of these zones that trend N. 7Q0 W. and. 
N. 850 W. intersect. Where exposed in the adit these zones are generally 
less than 1 foot in thickness and show little or no visible sulfide, which 
is why this showing was not detected earlier. In fact, Mel Anderson sampled 
across the N. 85° W. zone in the adit face last December when I visited the 
mine, and it is my understanding thatthe sample was barren of Pb, Ag, and Au. 


The greatest thickness of sulfide now exposed in the wall is 12o i14 inces 
and the description of "one foot in diameter" is not far from the truth. 
Sulfide can be traced a] 	 i.szoneforio #feet, pinching out in both 
directions. Another sulfide show, about 3 inches in thickness, is exposed 
in the other zone and near the sill, - 


I collected 3 samples, and also have a split of a sample that the operators 
submitted to the State Assay Office. Where can we send. these 14 samples 
f or a reasonably prompt assay and analysis? The last samples I sent to 
Denver took over 1 months, and. I .understand there is still a big backlog 
there. The State Office will run these for us, but I would like to have 
a check by some other operator0 


I will bring the Busty.Belle map up to date, and. send you copies as soon 
as possible0

I made a brief examination on February 28 of the adit and. crosscut work 
that has been done since January 114. at the Busty Belle property, and took 
rough measurements to the faces • The total distance from portal to face 
in the main adit is about 379 feet. The crosscut departs from the ad.it 
at the dog-leg bend, 300 feet in from the portal, and • bad. a length of about 
67 feet. The trend is about N. i6 W •, exclusive of the short curved. por-
tion where it leaves the adit. 


No shows of 'sulfides were seen or reported in the'crosscut, or the portion 
of the adit between 368 and. 379 feet. Ithe crosscut the general charac-
ter of the quartz diorite (including numerous joints, fractures,, probably 
minor faults, calcite and. some quartz veinlets along these planes, and. 
scattered showings of scheelite and/or powellite) is the sane as previously 
noted in the adit • The rock in the face of the crosscut at 67 feet was 
reported to be. particularly hard, and the iminers were having difficulty 
in drilling out the next round. It appeared that there was more than the 
usual number of thin quartz and. calcite veinlets showing in the face, and. 
this may account for the drilling difficulties. 


I have the copies of the exchange of letters betw-een Warren Taylor and you 
dated February 22 and 27. His letter is typical of his loose handling of 
facts. Measurements made by both Mel Anderson and. myself show a remaining 
drifting footage of about 514. feet as of February 28. There is no evidence 
to support Taylor' s statement that "... we are getting into a heavy mineraL-
ized zone .. .". It was only last week that I became aware of the operator's 
interest in doing any underground core drilling. I have not yet had a. 
chance to discuss this with any of the operators, and have not, as Taylor 
suggests, ventured any opinion on whether or not such drilling is warranted.. 


From the exposures now visible in the adit and crosscut, it appears to me 
that the possibilities for ore reserves or for , the downward extension of 
distinct sulfide -bearing veins are very poor. , If more footage can be

0	 obtained from the remaining money by drilling instead of drifting, this 
would be a desirable change. Also, drilling out from the present faces 
could certainly cover a broader area. I would expect core recovery to 
be good. in the quartz diorite, and, by' extrapolating from what can already 


•	 be seen in the adit, it should. be easy to identify any mineralized zones 
in the cores.

SUBJECT: Busty Belle Mines, Inc. (0ME-6534) 


Since writing to you on March 6 about the current status of the Busty Belle 
project, I have talked with 2 members of the company, Mel Anderson and John 
Rasor. Both of them are interested in further exploration of their ground 
by means of underground drilling, but neither of them proposed to substitute 
drilling for completion of the allowable 500 feet of drifting. They were 
under the impression that the decision, which was made in one of their recent 
meetings, was to do some dril:Ung after all the adit and crosscut footage 
was completed. 


About .10 more feet of advance has been made in the crosscut since February 
28, and thus a little less than 50 feet remains under the 0M contract. 
Both Anderson and Rasor feel that it would not be worth it to try to emend 
the contract to convert this amount of drifting to drilling, so I think we 
shall hear np more of Taylcr ' s proposal. However, they might hit upon the 
idea of a new OME contract.

