The productive . gold placer deposits of the Kantishna district are\\ 
a 1 in the basins of the streams that head in the Kantishna Hills and 
radiate outward in all directions from the higher peaks. • The so-
called Kantishna hills are actually rugged mountains of consider-
able size and are known as hills only because of their nearness to the 
towering peaks of the Alaska Range. As each stream basin is sepa-
rated by high dividing ridges from its neighbors, and as direct 
travel from one basin to another is difficult, the routes generally 


-.used extend around the base. of the higher mountains, and the placer 
workings are therefore much farther apart by trail than their close 
spacing on the map would indicate. This condition has produced 
it .-number of small and rather isolated milling camps between which
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have been	 greatly metamorphosed as the scliists that inclose them 
others are somewhat mctamnOE1)hOSCd but less so titan the schists and 
were intruded after the nictamorpliisin was started but before it 
was -completed.	 Still other intrusions are not at all folded and were 


injected	 after	 the	 schists	 had	 reached	 their	 present	 condition. 
Among the class last mentioned were some dikes and stocks of gran-

This camp is so far from established lines-of transportation that, 
the cost of mining is much greater than it would be in a more 
.accessible district. Few men are employed at a stipulated wage, 
for most of the claims are worked by the owners -or on a- ioya1ty, 
but those 'who are employed usually receive $6 a clay and board for a 
IO-ho,i.i-r day 'or $1 an hour 'without board. Even at such wages, 
however, it is . difficult to obtain labor, as there is 'no ready coin-
-munication with any settlement, and the men in the camp at 'any one 
-time include only those who remained from the previous year and 
those 'who came in over the ice in the winter or by boat in the spring. 


- The supplies and mining equipment needed for the season's work 
-a-re brought to the district by the operators, either by launch to

several -months in advance of the woi.king season, and demands a 
considerable-investincit of capital for an unusually long period. No 
store is maintained in the district, and whatever supplies a man 
unexpectedly needs during the summer must be procured fiomn his 
neighbors -Or -can riot '-be had at all. As a result- of the drfiicult.y and 
expense of- carrying freight to the mines and of tile long time re-
quireci to Procure a desired article, only the most Primitive methods" •of mining have yet been employed. All the gold recovered so 'fai' 
has been taken out by pick and shovel.  


Wit-h the exception -of the 'mining claims on Moose Creek, all th 
placer ground mined in I916 lies above timber line, and wood for 
fuel- as well as lumber for mining must be brought from ' a distance, 
which varies on -the 'different creeks.

At several places on Eldorado Creek, especially at a point aboü 
Zmiles above the mouth of that stream, some placer mining has evi-


dently been done, though no one was working there at the time of 
visit. The bedrock at that place is a black slaty phase of the schist, 
striking in general northeast and dipping steeply southeast. The 
gravels apparently range from 2 to 4 feet in thickness. The gold, 
which is reported to be too unevenly distributed for successful mm-
jug, is said to be bright, well worn, and finer than that on Friday 
or Eureka creeks and to assay about $16.25 an ounce.

My activities have kept me from my desk recently 
and thus this late reply to your letter of October 28 for 
which I apologize. 


The testing of placer ground in the Kantishna 
district would have to be accomplished during the summer 
months. The road to this area goes over a couple of 
mountain passes and is usually clear of snow about the 
first of June. The road is closed again early in Sept.. 
for hauling of materials and supplies. 


My field of work involves examination, valuation, 
exploration and management of properties. My fees are a 
basic fee of $300.00 a month plus $100.00 a day for field. 
work.


Your anticipated work in Kantishna will involve 
the assembling of equipment, supplies and crew for what I 
would term a preliminary exploration effort. The crew 
would consist of three men regardless of what method of 
testing would be used. 


Depending upon the nature of the deposit, one of 
three methods would be employed. Shallow ground can be 
tested by bulldozer pits or caissons, while deeper ground 
which is not suitable for these methods would require the 
use of a churn drill using six inch casing with a seven and 
a half inch shoe, though this is not too fa rorable in loose 
thawed ground. The best sampling, where conditions permit, 
is accomplished with caissons. This method is more accurate, 
though more time consuming than dozer pits and bulk sampling. 
There is always a chance that bedrock may be difficult to 
reach by use of a dozer if much water is encountered and the 
possibility of inaccurate sampling. 


Some recent work that I have supervised both here 
in Alaska. and in the Yukon Territory, Canada has cost about 
$10,000 a month, which included my fees and the rental of 
e uipment as caissons were not used,

If you care to give me some more information on 
the location and character of the ground, I should be able 
to work up an extimate after recommending a proceedure. 


In as much as I am generally familar with the 
Kantishna area, I would presume that either pits or 
caissons would be the method to use. However, there is 
some sections that I know could only be tested with churn 
drilling.

I have just received word from Mr. Imeson (copy ' attacl-ied) that he is about 
to go into the Kantishna area. Road conditions have reportedly been worse 
than usual this spring', and I imagine the Park Service have been reiuctan-r N, 
to let any heavy vehicles go over their road until it has , thoroughly dried 
out. 


I am a little concerned about Imeson's comment that he should be testing 
about July 1st. I wonder whether he fully realizes that such work cannot 
be charged to the 0 .M.E • until the contract has been approved. ' I 'note that 
you specifically pointed this out in your letter of May 1 to him. 1 also 
wonder whether he is aware of the nature of the placer ground he has. .. Some, 
and perhaps most, of this ground on Moose Creek was worked for placer gold 
during several seasons about 1950-53. I have no exact information on this, 
but probably a considerable volume of placer gravel was mined and reportedly 
the ground was not especially rich but presumably it was worked with at least 
a small profit. This was a small-scale operation, and it might be that some 
of the pay was missed. 


I will try to keep in touch with this operation, but mail communication is 
difficult because the subject ground is about 90 miles from the postofficè' 
and other communication.
