Enclosed is an Application for Financial Assistance?ru&.4ld 
exploration project on Busch Creek in the Talkeetna Mountains of 
Alaska. The information supplied is inadequate to properly appraise 
the project and none of the Alaskan Branch personnel here in Menlo' Park 
have visited the immediate area of the claims or have knowledge of the 
applicants. The proposal is for bulldozer trenching and churn drilling 
for which the applicants wish assistance in the purchase of a bulldozer 
and other equipment and supplies. A field examination by Bob Chapman, 
from Fairbanks, or Don Richter, from Anchorage, probably could not be 
scheduled until the snow is gone next summer thus delaying the 
transportation of equipment until next winter and the actual work 
until summer 1969. 


This appears to be another project similar to ONE-6562, for which we 
lack facilities and advisory personnel to properly appraise the appli-
cation or administer 'a contract if one is warranted.

La previouslyindicated, under the exploration assistance program the 
Government will participate in the necessary and reasonable cost of 
equipment to the extent provided in the exploration contract * flowever, 
on small projects such as proposed, al1ownss for purchasing 
expensive equipment cannot be justified. Generally, on these programs 
where thw operator does net awn the necessary equipment, funds are 
provided for its rental, or the , contract may allow for a contractor 
to perform all or any part of the work* 


it seams that the work you have propose4, if proper preparations were 
made, could be ccmpleted in one *e*Ion. This would reduce the cost 
of renting a dozer considerably. Possibly, in hex of the proposed 
work scum other means of testing the claims such as sinking test pits 
would be feasible and less expensive. 


For your information, funds are not paid in advance to the Operator 
under an CM contract.
