| ' (E) The geology as far as we know is sediments such as slates, greywake,
shales and some lime. There is four large iron-stained areas in the
slates with many small quartz and calcite stringers mostly up stream
from our property. See map location of them. Our claims were staked to
follow the present creek valley bottom. This bottom is 250 to 400 ‘
‘feet wide and about 200 to 300 feet lower than the old original channel
surface level.

(F) There is visible evidence of much early day hand and hydraulic mining

and prospect work on the John A. Hazelet patented group #M-916 and

- M=-917 just above our upper end line. Land office plats of this property
show much work performed between 1899 when staked and 1910 when patented.
At the time Mr. Hazelet mined this property all supplies had to be
freighted in from Valdez about 250 miles on the snow and ice. Recent

- mine work on Slate Creek indicates at one time a high o0ld rich channel
ran through Chisna Pass (See map) into the upper Chisna Valley. We
have not been able to obtain any production records on this property.
The lower end of the Chisna was staked in 1899 by Mr. Hazelet and
patented in 1910. Here there is surface evidence of much prospect

work and some mining on a shallow area. Prospect work in recent years
by a major mining company (USSM & R Co.) showed ground up to 80 feet
deep with fair values through the gravels, but not big enough volume
to interest them. Their records are not available to us at this time.
Land office patent #924 and plat of this property shows much prospecting
activity and the mined area. Directly above this property and joining
it there has been about a $40,000.00 production in recent years; see
map and plat of claims.

When froze
in the spring supplies and equipment can be trucked overland at a very
reasonable cost.

Providing we find a definite pay stréak we would like to drill a
minimum of 4 holes per claim. This should be enough for initial
exploration work to determine the presence, persistence and line of
pay. We are the closest to any known pay on the upper end line of
Chisna No. 1 claim. We want to drill our No. 1 hole on the upper center
end line of this claim., The position of No. 2 hole will be dictated
by the contents of No. 1 hole whether 50 or 100 feet west of first
hole. If No. 1 and No. 2 holes both have pay we will go to center

of claim and repeat position of end-line holes and so on down stream
on suceeding claims. If no. 1 hole or no. 2 show no pay we will cross
cut the valley on this line until we have exhausted the possibilities
of pay here. This would be about 6 holes and with no pay here, would
next want to go down stream to Chisna No. 6 claim, just below Powell
Creek; here an old deep channel comes out of Powell into Chisna Valley.
With a 6 hole cross cut here and no pay below this channel, there
would be no object in going on with the drilling and if agreeable to
government we would terminate the contract. We are reasonably sure

of finding pay on this property with its position to other well known
properties. We are prospecting this ground with the hope it will
develop into a good dredging operation, or open pit hydraulic dragline
and cat show. We think this ground to average 20 feet deep and with
4 holes per claim - 80 feet a claim.

A summer road from Mankomen Lake (see map) to Chisna Valley could take °
a D-8 cat possibly two days to fix so that a power wagon or 4 x 4

truck could use it. Distance would be about 15 miles. Cost of cat
would be about $36%00 per hour and time possibly 16 hours. That would
be $576.00 for this road repair work. The road from Mankomen Lake to
Mentasta on the main highway is in much better condition and would need 3

We would be ready to leave anytime after the 20th of May. It would take
about /4 days at least to freight the equipment and supplies and do the
road work into where we would be drilling.

is mostly tough loose cobbles and expect little change to bedrock.

It is evideat that with placer production
reported both upstream and downstream there may be reasom to infer
placer deposits on the Applicant's property, but as the hydraulic
centrols are not evalusted the basis for such an inference is not
clear. Frem the topegraphic map it appears that dewnstream dcmin .
were controlled in part by & curve in the chaanel and alss by a
decreasing gradient. Upstream deposits appear to be conffned to the
inside of fairly sharp curves; mining evidently stopped where the
channel straightened. Since surface sampling is not practical,
additional anslysis of the gradient amd configuration of the chamnel
on the Applicant's property, and of the primary source of the gold,
night iend suppert to the inference.
