Justification for Denial of Application 


The Applicant proposes to explore for gold offshore in the vicinity 
where the Ungalik River empties into Norton Bay, Alaska, by sub-bottom 
profiling and core drilling at a total estimated cost of $75,000.00. 


Because of the natureof the proposed exploration (offshore), the 
remote area of the property, andthe availability of a Survey geologist 
familiar with the area and type of deposit, a field examination was not 
considered to be warranted. The reviewer concluded that the geologic 
information contained in the application was insufficient to justify 
approval of Government participation in the proposed program and he 
outlined additional data that would be required. The Field Officer 
wrote the Applicant several time'requesting the material but little / 
additional information was received. His most recent letters dated/ 
April 25 and July 7, 1969, have not been answered. 	 // 


Because of the possibility that targets which warranted explor9/ 
may exist on the property, the Field Officer recommends that/ 
application be denied,without prejudice to the property. sj/ 
Applicant perform additional work and furnish the requesty/ 
and other information which would establish the existany 
specific favorable target, the ONE could consider a ney 


at that time.

Enclosed is an application received in the Field Office on August 16, 1968 
from the Aurora Mining Company, Inc.,. P. 0. Box 22i.6, Lajolla, California 
92037. 


This application is the first of its kind to be received in the Field 
Office and there are a number of problems that immediately become apparent 
in attempting to adapt such a project to the current OME policies and 
procedures. The greatest problem concerns ownership of the land. The 	 @AI Lien and Subordination Agreements are signed by the holders of the permit 	 • 
and not by an official of the State of Alaska. If an exploration project 
is approved a Performance Bond would probably be required. No geologic 
information is given and a plan of the proposed drilling arid geophysical 
work is lacking. Estimates of costs are high and no justification is 
given in support of the estimates.

on the property in question, but the channel of the 
Ungalik River.has a history of gold production. U.S.G.S. 
Bulletins 449 and 926-A list some of the productive 
history of the area. At the present time it is reported '1' that a successful gold dredging operation is being con-	 -

ducted on the Ungalik River upstream from the offshore 
prospecting permit we wish to explore. 


Aurora Mining Company, Inc., has full rights to explore 
on and mine the subject property. (See enclosed con-
tract with Continental Shelf Exploration and Mining

Enclosed is a map showing the approximate boundaries 
of the Offshore Prospecting Permit Number 350Y2. It 
is apparent that it is situated in a location such that 
any gold or other heavy minerals transported downstream 
by the Ungalik River will be deposited within the bound-
aries of the permit.

I was apparently at fault in my wording of my report on the subject 
area; therefore I will try to clarify some of the points which you 


• questioned. 


The proposed thirty miles of seismic sub-bottom profiling is a rela-
tively small portion of our total program, and it should be pointed 
out that the exploration would be confined to the submerged portion 
of the delta of the Ungalik River. (By comparison the U.S.G.S. ran 
approximately thirty miles of sub-bottom profiles over the mouth of 
Daniels Creek, and this work evaluated approximately two square 
miles.) We felt that our target was obvious, but I will elaborate.. 


We know the Ungalik River is transporting gold and other heavy 
minerals into Norton Sound; the. gold in samples 1 and 2 and the up 
stream dredging operation would indicate this. We also know from a 
knowledge of placer deposits that the heavier material from the strea 
load will be deposited at the mouth of the river where is comes under 
the influence of wave action. Wave and tide action will tend to sort 
the material and move the lighter material seaward and along the coas 
In as much as we found gold in surface samples almost a mile at sea 
and over a mile north of the river mouth as well as in the bar at

Subject application is submitted by the Aurora Mining Company of 
La Jolla, California in order to conduct an. exploration program 
for gold in gravel submerged off the mouth of the Tingaiik. River, 
-No'rton Bay,' Alaska. . 


This is, indeed, an interesting proposal. Although I feel that the 
information provided is insufficient for approval, I discuss the 
problems in some detail, because it seems to me that 'it is going to 
be desirable to give these and other, future applicants some guidance 
as to what minimum requirements might be necessary for a favorable 
recommendation from this office. 


