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INTRODUCTION

Red Rock Mines, Inc., 201, 311 N, Franklin Street, Juneau, Alaska 99801,
applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration for Government assistance in an
exploration project, Docket OME-6837, to explore for silver at the Pam and
Pyrola Groups of Claims, on Admiralty Island, First Judicial District, Alaska.
The Applicant infers the presence of minable silver ore bodies, in schists of
the Cannery Formation of Permian age, and wishes to explore for these ore
bodies by diamond drilling from surface sites.

A review, field examination if warranted, and recommendations were requested
by the Office of Minerals Exploration., Inasmuch as geologists of the Branch
of Alaskan Geology, stationed in Menlo Park, were familiar with the geology
and mineral depbsits of the claim area, a field examination was not considered
warranted. A review of the application was made by H. C. Berg of the Alaskan
Branch and the geology and mineral deposits of Admiralty Island were discussed
with E, H, Lathram, R. A. Loney, and G. D.- Eberlein, all geologists of the
Alaskan Branch. |

SUMMARY

The Pam and Pyrola Groups of Claims cover a mineralized area in argillite
and schist of Permian age. Lenses and beds of sulfide-rich material containing
minor amounts of zinc and silver are exposed but there has been no production
from the area and no minable grade ore has béen found., Results of the reviéw,
and of reconnaissance geology done in the area by geologists of the Branch of
Alaskan Geology, indicate that there are many small concentrations of low to
moderate grade zinc- and silver-beafing material in this part of Admiralty
Island but none are of sufficiently high grade or large size to be economically

mined.

RECOMMENDATTONS

It is recommended that the application be denied on the basis that the
geologic probability of discovering minable silver-bearing ore bodies as a
result of the proposed work is too small to justify Government participation.

LOCAIION,.ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The Pam and Pyrola claims are on the northwest side of Admiralty Island,
Alaska, at about é;°58' north latitude and 134°33' west longitude at an
altitude of about 2,400 to 2,900 feet (Fig. 1).

.TO reach the property, that is about 28 miles south-southwest of Juneau
(the nearest major town), it is necessary to fly by float plane to Kathleen
Lake, or take a boat by way of Chatham Strait to Jims Cove and then hike
about 2 miles upstream to the lake, From Kathleen Lake a trail leads up
Kathleen Creek about 7 miles to Pyrola Creek., The property extends about
1,000 feet east and west of Pyrola Creek and about 6,000 feet upstream from
its junction with Kathleen Creek. Easier access is by helicopter from Juneau
directly to landing sites on the claims. Flying time from Juneau to the

property is about one-half hour, depending on weather conditions.






Labor, mining equipment, and supplies, mail, shipping, telephone, and
other services are available in Juneau. There is ample water on the property.
Assay services are available in Fairbanks, Alaska, from the State Division of
Mines, or in Seattle, Washington.

PROPERTY

History and Production

The mineralized zone on Pyrola Creek was first noted by Mr. Ray Renshaw,
prospector and airline pilot, while flying over the area in 1954, Mr. Renshaw
visited the area on foot in July 1967 and staked the first claims. During
1967 and 1968 Cypfus Mines Corporation obtained an option on the property
and conducted a geological mapping program and drilled two diamond drill holes.
The results of this work were not encouraging and in 1969 Cyprus Mines dropped
their option; In August 1969 the property was examined by Mr, W. G. Stevenson,
consulting geologist, for Red Rock Mines Ltd. During August 1970 additional
geologic mapping, geochemical sampling, and geophysical surveying were done
by Mr. Stevenson and by Tri-Con Exploration Surveys Ltd. As a result of
this work the exploration outlined in the subject application was proposed.

There has been no mining or production from the property or. from other
properties in the vicinity,

Ownership

The property consists of 38 unpaﬁented lqde mining claims., Of these
claims four (Pyrola 1 to 4) are owned by Mr. Ray Renshaw of 192 Douglas Highway,
Juneau, Alaska, and are covered by a Lease and Option Agreement dated
October 21, 1969. Lien and Subordination Agreements, signed by Mr. Renshaw,
were furnished by the Applicant. The remaining 34 claims (PAM Nos. 11-22,

31-42, and 51 to 60) are owned by the Applicant.





Inasmuch as the Applicant, Red Rock Mines, Inc., is a wholly-owned
subsidiary of Alakon Metals Ltd., a Canadian corporation, assurance was re-
quested from the Applicant that, in the event an OME contract was approved,
a performance bond in the amount of the Government's contribution could be
furnished by a U. S. bonding company. The Applicant proposed, on June 8,
1971, to transfer $30,000 in U. S. Government bonds to the B. M. Behrends
Bank of Juneau, Alaska, to be placed in escrow to assure the availability
of a performance bond.

