The Alabama Manganese Corporation has sutmitted an application
for ald in an exploration project the estimated cost of which is #23,985,

The location of the properties on the crude map submitted by
the applicant is vague but they appear to lie in the area described by
Ce W, Stose of the U, S. Geological Survey in an open file report en-
titled, "Manganese Deposits near Walnut Grove, Etowah and Blount County,
Alabama", The manganese deposits of this district are associated with
the Port Payne chert, of Mississippian Age, on the northwest limb of
the Hurphree Valley anticline., The ore consists of two types: (1) "hard
ore" occurs in the lower beds of the Fort Payne chert which outcrops
on the upper, steeper slopes of Red Mountain and consists of manganese
oxide, chiefly pyrolusite which cements and partly replaces brecciated
chert and is therefore a highly siliceous ore. It occurs as thin () to
é inches thick) layers of ore bearing chert interbedded with relatively
barren chert, The ore has to be mined by blasting. Run of the mill
hard ore averages 15 to 23% Mn and 0,11% P, In order to market this
ore it would probably require fine crushing of the chert and briquetting
of the concentrate; (2) soft ore is mostly pulverent pyrolusite in chert
and clay that are residual from the weathering of the upper half of the
Fort Payne chert which 1s exposed on the lower, western slope of Red
Mountain. The ore bearing layers vary from stringers to beds 3 feet
thick. Ore has been concentrated by circulating ground water on low
terraces on the northwest slope of Red Mountain. In the lowlands at
the foot of the slope, it may be overlainm by as much as 30 feet of clay
overburden. The ore is difficult to mine and handle but is reputedly
a direct shipping ore requiring no concentration.

The district had produced about 14,000 long tons as of 1941,
containing from 25 to 51 percent of manganese. Most of this ore was
marketed in the Birmingham area.

The physical description (item 4 of application) submitted
by the applicant describesdeposits on the land of W. A, Smith and
Bertis Hill which propertyevidently lies within the district pmroper,





The applicant claims ore reserves in the vicinity of 3 million tons
averaging 30 percent manganese and higher for these properties, I
havi not been able to find any reserve estimates for the district

but the geologicy character of the deposits suggests that the ape
plicant's figure is mosaive.

It is apparent from item 5b, that the applicant has .’m—
clwled mining along with exploration and should be advisod to make
the necessary revisions in his application,

. The W, generalized and vague report on the manganese
property in Blount County, Alabama by B, L. Davis leaves amuch to be
desired, if one were to put it charitably. The location of this
property on the applicant's map is practically useless. It may be
the Vines property which G, W, Stose briefly makes reference to saying,
¥A small amount of hard ore was reported collected from the surface on
the Vines and A. W, Oden lands 7 to & miles northeast of Oneata. These
depusits are in the Fort Payne chert, southwest of the proved manganese
ore bodies and are probably not of commercial value."

Recommendations: The applicant should be remested to revise and
supplement the present application with the follawlng

(1) Eliminate mining costs from the application. This would
dispense with the request for a power shovel, bulldozer,
ore shed, tool house and vrobably the air compressor and
pumps. The labor and miscellaneous costs would &l so have
to be revised acoordingly.

(2) Purnish maps on the ¥W. A, Smith property giving t.he 1ocation
of the 15 prospect shafts, the location of the samples and
the assays of each, the exact area to be prospected and
location of the pronosed prospect shafts. These maps should
bs on a scale of 100 or 200 feet to the inch,

(3) Fumish a more detailed map showing the location of both
' Smith and Vine properties.

(4) Supply mdre information as to their reserve estinates of
about 3 millfon tons of & 30 percent manganese ore and
also identify the "recent geological surveye!" they refer

{5) Furnish a more detailed map showing the location of the
Vines property, as well as maps on 100 or 200 feet to the
inch showing the location of exploration shafts put down
on this property as well as indicate the location of the
plamned prospect shafts, Locatlion and assay of sampling
also should be posted on such maps. .

The Alabama Manganese Corporation has submitted an application
for aid in an exploration project the estimated cost of which is $23,985.

The location of the properties on the crude map submitted by
the aoplicant is wvague but they appear to lie in the area described by
C. W, Stose of the U, S. Geological Survey in an open file report en-
titled, "Manganese Deposits near Walnut Grove, Etowah and Blount County,
Alabama", The manganese deposits of this district are associated with
the Fort Payne chert, of Mississippian Age, on the northwest limb of
the Murphree Valley anticline. The ore consists of two types: (1) "hard
ore" occurs in the lower beds of the Fort Payne chert which outcrops
on the upper, steeper slopes of Red Mountain and consists of manganese
oxide, chiefly pyrolusite which cements and partly replaces brecciated
chert and is therefore a highly siliceous ore. It occurs as thin (1 to
6 inches thick) layers of ore bearing chert interbedded with relatively
barren chert. The ore has to be mined by blasting. Run of the mill
hard ore averages 15 to 23% Mn and 0.11% P. In order to market this
ore it would probably require fine crushing of the chert and briquetting
of the concentrate; (2) soft ore is mostly pulverent pyrolusite in chert
and clay that are residual from the weathering of the upper half of the
Fort Payne chert which is exposed on the lower, western slope of Red
Mountain. The ore bearing layers vary from stringers to beds 3 feet
thick. Ore has been concentrated by circulating ground water on low
terraces on the northwest slope of Red Mountain. In the lowlands at
the foot of the slope, it may be overlain by as much as 30 feet of clay
overburden. The ore is difficult to mine and handle but is reputedly
a direct shipping ore requiring no concentration.

