These prices are probably three to four times what would be considered
the normal price. This condition is no doubt due to the ocutting off

As of the end of the wonth the shaft was cleaned out and
rehabilitated to a depth of 165 feet. The shaft is not timbered
below the 140 foot level but it is in massive, dense sandstone
that is well tri:vmed and requires no support. Many old timbers

and boards mixed in with the nuck in the shaft has hanpered the
cleaning out operation.-

The upper 70 feet of the shalt revealed the mined out veln
extending both east and west from the shaft. Below this point
the steep southernly dip of the vein carries it south of the
shaft. At depths of 95 feet and 115 feet short drifts were
driven south from the shaft to intercept the east-west trending
vein.

He re-
quested that Gold supply copies of offers to purchase the truck..

On Feburary 7, 1952 I wrote Jonas that the operator had not
teminagted the contract -- I had terminated the contract under my
authority (Secretary's Order No. 2653 and paragraph 15 of Circular
Letter Noe 8) in accordance with MF-200 Article 17 (c¢).

We have your letter of May 15, 1952 as signed by
E. D, Tolbert for you on the reference subject.

I am extremely sorry that' I did not make myself clear
in comection with the sum of $298.97 disallowed on the purchase
of materials and supplies as claimed by the final billing in con-
nection with the reference contract by Ashley J. & Joe Gold, I
might have led you to believe that the materials were purchased in
comection with the contract. and paid for as agreed. This was
not the case. As indicated in my memorandum of April 3, 1952 to
the Regional Director and the tabulation attached thereto, materials
and supplies were purchased for use in connection with the explo-
ration contract for the duration of the contract. The sum finally
amounted to $798.97. Ashley J. & Joe Gold issued a check in the
amount of $500 which, together with the return of the materials
and supplies in the amount of $298.97, liquidated the claim, The
transaction represented an expenditure of only $500. If the claim
for the $298.97 is allowed to stand, and the government pays the
contractor the 75% of this amount, it will represent a net profit
to the contractor over and above the 75% of the allowable cost in
comnection with the contract.

According to our figures, the contractor actually spent
a net amount of $10,746.76 in connection with this contract.
Seventy-five per cent of this amount, or the contract participation,
is $8,060.07. Any amount in excess of the $8,060.07 represents
out-of -pocket cash by the government in excess of the terms of
the contract,

If you still feel that settlement should be made on the
basis of $798.97, it will be necessary in the interest of protecling
myself from a disallowance by the General Accounting Office to sub~
mit the account for preaudit by them.

We are resubmitting for your further information the
letter from Ashley J. Gold and his invoice together with our memo-
randum of April 3, 1952 to the Regional Director.

expenditure in connection with the reference contract, Should the origi-
nal claim of Ashley J. Gold and Joe Gold have been allowed to stand it is
my opinion that the results would have represented a profit to them on
both the sale of the pickup truck and the return of the material for
credit. However, since I have indicated my opinion by disallowance as
outlined in the memorandum of April 3, 1952, we are transmitting the
reclaim invoice to your office for a discussion and opinion by the DMEA.

Subjects Final report on DMA-1324X, Idm-E108, Otto Antimony mine.

Under the personal supervision of Ashley J. Gold, a lawyer
with admittedly no previous mining knowledge or experience, work be-
gan in August 1951 on Exploration Project DMA 1324X under Contract
Idm-E108 approved August 13, 1951 by Washington independently of
this office.

The project was visited and inspected on October 23, 1951
by myself and Verne C. Fryklund, Geologist with the U. S. Geological
Survey, and we observed and concluded that the work was progressing
as well, and as nearly in accordance with the terms of the contract,
as could be expected.

On December 8, 1951 Mr. Robert B. McElwaine, consulting
mining geologist for the project, phoned me that he had been able
to enter and inspect the mine on December 6, 1951 and said, "if ever
I saw the bottom of an ore body, this is it"., Observable evidence
indicated that all the ore had already been mined oute He added
that the pump had broken down and the mine was in the process of
flooding up again. He stated that he had recommended to Ashley J.
Gold that, on the basis of his underground observations, and con-
clusions, he recommended that the project be terminated immediately
as no further expenditure of money was justified. He accordingly
asked my permission to close down the project and wind it up, which
I granted on the basis of Article 17 item (c) of the contract. This
phone conversation was confirmed in writing by a letter to Ashley Je
Gold dated December 10, 1951.

The final report by R. B. McElwaine transmitted to this
office under letter dated January 25, 1952, which records the ob-
served geologic and engineering facts, and with which I concur, is
hereby accepted by this Field Team, thereby ending the project.
