Receipt is acknowledged of your letter dated April 14, 
1953,and we regret that our expression of indignation was con-
strued to reflect on any member of your Field Team. In fact, we 
thought we were expressing our appreciation for being very frank, 
thus saving us and your office a lot of time and expense on a hope-
less task.

For your information I am enclosing herewith copies of all cor-
respondence between this office and Mr. Thos. R. Howse of the Thos. R. 
Howse Co., 1481 Peabody Avenue, Memphis, Tennessee. I assume that you 
have already received a copy of Mr. Howse's last letter to this office. 
That assumption is based on his statement in his letter expressing his 
intention to send you a copy. 


Mr. Howse's recent letter to us implies that a breach of tact 
and of cooperativeness has beenoDinmitted by this office. I contend 
that not only is the opposite true but our letter to him dated 
March 13, 193 to which Mr. Howse took such strong exception was 
sent in all good conscience in an effort to be cooperative and 
helpful. Following is a chronological summation of all corre-
spondence between Thos. R. Howse Co. and this office: 


March 9, 1953 - letter to this office signed by 
Thos. FL Howse of Thos. FL Howse Co. Mr. Howse re-
quests forms with which to make application for DMEA 
project on western Arkansas manganese, also rsque,sts 
"Certification of Discovery or Development." 


March 13, 193 - letter written by Clinton C. Knox 
addressed to Thos. R. Howse Co., Memphis, Tennessee. 
Letter states that MF-103 forms are being forwarded 
and that a "Certi fication of Discovery or Development" 
would be obtained only as a result of a successful 
DMEA project. Further remarks advised the applicant 
to present convincing evidence showing that western 
Arkansas manganese can be produced at a profit. (This 
letter was composed and sent during my absence from 
Joplin on field examination in Texas.)

In response to the ' .request in your letter of March 9, l93, the 
1IF-1O3 forms on which to prepare your application for the Government 
aid on the proposed manganese exploration project, are herewith enclosed 
along with DIIEA Order-i and. a booklet describing the Defense 1Iinera1s 
Program. 


The "Certification of a Discovery or Development" that'you inquired 
about obtaining in connection with your manganese discovery in Montgomery 
or Polk Counties, Arkansas, would Only be made by the Government within 
6. months after the close of DA project work which was considered to 
have resulted in finding an ore deposit from which production might be 


V 	 obtained during 10 years hence.. The Operator is required to pay to the 
Government the specified royalty on any such productions :until its . 
contribution on the project work is repaid. 


In hopes of assisting on the application, I suggest it should present 
very convincing evidence to oVercome all the unfavorable information 
that has been available to us. concerning the western Arkansas manganese 
deposits. From the results of the old mining andprospecting there, 
the various investigations of the State and Federal Geological Surveys, 
and all DIVIEA projects and examination work during the past 2 years, we 
have yet to see any tangible proof of ore deposits there which according 
to. the proper definition, are mineral deposits.that could be mined at 
a profit. 


This office is glad to be of any assistance in preparing your appli-
cation.
