Dear Mr. East: 


We are enclosing application of Dalton Robinette, 
Box 501, Kingman, Arizona. for a loan cf $100,000 to equip and. 
operate a tungsten property in Arizona. 


The Geological Survey has the following general in-
formation on the properties: 


Bull Canyon group of claims 


Scheelite and wolframite occurs in narrow quartz veins 
in granite. 


Worked intermittently 1937-1944 with estimated output 
of 3,000 units of W03 , mostly from Iguana No. 2 claim. 


Claims were held in 1943, two-thirds by Boriana Mining 
Company and one-third by Dalton Bobinette. Apparently same in-
terest prevails in 1950. 


Reserves estimated May 1943 at 4,500 tons measured and 
indicated ore containing 4,500 units, probably in part inferred. 


Tungstenite claims 


Located in 1947. No other information is at hand. 


The reserves are apparently insufficient to warrant 
a loan of $100,000.
