It seems thst your department is inclined to turn down the McMahon 
group on the results of the 1942 examination of the property. 


My examination of the property indicates that the Geologist, 0. H. 
Hershey, was right 'when he stated oil page 1 of 'his report 01n 
general lower assays were secured' fiom the drill holes than from 
cross cuts or raises afterwards driven along them". In fact 
your examination of the ground at '6Li0 south showed' very little 
good ore, and none over 2.4% copper: I mined approximately 20 
tons in this same spot that averaged over 15. , % and 73 tons which 
I shipped, and. was paid for an average 5.% by the smelters,; 
600 tons was mined and removed from ., directly below this spot 
on the 210 ft. level and shipped to: the Phelps Dodge smelter as 
'a test shipment (They paid on a bisis of 57 lbs copper). 


These facts are definately accurate as very few smelters'l 
pay for ore that they do not receive, and are not very ilk 
to pay for copper that is not in the ore. Thespcts indicWX 
that your drill holes are very misleading, as f\ the value 
of this property is concernek. 


Your delay and lack of interest in the	 r on thi roperty 
l's very discouraging.;.. As a matter of f \	 about to conclude 
that the Dept. lè really not	 interes e'4 copper production. 
Your attitude indicates that y 	 ht be b ested in a deposit 


' where no brains were required	 'work out a satisfactory extraction 
'and where 'a large amount' of hi g ' o e.rcial ore, was blocked, out 
ready to mine which could. be extr c dby the simplest of conventional 
methods. 


Deposits of the above type are indeed scarce and when they exist 
they, are usually held at an extremely high price or are already 
producing.  


I admire a certain amount of eaution in spending public funds and 
•	 suggest that the-'most cautious proceedure possible would be to 


advance sufficient funds to mine and stack the ore where your 
engineers could sample and assay it, in an amount sufficient to 
pay all costs of installing the mill before any money is advanced 
for the actual building of any mill on the ground. (This should 


not 
take longEr or be very bard to do). 


'	 Your delay 'i.s putting me in a very embarrassing position as I 
would like to hold this property until I can put it into production, 
payments are soon due on the proprty and I am not much interested 
In producing 'a 'few.tons of high grd.e or sjfficIent to make, the 
eyinents if there is no future in the proJec.
