The Metate chrysotile asbestos prospect in the NWg, Sec, 15,
T. 6 N., R, 14 E,, Gila and Salt River B. and M,, is the subject of a
proposed exploration program to cost $45,000, Ninety percent of the
exploration cost was to be borne by the Government.. The writer
examined the property in June 26, 1951, Although the ore zones ere
poorly exposed, it is obvious that the geologic setting is unfavorable
for an_asbestos deposit of much consequence; therefore it is recommended
that a loan for exploration be denied,

The Metate asbestos deposit is approximately 15 feet below the
top of an east-facing 80-foot high cliff along one of the minor
tributaries to Cherry Creek, which in this vicinity has cut a canyon
over 3000 feet deep., This is a locality of rugged reiief; in profile
cliffs 50 to 200 feet high alternate with steep brush- and timber-
covered slopes, Talus obscures many of the outcrops., At the altitude
of the Metate claims, approximately 6200 feet, there is mature fir and

yellow pine timber, Adequate water for domestic use and a small mining

operation can be developed from nearby springs. The area is likely to
be inaccessible due to heavy snowfall for several weeks at a time during
the months December to March of a normal winter,

The deposit can be reached from the Globe-Young road by 5
miles of poor mountain road and approximately % mile of steep, narrow
trail, The prospect is serviced from the end of the road by a 1100
foot aerial tramway., The junction of the mine road and the Globe-Young
road is at the Reynolds Falls Forest Service Ranger Station 47,7 road
miles from Globe, Arizona,

The asbestos occurs as narrow, non-persistent, cross-fiber
veins in 5 serpentine zones that parallel bedding in the almost flat-
lying gnarly limestones of the upper member of the pre—Caﬁbrian Mescal
formation, The fiber in all zones is for the most part soft and of high
tensile strength, The bottom zone contains only traces of asbestos in
places, but in other places the veins total as much as 2% inches in
thickness. This zone contains the most asbestos. The other zones are
2, 3, 9%, and 13 feet respectively above the bottom zone., Veins con-
taining traces to 2 inch thicknesses of asbestos occur in the 4 upper
zones but the lenses that contain appreciable quantities of asbestos
in these zones are more widely separated laterally than in the lowest
zone, The fiber exposed in any one zone or in any combination of 2 or
more zones that might be exploited from a single mine heading is
insufficient to warrant miﬁing. The lower 3 zones are exposed by one
50-foot adit and by béhches along the cliff face, The upper 2 zones are
exposed by a 25~foot adit, Some stqping has been done along the sides
of both adits, Possibly 1 to 3 fons of all grades of asbestos have

been produced from the deposit-, The serpentine zones contain asbestos
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intermittently for approximately 120 feet along the exposed cliff
face to the east of the adits, West of the workings deep soil and
talus cover the asbestos horizons.,

A thick concordant diabase sill is in contact with the limestone
an estimated 80 feet below the lowest fiber horizon., The limestone dips
5-10 degrees to the southwest. This dip may represent drag due to a
discordant diabase intrusion in the talus-covered area 50-60 feet west
of the adits, It can only be guessed from the attitude of the limestones
that such an intrusion might exist., There are no exposures elong the
steep slopes to the west that suggest such a discordant intrusion. Diabase
which eats through the horizons of mineralization is one of the favorable
factors in asbestos localization in the Arizona district. If such Qiabase
does exist, the asbestos-serpentine zones might be more persistent toward
the diabase. The applicant is now digging through the overburden to
determine whether or not such is true.

The asbestos-bearing zones are aBout>BQ-40 feet below the top
of the upper member of the Mescal limestone., Nearly all minable asbestos
deposits in Arizona are in the lower member of the Mescal limestone,

Past experience in the Gila County asbestos district has shown thet minable
quantities of chrysotile occur in the upper member only rarely, and then
only where there is much shattering of the iimestone due to fhrust
faulting or where the upper member is not massive and gnarly as is normal,
but is flat-bedded and thin- to thick-bedded. There are no thrust faults
exposed in the vicinity of the Metate deposit, The Metate deposit is

close to an area where the upper Mescal limestone member is flat-bedded,

However, in the vicinity of the deposit the gnarly, massive character
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predominates, Bedding-plane faulting, which is one of the most
significant factors in localizing Arizona asbestos deposits, seldom
is effective in shattering and preparing the gnarly limestones for
mineralization., There is little bedding-plane displacement at the
Metate prospect, In numerous places in Gila County unsuccessful
attempts to mine asbestos in areas of similar geologic environment have
ghown conclusively that only small, non-persistent lenses of serpentine
and asbestos exist in such areas, Even if a discordant diabase intrusion
(at present hypothetical) does exist under the talus to the west of the
adits, it is unlikely that more than a few tons of chrysotile exist.
If these few tons of fiber do exist, past experience in the district
indicates that most of the fiber likely will be short, Therefore it
would take a large tonnage of such asbestos to amortize an exploration
program, It is unlikely that more than a ton or two of asbestos of
spinning (strategic) lengths would be developed. This writer, on the
basis of past experience in the district, would expect that no appreciable
tonnage of asbestos of even non-spinning grades exists in the geologic
environment of the Metate deposit. |

Because of the geologic improbability of an asbestos deposit
of minable size existing in the Metate area, it is recammended that

Government participation in an exploration program be denied,

We have examined our asbestos files and find no data on
the properties of Metate Asbestos Mines, Inc., in Gila County, Arizona,

for which a development loan and an exploration grant hdg'been requested.

The applications contain no indication that the Metate
Asbestos Mines Co. has evidence for reserves of sufficient size to
justify the $108,000 development loan requested. Even if the development
loan application is not worthy of consideration, an exploration project .
may be warranted. Consequently, I suggest that this application be
sent to the field team for evaluation of both the exploration application
and the development loan application. If insufficient evidence for
reserves of strategic asbestos can be found by the field team, the
application for a development loan should be denied, and only the
exploration proposal should be considered.

If, as you have told me, you also have an exploration appli-
cation from the American Asbestos Cement Co., then it would be wise to
make a field evaluation of their proposal at the same time the Metate
properties are examined, Even if no exploration application has been
received from the American Asbestos Cement Co., the field team may wish
to find out what has been happening. You will remember that all action
on the American Asbestos Cement Co. application was stopped several
months ago for lack of evidence for reserves. The company stated at
that time that a drilling program was being started, and DMA agreed to
reconsider the application as soon as the drilling results were available,
Perhaps now is the time to take this application out of the deep freeze
