Carl D. Brry and Associates propose to explore the War 
Eagle and War Eagle	 ]. manganese claims. • This exploration work is to 
be carried out in four phases.	 These are: 


1.	 Excavating 10 surface trenches across the vein. 	 These

surface extension and vue of the ore. 	 The originai pro-


/ posal contemplated the use of a bulldozer to help dig these 
trenches.	 Due to the roughness of the terrain, it will be 
nece ssary to dig these by hand.	 This work will be done by 
contract. 


2.	 If the first phase is successful then the second phase 
should be started.	 This second step will consist of drifting 
to intersect the downward extension of the vein. 	 This would 
require 250' of drifting in a brecciated zone at a cost of 
$42 per foot,	 If the vein is intersected and shows a grade of 
ore which warrants additional exploration, the third part of 
the program should be begun.

3. This stage of the project consists of drifting 100 
feet in each direction in the vein. Drfting in the vein 
will cost slightly less than the phase 2 adit in the brec-
dated, zone. An estimated cost of $35 per foot would give a 
total cost of $7,000. This phase of work should not be car-
ried. beyond the limits of the ore body. If the ore pinches 
out or becomes so low in grade as to be unsalable to the 
Deining stockpile exploration work shou1d cease. 


4. Step #4. will be drifting 300 feet in the vein and should 
probably be carried out on the 1Tar Eagle claim. If this 
drifting should reach the limits of the ore body, exploration 
should cease immediately. The total cost of this work will be 
$].o,5o0. 


The program as outlined above, if successful, may indicate 
500,000 tons of 15 to 25% manganese. 


D. W. Jaquays and Company of Phoenix, Arizona has submitted 
bids to the applicant for the proposed exploration work. Although a. 2 
profit is taken by the contractor, the overall cost of $42 a foot in brec-
ciated ground is probably as cheap as the applicant could. do it themselves. 
There would be no question of labor, competency of the applicant, or the 
availability of equipment.

Dear Mr. Holderer: 


We agreed with Mr. Jacoby this morning to make. the following changes 
in our proposal to ecplore the War Eagle manganese claims located, near Bouse, 
Arizona.


To add the following two steps to our proposal as follows: 


STEP #3. To drive two drifts from the center crosscut 
tunnel 100 1 in each direction following the ore 
vein. To sample the ore taken from these drifts 
and if these samples assay to a quality of 15% Mn 
or better, to proceed with Step #4. 


STEP*4	 To continue drifting in the direction of the 
heaviest concentration of the ore body another 300' 
- sampling as we proceed.. 


We estimate that these additional steps would add to the cost of the 
project as follows: 


STEP #3.	 Cost for drifting is estimated at about $30 
to $35 a foot. Total cost of this step would. 
therefore be about $7000.

With further reference to my memo of March 17 concerning the 
applicant's proposal to explore, develop and mine manganese ores from the 
War Eagle claims, Yuma County, Arizona. 


On May 9, 1951 conversation was held with Mr. Sagar (associated with 
Iir. Berry) which was supposed to clarify the difference of opinion regarding 
ore reserves. A report was being made at that time by the Department of 
Mineral iesources for the State of Arizona, and it was expected that Mr. Sagar 
would have that report for our consideration. It was finally received on 
May 16, and indicates that the work the applicant has done on the property 
to date is considerably less extensive than either Mr. Berry or Mr. Sagar 
suspect. Five samples, listed as originally having weighed 50 lbs. are 
reported; but there is no indication as to what each sample is representative 
of L The location of the samples is indicated in a photograph, and all of 
them were taken from a relatively small area in the mineralized zone. It 
is the same area I observed in 1944, and estimated to contain 25,000 tons 
of 20 to 25% manganese. The 5 samples listed ranged from 17 to 35% manganese, 
and averaged 24% manganese. 


The report from the State Engineer corroborates the impression 
originally conveyed that the material of this grade represents only a small 
fraction of the mineralized zone, and that the average grade of material present 
in Quantities amounting to a million or two tons would undoubtedly be much less. 


It is obvious that the present information is insufficient to give 
favorable action to the original request for a loan of 14,0 00, 000, and on the 
basis of this information there is probably considerable doubt that the proposal 
will ever be approved. There is room, however, for additional inforr'ation 
concerning the actual grade and distribution of manganese in a mineralized 
breccia zone at the War Eagle claims and it is suggested that Berry and his 
associates be encouraged to submit sri exploration proposal designed to supply 
that information. The work should include preparation of a topographic map 
at perhaps 100 ft. to the inch, and such trenching as may be necessary to 
expose the breccia zone so that accurate samples can be taken over its entire 
width. Samples at intervals of 100 ft. would be adeouate in the more sparsely 
mineralized areas but it might prove desirable to sample at intervals of 50 
feet in the vicinity of the known ore shoots. The total cost of such a project 
should not exceed five or ten thousand dollars, Underground exploration, as 
recomrended by the State Engineer, should not be undertaken until the above 
information has been obtained from surface exposures.

