were exposed in the mlne workings.

(b) The actual vein on which the shaft is sunk
is described by the R. F. C. engineer as "barely in evidence at
the surface and that nowhere on the property are there any
contlnuous exposures : :

(e) The owner, Dr. Palmer, has continued the
work chiefly because of the finding of a small lens of bdnanza
gold ore on the 215 level in 1918, which is said to have been

_stoped by unauthorized persons prior to unwatering of the mine

in 1937. His interest in the past was mainly a hobby.

(d) 'The views of numerous engineers agree that
no 51zeab1e ore body would be encountered by additional work.

(e) Seventeen samples taken by the R F, C.
engineer assayed from nothing to a maximum of }.22 percent
copper, ranging in width from 2 to 32 inches. These confirmed
the scattered and lenticular occurrence of copper mineralization,

The applicant has proposed- on a purely speculative
basis to expend about $25,000, chiefly in diamond drill explor—
ation to be contracted on a basis of $5,00 per foot. He claims
a lens of ore exposed from the surface to the 215-feot level
about L2 feet x L} feet, which is said to be continuous,

From the evidence contained in the R. F. C, reports
the Copper Committee concludes that such exploration would not
result in any substantial discoveries of ore other than already
indicated. The ore now exposed near the surface and upper
levels is readily available for mining, as the equlpment and
shaft are presumably in good condition. :
