Enclosed are original a'nd 7 copies of the above report 
by Charles A. Kumke and Brinton C. Brown of the Bureau of Mines. 
No separate geological report will be submitted. 


The old Shannon (Copper Belle) mine was worked many 
years ago, the low-grade copper ore being sent to the Shannon 
smelter at Clifton, Arizona; and used as a basic flux. The grade 
of copper was only about 1.34 percent but the ore was valuable 
for its pyrite content. 


The mine now is accessible only by going down the 
vertical Penberthy shaft which Kumke says is in poor condition and 
dangerous. Therefore, data for the report have been obtained from 
sources other than an examination of the underground workings. 


This report has my approval.
