REPORT ON
PTARL CHTIICAL DIVILOP I7¥T CORPORATION

The property embraced in this report is situated
in the Cave Creek ilining District, approximately seven
ailes by road or four miles in an airline westerly
from the tovn of Cave Creex, the latter beiny about 28
miles northeast of Phoexix, Arizona. Seven of the 21
n1ining claims in the group are patented, eight are
located on Federal land and six on State land. Total
acerage involved is approximately 400.

The surface formation in the area covered by the
clains is composed of rhyolite, dacite and andesite in
the hizher elevations, and, lowver in the flat areas, Dby
loose sand, zravel and quartz-jasper fragments, carried
dovn from hizher elevations. Undoubtedly the izgneous
rocks extend under the latter, as is indicated in various
washes. The igneous rocks have underszone much shearing,
especially so in the areas of zreatest mineralization.
However, some massive dacite and andesite, betveen areas
of shearing, were observed. The strike of the schistosity
varies from North 30 degrees to 40 degrees Rast, and the
average dip is vertical, varyinz only slightly either vay.

o distinct mineralized areas, with copper indicat-
ions, the Knob Hill and the Copper Top, Vere studied in
detail. Other areas containing minor amounts of copper
carbonates were deemed of insufficient importance to
warrant any further study. In all cases the copper occurs
in.a highly sheared siliceous material with the copper
carbonates occuring in quartz seams, and as films on the
~faces of fractured rock, and but rarely as a constituent
of the rock.

Knob Hill. ©See Plat 1.

This deposit of copper occurs on the top of a hill
overlooking the remaining property. A shaft, 4ft.x 5ft.
was sunk to a depth of 12 feet, in the most prounising
nineralization. All the material removed from the shaft
is still on the dump, with the graded ore in a separate
pile. The mineralized zone, in which the shaft was sunk,





is four feet wide and dips vractically vertical.

otrike is North 30 dezrees Rast. Botn walls of the

zone are vwell defined, but not mineralized. All copper
mineralization occurs in quartz seams and in fractures
between quartz fragmnents, with zouze material between

the seams. The copper in the ore on the dump is in the
fora of carbonates and silicates, mostly as films on
fractured quartz. linor amounts of copper carbonate occurs
in the surface rock, in the shear zone, for a distance
of 50 feet from the shaft in the northeasterly direction.
At this point the slope of the hill drops off sharply,
and, in effect, exposes the shear zone at a much greater
deptih than is exposed in the vpottom of the shaft.

No mineralization, in the form of copper carbonate

or oxidized material is present beyond this point,
indicating a very limited area of aineralization in

the vicinity of tne shaft. :luch the same surface

contour exists southwesterly from the shaft, but with

no copper carbonates present at any point in this
direction. A1l of which is indicative of a very limited
area of mineralization, both horizontally and in depth.
It would thus appear that further exploration at this
site is not warranted.

Conper Top. ©See Plat 2.

The zone of mineralization in this area extends
over a lenzth of approximately 1200 feet. All the .
promisinyg areas on the surface have been explored.
Although definite hanging- anc footwalls are present in
areas formerly workea, it is felt that the designation
of "zone", rather .han “vein", is preferable, inasmuch
as the walls are in evidence over relatively short
distances; the intervening areas being marked by
shearingz only.
zluch of the 1200 feet of the zone is barren of all
mineralization, althouzh the zone can be traced on the
surface. The width of tihe zone varies frowm four feet
to practically only a slight evidence of its presence.
The averaze strike is Worth 50 dezrees Fast, and the
dip vertical, or only-a few Zdegrees either vay.

Tne most encouraging occurrence of copper is in and

near the main vertical shaft, located at the
nortneast end of tie zone. The shaft was sunk fron
the top of a hill, in the zone vwaere the minerali-
zation, consistinzg of strinzers of copper carbonates,
extenas over a four-7foot widtn. A tunnel, criven
in a northeasterly direction, intersects the shaft
at the 50-foot level, 140 feet from its portal. It
was ariven past the shaft, but is inaccessible cue
to the condition of the shaft. The tunnel picked
up the zone 127 feet fron the portal,and, presumedly,
continues in the zone past the shaft. A winze was
sunk off the tunnel at the point where tne shear
zone vas lintersected, and, by reflected lamp light,
it appears to be at least 40 feet Geep, and that
sone stoping may have been done betveen it and the
shaft, some 30 feet below the tunnel level.

The mineralized area bvetween tlhe winze and saaft
on the tunnel levél is practically completely oxidized
and leached, only copper stain remaining on unalterec
quartz fragments and wall rock. No sulpnides were noted
in any of the workinzs or on the dunmp.

AS noted on Plat 2 some shallow work was done at
various points in the zone in its southwesterly
extension. At the extremne end a shaft was sunk, and
reportedly is 138 feet deep..Apparently some stoping
had been done near the surface. The shaft timbers
nave either caved in or have been removed, mxcent for
the first 20 feet, in and near tie shaft, all
workings are inaccessible. A1l vein materisl is
completely oxidized, as is much of the material on 0uic
aump, sone of which contains copper carbonates.

The aineralized zone in this area averases four feet
in width and the dip vertical, wita a tendency
toward the soutivest.

Based on verbpal reports from olad tiners, nining
activity in this area vas suspendaed about thae year
1210, when the pamp was unable to cope with the f]ow
of water encounterec in the main shaft at about the
300-foot level. The bump, according to reports, is
8till at the bottom of thie shaft. These sa.e sources
cred%t the aine with sone ore production, nined
below the tunnel level, and fron vorkings in the
southwesterly end of the zone. 4t the Present tine
vater stands in the shaft at about 210 feet below tne
tunnel level, whicnh would indicate about 49 feet of
vater in the shaft.






All of the shaft timbers, froa the collar to perhaps
the 30-foot level have either been renoved or are
nunz up in the shaft above the tunnel level. The
tinbering from the tunnel level to the present

water level is unsafe, s0 no examinatlion vas possible
below the tunnel level. A 4-inch water column, fron
the tunnel level dovn, appears to be intact, as

does a ladder in the manwvay of the shaft.

In view of the oxidized and leached condition
of the mineralizecd areas in the zone, both at the
intersection of the wmain shaft anc tuanel, and at
the southwesterly end of the zohe, it vwould be
lozical to assumne an enrichaed area at or near the
norizon wnere viater was first encountered in the
shaft. The areas of oxicdation and leachinz are not
extensive, and the orizinal copwver content of the
prinary ore is unknown.

‘fuch of the material on the dump at the nain snaft
consists of non-mineralized rock. Presumably this
vas the last rock to be hoisted. Tunis would indicate
one of two conditions: either the shaft passed out
of the oxidized zone in ite dovnward extension, or
the oxidized zone did not extend to the bottom of
the shaft. The former condition appears the most
lozgical, inasmuch as a dip of the foot-wall of

only two dezrees would put the vertical shaft out

of the =mineralized zone some distance above the
present bottom.

The relatively 1liited area of oxidation anc
leaching, ineofar as 1t relates Lo conmercial
copper deposits, is a factor which must be considered,
From a study of the presently available areas one
must conclude that large orebodies at depth are not
to be anticipated.

Gven though the indications for a copper deposit
are considerably more promisinz on tihe tunnel

level tnan they are directly above, on the surface,
one cannot assuae that that condition will proz-
ressively improve witn deptn.

The present condition of the main shaft, as far

cdown as & reflected 1ight indicates, is such that it
could be reconditioned at little expense, As stated
above, the water column in the shaft appears to be
intact, and could be put into service again. The
advantage of an existing shaft making available a

study of geological conditions 250 feet below the
presently observable workings, 1s apparent. With the
shaft reconditioned, at least on the tunnel level, one
could determine the exact area of mineralization at that
point; it undoubtedly extends farther northeasterly,

on the tunnel level, Any information obtained at the -
bottom of the shaft could reasonably be applied to '
conditions existing at a similar elevation below the N
workings at the southwesterly end of the zone. L

It should be stressed that no official ore produc-
tion records are at present avallable.Any data, relative
to tonnage and grade of ore mined, would be an important
factor in arriving at a final decision on future
activities. Every effort has been made to obtain such
data but it is not available, Even 1f it should indicate
only a small tonnage of commercial ore mined, at any
point below the tunnel level, one could feel justified 1n i
jnitiating an exploration program, the first step of which !
would involve the reconditioning and dewatering of the q

main shaft.
