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51J}IMARY, CONCLUSICNS AND RECOMATIONS 


By Chas.A. Kumke and C. S.. Broinfield 


It was requested in April1952 by the Operating Corn-


niittee, Defense Minerals Exploration AdministratIon that 


the Field Team, Region IV, have the Copper Glance prospect 


examined in Pima County, Ariz. Applicant George A. 6]4gh, 


Jr. Of Tucson, Ariz. was asking for assistance in exploring 


his property, a copper prospect 35 miles southwest of Tucson. 


Sligh proposed to deepen the single compartment, in-


clined shaft from its present depth of 160 feet to 210 feet, 


then crosscut to the west for 15 feet to cut the vein, and 


do approximately 100 feet of drifting on the veIn. 


On April 25, 1952 a Bureau of Mines engineer and a 


geologist from the Geological Survey visited the property. 


It consists of a group of 12 full claims, 3 claims in length 
and claims in width. 


The deposit occuxs as a quartz vein cf varying thicbiess 


in a steeply dipping schist. The vein strikes N. 10° W. and 


is parallel to the schist in which it occurs, Quartz is 
exposed in several outcrops for a length of 500 feet. The 
vein, varying in thikness from 6 inches to 6 feet, has been 


explored by several shallow prospect pits and a 160-foot 


inclined single-compartment shaft with short crosseuts to 
the vein at 100. and 160 feet (figs. 2 & 3). Copper occurs as

chrysocolla on fracture surfaces In the quartz , with , a very 


small amount of chalcocite scattered in the greenstained 


quartz. The copper mineralization is weak and spotty. No 


where on surface nor underground is there any material that 


could be classed, as minabie ore under present conditions. 


There is no reason to expect a decided improvement with 


additional depth, either in the strength of the vein or in 


the grade of the ore. . 


It is recommended that the application be denied.

GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The Copper Glance Mine is on the nortIest side of the 


Sierrita Mountains, Pima County, Arizona. The property lies near the 


base of the mountains on the pedthnent surface which slopes gently 


westward to the Altar Valley. The extremes of al titude on the claims 


do not exceed l to 20 feet. The property consists of 12' full claims 


located four claims wide and three claims long and oriented in a' 


general north-south direction (Fig. Ii.). 


The main mass of the northern Sierrita Mountains are conosed 


of granitic rocks. These rocks are flanked to the west by steeply 


dipping regLonally metamorphosed rocks of both sedimentary and 


volcanic origin which underlie a group of low foothills and an adjacent 


•	 pediment area. The age of these rocks is uncertain. In the immediate 


area of the Copper Glance claims the country rock is a low-grade 


metamorphic rock, probably originally an argillaceous sediment. The 


rock is blue-gray in color and approaches a p]rUite in character. 


Small knots or patches of chlorite are common in the rock. Ita 


foliation strikes northerly and dips at angles from the vertical to 


ijO east.


DESCRIPTION OF DEPOSIT 


Weak copper mineralization is found at the Copper Glance 


Mine in a qjiartz vein striking N. 10 0 W., essentially parallel to the 


strike and dip of foliated phyllite in which it occurs. The vein dips 


at generally steep angles to the east and, where exposed at the surface 


and underground, ranges from 6 inches to 6 feet in width. Quartz is 


exposed in three scattered outcrops over a length of Li5O feet. From 


the al ignment of the outcrops along the same general strike it is

probable they represent the same vein. Where the quartz vein rops 


out it is 2-S feet thick and projects above the weaker phyllitic 


country roak. At intermediate points along the strike where there are 


no outcrops the assumption seems reasonable that the vein has pinched 


to narrow width or is absent. 


The vein has been explored by several shallow prospect pits 


and. a. i60 foot shaft which is inclined approximately 1i5° to the south 


in the plane of the vein. There are two levels at 100 and 160 feet 


respectively. Each has short 30 foot drifts in the vein (Fig. 2). 


Chrysocolla occurs on fracture surfaces in the quartz, 


along with a few grains of chalcocite. Ganguexninerals in addition 


to quartz include small amounts of siderite, arikerite (?), calcite, 


o


and dark tourinaline. Throughout the vertical rqnge in which the 


vein is exposed the character of the mineraliation is the same. 


A sample was taken across the vein on both the 100 and 160 


foot level (Fig. 2. These assayed as follows:;

A grab sample of the better looking sorted material from a small pit 


at the northern end of the surface exposure assayed 3.1]. percent 


copper and 1.60 ounces of silver per ton.	 Close sorting of the rock


extracted from the workings is reported to have yielded 5 tons of 


shipping grade ore. The grade of this ore was b.53 percent copper 


and 3.92. ounces of silver per ton.
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CONGLUSIONS 


•	 The vein is variable in thickness, and the copper xninerali-


zation is weak and spotty. The vein as exposed at the surface and 


underground has no material that could be classed as ore under 


existent conditions. Additional mining from the present workings 


and, hand sorting might yield a few tens of tons of 2-3 percent copper 


ore from the vein., There is no reason to expect discovery of arr 


large or significant bocr of copper ore at depth. Therefore, because 


of the smnafl potential and low grade of the quartz vein in the Copper 


Glance Nine, it is reconmiended that the application for exploration 


assistance be denied.	 V

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INTRODUCT ION 


Under date of April L0, 1952, the Op•ratng Comnttee,

Copper Glance group of mining claims in Pima County, Ariz. 


Applicant George A. Slgh, Jr. of Tucson, Ariz. requested. 


advice and fInancial assistance through an exploration loan 


to deepen the present 160-foot shaft another. 50 feet, and 


to cro:sscut approximately 15 fee westerly to the vein, then 


execute approximately 100 feetof driftngon the vein. To 


accomplish this. work the loanwoud have t cover the cost 


of necessary equipment to prosecute h1s program in a work-


manlike and efficient mauner.

On April 25, 1952 , Chas A.. Kumke and CalvIn Bromfield 


visited tke property. They examined the 3 or f shallow open 


cuts and workings that were round along the outcrops of the 


vein.


The underground. work on the property consists of a 


single-compartment 5O ..inèlined shft,; lQ feet deep, with 


short crosscuts to the vein at the bottom and at the 100-foot 


level. With the exception of the first 20 feet at the collar 


of the shaft, no timber support was needed. The rock is hard 


and stands well. Samples were taken across the vein in the 2 


crosscuts mentioned above.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The Copper Glance group of claims is situated about 


35 miles southwest of Tuc8on, Ariz. in the Papago Mining 


District of Pima County, in sec. 22, T. 17 S., Re 10 E. 


(fig. 1). 


Tucson is the nearest town or city. The property is

reached by driving from Tucson for 26 miles on State High-


way 86 (Ajo road) to Three Points, the junction of the 


Sasabe road, thence south on the Sasabe road for 8 miles to 


the Anvil Ranch. Banch buildings are visible off to the 


right. A hudred yards beyond the ranch, turn left (east) 


on a little-used dirt road and go 6 miles to a gate. A 


few yards beyond the gate, a dim dirt road leads to the 


mine shaft 1 mile away. 


PHYSICAL FEATBES AND CLIM&TE 


The copper Glance pro•perty is at the very foot of the 


northwest slope of the Sierrita Mountains. The altitude Is 


approximately 3, 1fCO feet above sea level. 


fl
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Like most of the southwest, the regIon has a semi-arid 


climate. The area is covered with the usual semidesert 


vegetation. The summers are hot but not excessively so, 


and the winters are very mild. The temperature ranges 


from 200 F. to 105° F. Annual rainfall averages about 13 


Inches, including rare slight snowf ails. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


There are no authentic historical records pertaining 


to the Copper Glance group. According to Secrest the claims 


were first located during the depression years. Some surface 


open cuts were dug where the vein showed the best copper 


indications. This work was followed by sinking a one-compart-


S .
	 mont 1F5° inclined shaft for about 70 feet on the strike of 


the vein. 


The docket, DMA-178].X, shows applicant George A. Sligh, 


Jr., as the owner as of July 2, 1951. Since that date there 


have been some changes. George Sligh has withdrawn from an 


active participation in the venture, and Mrs. Sllgh, his 


wife, has taken over the management of the property. Mrs. 


S].igh is a prominent real estate operator in Tucson. 


In l9i-9, 5 tons of very carefully sorted ore were sent 


to the smelter, This shipment assayed .53 percent copper 


and 3.92 ounces in silver, No other ore has been shipped 


from the property.
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OWNERSBIP AND EXTENT 


Mrs. George Sligh is purchasing the property under a 


bond and lease agreement from Miller and Secrest, the 


owners. Fifteen hundred dollars remain to be paid. 


The property consists of 12 full mining claims. The 


solid group is 3 claims long and 1f claims wide. The 12 


claims are reèorded as Copper Glance No. 1 to N 12, in-


elusive.


DESCRIPTION OF tEPOSIT 


The mineral deposit. occurs as a quartz vein of variable 


thickness. This vein strikes N. 100 W. and is parallel to 


the strike and dip of the schist in which it occurs. The 


I	 vein dips at 75 to 80 degrees to the east. Its width 


varies from 6 inches to 6 feet. 


•	 On the surface, quartz blowouts are found in several 


outcrops over a length of 500 feet. The. talues occur as 


chrysocolla on the fractured surfaces of the quartz, along 


with a small amount of ohalcocite,

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There is no indication that the vein will carry through 


at the same width between outcrops. The schist rock cn 


either side of the narrow quartz vein is void of any mm-


era]. values and comes under the heading of waste rock. 


This limits the possibilities of mineral values to the con-


tents of the quartz vein. There seems to be no reason to 


look for a substantial body of copper ore in depth. 


ORE RESERVES 


There are no measurable ore reserves on this property. 


PRESENT STATUS OF EXPLORATION AND DEVELOP}IENT 


omere has been no activity on the property 2.9r about 


3 years. During 191,8' and l9+9, the shaft was deepened from 


S


70 feet to i6o feet, and crosseuts to the vein were driven 


on the 100 and 160 levels. A small amount of drifting was 


done on the vein at these levels. All this work was done 


in a woranlike maner. 


The shaft is in good shape, the rock is very hard and 


stands well without support. The head-frame is adequate 


and the ground around the collar is well timbered. 


There is a 22-hp. Fairbanks-Morse gasoline hoist with 


5/8-inch cable on the property in fair condition. An ade-


quate skip, and a rather worn tram car are part of the 


equipment. No housing of any value remains on the property. 


S
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The shaft encountered a small amount of water at .160 


feet. This water is fit for human consumption. There 


probably would be ample for a small mining operation. 


PROPCSED PL0RkT ION AND DEVELOPT 


It is proposed by the applicant to sink the present. 


shaft another 50 feet, then crosscut to the vein, and do 


a moderate amount of drifting on the newly-cut vein. A 


program of this kind could be executed with the expenditure 


of not more than $18,000. However, there would have to be 


a marked improvement in the amount and grade of the ore on 


the new 210 level to warrant the expenditure of $18,000.00. 


There is no reason to expect a better showing 50 feet deeper 


.	 (figures 2 & 3). 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOI!INENLATIONS 


The amount of copper-stained quartz, with some particles 


of copper glance, is so small in the few surface cuts and 


mine workings that the vein cannot be considered an economic 


deposit. Its average width will not exceed 3 or feet and 


it would be very difficult, even with careful sorting, to 


obtain and maintain a 3 percent copper ore if the entire 


vein were mined at its present exposures. There is no reason 


to expect more and better ore in depth. The vein is small, 


and the present showing is inadequate and not attractive. 


It is recommended that the application be denied.

If on examination, the prospect proves to warrant further 
consideration, the field engineers should aid the applicant in 
revising the application so as to present a definite exploration 
project with the corresponding cost estimates and supporting evidence.
