The subject application for exploration project assistance
was made under date of May 15, 1951, for a project amounting to
$100,000. The project was referred to Region IV for field examination
wvhich was made on October 29-30, 1951, and report received in Washing-
ton on November 28, 1951.

The Property:

‘ The property consists of 11 claims situated in the Big
Bug Mining District, Yavapai County, Arizona. Property is held under
lease and option by the subject corporation. The principal workings
consist of a 210 foot inclined shaft with about 87 feet of drift and
crosscut on the 115 foot level. Development equipment on the property
consists of headframe, heist, compressors, drills, pumps, storage tanks
and miscellaneous tools. A 20 x 20 building and trailer were used for
living quarters. The owners deepened the shaft from 100 to 180 feet
and d1d the work on the 115 foot level in 1947 and the subject company
sunk 25 feet in 1951. The only evideat production is a few hundred
pounds of sorted ore.

Geologzy:

Country rock is Yavapai schist with Bradshaw granite
intrudes the schist and outcrops on one side of the property. A
hornblend dike occurs near the mine.

The mine workings follow a fault paralleling the
schistosity which is filled with breccia and gauge, and varies from
2 to 6 feet in width. Small scattered gquartz veinlets with minor
sphalerite and galena occur in the fault breccia.

The Project:

The applicant proposes to enlarge and retimber the shaft
from the surface to the 100 foot level, install pump station at 200 foot
level, sink shaft 585 feet (to 800 foot level) and drift 100 feet each
way from shaft at each level (100 - 800) which would amount to about
1600 feet. The estimate for this work is $100,000 and to be completed
in one year.

Conclusions:

. The field team examination indicated that the only
Justification for the past development and proposed exploration was the
mineralized zone associated with the fault in the Yavapal schist, and
reported high-grade silver ore produced from early surface work. The
lead~zinc mineralization in the shaft is confined to a few widely
scattered, discontinuous quartz stringers with the average grade
represented by six samples being less than 0.5% combined lead and zine
and less than an ounce of silver. These samples were taken by
Mr. George B. Batsford, consulting engineer, who had previously examined
the mine for the applicant.

The President of the Company indicated that there was no
apparent change in rock, structure, or mineralization from the 115 foot
level to the bottom of the shaft. .

Recommendation:

The field team report indicates that the present develop-
ment does not indicate any criteria to substantiate the possibility of
discovery of a worthwhile tonnage of base metal production by exploration
of the fault géne in depth such as is proposed. It is therefore recommended
that the attached letter of denial be sent to the applicant.

SUMMARY, CONCLISIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Silver Queen lead-zinc mine, Yavapai County, Ariz,, was exam-
ined in connection with a request for Governmental assistance by the
J. L. Mining Co,, 1812 E. MeDowell Road, Phoenix, Ariz. The examination
vas made in October 1951 by the Defense Minerals Administration, under
docket DMA-2066, as part of its program authorized by the Defense Pro-
duction Act of 1950, ‘ .

. The company proposed to ez;ﬁend an estimated $100,000 on a program
designed to find substantial reserves of lesd-zinc ore, The program
mvolvéd’ the deepening of a shaft from 200 to 800 feet and the driving
of 200 feet of drifts from the shaft on levels to be established. at
100-foot intervals,.The company indicated a willingness to finance 50
percent of the cost of the project,

~ The preperty was explof_ed by several shallow surface workings and
a_100-foot shaft prior to 1947. Since 1947 the shaft has been deepened
to 210 feet and about 100 feet of lateral workings havp been ’driven on
the 115-foot level, A féw hundred pounds of sorted lead-zinc ore prob- .
-ably represents the total preductien of this type of ore. A little
high-grade silver ore mey have been produced from the surface workings
during the early 1900's. '

Yevapai schist and Bradshaw granite, both of Pre-Cambrian age, and
hornblende diorite b.re the cuteropping rocks on the property, the schist
being the dominate rock, The mine is developed ‘along a 'steep dipping

zinc content of the deposit is less thar 0.5 percent,

At present the mine is inactive but the eompany intends to renew
exploratbry work as soon as funds are availsble from the sale of stock,
The mine is equipped to‘carr& out this work,

Ore minerslization, that has been explored by the mine workinge,
is meager, less than 0.5 percent of combined lead ard zinec, Further-
more there is no reason to expect that minable ore will be found in
the unexplored part of the deposit. Therefore, it is recommended that
the application for an exploratory loan be denied because the deposit
contains no measured nor indicated ore reserves and becsuse the possi-

bilities of discovering ore sre unfavorable,





'Memorandum Report on Geology of the Silver Queen Mine
' ' Yavapai County, Arizona
DMA 2066 - Lead-Zinc

The Silver Queen Lead-Zinc Mine lies on the eastern slope
of the Bradshaw Mountains about 2 miles west of the well known Iron King
Mine, The mine is in an area of Yavaepai schist, which locally varies
-considerably in character. The dominant rock type is fine-textured,
siliceous, silvery-gray phyllite or sericite schist. This rock has
pronounced foliation, which at the mine strikes N, 28° E. and dips about
60° to the west, The sericite schist is gradational into other rock types,
most of which are quite granular and crudely banded gneisses. It is
thought that the Yavapai schist in the vicinity of the Silver Queen Mine
represents intensively metamorphosed extrusive igneous rocks such as
andesites, rhyolites, basalts, and tuff beds. |

| About 1000 feet north and northwest of the mine is an area
underlain by medium grained equigranular granite, It is relatively fresh
and unaltered in appearance and is thought to be intrusive into the
Yavapai schiét. An elongate body of hormblende diorite, thought to be
a dike, is exposed on a small hill about 150 feet east of the mine, |
Exposed iﬁ the hanging wall, about 20 feet from the vein, is a dark
greenish-black rock that may be a basaltic diké.

The Silver Queen Mine is developed on a fault that is
parallel to the schistosity of the-country rock, The fault has been
explored along the dip by a 210 foot inclined shaft And by 3 short
drifts and two short crosscuts. At the time of this examinﬁtion only
the upper 155 feet of shaft and about 105 feet of drifts and crosscuts

on the 115 level were accessible,





The fault zone developed by these workings is covered by
alluvium and ecan be traced only for a few feet on the surface where
it appears to have been prospected for oxidized gold and silver ores.
In the mine the fault is a zone ranging from 2 to 6 feet in thickness
and averaging about 4 feet between walls, It is filled with gouge and
brecciated wall rock, The breccia fragments show moderate hydrothermal
alteration, and most of the fault gouge has been completely altered,
Hydrothermal alteration, with decreasing intensity, extends into the
hanging wall for about 10 feet and into the foot wall for about 2 feet,
The fault zone has been slightly discolored by supergene solutions
which ha;ve oxldized most of the available pyrite and deposited a thin
coating of limonite,

Mineralization along the fault Zone consists of sparse
sphalerite and galena., A few veinlets, usually lesé than 4 inch thick

These samples appear to be representative of the deposit, and
no commercial grade ore has yet been found, According to the applicants,
the geologic structure and degree of mineralization are essentially'the
same in the flooded portions of the mine as in the accessible portions,
The prospect has been adequately explored by the shafit, drifts, and
crosscuts and there has been no apparent change in character of the
deposit to thé depth of 210 feet; There is no reason to expeect improve-
ment at greater depthsy therefore, additional exploratioﬁ seeﬁs
unjustified.

It is recommended that the application for an exploration
loan be denied,
