( b ) Final report.—Upon completion of e exploration work or termination of the cont ct the Operator shall provide the' 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. . 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports &,e insufficient 
or incomplete the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project.

The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale 
or Other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total 
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, 
as follows:

In the case of integrated operations in which, the material is not disposed of as such, these 
terms mean what is or would be the gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax 
determination. 


(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the 'Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until .the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the O'pertor's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of. 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production.

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INTRODUCTION 


Exploration under Contract Idm-E11. 1-l-6 was to have consisted 


of 11.70 feet of incline and 1.1.50 feet of drifting from the end of the 


incline to test limestones possibly folded and faulted so as io have 


been favorable to asbestos deposition. If the limestone host to as-


bestos veins was not terminated against diabase intrusions this pro-


ject was regarded as a good ttgeologic bet.tT Later the contract was 


amended to allow drifting and raising in a different part of the de-


posit.


All objectives of the program were satisfactorily explored. 


This should be emphasized because when the exploration had. been fin-


ished footages remained for drifting and raising in excess of that 


needed. For this reason there apparently was some confusion as to 


whether or not the work had been completed; therefore considerable 


correspondence was required before the termination agreement was 


finalized, and the agreement erroneously is titled as an agreement 


after commencement but before completion of the work.tl 


The exploration resulted in the discovery of two small 


shoots of harsh asbestos. These have been mined; other than insig-


nificant marginal reserves of at most a few tens of tons of harsh or 


semi-harsh asbestos in pillars no asbestos remaLns in the Bear Canyon 


deposit. This exploration and previous development conclusively de-


fine the boundaries of the Bear Canyon deposit. There are no targets 


for future exploration.

GEOLOGY 


Most of the asbestos of the Bear Canyon deposit occurred 


in a 30 to 50-foot thick limestone block or "sliver" overlain and. 


underlain by diabase sills and bounded laterally by discordant dia-


base intrusions. The main asbestos-serpentine zone that was exploited 


is 16 feet above the lower diabase sill or stratigraphically approxi-


mately 4O feet below the top of the middle member of the pre-Cambrian 


Mescal limestone and parallel to the bedding of the limestone. This 


zone, in general, ranged from 10 to 20 inches in thickness and included 


asbestos veins totaling 2 to 6 inches in thickness. Other serpentine 


zones, which included asbestos only in areas of greatest mineralization, 


are 2, 1, and. 7 feet below the main zone. 


The limestone block that includes asbestos is almost complete-


ly isolated by diabase from the main limestone unit of the Bear Creek 


area. The block is bounded on the southeast by a cross-cutting part 


of the enclosing diabase intrusion along a contact that strikes 


N. 150_300 E. and dips 500_TOO N.W.; a diabase dike of parallel trend 


bounds the block on the northwest (figure 1). This dike, that limits 


the ore-bearing block, is not exposed at the outcrop but pinches out 


underground 70 feet northeast of the southwest portal of the mine. 


From the. southwest end of this dike, several vertical i-I- to 12-inch 


thick dikes trend S. 20° E. along the axis of a fold in the limestone. 


Southwest of this swarm of dikes, the limestones dip L.° to 10° to the 


north; northeast of the swarm the dip is 110 to 16° (average 12°) to 


the northeast. The above description defines the geometry of the 


host limestones of the deposit as known prior to DMEA-sponsored ex-


ploration. The exploration proved that the limestone block is also 


2
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Unfortunately, a discordant diabase intrusion was pene-


trated at 237 feet in the incline. The incline was driven an addi-


tional 23 feet into the diabase, and a 12-foot hole was drilled ahead 


of the face to verify that this diabase is a large mass rather than 


a narrow dike. The contact between this diabase and the lime stone 


strikes N. 30° W. in general (see figure 1). The limestones were 


little folded and fractured adjacent to this discordant contact and 


only traces to 1-inch of harsh asbestos were exposed in the incline. 


This asbestos is confined to the limestone within 110 feet of the 


di&oase-limestone contact. Although the degree of mineralization 


in the limestones near the foot of the incline was disappointing and 


the drifts could not be positioned as originally intended, the 


drifts were warranted to test for geologic structure near the northeast-


trending contacts between limestone and diabase. The drift to the 


southeast encountered little structure in the limestone and only 


traces of asbestos. 


The drift to the northwest penetrated diabase at 50 feet 


from the incline, then limestone at 100 feet, diabase again at 125 


feet, and finally limestone again at 111.5 feet as shown on figure 1. 


The geometry of the diabase-limestone contact in this drift is not 


as simple as generalized on figure 1. Thin sills and narrow apophyses 


of diabase, which cannot be plotted on a plan view, inflate the lime-


stone and wedge small slivers of limestone from the main block. Be-


cause of this intricate pattern of intrusion the operators understand-


ably had difficulty in planning exploration and knowing whether or not 
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the main ore zone was exposed by the drift. The small block of 


limestone exposed in the drift between 100 and. 125 feet of the 


starting point, included as much as 3 inches of harsh asbestos in 


one of the zones below the main zone; all of the asbestos in this 


zone of this small isolated limestone block has been ini.ned. Unf or-


tunately holes were not drilled upward to determine the amount of 


asbestos in the main zone. However, the block of limestone is so 


small that if asbestos exists at the main horizon the reserves 


would be insignificant. 


The last 40 feet of the northwest drift penetrated lime-


stone that dips 28°-32° S.E. The main serpentine zone in this folded 


limestone included veins of harsh asbestos reputed to total as much 


as Li- inches in thickness. The stope at the end of the drift was 


developed to exploit this asbestos, and stoping was carried to the 


margins of the small oreshoot. The present stope walls expose 


only traces to 1 inch of asbestos. 


The folds in limestone at the northwest end of the north-


west-trending drift would appear to be excellent loci for concentra-


tions of asbestos, and. this theory is borne out by the concentration 


represented. by the two small stopes from this drift. However, the 


northwesternmost concentration is not as extensive as might be ex-


pected.. In this area the stresses caused. by intrusion of the d.iabase 


were apparently relieved mainly by movement along one bedding-plane. 


A thin d.iabase sill was intruded. along this plane, which is l--- feet 


above the main ore zone. Because faulting was not distributed. among 
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the limestone beds and effectively the one plane of adjustment 


was "lubricated" by a thin sill of diabase magma, the limestones 


were not fractured over a large area for the ingress of mineraliz-


ing solutions. The potential areas for asbestos in the northwestern 


part of the limestone block have been adequately explored. No recov-


erable reserves remain in this area. 


Drifting and raising of amended contract 


A possible, but only moderately promising, area for explo-


ration bordered the northwest side of the dike that bounds the host 


limestone block on the northwest. The stoped area on the west side 


of the southast termination of this dike is an example of an 


asbestos-bearing area on the west side of the dike. However, this 


stoped area is at the intersection of N. 20 E. and N. 20 W. trends 


of fracturing; and other like intersections were not expected on 


the northwest side of the dike. Therefore concentrations of asbestos 


as large as that of the stoped area were not anticipated. A narrow 


oreshoot on the northwest side of the dike parallel to and adjacent 


to the dike was a geologic possibility for exploration because the 


linestonos adjacent to the dike might be folded and fractured where 


the limestone was displaced upward by intrusion of the diabase 


(section A-A t , figure 1). On this premise an amendment to allow 


drifting and raising to explore the limestones on the west side of 


the dike was recormuended and approved. A 63-fopt drift was driven 


northwest in the diabase sill that underlies the asbestos-bearing 


limestones. One raise was driven from this drift and a raise already 
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existent near the dike was extended (figure 1). The raise nearest 


the dike exposed 1 to 2 inches of harsh asbestos at the horizon of 


the main zone; in the raise farthest from the dike serpentine, but 


no fiber, occurs at the main horizon. This work proved that the 


dike was narrower than had been expected. A third raise, halfway 


between these raises and the stope at the southwest end of the dike, 


was later driven by the operator at his expense to expose the zone 


on the west side of the dike. In this third raise traces to 2 


inches of asbestos are exposed, but the fiber veins pinch out 15 


feet northwest of the dike. Exposures in these three raises mdi-


cate that the limestone on the west side of the dike was little 


folded and fractured in preparation for mineralization. A few small 


pods of ore might be found if the limestone bordering the west side 


of the dike were exposed continuously. It would be uneconomic to 


probe for the very small potential (a few tons) of fiber that might 


be found in such pods.


CONCLUSIONS 


The boundaries of the main limestone block in which the 


asbestos of the Bear Canyon deposit occurs have been thoroughly de-


fined by exploration. Except for a few tens of tons of harsh to 


semi-harsh fiber in pillars no inineable quantities of asbestos re-


main in this block. The fiber discovered in the northwest corner 


of the block by DA-sponsored exploration has been mined beyond 


the practical limits of the two shoots. The last report from the 


operator indicated that none of the fiber mined as a result of the 


exploration had been sold. Undoubtedly the operator will have con-


siderable difficulty in marketing the poor quality asbestos. 
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The "fringe' t area west of the dike that bounds the 


northwest side of the asbestos-bearing block has been sufficiently 


explored to prove that the geologic potential for ore on the north-


west side of the dike is insignificant. 


Because the boundaries of the ore-bearing block of 


limestone against diabase are now well defined, it can be stated 


positively that no additional ore will be found as a result of the 


exploration. Therefore except for the little sub-quality asbestos 


found, there is no reason for certification of a discovery as a 


result of this work.

The Bear Canyon Mining Co., a limited co-partnership, applied 


for Government assistance under the Defense Production Act of 1950, 


as amended, to explore for asbestos on claiim located within the 


San Carlos Indian Reservation, about 43 road miles northeast of Globe, 


Ariz • The United States of America, acting through the Department 


of the Interior, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, entered 


into Exploration Project Contract No. Idim-E446, Docket DMEA-2550, 


dated November 13, 1952, with the Bear Canyon Mining Co. 


Contract exploration provided for the driving of an inclined 


drift, and lateral drifting in order to determine the down-dip ex-


tension of the asbestos deposit of the Blue Mule No. 1 and Blue Mule 


No. 2 claims. A total of 260 feet of incline, and 338 feet of 


lateral drifting was performed according to the terms of the contract. 


Since this work did not result in the discovery of a significant 


deposit of asbestos, Amendment No. 1 was executed to permit explora-


tion for asbestos fiber in the mine near the western margin of the 


old stope. Under the ternis of the amendment, 62.5 feet of drifting 


and 98 feet of raising exposed the ground in this area. 


Sufficient exploration has been accomplished to warrant the 


conclusion that a significant discovery of asbestos fiber cannot be 


made around the immediate periphery of this deposit. However, 


additional exploration may be justified on adjacent claims. 
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Asbestos fiber may continue to be produced from mine pillars, 


but production will not result from the exploration program. There-


fore, it is recommended that no Certification of Discovery be issued 


for this project.


INTRODUC] ION 


The Bear Canyon mine is 43 road miles northeast of Globe, Gila 


County, Ariz., tentatively located in unsurveyed sec. 1, T. 2 N., 


and sec. 36, T • 3 N., R. 18 E. (figure 1).. The property consists 


of 19 full-sized unpatented lode claims, under lease from the San 


Carlos Indian Reservation. The altitude of the mine is approxi-


ma.tely 4,350 feet above sea level. 


The exploration application was docketed as DMEA 2550 (Asbestos) 


and the work was performed under contract Idin-E446. The operator of 


the property was the Bear Canyon Mining Company, Box 1730, Globe, 


Ariz. The project was recommended for exploration by Lincoln A. 


Stewart, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Andrew F.' 


Shride, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. 


DESCRIPI0N OF WORK COMPLETED 


The exploration project was contracted at a unit cost of $28.50 


per foot for driving an inclined drift 470 feet, and for drifting 


450 feet. Work under the contract started on November 28, 1952. 


The inclined drift (figure 2) was driven in a limestone formation 


until it cut a limestone-diabase contact at 237 feet from the 


starting point. The drift then was extended into the diabase 23 feet
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for a total of 260 feet of inclined drifting. At the operator's 


expense, a 12-foot long hole was drilled in the face of the drift in 


order to test the ground ahead. Cuttings from the drill hole were 


diabase, therefore, the known width of the diabase beyond the 


limestone.-diabase contact is at least 35 feet. 


Lateral drifting northwesterly and southeasterly (roughly paral-


leling the lirnestone .-diabase contact) was started during the month 


of February. The southeasterly crosscut was advanced 151 feet and 


the northwesterly crosscut was advanced 187 feet for a total of 338 


feet of lateral drifting. No ore was found. 


On March 25, 1953, the contract was amended by mutual agreement 


between the operator and the Government. The amendment provided 


that the unexpended portion of the footage and funds be made avail-


able to explore possible ore occurrences on the west edge of the 


old stope by raising and drifting at the same unit cost of $28.50 


per foot (figure 2). 


During the month of May 1953, work under Amendment No. 1 was 


started. Referring to figure 2, an old drift off the northwestern 


edge of the main stope was utilized to start an exploration drift 


bearing N. 30° W., that was advanced a total of 62.5 feet. At a 


point 80 feet from the Thnestone-diabase contact, the No. 1 raise 


was started from the west side of this exploration drift and was 


advanced a total height of 54 feet. On June 23, 1953, the No. 2 


raise has started from an old 14-foot raise that was about 30 feet 


west of the limestone-diabase contact. The contract advance of the 


No. 2 raise was 44.0 feet.

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To recapitulate, 637 • 5 feet of drifting and crosscutting, and 


98 feet of raising was performed according to the terms of the 


contract. 


On October 14, 1953, the operator made a formal request for the 


termination before completion of Contract Idm-E446, 


DEbSCRIPrION OF GEOLOGY 


The asbestos deposit of the Bear Canyon mine occurs in pre-Cambrian 


Mesca]. limestone which is a part of a succession of strata known as 


the Apache group, The main fiber zone is stratigraphica].ly about 40 


feet below the Algal member of the Mesca]. limestone formation, 


The limestone host is overlain and underlain by concordant 


diabase sills, and is bounded on the northwest and southeast by 


crosscutting diabase sills (figure 2). The fiber bearing bed thus 


is "isolated" and is a "slivex t of the Mescal limestone formation. 


Diabase intrusion has slightly arched the limestone formation and 


has tilted it 100 to 12° downward into the hill. 


The main asbestos-bearing zone is 16 feet above the lower 



diabase sill, or approximately 40 feet stratigraphically below the 


top of the lower member of the Mesca]. limestone, In areas of greatest 


production in the Gila County asbestos district, 3 other zones appear 


between 2 to 7 feet below the main zone. 


Exploration under the contract included driving an incline 


northeasterly in the limestone from the east wall of the stope 


(figure 2). As was expected, only traces of serpentine and fiber 


were exposed in this drift. After the inclined drift cut a diabase 


sill, DME. representatives authorized drifting northerly and southerl1 


along the limestone-diabase contact.

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The southeasterly drift was driven along the contact, but only 


traces of fiber were exposed. The last 20 feet of this drift cut dia-


base that is presumably the main sill to the south. The northwesterly 


drift was started with diabase exposed along the right wall. Further 


drifting exposed small diabase sills that cut across the drift. At 


approxinately 100 feet from the starting point, the top sill cut down 


and the ore-bearing beds appeared, but they were cut off again Within 


20 feet by a dike, The operator stoped from this small mineralized 


zone, extracting a minor quantity of non-strategic fiber that to 


date has not been sold. 


Exp1oration of the deposit was continued under the terms of an 


amendment to the contract, which provided for drifting in diabase 


and raising through diabase to limestone at the west edge of the old 


stope. Referring to figure 2, an old drift off the northwestern edge 


of the main stope was utilized to start the exploration drift which 


was advanced 62.5 feet in diabase, The No. 1 raise was started in 


diabase about 10 feet from the end of this drift. Limestone was 


exposed in the No. 1 raise at 20 feet above the starting point, and 


serpentine zones were encountered at 5, 9, and 16.5 feet above the 


limestone-diabase contact. However, the serpentine zones did not 


contain fiber. 


The No. 2 raise was started from an old 14-foot raise that was 


in diabase near the starting point of the drift. The limestone-


diabase contact was exposed in the No. 2 raise at 42 feet above the

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back of the drift. Four feet above the limestone-diabase contact, 


the No. 2 raise penetrated a 6.-inch serpentine zone containing an 


average of 1 inch of total fiber. Approximately 7 feet above this 


lower zone was the 2nd fiber horizon in a 9- to 12-inch serpentine 


zone with J4 to 2 inches of total fiber, some fiber lengths ranging 


from 3/4 inch to 1 inch. The fiber was harsh and lacked tensile 


strength, In an attempt to locate a 3rd fiber horizon the operator 


drilled an 8'foot hole above the back of the raise, but the cuttings 


did not contain fiber or serpentine. 


The potential of the area explored under the terms of the 


amendment to the contract is not significant because no fiber was 


found in the No. 1 raise, and the fiber exposed in the No. 2 raise 


was harsh to semi-harsh.

As a supplement to Mr. Storms'. memorandum of March 8 perhaps the 
following points will aid in processing a termination agreement - which should 
not be, but seems to be a wearisome problem. 


First, it should be realized by all parties that the exploration 
program has been completed. Additional drifting, etc. is allowable under the 
contract; however, all objectives have been explored and this allowance is in 
excess of that needed. 


Second, the other prospects, in which J. A. Cunningham is interested, 
are one-half to 1 mile from the Bear Canyon deposit and are not geologically 
associated with it. If there is a feasible way of waiving subordination on 
claims other than those covering the Bear Canyon deposit, such would seem one 
way out of the problem. Exploration of the Bear Canyon deposit in no way 
benefited. the outlying prospects. There was no reason at the time the contract 
was prepared that the outlying claims should. have been subordinated.

Attached is cow of a letter dated February 24 from the law 
offices of Shiinmel, Hill and Hill, Phoenix, Ariz. to Mr. C. 0. 
Mittendorf, Administrator, Defense Minerals xp1oration Administration, 
and copy of a letter dated March 3 from Mr. J. L. HOfflund, DMEA 
thief Counsel, to Nr George M. Hill of that law firm. The following 
information should clarify this situation somewhat. 


On October 22, 1953, Mr. R. W. Ageton of the Bureau of 
Mines made a routine inspection of work done at the Bear. Canyon Mining 
Co.'s asbestos mine in Gila County, Ariz. where the company had been 
doing exploration work under DMEA Exploration Project Contract No. 
IdmmE446. As no commercial fiber had been found and as there seemed 
little chance of discovering significant quantities of asbestos by 
further exploratory work, the company suggested that the contract be 
terminated by mutual agreement. Therefore, Ageton advised D. E. Green, 
the company's spokesman, to send in his formal request for such a 
termination. 


Later in October 1953, a formal request was received from 
the Bear Canyon Mining Co. for termination of the contract by mutual 
agreement. We forwarded this request to you on October 26, 1953 with 
a letter of recommendation from Ageton. We had talked to Mr. A. F. 
Shride of the Geological Surrey ar1 Mr. L. A. Stewart of the Bureau of 
Mines and both agreed that further exploration work under the. contract 
terms did not seem justified. Both had formerly examined the Bear 
Canyon mine.

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On November 12, 1953, Messrs. B. E. Green and J. B. Green of the 
Bear Canyon Mining Co. and J. A. Cumiinam called at our Tucson 
office and discussed the Termination agreement with Messrs. A. F. 
Shride of the Geological Survey, R. W. Ageton of the Bureau of Mines 
and me. It seemed that the partners (the Bear Canyon Mining Co. is a 
partnership composed of D. E. Green, J. B. Green, R. 0. Yarbrough and

20, 
1954, the DNEA Administrator answered his letter. Green then talked 
to the law-firm of Shinmiel, Hill and Hill in Phoenix, with the result 
that this firm wrote to Mr. C. 0. Mittendorf on February 24, copy of 
their letter being attached.	 - 


I believe, if you will read over our monthly progress reports and 
correspondence, you will note that the Bureau of Mines, the Geological 
Survey, and the company mutually agreed that as there seemed little 
chance of any significant amount of asbestos being discovered, the 
project should be terminated. Mr. Mittendorf, in his letter of January 
20 to Mr. B. E. Green, states in part: "At the operator's request, and 
for its sole convenience, the Government, on N 0vember 1, . 1953, offered 
to terminate the work under the contract, provided, among other things 
(paragraph 4), that the operator agrees to pay royalty on any production 
from the land described in the contract, in the same manner and to the 
same extent as if the Government had certified the project under the 
provisions of article 6 of the contract". 


It is the opinion of the Geological Survey's local representative 
and of this office that there is no need to complete Contract Idm-E446, 
as it seems to us that it would be a needless waste of the taxpayers' 
money. Some asbestos fiber was mined under the contract, but we now8 
find that it was never sold as the General Services Administration's 
representative refused to buy it at the Globe asbestos purchase depot 
because it was of non'..strategic grade. 


As Mr. Hofulund stated in his letter of March 3 to Mr. George M. 
Hill of Shimmel, Hill and Hill in Phoenix: "I am forwarding a cow of 
this letter to Mr. Storms at Tucson, and perhaps with further advice 
from him and from you, we can determine what it is that the interested 
parties wish to do, and whether we can agree with them on the subject", 
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we are sending you this lengthy memorandum with the hope that it will 
help explain the situation. As no ore was discovered under the 
contract, the partners of the Bear Canyon Mining Co. think that the 
clause in the Termination agreement, pertaining to royalty payments, 
should be omitted. As this is a matter of policy, we make no 
recommendation concerning royalty payments. However, we do recommend 
that the contract be terminated aix! that no additional Government 
funds be spent on this property under Contract Idm.E446.

Please refer to the Bear Canyon Mining Company contract for explora-
tion work with DMEA Docket Number DMEA 2550, Commodity, Asbestos, 
Contract Number IDM.-E446. 


At a point 237 feet from the beginning of our incline drift we 
encountered diabase. We iaediately contacted your field team at 
Tucson and requested aninspection. This inspection was made and it 
was decided that we would drift 25 feet into this diabase, and then drill 
a 12 foot hole in the face and if the indications were still diabase, it 
would be inadvisable to continue forward. It was mutually agreed that 
cross cutting would be located at the contact and carried out both to 
the east and to the west and to follow along said contact. This 12 foot 
text hole was drilled the night of February 6th, 1953 and proved to be 
still in diabase. We have therefore discontinued our forward drift 
and have begun cross cutting as proposed by Andy and Lincoln. To date 
we have extended our cross cuts a total of 66 feet each way. 


In view of the fact that some 200 feet of this proposed 470 foot 
incline drift will be unused, we therefore wish to ask for an amendment 
of the above mentioned contract to-Wit. 


Referring to the map of Bear Canyon which is attached hereto. In 
the west section of the mine you will note an old drift in a westerly 
direction into a diabase intrusion thence in a southerly direction. Our 
amended proposal is to continue this drift in a westerly direction in 
an effort to pass through this diabase intrusion. We are of the opinion 
that a lime bed will be encountered with a gold possibility for asbestos. 


Amendment: A 5 foot by 7 foot drift in the west part of the mine 
to be carried in a westerly direction to explore for asbestos on the 
west side of the diabase intrusion. Raises at intervals may be necessary 
to probe upward for the limestone bed. If asbestos is found in araise 
it is proposed to drift on the vein. Therefore the Bear Canyon Mining 
Company will be willing to contract the above mntioned proposed drifting 
and raising at $28.50 per foot which is in accord with the original 
contract. The raise that encounters fiber will become the access way 
for drifting on the higher level.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operçsto'r's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items• 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more prmanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however1 for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the coitract. A space for remarks rhas been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to th'e 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voncher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the èontract reported is on Form MF-200. 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures2 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MP-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Rèpo;t.—Applitabl 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. Th,cre are blank, lines, howevQr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It, will e necessary for the Operator to . distribute his 
costs amoig the applicable phases reported, with the exception of,threè items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equiprrf'ent", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 .	 .

NTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond' drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be. reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regiona 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, d'rifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
TotalT amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev gr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last twO columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

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SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDA2IONS 


By Lincoln A. Stewart and Andrew F. Shride 


An application was submitted to the Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration by the Bear Canyon Mining Co. for a loan to explore for 


extensions of its currently operating asbestos deposit. The company 


has a lease on 19 contiguous unpatented mining claims in the San Carlos 


Indian Reservation. The property is 43 road miles northeast of Globe, 


Gila County, Ariz. 


The request was for 1,1?? feet of diamond drilling and 330 feet 


of drifting for a total cost of $25,000. One major and 2 minor areas 


were to be tested. After the exai.4 nation of the property and discus' .


-sion of the merits of the proposal, the applicant was advised of the 


unit bid method. This method appealed to the applicant who suggested 


that it be allowed to submit a modified proposal. The new proposal 


consisted of a total of 920 feet of drifting to determine extension of 


the ore body along the mig structure. 


A major asbestos company worked this deposit during the period 


of 1928 . 30 producing on the order of 900 tons fiber, most of which 


was crude Nos. 1 and 2. The applicant coipany reopened the mine in 


194 9 and has since worked it on a small scale. The total production 


of the mine has been more than 1,200 tons of fiber, which makes it 


about the fifth largest producer in the Gila County asbestos district.

The applicant is minlUg around the edges of the old stope and has 


extended one area down dip from the lower haulage drift. The proposal. 


is to explore for extensions of the deposit down dip from the lower 


haulage level for 470 feet. From the bottom of this inclined drift the 


lateral extent of the deposit is to be determined by 450 feet of cross 


drifting. The company has offered a unit bid of $28.50 per foot àf 


drifting for a maimuin total of $26,220. This contract price includes 


all, costs pertaining to the advanciient of the drifts. 


Stocks of asbestos fiber in general, and strategic grades in partic-


ular are critically short. It is thought that the possibilities of find-


ing extensions of the Bear Canyon deposit down dip are exceptionally good. 


The structure which localized the deposit 'has remained virtually constant 


•	
for approximately 400 feet. If the exploration is only moderately suc-


ceasful, new faces will, have been opened that will allow for increased 


production. The mining costs will, be lowered because stoping can be 


done up dip. Back fill will be more compact and' fewer pillars will, be 


needed. 


Unless cut of f by an unpredictable structural change, the deposit 


might extend to the prèposed depth of exploration. If extensions of the 


deposit contain asbestos in quantity and quality comparable to that of 


the past productive area, reserves developed as a result of the proposed 


exploration will be sufficient to anortize the loan. 


It is recommended that the Bear' Canyon Mining Co. be granted 


$26,220 to explore the deposit by drifting a maximum of 920 feet on its 


unit bid of $28.50 per foot, the work to be completed in 18 mo 	 .

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INTIODUCT]DN 


The Bear Canyon asbestos deposit is approximately 15 miles 


northeast of San Carlos and is in a canyon which has been cut through 


Tertiary basalts and gravels to expose the underlying diabase and pre-


Cambrian Nesca]. limestone, with which Arizona asbestos deposits are associ-


ated. The mine is accessible from San Carlos by l9- miles of dirt road 


passable except during, and sometimes for a few days after, summer 


thundershowers. 


Froni.Bureau of Indian Affairs records and hearsay data from 


past operators the writer estimates that approximately 1200 tons of all 


grades of chrysotile asbestos have been produced from the Bear Canyon 


deposit. Thus this mine has been one of the major producers of the 


Arizona asbestos district; upwards of 10 percent of the total production 


of the district has been derived from this deposit. Probably the first 


800-900 tons of fiber produced was mostly long fiber crudes; the short 


fiber from the early operations was probably discarded. The main period 


of production was between 1927 and 1930 by the Keasbey and Mattison 


Company for their own fabrication plant. A large part of the production 


was harsh fiber; therefore between the early 1930's, when Keasbey and 


Nattison abandoned the property, and 1949, when the demand for semi-


harsh fiber increased, there was little production from the Bear Canyon 


deposit.


The Bear Canyon deposit was mapped in detail by Shride 


in 1946. Figure 4 has been modified from that work only by 


sketching in recent development work. Very , likely some of the pillars 


shown on figure 4 have been mined out during the past three years.







.	 G)JDGIC SETTING OF THE DEPOSIT 


The asbestos occurs in serpentine zones which parallel the 


bedding of a thin "slivers' of Mescal limestone that everywhere is 


isolated by diabase from the main limestone mass except at the southwest 


corner of the mineralized area (fig. 4). The limestone tIslivertt is 


overlain and underlain by diabase sills which are in general concordant. 


The limestone flsliverR is bounded on the northwest and southeast by 


cross-cutting diabase (fig. 5, sections B-B' and C tct) along contacts 


that strike N. 15° to 400 E. (fig. 4). The diabase-limestone contacts 


as projected on figure 4 are the most likely projections. Numerous 


small pre-mineral fractures in the limestone parallel the diabase-


lime stone contacts as known. Experience in the district has shown that 


such parallelism is a moderately good, but not infallible, basis for 


•	 predicting continued parallelism of such diabase-lime stone contacts. 


The cross-cutting portion of the diabase sill that bounds the fiber-


bearing limestone on the northwest side of the deposit is not exposed 


at the surface, but pinches out underground about 70 feet northeast 


of the southwesterninost portal of the mine. At this place several 


vertical, 4 to 12 inch thick diabase dikes, which strike N. 20° W., 


join the cross-cutting sill. Southwest of these dikes to the outcrop 


(fig. 4) the limestone beds are relatively flat-lying; to the northwest 


of the dikes, and including the major part of the deposit, the beds 


strike N. 15° to 300 W. and dip to the northeast. Locally this 


northeasterly dip varies from ll to 16 degrees, but over the southeastern 


portion of the limestone Islivertt an average dip of 12 degrees can be 


used for planning development and exploration. Diabase intrusion caused 
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folding of the limestone near the diabase contacts as shown on sections 


' and C-C 1, figure 5 ' An arch in the lime stone paraflels the 


northwest diabase contact and in the northwest part of the stoped area 


a northeast-trending trough exists (see fig. 4). 


Pre-xnineral bedding-plane faults are readily discernible in 


some parts of the area, and it can be assumed that bedding-plane 


adjustment, on intrusion of the diabase, was prevalent through most of 


the limestone block that has been mined. In the vicinity of the folds 


near the northwest diabase-limestone contact minor thrust fractures 


are common. Bedding-plane faulting was very favorable to asbestos 


localization.


ASBESWS DISTRIBUT]DN 


The main asbestos bearing zone is 16 feet above the lower 


diabase sill or approximately 40 feet stratigraphically below the top 


ofthe lower member of the Mescal limestone. Other zones, which 


contain minable quantities of asbestos only sporadically, and in only 


the areas of most intense pre-inineral folding and bedding-plane 


adjustment, are 2*, 4*, and 7 feet below the main zone. These asbestos 


zones are in the stratigraphic unit most productive of asbestos 


throughout the district. 


The greatest quantities of asbestos were probably mined in 


the folded limestones adjacent to the northwest diabase-limestone 


contact and along the N. 200 W. dike swarm in the southwestern part of 


the area, where the change in attitude of the beds occurs. The next 


most productive area more or less paralleled the southeastern diabase-


limestone contact; much of the asbestos in this area was probably 


marginal in quantity.

From remnants of asbestos left in pillars and stope walls 


it is judged that most of the asbestos mined in the past has been 


semi-harsh; but of moderate flexibility and tensile strength. In the 


southeastern part of the stoped area, in particular, some of the asbestos 


has been very harsh and too brittle for spinning. An unknown but 


appreciable percentage of the asbestos produced in the past has been 


soft fiber of excellent quality. Considerable care in selective mining 


has been required to keep this asbestos from being mined with the harsh 


fiber. Approximately 20 tons of No. 1 and No. 2 crudes were sold 


to the Emergency Procurement Service in 1951 by the applicant's 


predecessor. If more discretion had been exercised in mining, and if the 


fiber had been better graded, probably much more of the production of 


the past 3 years would have been acceptable for stockpiling. 


Exposed in the upper zone in the present mine workings are 


veins of asbestos totaling 1 to 5 inches in thickness. These veins 


are distributed through a serpentine zone 6 to 24 inches in thickness. 


The greatest quantities of asbestos (veins totaling 2 to 5 inches in 


general) are in the folded beds adjacent to the northwest diabase-


limestone contact. That portion of the deposit in which pillars are 


most common, as shown on figure 4 (i.e., in the center of the stoped 


area) contains marginal or submarginal quantities of asbestos. Along 


the southeastern contact the asbestos veins of the upper zone total 


2 to 4 inches in thickness in most places, but the fiber in most 


exposures is harsh. The above described distribution of asbestos 


probably can be expected down the dip of the limestone "sliver" into 


the area to be explored.


S
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H)TENTIAL OF THE DER)SIT 


Prediction of grade and quantity of asbestos more than 50 feet 


from known exposures is usually not justified for the Arizona asbestos 


deposits because the asbestos of most deposits is very sporadic in 


distribution and the diabase intrusions, which are always associated with 


the deposits, are unpredictable as to outline and distribution. Based 


on a 50 foot projection of the ore zone as seen in present mine faces 


the writer estimates that 150 to 200 tons of asbestos of all grades is 


indicated, At least 50 percent of this fiber is probably of harsh or 


semi-harsh quality. 


Compared with most other asbestos deposits of the district the 


Bear Canyon deposit as judged from past development is unusually persistent. 


The proposed exploration as shown on figure is based on the premise 


•	 that the geologic structural conditions favorable to the formation of 


asbestos will persist approximately 500 feet down the dip of the deposit.! 


There is no indication in the present exposures that such a premise is 


not warranted. However, an indication of a disrupting structure or 


intrusion can be seldom noted more than a few feet from that structure

because a 200 foot wide limestone block roughly midway between the two 


bounding diabase sills may contain asbestos in submarginal quantities 


and therefore not be minable • The above estimates allow 25 percent for 


mine pillars, mill losses, etc., and ignore asbestos potentL in the 


sporadically xninable lower zones. The estimates should not be considered 


as even in the inferred reserve category, but should be considered 


potential reserves based on the premise that geologic structure, yet to 


be proved, persists through the area to be explored. 


For another approach to the potential of the area to be 


explored, it can be seen by inspection of figure 4 that the area to be 


penetrated by the proposed exploration is approximately the size of the 


area stoped in the past. Therefore the reserves that can be hoped for 


might be approximately the past production of 1200 tons. This checks 


only the low estimate given in the above paragraph; however, it must be 


noted that, to the best of our knowledge, during the mining of approxi-


mately the first 900 tons only the long fiber was recovered. I"Jining of 


a comparable asbestos-bearing area at present probably could result in 


the recovery of approximately 2000 tons rather than 900 tons of all grades 


of asbestos. 


If the quality of asbestos that may be exposed in the 


proposed exploration approximates that of past production a large part 


of the asbestos will range from semi-harsh to harsh in quality. However, 


past exploitation has resulted in production of soft fiber of excellent 


quality. Such strategic asbestos can be expected to be sporadically 


distributed through the deposit in concentrations suitable for 


selective mining; therefore exploration of this deposit should be 


considered valid under DNEA Order 1.







Approximately 40 percent of the 88 tons of asbestos produced 


in the first 5 months of 1952 has been No. 1 and No. 2 fiber (according 


to the applicant' s standards of grading); the remainder has been combined 


in a product that the applicant states has tested 3K to 3Z by the Quebec 


Standard Testing IVlachine. Very little fiber was being discarded with the 


waste sands during the examiner's visit. The writer doubts that the 


above data gives a true picture of the average length of the asbestos 


produced from the Bear Canyon deposits because it is obvious that a very 


poor standard of grading is maintained in the applicant's mill. The No. 1 


fiber produced contains much short fiber, and the Group 3 fiber produced 


includes much fiber that should be recovered as No. 1 and No. 2 grades. 


However, this production record,which includes fiber from at least 3 


parts of the deposit, does indicate that a large percentage of the asbestos 


• produced is long fiber. From incomplete records , kept by the applicant 


the mill rock processed during the first 5 months of 1952 is estimated 


by the writers to have had a recoverable fiber content of between 5 and 


20 percent.


The exploration proposed will not explore the area penetrated 


to adequately infer the reserves of the entire area outlined by 


exploration drifts • The writer, from previous experience in the 


district, judge. that exposure of the ore zone by the proposed work will 


be adequate to predict reserves for only about 50 percent of the area 


outlined. However, if the project is successful, the reserves that may 


be inferred as a result of the work should be sufficient to allow the 


applicant to plan and carry out further exploration and/ larger scale 


worthwhile milling and milling operations.

Original Proposal 


As submitted to the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis-


tration the applicants' exploration plan called for diamond drilling 


in 3 areas. The greatest amount of drilling was to be from the part 


of the main haulage adit that is in the sill above the deposit (see 


section A-A', fig. 5). This part of the drilling program, if successful, 


was to be followed by drifting. This part of the exploration plan, 


though technically feasible, was not as good as it might have been 


because (1) the portion of the deposit to be explored geologically is 


likely to be a lean area between two better mineralized areas, and 


(2) the cost of the drilling proposed was of the same order of magnitude 


as the cost of drifting to expose the same area would have been. 


• Drifting would undoubtedly result in obtaining better data than drilling 


as to the potential of the deposit. Therefore costs of drilling versus


drifting were discussed with the applicant. As a result of this dis-


cussion the applicant requested a modification of his original program 


to include 470 feet of inclined drifting as shown on figure 4 and 


section A-A', figure 5 • This incline will test an area roughly 1k 


times the length of the area originally proposed for drilling from the 


haulage adit. The drift will be on an incline of 9 to U degrees. 


This modified proposal has advantages and disadvantages, to be discussed 


later, but is an improvement over the original proposal. Because 


elimination of diamond drilling from the main haulage level would 


decrease the drill footage required to justify an economical bid from 


the drilling contractor, the applicant further modified his original 


proposal by deleting diamond drilling from the two drifts that expose 
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diabase on the northwest side of the deposit. As a substitute he now 


S	 proposes that drifting totaling 450 feet be carried out along the strike 


of the deposit from the end of the proposed incline. This modification 


takes care of the objection that the examiners would have had, namely 


that diamond drilling below the northeast extension of the main haulage 


drift would have tested only the least likely part of the limestone 


block that is surrounded by diabase. 


The drilling proposed to explore the limestone to the 


northwest beyond the crosscutting diabase was of dubious technical 


feasibility. However, it is unfortunate that some sort of exploration 


is not planned in that direction as the geologic possibilities of a 


"blind" ore body beyond the crosscutting portion of the diabase sill 


are good. However, if the applicant feels it necessary to limit his 


expenditures for exploration the program as revised is the most valid 


as being less of a gamble than exploration in a geologically poorly 


understood area. 


evised Program 


The inclined drift proposed would test a more likely portion 


of.the deposit and would be shorter and therefore less costly if 


started at the northwesternmost portion of the present stope (point A, 


on figure 4). From this point the incline also could be directed in 


a northeasterly direction directly down the dip of the deposit and 


thereby appreciably shortened. The applicant prefers not to place 


the incline in this way for two reasons: (1) haulage would be more 


expensive, and (2) this part of' the stope is in an area of considerable 


fracturing and the back of the present stope might not be held. The 


first reason seems valid to	 writers; the second is not valid 
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because backfill could be used in the present stope to adequately hold 


the back. Development of an incline also might be more difficult, than 


in the place proposed by the applicant, because the attitudes of the 


beds may vary greatly in this area and would cause difficulty in keeping 


a uniform haulage grade. Even though the incline as proposed by the 


applicant will be more costly and probably will not expose as much 


asbestos as an inclined drift elsewhere in the deposit, the advantages 


of more direct haulage from the horizontal exploratory drifts, and the 


fact that the proposed incline will become the most strategic position 


for a development haulage-way if appreciable quantities of asbestos are 


discovered suggest that the placing of the incline as proposed by the 


applicant should be approved by the DNEA. If adequate reserves are 


developed, the incline and the horizontal drifts will become the major 


•	 haulage workings of the mine. 


Drifting along the strike of the beds is warranted to test 


the possible extensions of what in the past have been the best portions 


of the Bear Canyon deposit. The distribution of the asbestos mined in 


past operations suggests that the greatest amount and best quality of 


asbestos may be found along the northwestern part of the proposed 


horizontal drift. The writer would suggest that if the contacts of 


the crosscutting diabase and the limestone strike as projected on 


figure 4, the proposed 450 feet of drifting will be excessive. If 


minable quantities of asbestos are encountered at the level of the 


proposed strike drift, it will be unnecessary to drift the entire 


distance to the crosscutting diabase to prove the ore. It is suggested, 


however, that the entire 450 feet of strike drifting be allowed to take 
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care of the possibilities that the diabase-linstone contacts deviate 


from the projection shown on the geologic map and/or the strike of 


the formation changes so as to require longer drifts if proper track 


grades are to be maintained. Because the exploration program proposed 


will not adequately block out the potential ore body (see page 7) 


it would not be amiss to allow excess footage to be used for a 


horizontal drift to be driven between the level proposed and the present 


stope. The applicant is not aware of the above recommendations, but 


the writer believes that the exploration contract should be flexible 


enough to allow such modification of the applicants' proposal. If the 


exploration proposed is unusually successful it will not be surprising 


if the applicant makes a request for an amendment to allow an intermediate 


drift to further explore the ore body. 


.	 )NCLIJS1ONS AND REOONMENDATX)NS 


The Bear Canyon asbestos deposit as previously mined has been 


very persistent compared with most deposits of the Arizona district. 


The exceptionally favorable structural controls for asbestos deposition 


persist into the area proposed to be tested as a possible extension of 


the known deposit. If the favorable structures persist for several 


hundred feet, as is possible, 1200 to 2700 tons of asbestos, a part of 


which can be expected to be of strategic quality and length may be 


partly outlined by the applicants' revised exploration program. If 


successful, the proposed exploration may result in incompletely out-


lining reserves of value on the order of l,000,000 to 2:,000,000. 


However, optimism is not warranted because structure is not predictable 


for the distance proposed for exploration, and irregular, unpredictable 
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diabase intrusions can cut out the favorable limestone beds, Because 


pre-mineral structural preparation of favorable limestone beds has 


been extraordinarily persistent in the previously developed area, the 


proposed exploration based on the premise that favorable geologic 


structural conditions will persist through the area proposed for 


exploration seems very worthwhile. The type of exploration proposed 


could be laid out to test the most favorable areas more adequately than 


under the plan proposed. If the writeis were less optimistic they 


would suggest that drifting be confined to the areas most favorable 


geologically. However, the writers believe, for reasons outlined in 


the body of the report, the geologic potential of the area to be explored 


is sufficient to warrant the extra expenditure of DNEA funds in the 


interest of more efficient mining practices that will result if the 


proposed exploration is successful. Therefore, the revised exploration 


program submitted by the applicant can be recommended.

HIST(Nt! AND PRODUCTICI 


The Bear Canyon property originally was located in l9ZL, and 


relocated in 1927 by F. J. Luau. The following year the property was 


absorbed by the Bear Canyon Asbestos	 a subsidiary of Keasbey & 


Mattison Co., Aabler, Pa. Luau stated that the property produced 40 


teas of fiber per noath for 2 years. This was borne out by oii'a 


tion of the Indian Service records, which indicated that royalties 


were paid on 800 to 900 tons between 1927 and 1930. Work was suspended 


April 1930, .11 buildings, equipment, etc., were removed, and the 


property reverted to the Reservation. 


The property laid idle until R. G. Robertson and associates took 


a lease on it in 1949, erected a iaap, and constructed a pill. 


Robertson was in charge, with sons changes of associates, until he 


sold out in January 1952, when Dnis Green, one of the associates 


took charge.

During the period that Keasbey & Mattison Co. produced, hand cobbing 


was practiced, and probahly only the Nos. 1 and 2 grades were shipped. 


Consequently the 900-ton production during 1929-30 is an understatent 


of the actual tonnage of fiber that was extracted from the area mined 


during that period. Unfortunately, the shorter grades that -ight have been 


stockpiled along the surface tracks have been washed away by the periodic 


floods that dissipate the dump areai. 


The production figures of the app1icant company indicate that the. 


iiiiled product yielded not less than 15 percent each of Nos. 1 and 2. 


grades. The following tabulation of prices received by the ccmpany ahows 


the present upward trend.

DESCRIPX0N OF THE DEP0Sfl 


The mine is situated on the east side of a canyon that has cut 


through the regional lava flows to expose the underlying pro-Cambrian 


Mescal limestone and diabase. The limestone occuri as a relatively thin 


sliver engulfed and split by diabase intrusions that have slightly arched 


the limestone formation and tilted it 10° to 12° downward into the hill. 


.
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S
The main fiber zone is about 15 feet above the lower diabase sill. In 


areas of greatest production, 3 other zones appear between 24 to 7 feet 


below the main zone. 


The bed of limestone that contains the ore zones is about 400 


feet wide, cut off on each side by crosscutting diabase sills. The 


fiber zone, dipping into the hill at 120, was mined progressively from 


3 levels, i. e., the outcrop, the upper, and the lower haulage levels. 


The latter are about 40 and 80 feet below the outcrop entries, 


respectively. The lower level was driven from a point about 10 feet 


above the creek bottom and interesected the fiber zone at 480 feet 


from the portal (see figure 3). 


The early operators mined the area as one large stop.. The back 


S was supported by ninerous pillars and there was virtually no back fill. 


At the tine the mine was reopened in 1949, the mariiium dimensions of 


the stop. were 350 by 500 feet. The present company has enlarged the 


stoped area, notably on the east side, mining out the northeast corner 


above the lower cross-haulage drift to the diabase contact. I also 


has extended the northernmost part of the old stope, as we].]. as 


whittling off some of the larger pillars and substituting back fill 


for support. 


The fiber of the Bear Canyon deposit varies from fairly harsh to 


seaihh• It is said that some of the production in l929 .30 was 


fairly soft. The fiber left in the nusaerous pillars in the central 


part of the old stop. shows this to: be true, but the tensile strength 


•	 does not equal. that of most soft fiber. The. fiber becomes more spicular 


toward the borders of the old stope. This may be the reason that the 


Keasbey & Mattison Co. ceased operations. 
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Because of i*provenents in asbestos fiberisation and spinning 


technique, ax( the urgent need for asbestos, semi-harsh fiber of only 


fair tensile strength has become desirable to the industry It is 


blended with soft fiber of high tensile strength to make products that 


meet strategic requirements. The asbestos fabricators are likewise 


using &risona harsh fiber in greater saunts than previously. 


In 1950, this deposit produced 30 tons of crude grades 1 and 2 


that was accepted by the stockpiling program. 


PROPOSED EXPLATI0N AND COSTS 


The original exj)]oratioa proposal was for 1,17? feet of diamond 


drilling, and 330 feet of drifting, of which the drifting and 855 feet 


of drilling in 13 holes was stipulated for the area down-dip on the 


•	 main structure. The remaining 322 feet of drilling vu to be divided 


in 6 holes to explore 2 areas an the west side of the mine. During 


the examination of the property on June 26, the investigating team 


discussed with the applicant the advantages and disadvantages of drilling 


versus drifting. When the applicant was informed of the unit bid 


procedure now in use, it requested an opportunity to modify the 


application. 


L. 3. Brewer, the engineer who formulated the exploration plane, 


revised the application and confined the proposal to exploratory 


drifting. In a letter of July 6 to the company, he states in part: 


"Ike diamond drilling that was previously proposed has been reconsid-


ered and rejected. Drifting, although involving a larger capital 


expenditure, seems more logical in this particular casen.

The revised program was brought to the Tucson office July II by 


DeiAis Green, general ntanager of the applicant company. The covering 


letter states: "rho deve].opsent program consists of 470 feet of —12° 


incline to open the ore body to the northeast, and 450 feet of drifting 


along the pkujeoted strike of the beds.

The subaission of detailed coat estimates, which 


are appended to this report, was solely for the purpose of aubatantiatu' 


ing the bid price.


REVIEW OF IIWPOSED EXPLORATION 


The proposal is to run an inclined drift down the favorable 


horizon to ezplore for extensions of the ore body. The logical location 


of such an exI Loration drift would be directly down-dip front the lowest 


point in the stope, the {niaUnt distance to reach a given depth How" 


ever, as pointed out by the applicant, there are serious disadvantages 


in starting the exploration drift from these northeast workings. In 


this area the fiber zone was better than average and the operator aimed 


I
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a relatively large. block without leaving pillars. Roof failure has 


started and only at considerable and continued expense could a haulage-


way be kept open. From an incline at this point a car vould have to be 


switched twice on the haulage level. 


The applicant has suggested that the exploratory incline be started 


in line with the m&in haulage drift. The advantages of this location. 


are that the back is strong and well supported, and no timbering will 


be required; no switchiug will be necessary; a car hauled up the incline 


can be released with sufficient mumentum to coast out to the portal. 


The average dip of the formation is 120 but the angle of inclination 


of a drift from this point will be approTimately 10°.	 and if 


the lower block is mined, no iutenaace should be required to keep the 


haulageway open, if sufficient pillars are left along the incline. 


The applicant has made a bid of $28.50 per foot of drift, applicable 


equally to inclined or level drifting. The supporting detailed cost 


estimate assumes an average advance of 3 feet per day. More than half 


the footage is in the incline, where for obvious reasons, the average 


advance will be retarded. An analysis of the cost figures shows that 


some are on the high side but these are overbalanced by several itoms 


that seen exceptic nslly low. The use rental of the major items, 


210-foot cm compressor and hoist (sluaher), is set at $115.00 per 


month; overall supervision and engineering is only 4.2 percent of the 


total project cost.

It is judged that it will coat more than $28.50 per foot for 


the inclined drifting and slightly 1e81 than this amount for level 


drifting. The tra*i'ing distance at the start will be 500 feet, but 


at completion it may be as much as 1,200 feet of uhich approximately 


500 feetwillbe on the incline. 


The applicant's averaged bid for the 2 types of drifting therefore 


is considered reuonabie. 


The question of ventilation was discussed with the applicant. 


There is a strong natural draft along the cross-haulage drift and 


smoke reaching this level is rapidly dissipated. The applicant states 


it has two, presently unused, smaller compressors that can be used 


for blowing at the headings if additional air is necessary. The use 


of a small Coppus hLower near the end of the air lines in the strike 


drift headings may become necessary. 


As in all asbestos exploratory projects, the drifting program 


should be left flexible, to take advantage of geologic changes as they 


develop. 


If the unit bid offer is acceptable to the 1)efense Minerals 


Exploration A4-4 istration it is suggested that the t.tal time allowed 


for the project be increased to 18 months. When the drift faces are 


in cosmercial ore, this extra tine will allow the , applicant to biast 


stoping rounds and thus save the fiber encountered. 


.
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CONCLUSIONS 


Only 4 other asbestos nines in the Gila County area have and. a 


greater production than the Bear Canyon nine. In general, the fiber 


is harsh but part of it is of a seni'4iarsk grade that has sufficient 


tensile strength to neet the requirements of strategic textile 


specifications. 


The applicant is 'iinii'g along the edges of the old st.pe and has 


extended the workings down dip in the northeast part. In area contain-


ing an exceptionally high percentage of fiber vu encountered, and in 


th. desire to recover all of it, sufficient pillar support vu not pro-


tded. The roof is gradually subsiding and this area may soon become 


unsafe. 


S
The proposed exploration work, if entirely or even partially 


successful, will allow the applicant to nine up the dip, thus lowering 


costs as well as increasing production. As the backfill can be placed 


more compactly, it is likely that fever pillars will be required. If 


the exploration delineates the lower boundary of the deposit, a 


retreating method of 4n4 'ig can be employed, the need of pillars will 


be eliRinated, and all ore possible can be recovered as the faces are 


advanced. 


Because the favorable structure at 400 to 500 feet from the 


outcrop has re"afned virtually constant, it is thought that the 


possibility of continuation of ore downdip is exceptionally good. 


Unless cut of f by an unpredictable structural change, the deposit 
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'igit extend to the proposed depth of exploration. Allowing for acme 


convergence of the diabase structures limiting the width of the 


deposit, and us' ing a conservative average of 2 inches of fiber over 


the area, the calculated potential is on the order of 1,700 tens, all 


grades. If one third of the inferred area is barren or left as pillars, 


1,130 tons would be the asumod productivity. At only $400 per ten of 


fiber, the return would be about $460,000,:sufficient to amortise the 


loan.


It is thought that the proposed total of 920 feet of drifting is 


not excessive to explore this deposit, but it is suggested that the 


pr.gra* be left flexible so that advantage may be taken of unpredictable 


geologic changes that might affect the location of an ore deposit. 


SThe present company, with one change of management, has operated 


the mine since 1949. It has constructed a itill 1 of sufficient capacity 
to beaeficiate the current production on one shift daily. Increased 


production could be handled by rmin4g more than one shift. The mine 


foreman appears to understand the problems involved in asbestos ininizag.. 


A subordination agreement will have to be secured from the Indian 


Service, but by the time it is requested, a precedent (Sorsen Williams 


Asbestos Co., Docket 17761) maybkave been established and action could 


be fairly rapid. 
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The Bear Canyon $in4ng Co. is currently producing asbestos, part 


of which is of strategic quality and grades. It is thought that an 


exploratory project is justified at this nine for the following reasons: 


(1) The structure responsible for the localisatien of aiaëralza" 


tion has been remarkably persistent; 


(2) The geolojic conditions that favored the fcrmatiou of asbestos 


within this structure proably will continue unchanged for some distance 


down the dip; 


(3) If the exploration proves extensions of tl* ore body, the 


applicant will be able to reduce 'qdnig coet$ by stopiag up the dip. 


Additional working faces will be provided and increased production 


should result; 


S (4) There is a chance that the potential to'inage. could be of a 


magnitude to virtually amortise the loan. 


Therefore it is recommended that an exploratory loan be granted 


the Bear Canyon thiing . Co., the work to consist of an allowable total 


of 920 feet of drifting to be completed within 18 months. It is to 


the advantage of the Government to contract this work to the company 


on its unit bid of $28.50 per foot. This price includes all labor, 


supplies, equipnent rental, pipe, and track, and any other costs 


perta4n ng to the advancements of the drifts. 


The applicant has stated that it ii willing and able to pay 


10 percent of the estimated cost of $26,220.

W6 and Amendment dated March 25, 19S3. 


On March 2th, l93 amendment to the above referred to. contract was 
granted as requested by the Bear Canyon Mining Comparer. It had been discussed 
and nutuaUy agreed by the operators of the Bear Canyon Mining Company and the 
field • team with the Bureau of Mines cf Tucson, Arizona, that the possibilities 
of discovering coBmnercial ore bodies under the original agreements had been 
explored and that further footage under the original contract wcvuld be to no 
avail. Therefore, an amendment was requested and granted for revision in tha 
original plan for the purpose of drifting and raising, in an effort to explore 
the possibilities of a commercial ore body in the west edge of the stope. 


At the time this request was made, Bear Canyon Mining Company was advised 
by Mr. Andy Sc.hribe, government geologist of the Bureau of Mines of Tucson, that 
by drifting and 'riising through the diabase in the west portion of the mine we 
would likely encounter lime..stone and possibly an ore zone. However, Mr. Sclbribe 
also advised us that even though we did encounter an ore zone, the fiber might 
be too harsh to be of commercial value. 


This work under the above referred to amendment has been carried forward 
to the extent of drifting and raising as reflected in our month34' progress 
reports. Since ott? recess perio'd dated from July 1st, l3 until the resumption 
of work in the latter part of September 19S3, we have completed about 8 or 10 
feet in raise Numiber Two(2) in an effort to cut a possible third ore zore. '1e 
also drilled an 8 foot test hole and the third zone was not encountered. Since 
there was very little fiber in zone Number One (1) and zone Number fwo(2) and 
the fiber 'timat was enethixitered is of such a harsh quality, that it is in our 
opinion not marketable and that the above mentioned 8 or 10 feet together with 
the 8 foot test hole eliminates the possibilIty of a third ore zone.

The Operator (Contractor) of arM exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report ,, con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Repori and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for -reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A----Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and'technicil 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will bq reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expencflturea due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of. equipment owned-will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 


- workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

The pu 'rpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determinethe progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for-those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for particular project. It 'ill benecesary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among he applicable phases repdrted Wjth the exception of three items the costs of 
which are notto be distributed by the Operator.

"Operating EquipmOrt", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are nt to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items 'on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable 'basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authoriied by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibjt "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or

MONTHLV REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an '&cploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs;

The perators report was received at the ¶ucson office 
April 3, 1953. I visited the property April 8, measured the drifts, 
and ran a brunton survey to determine the relationship of the diabase 
contacts to the old workings. 


In the north drift the workings started with diabase against 
the east side of the drift. Sills of diabase cut across the drift, 
but limestone showed either at the bottom or at the top of the drift. 
At aboit 100 feet, the sill cut down and the ore-bearing beds appeared, / 
to be cut off again by a dike within 20 feet. The company has started// 
a stope in this 20 .foot Interval, that shows up to 4 inchos of fairly ff 
harsh fiber. The limestone at the end of the drift showed no fiber 
at the time of my visit. 


he south drift was driven in limestone along, the contact 
with diabase • The last 20 feet cut diabase that presumably is the 
main mass to the south. Unly traces of fiber were occasionally seen 
in this drift. 


The maps furnished with the operator's report indicate the 
advamce, and are sufficient for this report, but a Bureau map is 
atkaced to show the detailed course of the workings. 


The monthly advance of 158 feet is correct and according to 
contract. It is recommended that the Government's share of the cost 
of this project be paid.

NTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Fo?m MF-104—Operator's Monlhly Report and 
Voucher.—Tbis form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
lOgs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator, should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, superyision and technical. 
services incurred for the etploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and teohnical serviceS used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the -project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party iIl be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligate4 for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be .repoited under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", !ollowed by appro-
priate ignature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are nOt re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item '(1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drihin, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—AppIiable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for .a particular project. It w111 be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.	 .	 .'

The Operator (Contractor) of anVexploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Mon(hly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical serviceS used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating Oquip.. 
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be repoited under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", vill be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevar, for those unusual phases which may . need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable pases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some pther equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.
