c. Basis for computation. --The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds ('including ' any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b.' point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular 
course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement' sheets, on account. of the cost of treatment. proc-
esses performed by' the buyer,' sampling and assaying to deter- 
mine the value 'Of. the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier '(not the Operator), shall be allowed 
as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein.

Its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment. If any 
production Is used by the Operator in integrated manufactur-
ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes 
Its election, the Government's. royaltyon such production 
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which. 

"Value" as here used 
means what is or would be gross Income from mining, operations 
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax deter- 
mination, or the market value, whichever Is greater.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
withOut making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
'lien for the, payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehOld, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

5 . Comments


The mining operations were conducted in a fairly efficient 
manner.

In driving the 194 feet of drift about 120 tons of low-grade 
material was stockpiled which assayed 0.2 per cent copper, 0.8 per cent 
1.-ad, 2 per cent zinc, 0.3 ounces silver and 0,02 ounces gold. This 
material appears to have come from the 90 to 100 feet of the drift 
adjacent to the face and must represent considerable sorting since 
total muck produced from a 6 by 7-foot drift 100 feet long would 
approximate 350 tons. 


The Field Team states: "Inasmuch as the drift lacked but 
90 feet of reaching the downward projection of ore indicated in a 
diamond drill hole (5-2:) and considerable mineralization was noted 
in the last 100 feet of drifting both examiners recommend that the 
project be certified as a discovery."

A final inspection of the subject property was made by me 
October 8, 1962. Information obtained during this inspection and 
previous inspections indicates that nopre has been produced 
from the property since October 21, 1952, the starting date 
of the Royalty Payment Agreement. My findings on October 8, 
1962 also indicate that no ore could be produced from the 
property by October 23, 1962, the termination date of. the' 
Royalty Payment Agreement. Therefore, it is recommended 
that this account be closed. 


Detailed information obtained during the final inspection follows. 
A "No Lien Notice" is posted on Ajax shaft headframe. It states 
that Roy V. Waughtel acquired the property from the owners by a 
Bond and Iase Agreement dated January 16, 1962. The owners of 


the property were listed as.Walter Smith, Theodore Holmes Smith, - 
Frank Allen and Gladys Allen. No one was on the property, and 
there was no equipment of any kind in the shaft area. However, 
new roads had been built to the mine and to several small mine 
dumps located within a radius of four or five miles of the Ajax 
claims. At about 300 yards south of the Ajax shaft, foundations 
for a :mill had been completed, ore bins had been erected, and 
water stage dams had been uilt.

The expenditure of $23,100 was approved in a contract, E-428, 
dated October 23, 1952. Work. was started November 14th and $6,790 was 
expended on the following work: 


1911 feet of drifting, 
on the 176-foot level of a shaft. 


85 feet of the work was in low grade ore. 


The work explored a 7-foot vein, in Precambrian chlorite schist, 
credited with a production of 91.72 tons of lead zinc-silver ore, part 
of which was sorted ore. Previous work consisted of the 180-foot shaft, 
drifting on 2 levels and diamond drilling. 


Ore reserves 


Prior to the E  work, reserves consisted of 14,000 tons of 
10% (zinc and lead) ore and the ]14EA work increased that figure by 
2,500 tons of 0.7%. lead and 2.2% zinc material. 


Intersections of ore grade material are claimed for 2 diamond 
drill holes and it is believed other ore shoots exist, but the operator 
discontinued work without having reached certain target areas. Although 
only low grade material was encountered in the DMEA work, the examiners 
and Field Team recommended that a Certificationof Discovery be issued. 


I concur with that recommendation.

Under the terms of the contract executed October 23, 1952, 
a $23,100 program made up of 400 feet of drifting, 200 feet of raising 
and 500 feet of diamond drilling on the 176-foot level was agreed upon. 
Of that work only 194 feet of drifting was completed when the company 
asked that the project be recessed. Thereafter, no additional work was 
done under the contract and it was terminated September 1, 1954 when 
the last recess expired. 


In driving the 194 feet of drift about 120 tons of low-grade 
mineral was stockpiled which assayed in the order of 0.2 percent copper, 
0.8 percent lead, 2 percent zinc, 0.3 ounces silver and 0.02 ounces 
gold. This material appears to have come from the 90 to 100 feet of the 
drift adjacent to the face and must represent considerable sorting since 
total muck produced from a 6 by 7-foot drift 100 feet long would approx-
imate 350 tons. 


Inasmuch as the drift lacked but 90 feet of reaching the 
downward projection of ore indicated in a diamond drill hole (5-2) and 
considerable mineralization was noted in the last 100 feet of drifting 
both examiners recommend that the project be certified as a discovery. 
I concur with this recommendation.

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IN1!ODUCTION 


The Ajax mine is in section 35, 1. 2 S., R. 11 Be., Pina). County, 


Arizona. It. is reached from the town of Superior by traveling 11 miles 


west on U. S. Highway 60-70, then 9 miles southeast on a graded dirt road. 


On July 3, 1952 a DNEA application totaling $59,727 was made by 


the Magma King Manganese Mining Co. to explore for lead and zinc at the 


Ajax Mine. On August 25, 26, and 27, 1952, J. N. Faick of the U. S. 


Geological Survey, and T. M. Roms3.o of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, examined-


the property. The examiners recommended Th'A assistance in a revised pro-


gram totaling $23,100. A contract (Idm-E428) for this amount was granted 


and exploratory work started on November 14, 1952. Exploration continued 


through March, 1953. The applicant obtained permission to recess the pro-


ject during the month of April, 1953. Following further requests from the 


applicant, this recess period was extended time after time, until on Sep-


tember 1, 3.9511, failure to renew operations resulted in cancellation of 


the contract. Amendment No. 7, dated June 30, 19511, providing for can-


cellation of the contract if work was not resumed by September 1, 19511, 


also provides for repayment of the government by "a percentage royalty 


on any minerals mined or produced" from the property, "certification of 


discovery or develcpment being hereby waived." The fine]- payment due 


the applicant was not made until November 10, 1955, because Ralph J. 


Pomercj, president. of the applicant company, did not submit his final 


report until October, 1955. 


The mine was allowed to flood during the recess of exploration. 


No interim geologic inspections of the mine had been made, and as the 	 - 


mine was never d.ewatered, a final geologic inspection was not possible.







T. M. Romelo of the 11. 2. Bureau of Mines, however, examined the workings 


on April 1, 1953, when the maximum advance under the FL4EA contract had 


been reached. Regarding this inspection, and previous monthly inspec-


tions, Roinslo states that the narrative reports by Frank L. Metier, su-


perintendent, correctly describe the findings in the exploratory drift 


that was being driven under the Et4EA contract. In view of this fact 


and the lack of firsthand geologic information, the results of explora-


tion given in the present report are based on Metier's periodic reports 


to DMEA. Much of the present report is abstracted from Paick' a examina-


tion report, and the writer consulted. with Faick and Romslo. The figure 


numbers used in 	 report remain the same. The Ajax Mine, as far as 


the writer can determine, is not described in the literature. 


GEOLOGY 


The Ajax mine is in the Mineral Hill Mining District near the head. 


of Cottonwood Creek, a dry wash draining relatively rough mountainous 


desert terrain between the valleys of the Gila .River on the south and 


Queen Creek on the north. Maximum relief in this area is about 500 feet. 


The country rock is a fine-grained., greenish-gray, rather uniform 


chlorite schist of probable Precambrian age. The achiatosity, which is 


vague and poorly developed, is gently folded into smell easterly-trending 


anticlines and synclines that have dips ranging from 10° to 30° on the 


flanks. 


Within the Mineral Hill district there are many small min  and 


prospects of which the Ajax appears to be one of the most promising. The 


mine explores part of , a conjugate vein system by means of a 180 foot shaft

inclined westward about 65° and by two drifts (Fig. 5). The upper 


drift, or 50 level, extends 50 feet north of the shaft and 60 feet 


south of it. The 176 level before fl exploration consisted of a 


30 foot crosscut to the vein, with drifts extending about 80 feet 


north and 50 feet south of the crosscut. Eight diamond drill holes 


have been drilled in the area (Figs. 3 and b). 
The Ajax vein system occupies a fault zone in the schist and 


the veins are exposed at the surface more-or-less continuously for a 


distance of about 1800 feet north of the Ajax shaft and about 200 feet 


south of it (Fig. 3). Two prominent branches of the vein system con-


verge at the Ajax shaft, and the mine workings have explored the west-


ern or Hanging Mall branch vein. This vein strikes approximately N. 20' 


W. but south of the shaft where the two veins converge the strike is 


nearly south. The Foot Wall or east vein strikes nearly north for a 


distance of about 500 feet north of the Ajax shaft, then appears to 


change its strike to N. 200 W. or approximately parallel to the Hanging 


Mall vein. Although the mine workings are mostly in the Hanging Mall 


vein, the Foot Wall vein forms the more prominent outcrop and shows 


more leaching effects at the outcrop than does the Hanging Wall vein. 


The dip of both veins at the surface is about 65 0 west but flattens 


with increasing depth and on the 176 level the dip of the hanging wall 


vein ranges from 40° to 15°. Where the veins cross Cottonwood Wash 


there is a zone in which the veins appear to be structurally deformed, 


suggesting that they may have been folded or faulted. Some brecciation 


of the enclosing schist was noted but the cause of the brecciation was 
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not apparent nor could the geology be satisfactorily interpreted* 


It is possible that the two main veins may merge in this zone, or 


another branch vein may intersect the footwall vein. 


The vein material consists of two distinct types which have 


been deposited under distinctly different conditions. One type of 


vein filling consists of specularite in massive, glassy quartz. The 


other type consists of milky quartz, amethystine quartz, and white 


calcite, accompanied by sphalerite, galena and trace amounts of chal-


copyrite. This type of vein material is prominently banded, and many 


comb structures and drusy cavities are present in it • It also contains. 


all of the observed sulfide minerals, and locally these are sufficiently 


abundant to constitute low-grade ore. Galena and sphalerite occur as 


coarse grains from about one-eighth of an inch to about one inch in 


maximum dimension. Galena predominates on the 50 level and aphalerite 


predominates on the 176 level. Otherwise these minerals are dispersed 


erratically throughout the vein and in many places constitute from 10 


to 20 percent of the vein filling; however, in some places the vein is 


barren. Masses of galena and sphalerite from 1 to 1 inches wide and from 


a few inches to about 2 feet long are present in many places within the 


vein. Ore minerals are also present in some of the brecciated wall rock, 


as for example about 50 feet north of the shaft on the 176 level. Here 


a lenticular mass of brecciated schist (Fig. 5) is thoroughly impregnated 


with calcite, quartz, aphalerite, and galena. These occur in small 


seams and masses cementing part of the brecoia. The breocia mass is 


over 50 feet long, and about 15 feet wide but the sulfides are confined 


I
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to an area about 30 feet long and about 10 feet wide. This mineralized 


breccia is exposed only on the 176 level but it is assumed that the 


breccia extends at least a short distance above and below the level. 


Deformation along the vein zone has darupted some of the rocks 


and locally they have been weakened by what appears to be late-ore or 


post-ore iacveinent. It is probable that deformation and hydrothermal 


alteration have weakened the wall rocks to such an extent that under-


ground support will be- required in some zones if the vein is mined.

These shipments are products of selective mining of some of the 


higher grade portions of the vein and are probably also upgraded by 


hand sorting. The largest shipments, containing relatively low values, 


are probably not much higher grade than many parts of the vein. 
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As a result of extending the 176 level with DM aid a gm11 


amount of low grade material was stockpiled on the property. About 


20 tons of this is hand-sorted material, a sample of which assayed 


0 .311* copper, 0.52% lead, 1.8% zinc, 0.02 oze gold, and O.li oz. silver. 


The remainder of the stockpiled material is in a pile amounting to 


bout 100 tons. Two samples of the pile assayed 0.23 and 0.095% 


copper, 0.58 and 1.10% lead, 1.3 and 3.11% zinc, and trace and 0902 


oz9 gold, and 0.1, and 0.11 oz. silver. 


Many samples (Fig. 6) have been taken of the vein. Most of the 


samples were taken before the applicant acq.uired the property. Several 


were taken by the applicant, and the I4EA eini-tners took 5 samples as a 


means of checking and. verifying the others. The samples taken by ]1€A 


provide a fair check on the others but are slightly lover grade. It was 


noted by examination of the mine workings that the sample widths pre-


viously reported are exaggerated, and could not be substantiated.

In addition to the mine workings an attempt has been made to 


explore the vein by 8 diamond drill holes, two of 'which encountered 


sufficient ore to be of possible commercial value. Hole No * s-6 


about 200 feet north of the shaft penetrated about 5 feet of ore 


estimated at Ii. percent lead and 6 percent zinc, and hole No. 8-2 


about 1400 feet north of the shaft penetrated. about 11 feet of 18 


to 25 percent zinc ore (Figs. 3 and 1). At present there is insuf-


ficient information to interpret the significance of these penetra-


tions but. it appears possible that the holes discovered additional 


ore shoots. Hole No. 5-2 appears especially significant because it 


may have penetrated the hanging wall vein zone beneath an iron-stained 


breociated schist that could be interpreted as being the outcrop of a 


mineralized zone. The breccia is exposed in a small elliptical, area 


about 20 feet in maximum dimension near the place where the veins cross 


the floor of Cottonwood Wash. 


Holes 8-1, 8-3, s4, and 8-5 (Fig. 4) were drilled to explore 


outlying or deep parts of the vein. These penetrated considerable 


mineralized material, having very low values but veins of minable width 


and grade were not encountered. Available data are insufficient to 


correctly interpret the significance of these holes, but the veins 


probably change character by splitting into many small veinlets • It 


appears as if veins of a size large enough to mine do not exist at 


depths greater than a few hundred feet. 
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The underground holes, Nos. 1 and 2 (fig. 6), were apparently 


drilled to ascertain that the drift was on the main vein and had not 


bypassed any ore.

The work authorized by the DM contract was as follows: 


(1) A 4K)0-foot extension in a northerly direction of the 176 


level to explore the ore penetrated by holes S-2 and s-6. 


(2) Four 50-foot raises to test whatever ore is found along the 


176 level.


(3) 500 feet of diamond drilling from the 176 level to test the 


Foot Wall vein and to delineate ore. 


Of this planned work only 194 feet of the drifting was oonleted. 


The geologic findings in this drift are shown in figure 5. 


The following information is based on Metier's monthly reports. 


From the starting point, 7795 feet north of the crosscut to the shaft, 


15 feet of drift were driven before the drift got back on the vein; 


30 feet from the starting point the vein had widened to 26 inches and 


showed sphalerite and galena. At 35 feet "mineralization is well scat-


tered across the vein . . . . but is not of commercial value." The 


meager scattering of galena and sphaierite continues in the drift to 


ill feet. In the interval from 35 to 111 feet this mineralization is 


in a fault breccia. There is evidence of vertical moement in the 


hanging wall of the drift and much of the ore shows evidence of drag 


movement. A little beyond the ill-foot point, a "watercourse" one 
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foot to three-and-a-half feet in width was encountered and the level 


was temporarily flooded. Sulphide mineralization appears to have been 


confined to the watercourse and consisted mainly of chalcopyriteo ifter.  


a 23-foot advance along the watercourse, an additional. 34 feet of advance 


was made through "a good. showing of lead, zinc and copper ore" in a 


2J-foot wide quartz vein, bringing the total footage to 168 feet beyond 


the starting point * in this last 34 feet more water was encountered., 


and timbering was necessary as was also the case in the previous 23 


feet. During the advance of 34 feet some of the rock removed was 


stockpiled as it seemed to be of milling grade. This is undoubtedly 


some of the stockpiled material mentioned on page 6 of this report. 


The last monthly advance of 26 feet just before the project closed 


down was in low grade lead-zinc material. 8m31 stringers of ohal-


copyrite' were noted. The mineralized rock was confined to the floor 


and near the floor of the drift. 


Although Metler in his progress reports did not indicate the 


presence of an ore shoot in the drift, his progress report maps 


(fig. 5) show a "ccpper-iead-zinc ore zone" from about 85 to about 


170 feet from the starting point. Romslo says this is probably re-


liable information * it should be noted, however, that. the grade of 


all the material encountered in the DWA exploratory drift is very 


low. No reliable samples were taken in the drift (even though Romalo 


repeatedly requested Metier to submit samples), but stockpiled material 


from the drift is, at best, of milling grade. Yet some of this stockpiled 
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material (perhaps much of it) is hand sorted. The 140-foot, hori-


zontal diamond drill hole No 3 (fig. 5), drilled during the DMEA 
project at company expense, to test the hanging wail of the Hanging 


Wall vein, encountered "nothing of value", according to Metier. The 


most promising target of exploration, namely the 3-1-foot., 18 to 25 


percent zinc zone in hole 3-2, was never reached. The DA drift 


is about UO feet short of the downdip extension of this zone. 


Another target of exploration was the 5-foot, 4 percent lead 


and 6 percent zinc zone in hole s-6. The d.ownd.ip extension of this 


zone would be opposite a point in the drift about 90 feet from the


starting point of DMEA work. In figure 5 this would be about at the 


south edge of the 90-foot "copper-lead-zinc zone" as defined by Metier. 


However, section-H-1 ( figs - , 3 and Ii) shows that the downd.ip extension 


of the vein corresponding to the Idneralized. zone in 8-6 is about 30 


feet east of the 176 level drift. Consequently it seems possible that 


the target was missed by the DMA drift. This very real possibility 


raises the question at whether the drift does on the whole stay on the 


inin mineralized zone.


ORE RESERVES 


Ore reserve estimates submitted by the applicant amount to 


about 25,000 tons of developed and probable ore. This estimate ap-


pears to be too hi Rb because it is based on exaggerated vein widths 


rather than the actual vein widths. The applicant's grade estimates - 


are also somewhat greater than those of the exe'ntners, being about 2 


percent higher in combined lead and zinc * I*4EA exploration has not 


substantially changed the reserve picture. 
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The following reserve estimates, except for discoveries due 


to L4EA work, are taken from the examination report. The oreshoot de-


veloped by the Max shaft and levels is sufficiently well explored and 


sampled to be classed as ind i cated ore. Vein material containing sig-


nificant amounts of galena and sphalerite is exposed along both the 50 


foot and 176 foot levels The vein material in the south end of the 


50 level drift probably cannot be recovered because it is so thoroughly 


oxidized that it is not amenable to concentration and is probably too 


low-grade to constitute shipping ore. It is assumed that simfiar oxi-


dation has taken place in all the ore within about 30 feet of the sur-. 


face; therefore minable ore is thought to extend. only 20 feet above the 


50 level. The vein widths at the 50 level are from 5 to 12 feet, but 


average about 7 feet, and ore is exposed along the level for a distance 


of about 70 feet. The block of ore above 50 level is estimated to con-


tain about 800 tons of i nd i cated ore. The grade of the ore is about 9 


percent lead., and 3 percent zinc as estimated from several samples and 


3 sm11 shipments. 


The min ore shoot is also explored by the 176 level where 


sphalerite and galena are present in the vein for a strike distance of 


about 110 feet. The oreshoot is exposed in part of the Ajax shaft and 


the ore is assumed to be continuous between the 176 level and the 50 


level and the vein thickness will average about 7 feet. It is conser-


vatively-estimated that about 5700 tons of ore are present in the ore-


shoot, between the 50 and 176 levels.	 By evaluating many samples (Fig. 


6) taken along the shaft and on the 176 level it is estimated that the
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average grade of the ore is about 1 percent lead and 8 percent zinc. 


The ratio of lead to zinc decreases gradually with depth frcn the 56 


level to the 176 'level. 


The average grade of all the ore in the presently developed 


oreshoots at the Ajax mine is estimated at 11. 11 percent lead and 5.9 


percent zinc. 


Reserves above the 176 foot level are estimated at 47 tons per 


foot of depth along the dip of the vein and it is presumed that the ore 


may be safely projected 150 feet below the 176 level. The ore in the 


first 50 feet of this projected depth is classified as indicated ore and 


the remaining 100 feet is considered as inferred ore. About 2300 tons 


of ore is indicated., and about 4700 tons is inferred to be present. The 


grade is assumed to be the same as on the 176 level, or about one percent 


lead and 8 percent zinc. 


Ore penetrations were made by diamond drill holes s-6 and 8-2 


(Figs. 3 and Ii) and at each of these. locations it is hoped that other 


oreshoota are present that may contain as much ore as is present in the 


main shoot. About 1000 tons of indicated ore is assumed to be present 


at each drill hole penetration. Assays on the core of the hole 8-2 yield. 


from 18 to 25 percent zinc but it is believed that the' hole accidentally 


penetrates a rich portion of the vein and this block of ore should not be 


expected to be much higher grade than developed parts of the vein. The 


core from hole 's-6 has not been assayed but inspection reveals it to be 


similar in grade to the ore in the developed portion of the mine, and by 


comparison is estimated to contain about 4 percent lead and 6 percent zinc., 
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In addition to the above reserve estimates an evaluation of re-


serves in the ground opened by the IKEA work is needed to complete the 


reserve picture at the Ajax mine. Because the basic geologic data in 


this case lacks the reliability of firsthand information, the reserves 


based on it are considered to be inferred in category.. The material in 


the 14E4 drift that most nearly measures up to the definition of ore 


probably is that in the "copper-lead-zinc ore zone" shown by Metler near 


the end of the drift. Using dimensions of 90 feet for the strike length 


as exposed along the drift, a thickness of 3 feet, and updip and d.owndip 


extensions of 50 feet in each direction, gives 27,000 cubic feet. Apply


-ing a tonnage factor of 11 cubic feet per ton gives about 2000 tons. 


The only information upon which to base the grade of this rock is from the 


three samples of stockpiled material from the drift. These samples average 


292 percent zinc, 0.73 percent lead, 0.13 ozo gold, and 0.3 oz. silver.

Potential reserves, based on possible though undiscovered oreshoota 


in both veins may amount to at least several times the above indicated re-


serves.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECC4ENDATIONS 


Examination of the Ajax vein system reveals that important 


amounts of galena and. aphalerite are present in a quartz-calcite gangue. 


About 111,000 tons of ore, containing about 10 percent combined lead and 


zinc, are reasonably assured in the old mine workings. Inferred ore may 


amount to several times this amount in unexplored or incompletely explored 


parts of the veins. L*A work showed only an additional 2500 tons of in-
,4 


ferred reserves containing about 3 percent combined lead and zinc. The 


exploration program, however, was less than half completed when the oper-


ator shut down. The most important target area had not been reached, 


and the second most important target, though not found, had not been 


d.isproven, as the drift may have missed this target. The potentialities 


of the property therefore remain about the same as before exploration 


was undertaken. It is recommended that government interest in the pro-


perty be continued as the work done with government aid has provided 


much better access for future exploration than was possible before the 


project was undertaken.

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SUJIMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND REC(1MENDATI0NS 


Early in 1952, the Magma King Manganese Mining Co. of Phoenix, 


Ariz * applied to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 


under the Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended, for Govern.. 


ment assistance to explore the lead—zinc deposit at the Ajax mine 


in the Mineral Hill Mining District of Pinal County, Ariz. The 


original application was for an estimated $59,727.00 and was docketed 


as DMEA-2603. The applicant proposed to explore the deposit by 


diamond drill holes, and by drifting and crosscutting. 


The Ajax property was examined on August 25, 26, and 27, 1952 


by T. M. Romslo of the Bureau of Mines .and J. N. Faick of the 


Geological Survey, accompanied by Ralph J. Pomeroy, president of 


the Magma King Manganese Mining Co. and Frank L. Metier, who was 


superintendent at that time for this company. After some discus-


sion., the applicant revised its proposals and the DMEA examiners 


recpnnnended that Government assistance be given the company for 


the total amount of $23,100.00 for driving 400 feet of drift and 


200 feet of raises, and drilling 500 feet of diamond drill hole. 


The Ajax mine is situated about 8 airiniles southwest of 


Superior, Ariz. in the Mineral Hill Mining District. Lead and 


zinc minerals occur in 2 large fissure veins in pre-Cambrian 


schist, these veins striking in a northerly direction and dipping 


from 45 to 65 degrees to the west. One vein had been explored 
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S.	 . 
by a 1767foot shaft, inclined about 65 degrees to the west, with 


short levels at the 50-. and 176.—foot pointsat the time the DMEA 


application was submitted. The deposit (or deposits) also had 


been explored to some extent by several surface diamond drill holes. 


Exploration Project Contract No. Idm-'E428 was signed on 


October 23, 1952. It provided: (1) Drift 400 feet northerly on 


the 176.-foot level; (2) drive 200 feet of raises at favorable sites 


disclosed by this drifting; and ( .3) diamond drill a maximum of 500 


feet of core hole at locations which were to be determined after 


part or all of the drifting had been done. The estimated costs 


were to be: (1) 400 feet of drifting at $35.00 perfoot; (2)

Up until April 1, 1953, the north drift on the 176-foot level 


had been advanced 194 feet. About that time, the price of lead and 


zinc declined, so the operator requested and received a recess of 


operations until May 1, 1953. Additional recess periods were granted 


to September 1, 1954 although no work under terms of the contract had,

been done since March 1953. As no work had been started by September 


1, 1954 and as the operator failed to ask for an additional recess 


period, IMIEA representatives recommended that the contract be 


cancelled. 


During the life of the DMEA contract, a small amount of low-

INTRODUCTION 


The Ajax mine in Pinal County, Ariz. was explored during 1952 


and 1953 by the Magma King Manganese Mining Co • with Governmental 


assistance as authorized by the Defense Production Act of 1950, as 


amended. The company had made application to the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration for assistance in exploring and develop-


lug the mine at estimated cost of $59,727.00 9 with the object of 


indicating sufficient lead-zinc ore to justify a milling operation. 


The application was reviewed, docketed as DNEA-.2603, and sent to the 


field for an examination of the property. The field examination,
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made by J. N. Faick, Geological Survey and T. M. Romslo, Bureau 


of Mines, resulted in favorable findings and authorization for aid 


on a revised exploratory program. 


Contract Idm-E428 was executed and duly signed by both parties. 


It authorized underground exploratory work costing an estimated 


$23,100.00 and specified that the maximum Governmental participation 


would be 50 percent of the estimated costs, or $11,560.00, The ex-


ploratory work, started on November 14, 1952, continued through 


March 1953. It then was recessed to September 1, 1954, in accordance 


with the applicant's request. Failure to renew operations resulted 


in cancellation of the contract. Only a small portion of the 


authorized work was completed. 


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The Ajax mine is about 8 air-miles southwest of Superior, Ariz., 


the home of the Magma Copper Co. (figure 1). Superior is on U. S. 


Highway 70 and is the terminus of the Magma Arizona Railroad. The 


mine may be reached from Superior by traveling II miles westerly on 


U. S. Highway 70, thence 9 miles southeasterly over a graded desert 


road that contains no excessive grades. Short stretches of the desert 


road that cross or follow dry-washes are impassable for brief periods 


after heavy rainfa]..ls. 


The nearest railroad shipping point is Price, about 12 miles 


south of the mine by desert road. The Ajax mine is at an altitude 


of about3,000 feet. It is in an areaof moderately rugged topography 


consisting of sharp mountain ridges and narrow valleys. On the 


property, the altitudes range from about 3,000 to 3,500 feet.

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The mountain slopes support a sparse growth of desert vegeta-


tion, mainly cacti and catciaw. Palo Verde trees and mesquite 


occur in the valleys. 


There are no permanent streams in the area that drains 


southerly to the Gila River. 


The climate is typical of the lower altitude regions of 


• southern Arizona. Annual temperatures at the mine probably range 


from a few tens of degrees below freezing to near 110 degrees. 


Precipitation, mainly as heavy rain storms during July and August, 


probably totals between 10 and 15 inches yearly. Light rainfalls 


and a few snow flurries are common in the winter. 


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The date of discovery of the Ajax deposit is unknown. Develop-


ment of the deposit was started in 1906.

Walter S. Smith and Rae L. Frazier, Coolidge, Ariz. The unpatented 


claims are owned by Mrs. G. O'Dell, Phoenix, Ariz. and Mr. and Mrs. 


Frank H. Allen, Gilbert, Ariz. The agreements that were transferred 


by the Apex Mines, Inc. were obtained directly from the owners of 


the Raven claim and through transfer of agreements on the remaining 


claims that were held by LoUis Hennig and Robert F. DanneUey, 


Pinal County, Ariz. All of the agreements called for royalty pay—


merits to the owners of 10 percent of the net returns from ore produced.

GEOLOGY AND ORE RESERVES 


Geology 


The country rocks in the vicinity of the Ajax mine are chlorite 


schists of probable pre-Cambrian age. The schist is fine-'grained and 


greenish-grey in color, and is gently folded into small easterly trend-


ing anticlines and synclines that have dips on their flanks of 10 to 


30 degrees. Schistosity is vague and poorly developed. 


The Ajax mine explores part of a vein system by means of a 176-' 


foot shaft inclined westward about 65°, and by drifts on the 50- and 


176'-foot levels (figure 3). The 50'-foot level extends 50 feet to the 


north and 60 feet to the south of the shaft. On the 176-foot level, 


drifts have been driven 274 feet to the north and 50 feet to the south 


from a 30-foot crosscut from the shaft.

Ore Reserves 


The Ajax mine contains no measureable ore. 


The indicated reserves have been estimated at: (1) 10,000 tons 


containing about 10 percent combined lead and zinc and 1.0 ounce silver 


a ton; and (2) a few hundred tons containing 2.2 percent zinc, 0.73 


percent lead, 0.22 percent copper, and 0.13 ounce gold and 0.3 ounce 


silver per ton. The 10,000 tons of high-grade material present in the 


partially developed deposit at the shaft and found by drill holes 5-2 


and S.-6 had been indicated by work done, before initiation of the DMEA 


exploratory program. The few hundred tons of low-grade material was 


penetrated near the end of the drift driven with Governmental assittance.

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DESCRIPTION OF WORK COMPLETED 


• Contract Idm'-E428 authorized 400 feet of drifting at $35.00 


per foot, 200 feet of raises at $33.00 per foot, and 500 feet of 


diamond drilling at $5.00 per foot. It specified that: (1) the 


drifting was to be northerly from the north breast of the 176-foot 


level; (2) the locations of the raises and the locations, directions, 


inclinations, and depths of drill holes would have to be acceptable 


to the DNEA representative; and (3) all preliminary work would be 


completed by the operator at no expense to the Government. 


The drifting authorized by the contract was started on November 


14, 1952 after the operator had completed preliminary work, consist'- 


ing of installation of a skip, removal of debrisz from the 176-foot 


level, and the laying of track and pipe lines. To .the end of 


March 1953, work under the contract was confined to 194.0 feet of 


drifting. (figure 3). During this period, the operator drilled 


diamond drill bole. No. 3 at no expense to the Government. 


On April 1, 1953, Amendient No. I to Contract Idm'-E428 


became effective, granting a recess of operations until May 1, 1953. 


No work was resumed at the end of this period and subsequent aiend-


nients finally extended this recess period until September 1, 1954. 


However, no work had been resumed on or before that date so it was 


recommended that the contract be terminated. 
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A small amount of low-grade ore was discovered by the drifting. 


About 20 tons of hand-sorted ore were mined, then placed in one pile 


on the surface, and possibly 100 tons-of-low-grade material was placed 


in another. A sample of the first pile assayed 0.34 percent copper, 


0,52 percent lead, 1.8 percent zinc, 0.02 ounce of gold and 0.4 ounce 


of silver a ton; two samples from the second pile asaayed 0.23 and 


0.095 percent copper, 0.58 and 1.10 percent lead, 193 and 3.4 percent 


zinc, trace and 0.02 ounce of gold and 0.1 and 0.4 ounce of silver 


a ton.

PROGRESS REPORT 


Work under the joint-finance arrangement with the 	 , Magma King 
Manganese Mining Company, and Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 
began on November 1, 1952, Previous to that time the company had, at it 
own expense, installed a track and skip in the 176-foot shaft, The head 
frame was reconstructed and a dump arrangement was installed, Additional 
pump facilities and pipe lines were installed and a new track was laid in the 
north drift faces 


Under the contract, the cost of drift per foot was set at $35 000. One-half 
of this cost was to be borneby DMB1, and the company received for the month 
of November payment from DMEA for its share, amounting to $612.50. 


About 15 feet of drifting was necessary to get the drift back into the hang 
ing wall vein. At this point there was about 26 inches of mineralization, 
consisting of chalcopyrite, galena., and sphalerite1 


For the month of December 76 feet of drifting was completed, the greater 
part of which passed through fault breccia, with lead, zinc, mineralization 
throughout. The hanging wall of the drift indicated much movement of a 
vertical nature, and the mineralization appeared to be drag ore* 


During January 26 feet of drifting was done. During the first part of the 
month a large water course was blasted into, which flooded the entire drift 
and even up to within .a few feet of the pump station in the shaft. This 
water course appeared to be about 25 feet in length and from one to three 
feet in width. The mud which washed out of the water course had manganese 
and specular hematite in it. It was necessary to install timber at the 
face of the drift, A considerable amount of chalcopyrite was observed in 
the face of the water course. 


Progress for the month of February totalled 34 feet of drifting, all of which 
contained good showing of lead, zinc and coppers A portion of the material 
removed in drifting was of sufficient mineralization to stock pile, in the 
event of future milling operations, -Much water was encountered this month 
and additional pumping was necessary throughout ' -the entire month. Also, 
during this month, .a diamond drill hole was drilled to a length of 40 feet 
in the hanging wall at a point opposite the starting point under the DIV1EA contract4 
This hole was drilled entirely at company expense, Nothing of value was observed in 
the core recovered,







Progress for the month of March was 26 feet of drifting, 
the way for the full width of the drift, A fairly stron 
on the foot wall side of the vein. A 14 .inch sample cut 
assayed 9.78% copper, 'A 4-foot cut across the face went 
and 4,75 zinc. The face of the drift at the termination 
appeared to be partially in ore,

From the progress report, it would appear that a discovery has been made 
in the Ajax drift to the north and while the project was not completed, 
the company is encouraged by the findings and contemplates completing the 
exploration program. However, due to financial reasons f or the present we 
wish to terminate this contract with DMBA and as soon as new operations are 
pOssible, we will inform whatever Government Agency necessary in the event an 
operation is begun. 


The writer wishes to express appreciation and satisfaction to Mr. W. W. King 
and others of that department, and Mr. Storm of the Bureau of Mines office 
at Tucson, whose responsibility it was to process the work program and also 
the others of that department who rendered assistance to our jOint efforts, 


For the month of March the DMEk has refused to make payment for its portion 
of the operation as the contract called for,.

Mr. Griswold's memorandum dated June 2 requested 
that a termination notice be prepared for the subject 
contract.


The suitaity of terminating this contract by 
notice under the termination provisions of the contract 
was considered in our memoranda dated October 14 and 19, 
1954 , wherein it was stated that Amendment No. 7 dated 
June 30, 1954 , executed by both parties, contained an auto-
matic termination provision, and that unless submission of 
Amendment No. 7 to the Operator for signature was clearly 
conditioned upon his obtaining a new Owner's Consent to 
Lien signed by all the owners, the failure to furnish said 
lien would not void Amendment No. 7. The question of 
whether the amendment had been submitted to the Operator 
subject to the stated condition was left open for determi-
nation based upon additional facts. 


Pursuant to a teletype to the field dated 
November k, 1954, the original and 5 copies of Amendment 
No. 7 were returned to Washington. 


A proposed termination agreement, which specifically 
would have cancelled Amendment No. 7 by agreement, was sub-


• mitted to the Operator but was never executed by him. 


A proposed letter to the Operator which again 
raised the question whether Amendment No. 7 was valid was 
returned to Mr. Griswold with our memorandum dated June 2, 
1955, which requested that the-field submit all copies of 
correspondence with .the Operator concerning the submission







of Amendment No. 7 to the Operator for signature. We hoped 
to determine from this correspondence the status of Amend-
ment No. 7. The field submitted certain correspondence 
concerning Amendment No. 7; however, if Storms submitted 
the Amendment to the Operator with a letter, no cops of it 
appears with the copies of the correspondence submitted. 
If Storms wrote such a letter it would probably throw the 
most light on the question. 


From the facts before us it is clear that new 
Owner's Consents to Lien were requested by Storms, but it 
is not clear that they were made a condition of the amend-
ment. If anything,Storms' letter to the Operator dated 
September 16, 1954 (apparently about a month after the 
Operator returned all signed copies of Amendment No. 7), 
reminded the Operator that the-termination provisions of 
Amendment No. 7 would be effective if work had not been 
resumed by September 1, 1954. 


Accordingly ., unless Mr. Storms submitted Amend-

In regard to your teletype of November 4, concerning . justifi-
cation for certification under D}IEA Exploration Project Contract No. 
Idm-.E428, I was in Carlsbad when yur inquiry arrived an4 did not return 
tutil the afternoon of November 9. I then found that John N. Faick of 
the Geological 'urvey was in the field and would not return to his office 
until today, hence the delay in the answer to your teletype. 


So far as I know, the information contained in my memorandum 
report to you of October 23, 1953 still is authentic. As I mentioned 
then, in the operator's narrative report which accompai4ed.F.rms MF-104 
and MF-104A for February 1953, it stated: "Progress for the month of 
February totaled -34 feet of drifting all of,which contained a good show-. 
ing of lead, zinc and copper ore. A portion of the material removed in 
drifting was of sufficient mineral content to' stock pile in the event of 
future milling operations".. Again in the operator's narrative report of 
March 1953, it stated that the entire 26 feet of drift was in lograde 
ore. T • M. Romslo, the Bureau of N nes engineer who regularly inspected 
this project for the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration in 1953, 
stated in his March 1953 progress report: "Ihe Operator's Narrative Report 
is considered adequate. His statement that, the entire 26 feet of advance 
was in low-grade ore appears to be correct, based on the presence of 
fragments of ore in the muck removed. According to Mr. Metier, the ire 
occurred only in the lower half of the drift. This seems to be the 
reason why no ore is visible in the face or back of the heading.. I asked 
Metier to sample mineralized sections of the drift and to report the 
assays in future reports". As the project was recessed shortly after 
that, no samples were taken ly the operator.

In regard to John Shaw's memorandum of October 13, with 
copy of a.teletype from George C. Selfridge, Chairman of the DMEA 
Operating Committee, asking for-a memorandum report containing our 
recommendations relative to termination of contract Idm-E428, I 
had W. R. Hardwick and John F. Haynes of the Bureau of Mines visit 
the Ajax mine on October 21 in order to try to examine the work done 
under this contract. and to take some samples in the contract drift. 
However, Hardwick and Haynes were unable to enter the 176-foot level 
because of water. Samples were taken from two ore piles on the 
surface, the ore having been produced from the contract drift, but 
assays have not been received to date for these samples. 


In the operatort a narrative report which accompanied Forms 
NF104 and MF-104A for February 1953, it stated: "Progress for ..the 
month of February totaled 34 feet of drifting all of which contained 
a good showing of lead, zinc and copper ore. A portion of the material 
removed in drifting was of sufficient mineral content to stock pile 
in the event of future milling operations". Again in the operator's 
narrative report for March 1953, it stated that the entire 26 feet. of 
drift was in low-grade ore. The Bureau of Mines engineer (T. N. Romslo) 
in his progress report for March,, stated: "The Operator's, Narrative 
Report is considered adequate. His statement that the entire 26 feet V 
of advance was in low-grade ore appears to be correct, based on the 
presence of fragments of ore in the muck removed. According to Mr. 
Metier, the ore occurred only in the lower half of the drift. This 
seems to be the reason why no ore is visible in the face or back of 
the heading. I asked Metier to sample mineralized sections of the 
drift and to report the assays infuture reports". However, the 
prOject was recessed shortly after the above report, was written so 
-evidently no samples were taken.

John F. Haynes of the Bureau of Mines and the undersigned 
engineer visited the Ajax mine on October 21, 1953 for the purpose of 
getting samples and other information for a final report. There were 
no regular employees of Magma King Manganese Mining Co. on the property. 
However, a Mr. Anett was operating the pump and removing the water 
from the mine. Mr. Anett stated that he owned property nearby and 
was living in one of the Magma King Manganese Mining Co.s houses. 
Mr. Ralph J. Pomeroy had asked Mr. Anett to pump the water from the 
shaft. Mr. Anett stated that Mro Pomeroy had said that he intended to 
resume operations on the DNEA contract on the first of November. 


When the pumping was completed, Haynes and the undersigned 
attempted to enter the mine, but were unable to get farther than the 
bottom of the shaft. The water had been up approximately 20 feet above 
the 174 level. Two dump samples were taken, a sample of a pile of 
picked high-grade ore containing approximately 20 tons, and a sample 
of a pile of low-grade milling ore containing 100 tons. All of this 
ore had been mined from the drift which was completed under contract 
Idm-E428,

Subject: Recommendation for field referral 


The applicant requests assistance to explore a prominent 
lead-zinc fissure vein which can be traced on the surface for nearly 
2000 feet. The proposal involves rehabilitation of a 200 foot shaft, 
600 feet of drifting north on the 176 level, 200 feet of raising from 


the new 176 level drift extension, 150 feet of raising for a new 
shaft at a point 670 feet north of the old shaft, and 2000 feet of 
diamond drilling from the new drift to test for downward extensions 
of mineralization. 


The old workings consist of a 200 foot inclined shaft, 
100 feet of drift on the 50 level, 20 feet of crosscut on the 90 level 
and 200 feet of crosscut and drift on the 176 level.

(d) This article .is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or 


the Operator's, successor in interest to engage in any mining or production operations.' 


Titleto and disition of All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, 


or other items costing more than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly 


by the Operator and the Government, although title may be taken in the name of the Operator, shall 


belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in prOportion to their respective contributions, 


and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly 


by the Operator for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the 


vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the Operator at a price at least as high as could other-


wise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, unless the Govern-


ment, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such dispo-


sition, the Operator shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost 


thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in proportion to their respective, interests. 


If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, fails, 


neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, 


take possession of, and remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.

Under the contract, the cost of drift per foot was set at $35.00. One-half 
of this cost was to be borne by	 , and the company received for the aoth 
of November payment from DNEA for its share, amounting to $612•50, 


About 15 feet of drifting was necessary to get the drift back into the hang 
1mg wall vein. At this point there was about 26 inches of mineralization, 
consistiag of chalcopyrite, galena, and sphalerite 


Poe the asath of December 76 feet of drifting was completed, the greater 
part of which passed through fault breccia, with lead, zinc, mineri1Lzatiom 
ttirougkowt. The hanging wall of the drift indicated much movement of a 
vertical nature, and the mineralization appeared to be drag ore, 


luring January 26 feet of drifting was done. During the first part of the 
mth a large water course was blasted into, which flooded the entire drift 


sad eves up to within a few feet of the pump station in the shaft. This 
water course appeared to be about 25 feet in length and from one to three 
feet in width. The mud which washed out of the water course had manganese 
and pecular hematite in it. It was necessary to install timber at the 
face of the drift.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress f the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use.

MNTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required. to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


• (a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditurer and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


•	 (b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the Various types of operation; 
and 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
'ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator , should, be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The' items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under 'Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. 'Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical' services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under itçrns (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-. 
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount' of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7)' covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to- equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7)' The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified. 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and recOrds'of account', 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents .except in cases of equipment 
purcbases whose, individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or. 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the, original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 	 - 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by doçumentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim 'under item '(1). .of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, cfrifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.	 -

-	 Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator'i Unit Cost and ProgreWReport.—Applicabl'. 
places on Férm 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpOse of this fOrm' i 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 


• statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 


• reported or a particular project. I will be necessary for the Opérator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are.: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Builqings Improvements, etc.", , will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. r he last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual . circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs. 	 --

A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report. to the Government 
'through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and * 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes. . a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(5) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
dtfficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of 'diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is.readily . adaptable for use in. reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under 'Item (1) delete 'words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form . MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work. paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent cOntract. 


Under Item. (2): 'include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used foi1 
work performed undnr items (5) and (6). 


UnderItem (3), .inclüde the costs. of material and supplies 
used in-he project other than that used under items .(5 
and (.6).' 


Under 'Item (4appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures 'inäde for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will, be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be repOrted under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipmiit owned, will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
• These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses iruiurred. under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not' support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

The purpose of this fbrrn is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administratbrs with 
statistical information necessary to betterdetermine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases epórted with the exceptioif of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating. Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribut.ion might well overstate the cost .for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-1Q4A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month: Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis.. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by th Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATR 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 


- the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items(5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified 'l'rue Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 slould have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under, item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as statedabove the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number offeet orethe units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form i.s 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported fora particular project. I will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable pases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribut.ion might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will . be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by : Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Ajax Mine was visited December 5, 1952 to check progress 
on the exploratory project and to determine if the work was being 
carried. out: in accordance with subject contract. 


Iflapection of the project was made in the company of Frank 
L. Metier, Superintendent of the applicant's field operations. The 
inspection trip howed that the face of the north drift on the 176-level 
had been advanced to a point 77 feet beyond the starting point established 
and described in John 11. Soule's memorandum of October 31, 1952. With 
the face at 32.5 feet from the face of the drift at starting of drifting, 
the advance to 1)ecember 5 was 44.5 feet of which 35 feet had been 
completed to Dec 1, according to etler, Prior to initiation of work 
under the contract, additional pipe lines, track, and a skip were 
installed in the shaft, muck was removed from the 176-level, and track 
was installed, all at no expense to the Government. 


The following is based on the. inspection of the project and 
the subject data: 


I • The work performed and for which claint is aad.e is in 
accordance with the contract and is as reported on Form IF-iO4A. 
Although the contract does not specify a cross-section dimension 
for the drift, the writer believes the drift size should normally be 
driven about $ by 7 feet in cross-section. At present the drift is 
being driven less than S by? feet in size because the ground is 
ravelly and has already sluffed to the acceptable size, in places. 
For this reason, tie writer has approved the driving of the smaller 
drift as long as it is maintained in a condition that will meet 
safety regulations of the State of Arizona.

Repayment by Operator. --a. Certification, --If the 
Government considers that a discovery or development from 
which production may be made has. 'resulted from the work, the 
Government, at any time not later than six months after the 
Operator has rendered the final report and final account, may 
so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification 
shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery 
or development. 


b. Royalty onproduction.--The Operator, as prin-
cipal, if the Operator is the producer, or as surety, if the 
Operator is. not the producer, shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land, as 
follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery 
or development, from the date of the contract until the lapse 
of the time within which the Government may make such certi-
fication, or until the totalnet amount contributed by the 
Government without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of dis-
covery or development, for a period of ten years from the date 
of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever 
occurs first.


c. Basis for computatlOn.-- .-The Government's royalty 
shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds (including any 
bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the 
production sold, in the form sold (ore, concentrates, metal, 
or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular 
cour'ë of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of 'treatment, proc-
esses performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying to deter-
mine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by 
the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator), shall be allowed 
as dedufi.ons in arriving at the 'gross proceeds" as that term 
is used herein. Any óosts of treatment pr.ocesses,'sampling 
or assaying, or transportation,'perforrned orpaid by the

Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deduct-
ible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term Is here 
used. The terra "treatment processes," as here used, means 
those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
ref Ining, or equivalent) applied to the raw ore or other 
production after it IS extracted from the ground, to put it 
into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating 
or' .	 ' 


•	 d. Unsold production. --If any production (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse of six 
months from the date the ore was' extracted from the ground, 
remains neither sold nor used by the Operator in integrated 
manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, If 
it is stockpiled), the Government, at its option, as long as 
it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, 
concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Govern-
ment elects to require computation and payment.. If any 
production is used by the Operator in integrated rnanufactur-
Ing or fabricating operations before the Government makes 
Its election, the Government's. royalty on such production 
shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which. 
and at the time when it Is so used. "Value" as here used 
means what is or'would be gross income from mining operations 
for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax deter-
mination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


e. Percentages 'of royalt.--The percentages of 
the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 


One' and one-half ( lfl percent of, amounts 
("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of 
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of produàtionIn 
the form in which sold, held, or used, plus 
one-half () percent for each additional full 
fifty cents ($0.50 ) by which such amounts exceed 
eight dollars ($8.00)' per'ton, but not inexcess 
of five (5) percent of such amounts.'