By Wednesday I hope to have a copy of the pertinent pottion of BrvcomaS' 


map of surface trenches and vein(?) showings, in relation to the adit, on 


the Busty Belle property. Bruce has been busy with other things so has not 
been able to complete a copy of the entire map -as soon as hoped. He does 
have a pencil office copy that we have been studying occasionally in his 


office. From this it appears that a crosscut to the north from about the 
OO—foot point in the adit would explore a block of ground that is not 


prospected by the existing adit. Such a crosscut would he about O-4O feet 


east of several vein shows tiat the Bureau sampled in a surface trench. The 


strike of these veins or pods is about due east, and the dip is apparently 


vertical or very steep to the south.

Last Saturday, the lti-th, I visited the Busty Belle project together with 
Mel Anderson of the company, and Bruce Thomas and Bob Kemp of the Bureau 
of Mines. The face was inucked. out at 368 feet at this time. 


There were no apparent significant geologic changes--the entire adit is 
in quartz diorit.e with irregularly distributed and moderately abundant 
calcite veinlets that generally range from less than one inch to no more 
than 2 inches in thickness. One pod of sulfide, which appears tobe 
largely arsenopyrite and about one inch thick and 3_14. inches long, was 
noted in the north wall at 327-28 feet. Another small pod. of sulfides,. 
which has not yet been completely assayed, was reportedly mined from the 
adit near this point. A small pod. of sulfides, including some pyrite and 
galena, was present in the face near the left sill. Throughout the adit, 
some of the calcite veinlets carry a small amount of scheelite and/or 
powellite. 


I have revised my working-copy map of the adit and up-dated it. A copy 
is enclosed. As soon as Bruce Thomas can complete a compilation of his 
previous surface trench maps and add the new adit, we will have a more 
exact base map.

On December 23 I visited the Busty Belle adit with Másrs. Tury Anderso 
Warren Taylor, and John Rasor of the company and Bruce Thomas of : t.he. U.S. 

I measured a total length of 325.7 feet of adit as of 
that day. A working sketch is enclosed. 


The main purpose of our visit was to lamp the adit for scheelite, which had. 
been reported in one of their samples. We found scheelite, and also appar-
ently powellite (a common association in the Fairbanks district), at fre-
quent intervals throughout the adit. It is entirely limited to thin calcite 


•	 veinlets and. coatings along joints and fracture planes. Seldom do any 
crystals occur more than an inch away from these planes, and nearly all 
of the scheelite-powellite is. on and. in the calcite. At present all we 


.háve is a visu.i . estimate &f the seheelite; bt mapping and sampling wifl 
be' done to check the distribution, amount, and mineralogy more carefully. 
Nearly aU'.of the calcie stringers. ar.e .O.'5.,inch or less in thickness, and 
I doubt that any of them will run more than 1 percent W03. 


Mel Anderson, a member of the company, has found a small isolated. crystal 
of molybdenite in the quartz diorite, and. Tury Anderson also mentioned. 
finding one. I . have not seen these specimens. 


Bruce Thomas has accurate maps . of the surface, trenches, and we have estab-
lished. accurate control stations. that are tied in to the 2 major bench 
marks in this area. As soon as time and weather conditions permit, Bruce 
Thomas, Art Gervais, and I will make the necessary survey to tie these 
together and shoot In the adit. 


Surface temperatures range greatly at the Busty Belle site- -probably from 
about -35° to +25°F. at this time of year. It was about +6° on the surface 
on the 23rd, and at 275 feet in the adit I recorded 32° at a point 1 foot 
above the sill.	 .	 .

While in the field yesterday I visited the Busty Belle property to see 
how they were coming along. At the time, they were shut down for repairs 
on the mucking machine, and I suspect that it will be several days at 
least before a broken shaft can be.replaced. 


The present face is 9 feet from the portal, and timbering is completed 
to 80 feet. No veins or mineralization other ttan a fef small quartz 
stringers have, been encountered, and reportedly a few samples have been 
submitted for assay. 


My approximate calculations show that the distance from the portal to 
the existing vertical shaft is about 325 feet. The adit will be about 


77 feet below the surface at this point.

assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smeltin& 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to. buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.

Setting and background information. 


The Silver tone claims of the Busty Belle Mines, Inc., are near the 
top of a ridge extending west from Pedro Dome and lie at an altitude of 
1,600-1,800 feet. There is an adequate access road between the Elliott 
Highway and the property. I am uncertain about the adequacy of an all-
summer water supply, without resorting to hauling or pumping, if water 
is not encountered underground.. 


• The claims and prospect to be explored are within an easterly-
trending mineralized zone or "belt". This belt is generally coincident 
with, and. probably controlled by, the Cleary anticline, a major struc-
tural feature which has been described. by Hill (1933) and mapped by Forbes 
and Brown (1961). The major mineral production in this belt has been 
irom numerous gOld-quartz veins. The lead-silver and/or antimony sulfide 
deposits have been casually prospected., and produced to a very minor ex-
tent, for 50-60 years. Minor amounts of tungsten, zinc, copper, and a 
few other metals are associated. in some deposits. In addition to the 
lead-silver prospects at the heads of Fox and Flume Creeks, there are 
other similar prospects in Skoogy Gulch, and several on the ridge extend-
ing eastward from Pedro Dome. 


Apparently none of the lead-silver deposits have been explored to 
depths of more than 20-30 feet. Only a few of the gold-quartz veins in 
this belt have been mined or explored. to depths of more than 100-150 
feet below the surface. 


Small scale prospecting of the Pb-Ag and Pb-Sb showings in this 
belt was done in the early 1900's (Smith, 1913, p. 198). Since about 
1950 work has been done intermittently by several people, and several 
shipments of Pb-Ag-Sb sulfide ore have been made between 1951 and 1965 
by Fred. Wackwitz and Tury Anderson. The production has been from small, 
shallow open pit operations on various properties on the ridges east and. 
west of Pedro Dome. The ore was mostly unniilled and. hand. sorted.. Re-
portedly, 10 tons of concentrate from the deposit at the head. of Fox Creek 
were shipped. in 1962 (Brown, 1962, p. 121). 


A prospect, now included in the Cottonwood. claims, was examined in 
1951-52 by John J. Matzko and. Helmuth Wedow (Matzko and Wedow, 1956). 
They reported that the argentiferous galena, occurring in quartz-carbon-
ate veins with granitic rock, contained. up to 0.025 percent eU. Matzko 
did geochemical soil sampling here in 1952 and definite Pb-Zn anomalies 
were indicated.. Chapman and. Shacklette rechecked these sites and did. 
additional soil sampling in 1957, which showed other anomalous sites. 
Bulldozer strippiiig in 1956-57 had exposed iron-stained., mineralized 
•zones that lay beneath the anomalous soil samples recorded. by Matzko. 


Bruce I. Thomas of the U. S. Bureau of Mines conducted a bulldozer 
trenching program in 1963 in the area west of the shaft and ..adit on the 
Silvertone #3 and Li. claims. No report has been written, but the anal-
yses of Bureau of Mines samples, which are included. in the application, 
were supplied by Thomas, and I have verified that they are correct. 
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Workings on the Silvertone claims. 


The snow cover was heavy at the time of my visits in April, and 
the only visible bigk was that in the adit, which is 39 feet long, 
and in the shaft which is about 22 feet deep. Both workings were dry 
and free of ice. The timbering and workmanship in both are excellent. 
Lagging is necessary in parts of the adit, and the top 6 feet of the 
shaft is cribbed. This prevents a complete examination of the walls 
and back, but sufficient rock is exposed so that the pertinent features 
can be seen. 


The timber in the adit consists of 6x6 inch posts, 6x8 plus 2x6 
caps, -1-x 11 stringers, and 2x8 lagging. The shaft is similarly construct-
éd, but no lagging is required below 6 feet. 


The adit followed a weathered vein in the dioI4te or quartz diorite 
country rock, and the vein seems to be cut off by a fault about 5 feet 
east of the present face. The direction and amount of displacement 
along this fault was not apparent from the available exposures. There 
are no visible sulfides in the 6-12 inch thick extensions of the vein 
or fractured zone that remain in the south wall near the sill and in 
the back. The mined-out vein obviously was richer in order to yield 
the 9.051-ton lot that was shipped. Sample 66 ACh-2, a grab sample from 
the 6-12 inch thick yellow to cream colored, and in part iron stained, 
fractured and altered vein in the south wall 2 )-i. feet in from the portal, 
gives an indication of the metal content of an apparently unmineralized 
zone.


The face of the adit exposes mostly diorite with a blocky and 
sheeted fracture pattern. A zone of intensely fractured diorite with 
abundant thin quartz veixis that are essentially vertical and strike 
about N. 80° W. is present in the upper left quarter of the face, and 
this zone extends into the south wall and the back. No metallization 
is apparent, and the grab sample, 66 ACh-3, bears this out. 


The vertical shaft was sunk on a fractured and altered zone, 6-12 
inches in thickness, that was originally discovered in an open cut. 
This zone is exposed in the northwest wall beeen depths of 6 and 12 
feet. At the 12-foot level the fractured zone terminates in a similar 
band that is nearly flat but rolls abruptly to a Li-5° S. dip. Below 
this flat and south-dipping fracture zone, the bedrock is entirely 
diorite with blocky and sheeted jointing. There are no visible sulfides 
or quartz veins in the shaft walls, and it is my understanding that , no 
ore was taken from this shaft. 


Samples and assays. 


The sample descriptions and assay data furnished by the applicant 
are meager and cannot be evaluated exactly. The relationship between 
the Bureau of Mines sample sites and those of Tury Anderson is not en-
tirely clear to me. I feel sure that the Bureau of Mines samples were 
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taken carefully and correctly, but the applicant's samples may not be 
as truly representative. It is important to note, however, that Bruce 
Thomas was able to sample only the well-weathered surface material, 
whereas most of the applicant's samples were taken at least several 
feet deeper. 


It is apparent from previous observations of dump material and 
ore mined from other deposits in this belt that a better grade of ore 
than that shown by some of the assays can be obtained within 10-20 
feet of the surface. The smelter returns for the 9.051 tons probably 
present a fair expectable tenor for the near-surface ore from veins in 
this area. Anderson has also reported (Brown, 1962, p. 122) a volume 
assay on 50 ;tons of ore, taken from cuts at the head of Fox Creek, that 
shows: --	 331 lbs. of Pb per ton /&')	 : 


32.2 oz. of Ag per ton 
0.52 oz. of Au per ton 


The weathered zone generally extends to a depth of at least 300 
feet below the surface of ridge tops in the Fairbanks district. In 
the near-surface zone (5-50+ feet) there is both leaching and residual 
enrichment, depending upon the metal and mineral involved. Mr. Donald 
Stein, Sta.te Dept. of Mines assayer, has told me that in his experience 
the fresh or relatively unweathered Pb-Ag samples from this district 
commonly have a ratio of 3 oz. Ag to 1 percent Pb, but that similar 
samples of well-weathered, near-surface material usually have approxi-
mately a 2:1 Ag-Pb ratio. This is attributed to leaching of the silver. 
Surface leaching of scheelite in the deposits at nearby Gilmore Dome has 
been described by Byers ( 1957, p. 192-193). 


Grab samples 66 ACh-2, and -3 from the adit, which have been men-
tioned previously, should not be considered as representative of the 
ore. They.are included only for information to show the metal content 
of the zones that are marginal to the veins. 


Costs, supplies, and equpment. 


As nearly as I can determine, the various cost estimates are re-
alistic. The operators are all long-time local residents and familiar 
with prices, dealers, and related logistic matters. I do not feel 
qualified to conmient extensively on some of the supply and equipment 
items. Prices can vary greatly on such items depending upon local 
availability and conditions that might enable one to make an advanta-
geous deal.

The total figure of $6t .5l per foot of drift should be adeate. 
Bruce Thomas gave me a cost of $59.79 per foot that he had fLgured for 
a rather similar operation. The best grade of 60 percent dynamite sells 
locally for about $37.25 per 100 lb. in lots of >50 and <500 lbs., and 
$35. 25 per 100 lb. in lots >500 lbs. Mine timber prices vary consider-
ably, but will average about $170.00 per thousand. I understand that 
the operators have tentative arrangements with a small sawmill operator 
who deals at lower than average prices in rough green lumber. Fuel 
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oil for non-vehicle use should be about 29-3l$ per gallon. 


The wage rates listed are, if anything, slightly low by local 
standards. I would. think that 3 men would be required for efficient 
operation. Tury Anderson and John Rasor will, I believe, be working 
as supervisor and miner respectively. Tentatively and unofficially I 
have heard that they would also hire a locally-available miner who has 
had experience in the Coeur d'Alene district. Otherwise competent miners 
are not readily available in this area. The cost item for accounting 
seems justified and reasonable for their needs. I presume they would 
pay one of the local bookkeeping services to do their work, as I do not 
believe the men involved have the training or time to keep a proper set 
of books. 


Summary and recommendations. 


The extent and tenor of the Pb-Ag deposits, particularly to a 
reasonable mining depth, and the structural control in the Fox-Pedro 
Dome belt are still unknown, although a considerable amount of desultory 
prospecting and small-scale mining has been done over the past 55+ years. 
There is no record of any exploration deeper than about 25 feet, and most 
of the workings are only in the surface zone of intense weathering. Pres-
ent geologic knowledge is inadequate to make a reliable evaluation of the 
potential of these easily-accessible deposits which have been attracting 
prospectors' attention particularly in recent years. 


Surface showings of galena are encouraging, but are ii obviously 
indicative of large or rich vein deposits. Previous observations have 
shown that there are spottily-distributed rich pockets of ore. General-
ly, the Pb-Ag-Sb is dep?ted in thin, irregular, fIssure veins along 
faults, joints, and fractures. There is also a probability of sulfide 
deposits as replacements in limy beds in the Birch Creek schist, which 
surrounds the Pedro Dome quartz diorite body, and in which some of the 
vein deposits also occur. 


Hoplly, the proposed adit and crosscut will intersect several 
sulfide-bearing veins at a depth of about 100 feet. Information on the 	 / 
nature of the veins at this depth would be valuable geologically and pro-
vide insight to the economic pdtential of the Pb-Ag deposits throughout / " 
this belt. 


It is unikely that the proppsd a4it, as plotted on the applicant's 
map, wLl encounter known veifls or mineralized zones, particularly in 
the first 180 feet. However, some of the veins shown in the western 
bulldozer trench (#13?) may extend farther east than presently indicated; 
fault-offset segments of other veins might be encountered also. The 
suggestion, in Mr. Johnson's letter, to extend the shaft should be care-
fully considered; however, the applicant may be correct about the expense 
of sinking, and certainly excessive water has been a problem in a number 
of mines in this distriCt. An adit would probably yield more geological 
information, but, as mentioned, the chances of intercepting known or new

veins when driving nearly along strike are not great. 


If an adit is decided upon, probably, considering the contour of 
the surface and cost factors, the shortest course to the target area 
should be taken (essentially what the applicant has plotted). Projected 
down-dip positions of the veins in the existing adit and backfilled open 
cut are necessarily vague, and an attempt by the operators to locate and 
follow these veins is apt to lead to undesirable "wandering" and dissipa-
tion of funds and time. If it seems desirable in. the course of the work, 
or later on, to explore at depth the vein that has been mined in the adit, 
a crosscut could.be driven south from the new adit. 


It seems to me that there is a reasonable possibility of discovering 
a small economic lead-silver deposit on the Silvertone claims, as the 
surface prospects and geologic setting are favorable. These deposits are 
typical of others in this belt and knowledge gained here could be reason-
ably applied to the other deposits. Thus, if persistence of these veins 
to a depth of 100 feet can be established, it would give promise of a 
considerable tonnage potential for the Fox-Pedro Dome belt. The complex 
geological relationships and high exploration costs are major deterrents 
to lode prospecting in this district; however, an encouraging discovery 
would do much to stimulate other work and risk capital. 


If the application is approved, I suggest that the applicants be 
strongly urged to have a competent geologist or mining engineer assist 
with their reports and mapping. I rather doubt that the men presently 
in their organization can handle this to our satisfaction.