The gravels of the Ungalik River, offshore and onshore, appear to 
constitute an attractive exploration target. The Cretaceous rocks 
of the hills that rise four miles from shore are intruded by miner-
alized dikes, and according to C. L. Sainsbury (oral commun., 4-4-69) 
and Smith and Eakin (U.S. Gaol. Survey Bull. 449) these mineralized 
zones probably are the source of the Ungalik placers. Bedrock 
mineralization less than four miles from the present shoreline, the 
record of some placer production on the intervening 'coastal plain, 
and the known Quaternary history of the region combine to lead to the 


- inference that offshore placers may be present. Our studies elsewhere 
in northern Bering Sea suggest that two types of placers should be 
sought: (1) concentrations at the base of submerged alluvium along 
the former valley of the Tingalik River, formed during the several' 
Pleistocene glacial periods when sea level was lower than at present; 
(2) residual gold concentrations in a thin' surface veneer of wave-
handled gravel formed when sea level rose and the strand line swept 
across the alluvium, deposited by the Urtgalik River during the most 
recent rise in sea level.
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My principal problem in evaluating this proposal arises because the 
gold content and gold particle size in Aurora's bottom samples is 
not clearly stated, and because I would prefer to see a more adequate 
grid of bottom samples collected and evaluated before the government 
is asked to step in with assistance. If each of the three offshore 
samples contains gold values on the order of $l.00-$2.00per yard, 
then the applicants have clearly demonstrated a gold anomaly, and 
the offshore gravel of the Ungalik River can be regarded as an 
attractive exploration target. But if one sample contained on the 
order of $6.00 per yard and the other samples contained only a few 
cents in gold, then more sampling would be needed before one could 
assume that any economic significance can be attached to the one 
rich sample. The size of the gold p articles is relevant, too, in 
evaluating the significance of the values obtained in individual 
grab samples as well as their origin. Particle size should be given 
in millimeters or estimated in a standard size classification such 
as that of the Bureau of Mines. If each of the three samples contains 
colors of #3 . size or larger (Ca. 1 mm) in the Bureau of Mines classi-
fication, then a residual deposit of considerable potential may be 
indicated; our work indicates that gold particles of this size undergo 
littl or no rthisport by waves on beaches or by bottom currents. 


.1 alsp hesitate to evaluate the potential of the Ungalik River target 
on th basis of only three samples. Of the three offshore samples 
discursed in this report,	 e	 one is in the 
river mouth where waves, littoral currents, and river currents inter-
act most intensely, another is so near the beach that it may have 
sampled the lowermost deposits subjected tc present-day beach processes, 
and the third appears to be in a channel that carries the most active 
currents that result from the influx of fresh water from the Ungalik 
River. These may be the three most favorable environments for the 
formation of a surf icial gold concentration. I would feel more able 
to evaluate the potential of the Ungalik River target if the proposal 
was bas.ed on six to ten samples representing a wider variety of bottom 
environments, or a.t least a broader area. 


Judging from our studies elsewhere in northern Bering Sea, it is not 
necessarily true that the gold will be coarser and values higher at 
depth. However, a surface residual concentration, if present, may 
in itself constitute an ore body. And deeper concentrations may 
well be present in an alluvial deposit such as that at the mouth 
of the Ungalik River; these probably could be located, though not 
evaluated, by magnetometer and seismic profiling studies. 


It is my conclusion that the proposal does not provide sufficient 
information upon which to base an agreement to participate in an O 
loan. It seems to me desirable, however, to set forth to the applicants
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the amount of information that, would be considered adequate by myself 
and my colleagues who have participated in re.source-oriented.studies 
in northern Bering Sea. We would want to see a minimum of 8 or 10 
bottom samples weighing more than 20 pounds each; the gold content of 
each sample should be indicated, and information should be provided 
on the size and appearance of the gold particles, as well as on the 
character of the sediments. If the results of such a group of bottom 
samples proved sufficiently encouraging, then we could conclude that 
we would be justified in concluding that a definite exploration target 
had been located and that the Federal Government would be taking a 
reasonable risk in providing a loan for further exploration invclving 
bottom sampling, geophysical studies, and drilling in order to define 
and evaluate the target. 


I have been acquainted with Mr. Terry and Mr. Mott for about. two years, 
and I believe them to be men of integrity and good character. Although 
the costs of their proposed exploration may seem high, compared to 
exploration costs on land in the continental United States, they are 
not unreasonable for offshore work, especially ma remote part of 
Alaska.	 .

INTRODUCTION 


During September and October of 1968, three members of the exploration 


staff of Aurora Mining Company, Inc., visited the Ungalik Prospect at 


Ungalik, Alaska. The purpose of the trip was to sample the al1uvial 


sediments at the mouth of the Ungalik River, to study the geology of 


the area, and to confirm, if possible, the presence of commercial 


amounts of placer gold in the deltaic sediments submerged beyond the 


river mouth. 


Because of an early freeze of the waters of Norton Bay it was not 


possible to obtain as many samples as were desired, but. several were 


obtained in strategic spots and they contributed considerably to our 


knowledge of the area. 


Gold was found in. ever.y sample of material examined. There was suffic-


ient gold in every sample to cause us to believe that extensive .reserves 


of placer gold are present in the. delta of the Ungalik River. 


A study of the geologic literature substantiated our findings. Thus, 


there is sufficient data to recommend a comprehensive exploration program 


on the prospect. Included, in the exploration program is a magnetometer 


survey, a core drilling program, and a sampling program. 


The Ungalik Prospect is located within the boundaries of Alaska Offshore 


Prospecting Permit number 35092.. This permit includes the submerged 


lands below mean high tide insections 5, 6, 7, and 8 in Township II 


South, Range II West, Kateel River Meridian, Alaska. The permit was 


issued in April, 1967, and it has over eight years remaining in its 


primary term. The permit contains 1066 acres. . See enclosed lease map.

GEOGRAPHIC SETTING 


The Ungalik Prospect is located approximately sixty nautical miles 


north of Unalakleet, Alaska, on the east coast of Norton Bay. The 


prospect is approximately one hundred twenty five nautical miles 


east of Nome, Alaska, which is the principal supply center for the 


area. The area is at Latitude 64 degrees 34 minutes North, Longitude 


160 degrees 55 minutes West. See index map and figures 1 and 2. 


Norton Bay is a wide, shallow bay at the north east end of Norton 


Sound, an arm of the Bering Sea. The bay is gradually filling with 


clastic material supplied by the streams on its periphery. 


The Ungalik Prospecting Permit is on the delta of the Ungalik River. 


The delta of the river is growing rapidly as water depths noted in 


1968 were considerably less than those of the USC & GS survey of 


l900	 The river maintains a channel through the delta which ' can be 


navigated by shallow draft boats during high tide. 


There is no settlement at Ungalik. Cabins are' on the river banks 


which are used by natives for shelter du'ring the fishing season. 


The enclosed topographic map shows the principal, features of the area.

References to gold on the Ungalik River go back to as early as 1905 in 


the publications of the United States Geological Survey. From a study 


of the literature it appears gold has been produced from placers near' 


the mouth of the Ungalik River almost continuously for over' sixty years. 


In 1939 two dredges were operating on the Ungalik between the river 


mouth and the hills behind the coastal plain. Currently a' dredge is 


operating on the river where' a small creek 'called Bona,nza enters the 


main river; this is five air miles above the mouth of theriver. No 


production figures are available on anyof the mining operations on'the 


district.	 '

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Aurora's interest in the area was aroused by reports that an elderly 


couple had lived at the mouth of the Ungalik for over fifty year's and 


had made themselves a' fair living during that time by' panning the gold 


from the gravel bars in the river. It was reported that they spent 


their summers at Ungalik and made enough money to live in Anchorage 


during the winter. There is no mention of this operation in any pub-


lications. 


The area has received little attention from prospectors or geologists 


because of its inaccessibility. Thus,.the people who have mined in 


the district have not made public their production.

The area under discussion is located on the boundary between the'Koyukuk 


Geosyncline and the'Brooks Range Geanticline., The Seward Peninsula is 


a portion of the Geanticline, and the Koyükuk Geosyncline is a' large 


Cretaceous sedimantary basin which is north and east of the prospect area. 


The geologic history of the area has been favorable for the accumulation 


of gold and other heavy minerals in placer deposits. 


Lithology 


The oldest rock unit in the' area is a conglomerate of Cretaceous Age. 


The Ungalik conglomerate is'exposed in the hills east of the coastal 


plain. The source of this unit'was probably the Paleozoic rocks of the

The fact that gold is present in the sediments in and adjacent to the 


Ungalik River is somewhat incongruous. There are no lode deposits 


of gold reported in the Cretaceous sediments of the area drained by 


the Ungalik River; thus it would seem unlikely that placer deposits 


of gold would be found in the area. There is an igneous intrusive 


at Christmas Mountain where veins of stibnite and scheeljte have been 


reported, and the coarser material in the stream suggests that there 


are acidic and basic intrusives and extrusives up stream from the 


prospect, but t,hese have not been 'mapped.	 ' 


A possible source for the gold found in the placer deposits in the 


district may be the conglomerates exposed throughout the drainage of 


the Ungalik River. The Cretaceous 'sediments were derived from the 


erosion of the mineralized bedrock of the Seward Peninsula; in all 


probability placer deposits were formed in the Cretaceous rocks through-


out the area. The modern placer depoists have been formed by the 


destruction of the older placers. (A situation similar to this has 


been observed in the Cretaceous sediments in Northern California. 


Geologic History 


During Paleozoic time this area was a portion of the Cordilleran 


Geosyncline and thick units of marine sediments were deposited then. 


During Mesezoic time the Brooks Range Geanticline was formed. The 


Seward Peninsula and the Brooks Range are the remnants of the Geanti-


dine. Cr,etaceous sediments were deposited , in the Koyukuk Geosyncline. 


The Ungalik Conglomerate exposed east , of' the prospect is characteristic 


of the type of sediments deposited on' the rim of the .Geosyncline. 


During Tertiary time the area was' uplifted and' erosion of the sediments 


was started.. Some intrusive activity occurred in the immediate area

•	 In Quaternary time the area was above and below sea level numerous 


times as the glacial epochs caused sea level to rise and fall. There 


are marine cut terraces several hundred feet above sea level in the. 


hills in back of Ungalik, and farther to the west evidence of regressions 


of sea level have been observed. During periods when sea level was. 


low the Ungalik River cut a channel into bedrock and was one of the 


tributaries of the Koyuk River, see figure 2. During periods of high 


sea level the lighter sediments were transported away from the area by 


wave and current action, and only the heavier minerals suchas gold 


were left in pockets on bedrock in the river channel. Thus natural 


phenomena have cohcentrated only the heaviest minerals in the sediments 


found near the mouth of the Ungalik. 


AURORA SAMPLING 


Samples were taken at the stations shown on the enclosed map. Samples 


one and two were packed in bags and shipped to. San Diego for study. At 


station 3 a concentrated sample was recovered by panning at the .site. 


At station 4 the material in the bank of the river was studied. by panning, 


but no sample was taken because of the similarity to the material at 


station 3. Further sampling would have been done, but the weather was 


bad, and it was necessary to leave the area before the work was completed. 


Below is .a description of the samples: 


Sample 1. 


Weight, 55 lbs.; volume, 0.5 cubic foot. 


60% of the material was pebble size material grading from 


a medium sized pebble to small cobbles. 


40% of the material was a medium to coarse grained sand. 


The coarser material consists of pebbles Of quartzité, silicified 


limestone, red chert, slate, and a few.dark silicified lime pebbles. 


The pebbles varied from sub round to rough and angular. The more 


resistant rocks were the least worn. 	 . 
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The finer fraction of . the sample consisted of quartz,chert, 


scheelite, magnetite, hematite, granite pebbles, garnet, and 


a variety of other minerals. 


The material was panned by a professional panner, and the heavy 


minerals were separated. from the sample. Within the concentrate 


was a high percentage of hematite, magnetite, zircon, scheelite, 


garnet, and gold. (There were several discreet varieties of gold 


observable in the sample. Some of the small nuggets were a bright 


red; some.were a normal gold color; and. a few were a very light 


gold color.) The gold particles were rounded and well worn. The 


final sample was shipped to a laboratory for total analysis of 


the minerals present.

The proportions and content of the sample was indiscrenable from 


sample 1.	 . 


The concentrate from sample 2 was almost identical with sample 1 


as to mineral content. No difference could be observed under a 


twenty power microscope. 


Sample 2 has also been sent to a laboratory for total analysis. 


Sample 3:	 . 


Sample 3 was taken at the mouth of the Ungalik River and panned 


at the sample site. The concentrate from the sample was very 


similar to samples one and two. The concentrate from sample 3 


represents the residual material from approximately ten pounds 


of aggregate sample.	 . 


The significant feature is the presence of gold in what amounts to 


three random samples taken from the surface of the deltaic sediments. 


This occurrence indicates gold is transported by the Ungalik. River to 


its delta where it is deposited throughout the delta. During the 


spring"break-up" coarser gold will be deposited on the surface of the 


delta and will be buried by lighter material. Some of the gold particles 
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observed would be classed as medium gold in the samples taken by 


Aurora; thus it can be anticipated that coarser gold will he found 


as samples are taken at a greater depth. 


Another significant feature of the samples and observations taken by 


Aurora is the high percentage of coarse material scattered over the 


surface of the delta. This indicates the Ungalik River is eroding 


downward to its base level at a rapid rate, and it also indicates 


the river is capable of and is transporting a heavy load of coarse 


material into Norton Bay. As far as a mile out from the mouth of 


the river cobbles several inches in diameter were moving along the 


channel; thus the stream is capable of transporting gold nuggets a 


tenth as large. 


From the amount of gold found in the samples it can be estimated that 


the value of the surface material within the top three feet of the 


delta could average out at approximately $2.00 per cubic yard. Of 


course this average is based upon only three samples over a wide area, 


and additional work should be done to confirm this. The Prospecting 


permit covers 1,066 acres; if similar amounts of gold are present over 


the total area then over $10 million in gold is present in the top three 


feet of the delta. This can be easily mined by a small suction dredge. 


EXPLORATION 


It appears probable that gold values will increase with depth within 


the delta. Thus it appears advisab1è:: to conduct an exploration pro-


gram in order to outline the areas of greater ore concentration and 


to determin.e the depth to bedrock. 


A magnetometer survey of the property would indicate the location of 


the greatest concentrations •of heavy minerals and would probably out-


line the location of the submerged channel of the Ungalik. The mag-


netometer survey would also indicate the location of placer deposits 


above bedrock. It is recommended that approximately eighteen miles 


of traverse be run with the stations approximately fifty feet apart. 
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Contemporaneously with the magnetometer program it is' recommended that 


samples of the surface of the delta be taken with a portable suction 


dredge. It is recommended tha.t approximately thirty samples be taken 


over the property. No less than a cubic yard of material should'be 


taken at each spot, and the sample concentrated atthe site"and tested 


for gold.	 S 


After the magnetometersurvey and the surface sampling program it is 


recommended that the larger magnetic anomalies 'betested with a drill 


capable of sampling to bedrock. 	 . 


A sub-bottom seismic survey of the area would be of value in selecting 


the location of buried channels cut by the Ungalik River; it is rec-


ommended that approximately thirty miles of seismic work be done on 


the prospect, in order to outline the. channels. 


SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Present data indicates commercial 'amounts of gold are present in the 


sediments in'the delta of the Ungalik River. Alaska Offshore Prospecting 


Permit Number .35092 covers the prospect area. 


It is recommended that a comprehensive exploration program be conducted

My apologies for not having supplied a written answer to your 
letter of October 21, 1968, re: the referenced application for 
an Exploration Loan. 


Subsequent to my telecon with you on the subject I have discussed 
at length the situation with our geologist and Manager of Explora-
tion, Mr. Max Mott. We have decided that although we will pursue 
the application referenced above, we will also apply for a contract 
to explore two new targets for gold on the mining lease ADL 22618. 
This lease is adjacent to the beach at Bluff, Alaska' and is tra-
versed by the Daniels, Ryan and El Dorado Creeks. Aurora has done 
extensive work on one target of the Daniels Creek and developed 
a very economical deposit of gold. We have a complete , geological 
study of the lease, 'core drillings, seismic records have been made, 
etc. 


Because the Daniels Creek and Ungalik River sediments correlate 
so well geologically, and because of our. very successful exploration 
of the ' first target on Daniels Creek it is our ultimate intention 
to run parallel programs on lease 'ADL 22618, on Permit 35092*, and 
on a 'similar target in Golovnin Bay. In this way we can utilize 
men and equipment much more efficiently and be much more effective 
in our exploration efforts. 


We will need a few more days on OME-6752 (Gold) but hope to have 
negotiations with your office completed by 1 February 1969. 


Incidentally Aurora considers it a waste of our time and yours to 
obtain competitive bids for' this work. To begin with, no one has 
adequate experience to fulfil our requirements and no other company 
except Shell has a background in ocean exploration in that environ-
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ment. Shell is not interested outside their own leases and 
permits adjacent to Nome. 'For these reasons we intend to 'per-
form the work ourselves because we have the only employees with 
qualifications and experience in both winter and summer seasons 
in this area'of endeavor, If this does not meetyour requirements, 
please advise and the reasons.