Financial Eligibility

The Applicant furnished copies of letters to two banks requesting loans
for the proposed work and also copies of letters denying the loans, The
Applicant proposed to furnish its share of the exploration costs in cash to

be advanced as debt financing from the parent company, Alakon Metals Ltd.,

and secured by debenture. Financial statements for Red Rock Mines, Inc., and

Alakon Metals Ltd. were submitted on February 23, 1971,

Development

Except for a trench about 50 feet in length, and from 2 to 7 feet in depth,

there is no surface or underground development on the property. A temporary
camp site has been established at the lower end of the property near the
junction of Pyrola Creek and Kathleen Creek, and there are several heliport

sites in the claim area.






GEOLOGY

Geologic Setting

The geology of Admiralty Island is described in detail in USGS Bulletin

1181-R7/ Rocks in the vicinity of the Pam and Pyrola Groups of Claims are

—/Reconnaissance Geology of Admiralty Island, Alaska, by E, H, Lathram,

chiefly argillite, graywacke, chert, and phyllite of the Cannery Formation of
Permian age. Some lenses and beds of limestone and marble are also present
locally., These rocks are underlain by schists, argillites, and marbles of
the Retreat Group of Devonian age.

The rocks in general strike northwest and dip moderately to steeply
southwest. There is intense deformation and drag folding caused by faulting
and folding along a series of northwest-trending anticlines and synclines.

The nearest known intrusive rocks are about 10 miles to the south of the
claim area,

Ore Deposits

The mineralized material exposed on the property consists of sulfide-
rich concentrations in argillite and schist, The principal mineralized area
is a roughly oval-shaped area about 500 feet by 800 feet in diameter. This
area is visible from the air as a dark-colored gossan zone but on the ground
is found to consist of numerous iron-rich lenses and beds. Henry C. Berg

(personal communication) considers these bodies to have been formed by






concentration of sulfides from the enclosing bedded rocks during regional
metamorphism., He further states that there are many of these small bodies

on Admiralty Island, some locally of relatively high zinc and silver content,
but none have been mined and he knows of no geologic information that suggests
increase in size or grade with depth and none that might indicate large low-
grade minable deposits.,

Sampling

Assays of samples taken by the Applicant indicate the silver content of
the deposit ranges from 0.27 ounce to 19,7 ounces per ton, Zinc content
ranges from 0.07 to 3.42 percent, Only a trace of gold is present and geo-
chemical sampling indicates minor amounts of lead and copper.

The highest grade material was obtained from a prospect trench at the
north edge of the gossan zone. Ten samples, éach representing 5 feet of
material, averaged 7.3 ounces of silver per ton and 2,2 percent zinc., Two
samples within this zone averaged 19.5 ounces of silver and 2.3 percent zinc.
A sample, over a length of 20 feet, along the east side of Pyrola Creek,
assayed l.4 ounces of silver per ton and. 0.31 percent zinc, Samples from
the two diamond drill holes, put down by Cyprus Mines Corporation in 1968,
assayed 9.9 ounces of silver per ton over a length of 10 feet in one hole
and 4,5 ounces of silver per ton over a length of 15 feet in the other hole.

Ore Reserves

The application stated that there are no reserves of minable grade ore
known on the property. The Applicant's samples across a width of 50 feet

at the most favorable exposure averaged only 7.3 ounces of silver per ton





and 2.2 percent zinc. Material of this low grade could not be mined profitably
and there is no evidence that the deposit increases in size or grade with

depth,

EXPLORATION

Applicant's Proposal

The Applicant proposed to explore the property by a first stage consisting
of 1,500 feet of diamond drilling in three holes from a single surface site.
Estimated cost of this work, including mobilization, helicopter support,
supervision, equipment rental, assaying, camp costs, and contingencies was
$88,800. About two months' time would be required to complete the work.

This proposed drilling would explore a narrow mineralized zone that strikes
about northwest and dips 50° to 70f SW. If the results of this drilling were

costing an estimated $240,000. Total costs for all work under the two stages
would be $328,800, of which the Government's share would be $246,600,

The Applicant's proposed program is not warranted by the apparent size
and grade of the mineralized zones. Additional prospecting, trenching, and

detailed geology and sampling must be done before the high costs of a

diamond drilling project in this inaccessible area can be justified.