The district had produced about 14,000 long tons as of 1941,
containing from 25 to 51 percent of manganese. Most of this ore was
mar<eted in the Birmingham area.

The physical description (item 4 of application) submitted
by the applicant describegdeposits on the land of W. A, Smith and
Bertis Hill which propertyevwidently lies within the district proper.






The applicant claims ore reserves in the vicinity of 3 million tons
averaging 30 percent manganese and higher for these properties., I
have not been able to find any reserve estimates for the district
but the geologicy character of the deposits suggests that the ap-
plicant's figure is excessive, '

It is apparent from item 5b, that the applicant has in-
cluded mining along with exploration and should be advised to make
the necessary revisions in his application.,

The wifqrd, generalized and vague report on the manganese
property in Blount County, Alabama by B. L. Davis leaves much to be
desired, if one were to put it charitably. The location of this
property on the applicant's map is practically useless. It may be
the Vines property which G. W. Stose briefly makes reference to saying,
"A small amount of hard ore was reported collected from the surface on
the Vines and A. W. Oden lands 7 to 8 miles northeast of Oneata. These
deposits are in the Fort Payne chert, southwest of the proved manganese
ore bodies and are probably not of commercial value."

Recommendations: The applicant should be requésted to revise and
supplenent the present application with the following:

(1) Eliminate mining costs from the application. This would

‘ dispense with the request for a power shovel, bulldozer,
ore shed, tool house and probably the air compressor and
pumps. The labor and miscellaneous costs would also have
to be revised accordingly.

(2) Furnish maps.on the W. A. Smith property giving the location
of the 15 prospect shafts, the location of the samples and
the assays of each, the exact area to be prospected and
location of the proposed prospect shafts. These maps should
be on a scale of 100 or 200 feet to the inch.

(3) Furnish a more detailed map showing the location of both
the Smith and Vine properties.

(4) Supply more information as to their reserve estimates of
about 3 million tons of + 30 percent manganese ore and

also identify the "recent geological surveys" they refer
to.

(5) Furnish a more detailed map showing the location of the
Vines property, as well as maps on 100 or 200 feet to the
inch showing the location of exploration shafts put down
on this property as well as indicate the location of the
planned prospect shafts. Location and assay of sampling
also should be posted on such maps.

(6) A statement on the ore dressing method proposed and of the

Answering paragraph 1 of the Department's letter of July 1l7th:
Giving in detail the amount of work required is virtually impossible
to answer, Unquestionably, bull dozer work will be required to un=-
cover the ore veins known to exist from 8 to 12 feet below the surface,
There will have to be a grea t number of shallow shafts ranging in
depth from 12 to 40 feet depending upon location and over~burden.
These shafts will be from 5 feet wide to about 6 feet in length. Both
Vine properties will have to be worked by incline shaft since the ore
on this property has a pitch of about 30 degrees Vest, the strike of
the main vein being north and south,

Attached hereto and made a part hereof are maps as requested by
the Department,

Answering request # 2 of the July 17th letter, maps on the Hill,
Elvin Vine and R. Be Vine properties show the location of the shafts,
from which samples were taken, the assay results of which are noted on
the maps.

Answering paragraph 3, the maps requested are herewith enclosed,

We will attempt to answer inquiries in paragraph L of the July 17
letter as follows: Mr. L. P. Davis, Vice-President of the applicant
company who has been actively engaged in geological work for twenty
years, has spent many months during the year 1952 actively surveying
the property and supervising the shaft work and prospecting. Iire. B. L.
Davis, whose report was attached to the original application herein
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and is a graduate mining engineer, confirms the opinion of Mr. L. P.
Davis. Based upon actual observations, it is the opinion of both
geologists that the estimate of 3 million tons of 30% Manganese 1is
modest., It is stated that the vein of ore is about 3 feet in depth
and would cover an area of several miles in width. More precise in-
formation 1s exactly what is intended to be secured through the assis-
tance sought in this application,

Referring to inquiry #5 of the July 17th letter, since no labor-
atory test has been made on this ore to determine the best method for
dressing the ore, this question can not be answered. That, too, is
what the applicant hopes to explore with the assistance of the Depart-
ment of Interior as herein applied for,

Owners' consents to liens are herein enclosed as requested in

4, (a) This Company has sunk approximately 15 shallow shafts to a depth

of 18 to 25 feet during the past two months. These shafts are located

on the property of William A. Smith and bertis Hill, the legal description
of which property is set forth in the attached leases under instruction #3
herein. The mine workings are easily accessible for examination purposes
from Alabama Highway 78, approximately 2 miles West of Walnut Grove, Algbama.

(b) Approximately 10,000 tons of manganese ore, averaging better than
40% and ranging in grade from 37% to 79% manganese ore, was taken from these
properties between the years 1929 and 1939. It is estlmated that the ore
reserves on these properties, based on recent geological surveys, would run
in the neighborhood of three million tons of manganese ore, of an average
better than 30% with large reserves of high grade ore which will assay as
high as 75% or better.

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REPORT ON MANGANESE PROPERTY IN BLOUNT

Location:

This property is located on Red Mountain in the North-
ern part of Blount County, Alabama, about eight miles from
Oneonta.

Red Mountain has a strike in a Northeast and Southwest
direction, it derives its name from a large vein of Red Hematite