The essential information regarding location, extent and geological 
features of this property, are embodied in a report by Llgin D.Holt, made for 
this I)epartment, Lay 15th, 1941. 


This memoranda provides additional information regarding the extent 
of the main shoot of manganese and puts on record the results of sampling in 
late 1950 rind early 1951. 


The estimated tonnage of ore available above the crosscut tunnel 
recommended in the Holt report is 900,000 tons, distributed over a length of 
1100 feet for an average width of 50 feet. Neither the hanging-wall nor the 
foot-wall breccia has been sampled or measured. The width of these breccia 
zones varies from 100 to 400 feet and possibly more. The lnngth of these zones 
is greater than the length of the principal ore shoot. It is possible that 
this material could be mined profitably, if not as a mass at least by selective 
mining. The potential value can be determined only by extensive exploration and 
close sampling. The distribution of manganese minerals in these zones is 
sufficient to justify a careful exploratory program. 


Prospecting should begin with the crosscut tunnel (approminiately 200 
feet in lengthj recommended in the Holt report • Uhen the principal manganese 
ore shoot is reached drifting northwest and southeast should be undertaken to 
determine the volume and value of the material in this shoot. It would be vary 
desirable to continue this initial crosscut into the foot-wall brodcia for a 
distance to be determined by what is disclosed. Because the manganese content 
diminishes, on the surface, from the main shoot into the breccia it is quite 
impossible to estimate how far this crosscut should be driven 0 From the drifts 
other osploratory croascuts should be made beyond both the foot-wall and the 
hanging..wafl at intervals. 


At the extreme northwest of the high-grade shoot there is no further out.-
crop of high-grade manganese. The shoot may persist below the masking surface 
features for some distance beyond this knovn outcrop. 


Reference to the attached photograph, taken from a point appromimately 
300 feet southeast of A, looking in a northwesterly direction along the center 
lipe of the two claims, will give a better idea of the situation for a distance 
of from 700 to 1000 feet along the principal shoot.

The present proposal is based on èompletely unrealistic 


estimates of ore reserves (2,000,000 tons). Actual reserves, estimated by both 


the Bureau of Mines and the Geological Survey are in the neighborhood of 25,000 


tons. On this basis the present plant would have to be amortized at the fantastic 


rate of $o.00 per ton of product. 


The loan is requested to purchase mining and milling equipment, 


reducing furnaces, leaching tanks, electrolytic eciuipment, and buildings.

Gentlemen:


Your application for a loan of $34,125,000 for the purpose of 
developing mines and build treatment plants for the benefication of 
manganese ores has been considered by the Defense Minerals Adiirinistration. 


Thens of this type are made against future production only when 
there is a reasonable assurance that reserves are sufficient to pay off 
the loan. Although you have estimated reserves at 2,000,000 tons, you have 
not furnished any sound data to substantiate this figure other than opin-
ions.


According to the reports of examinations made by United States 
Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines of the War Eagle Claims in 1942 and 
1944, it was estimated that reserves of 25,000 tons of 20 to 25 percent 
manganese ore could be realized. Based upon these knowa facts,. we regret 
that your request for a loan has been denied. 


It is planned to establish a Government depot at Deming, New 
Mexico, r the sampling and purchase of manganese ores produced in New 
Mexico and Arizona. As soon as definite arrangements for this depot are 
completed the information will be announced throughout the Southwest to 
allow sufficient time for producers to reopen their mines and begin ship-
ments to this depot when it is ready. Government funds are not available 
for the type of program outlined in your proposal. It is hoped that tunds 
may become available on a matching basis for exploration only and would 
not apply of course to the treatment of ores. 


In the meantime should you have a mining program more in keeping

for location. The nearest shipping point is Bouso, located on the Santa Fe R. R., 
which is accessible by a good desert wagon or truck road. 


ME'PAL5: Manganese: Wad, mnanganite, hematite, silica and some barite are all 
constituents of the ore. 


TOPOGRAIIY: The deposit occurs in an area of moderate relief marked by ridges and 
isbllitod peaks, with elevations a few hundred feet above the surrounding plain, 
drained by washes tkt flow north to the Williams River. 


VIATER: The nearest water supply is the Williams River, 4niiles to the north, with a 
difference in elevation between river and mine of about 1,000 feet. 


GEOLOcW: "The rocks in the vicinity consist of an older series of granite gnoiss 
vorlain by bands of limestone and amphibolite, massive limestone, and metamorphosed 
shalos; and a younger series of sandstone, calcareous sandstone, and detritus and 
wash material.

by shallow test pits and short tunnels. At the middle of this .shoot there is an 
exposure of manganese ore 50 feet in width, assaying more or less as follows:
