of the member, but some orebodies have been found in other, lower, beds 
of the member.

51 The exploration project: 


(a) All work proposed for this project, whether by diamond drilling or under-
ground exploration by drifts and crosscuts, will be for the purpose of 
exploring for unknown orebodies of minerals of copper and zinc. 


(b) Refer to Figure 3, which is a map of the present mine workings of the Moore 
Shaft area. This map shows the locations of the proposed drifts and cross 
cuts that applicant wishes to drive.

On November 10, 1952, the Chairman of the Operating Committee 


of the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration requested the 


Executive Officer, Region IV, to have an examination and report made 


on the feasibility of an exploration project, involving the expendi-


ture of $229,690 by the Coronado Copper and Zinc Co. for the explor-


ation of its Johnson Camp property, Cochise County, Ariz. The Chair-


-	 - man of the Operating Committee also requested that the field team - 


study and discuss with the applicant various phases of the project 


which the Chairman listed. He also requested that consideration be 


given to a memorandum of A. R. Kinkel, Jr. of the Geological Survey. 


Consideration also was given to a memorandum of December 29, 1952 by 


John R. Cooper to A. F. Shride, both also of the Survey. 


On January 21 and 22, 1953, M. J. Elsing and John N. Faick visited 


the Coronado company's property and reviewed the project with F. E. 


Gray, the mine manager ,, and Arthur Baker, the geologist. On January 


23, 1953, Roy W. Moore ,president and general mger of the Coronado 


Copper and Zinc Co., telephoned the writer, advising him that the 


company had decided to modify its application for an exploration loan. 


On February 6, 1953, the Tucson office of the Bureau of Mines received 


the revised project which provided for the exploration of two areas, 


instead of three, at a cost of 99,640, instead of $229,690.

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The Johnson Callq) ore deposits consist of chaloopyrite, bornite, 


and ephalerite which occur in garnetite .in the middle Abrigo lime-


stone of Cambrian age • The ore bodies are exceedingly irregular in 


size and shape. They are tabular in form, lense-shaped, or may be 


manto replacements of limestone beds. The most common characteristic 


is their association with garnet. The first step in exploration is 


to locate the garnetlzed limestone bed. More intensive exploration 


then is carried on to locate the ore body within the favorable beds. 


.—A continuous program of diamond drilling is carried on by the 


company., - both underground and from the surface • Past experience has 


demonstrated the need for the close spacing of holes once the favor-


able garnetized beds have been found. Many holes have been drilled 


• at 100-foot intervals. Upon first consideration, such close spacing 


was thought unnecessary and perhaps unadvisable, but after a thorough 


discussion of the question with the company's manager and its geolo-


gist, it was felt that they probably are correct. The ore target is 


small and the company officials seem certain that no considerable 


area in the garnetized zone can be written off without drill ing at 


close intervals. 


It is proposed to explore two areas. The larger, some 3,000 


feet long, lies between the Republic and NaEnoth-Moore mines. The 


company officials believe that the position of the garnet zone ie, 


known and they wish to diamond dri ll  this zone from the surface with 


the expectation that it will be productive.

A breakdown of these costs was provided and each item was discussed. 


The costa were accepted as they represent actual company costs for the 


first U months of 1952. 


It is recommended that an exploration project involving the ex-


penditure of 99,640, as proposed by the Coronado Copper and Zinc Co., 


be approved for the following reasons; 


(1) The company has established a reputation for efficient oper-


ation of long standing and this particular project is based on its 


very careful study of the geologic conditions under which ore occurs in 


the district; 
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(2) The proposed work should result in the discovery of aub-


stantial amounts of ore assaying approximately 2.5 percent copper 


and 6.5 percent zinc; 


(3) From a long range standpoint, the discovery of substantial 


amounts of copper-zinc ore warrants the risk even though the price 


of copper and zinc may not be sufficiently high during, the 10-year 


lien period to permit the repayment of the loan.

-	 INTRODUCTION 


Prior to examination of the Coronado Copper and Zinc 


Company properties at Johnson Camp, Cochise County, Arizona, 


written comments on the' application (DMEA-2146) were prepared 


by J. R. Cooper of the Geological Survey. Cooper did considerable 


geologic work in the district between 1944 and 1949, and subsequent 


to 1949 has kept in touch with the new developments in the area 


under consideration. Cooper's comments, dated December 29, 


1952, were available' to the examining team of M. J. Elsing and 


J. N. Faick, of the Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey respec-


tively. Elsing and Faick visited the property on January 21 and 22, 


1953 and discussed the application with Fred E. Gray and Arthur 


Baker III, respectively Manager and Geologist, of the Coronado 


Copper and Zinc Company's operations. During the examination 


the questions raised by the members of the Operating Committee

and by Cooper were discussed thoroughly. Cooperts comments are 


incorporated into the following report. 


Subsequent to these discussions the applicant submitted a 


revised application eliminating Plans B, C, and D of the original 


application and modifying Plan E, thereby reducing the total cost of 


the project from $229,.690 to $99, 640.

GEOLOGY 


At Johnson Camp the middle member of the Abrigo formation, 


of Cambrian age, has been the most productive part of the thick 


Paleozoic stratigraphic section. The proposed exploration is con-


fined to testing this member of the Abrigo. Outside of the mining 


area the middle member consists of about 240 feet of thin-bedded 


limestone interbedded with shale and calcareous sandstone. Within 


the mining area, these beds have been locally metamorphosed to 


garnetite, in contrast to beds of the upper member of the formation 


which have been extensively metamorphosed to diopside-rich tactite. 
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The beds strike northwesterly and clip about 400 NE. 


Minor flexures were superimposed on this regional dip. Many 


steep faults and a few flat faults complicate the structure. The 


rocks of the mining area are cut by a well defined set -of faults and 


fractures striking N. 50 - 30 0 E. and clipping 600 - 800 SE, called 


the Northeasters; a less well defined but important set striking 


approximately E-W and dipping 30 0 or more S., called the Easters; 


and a rar&group striking N.- 100 - 450 W. and clipping over 65 0 SW 


or NE, called the Northwesters. 


With a few exceptions, the faults are normal faults and 


the east or south sides are downthrown. The displacements range 


from almost nothing to a few tens of feet on most faults, but ex-


ceptionally exceed 100 feet for some faults. Nearly all the faults 


are pre-ore but there has been post-ore movement on many of them. 


The relative magnitude of pre-ore and post-ore movement is 


generally indeterminable. The apparent fault-offset of ore bodies 


is due in part to -mineralization of the same beds alter they were 


displaced.


ORE DEPOSITS 


The primary ore consists of varying proportions of 


chalcopyrite, sphalerite, borthte and pyrite, with a little molybdenite 


and scheelite in a gangue of lime-silicates, potash feldspar, quartz, 


and calcite. The- average grade of the ore, mined by the applicant, 
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is about 21/s percent copper and about 6% percent zinc. The minor 


metals are not recovered. 


The ore selectively replaced. certainsedimentary layers of 


which the upper beds of the middle member of the Abrigo formation are 


the most favorable and contain all the large ore bodies discovered to 


date.


The ore bodies are localized along or near the intersection

	 - -ofmineralizing fractures with favorable' beds and along anticlinal 



flexures in these beds. Some bodies are tabular deposits parallel 


to the beds, irregular inoutline, 3 to 15 feet thick and several 


hundred feet across. The largest deposits are chimneys which are 


more 'or less oval in cross section and have the long axis and inter-

	 mediate axis in the plane of the .beds. The chimney is known as a



manto if it has a flat rake at  large angle to the direction of dip of 


the beds. The largest ore body mined, the Main Manto at the 


Republic Mine ('P1. 2, fig. 3 of application) was 1500 feet.long, 30 to 


100 feet wide and 15 to 40 feet thick, with several large extensions of 


the bedded type; the down-dip extensions became chimneylike at 


greater depths'. Smaller ore bodies of the chimney or bedded types 


have been mined at the Mammoth, Copper Chief, Peabody and 'other 


mines. A few very small ore bodies in the district were tabular 


deposits following fractures at a considerable angle to the beds. A 


new ore body, discovered late in 1952, northwest of the Moore Shaft 


ore body, is known to be at least 500 feet long and is estimated by 


fl
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the applicant to contain about 100, 000 tons of ore. The proposed 


exploration could result in discovery of ore bodies comparable to 


those already known.


EXPLORATION PROBLEMS 


The nature of the ore occurrences in the district impose 


limitations on exploration by drifting. Flat-raking ore bodies are a 


--common and- veryimportant type. An exploratory drift may miss 


such an ore body completely although the ore is only a few feet above 


or below. Moreover ore found in a drift is likely to be difficult to 


appraise. Drifts, uncontrolled by preliminary drilling are more 


likely to cut the feather edge of an ore body than through its center. 


Some, but not all, thin streaks of ore are leads to important ore 


bodies. The extent of ore across the host beds can be readily de-


termined by short drill holes from the drift, but the extent up or 


down the dip of the beds cannot be determined by drilling from a 


drift. Because the ore in the district consists of sulfide-rich bands 


separated by bands of barren garnetite a drill hole inclined less than 


20 degrees to the plane of the beds generally gives misleading results. 


Diamond drilling from the surface or from strategically 


situated nearby mine workings must be considered as a possible 


alternative to drifting in this district. Diamond drilling has been 


the exploration technique generally used by the Coronado Copper 


and Zinc Company and is the way they have discovered new ore 


.
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bodies of importance. By drilling, all parts of the target area and 


the full thickness of the favorable beds can be tested at relatively 


moderate cost. If discoveries are made, underground workings can 


be laid out for most efficient mining. 


Close spacing of diamond-drill holes is essential to 


adequate coverage of the target areas being drilled. Although some 


ore bodies in the district feather out parallel to: the beds and thus 


-	 give lateral indication of their presence, important ore chimneys 


commonly end abruptly on both sides. Seriouswandering - fdtill'- --- - - - 


holes seems to: be' the exception rather than the rule in the. district. 


Therefore the close spacing (10.0-150 feet) practised is known to be 


feasible. The findings 'of drill holes have frequently been checked 


by later mining and several cases are known where the drill hole 


was found close to the position expected. There seems to be little 


chance that the drill holes proposed in the revised application 


would duplicate one another. 


The advantages of diamond drilling from the surface as 


an exploration technique in the district decrease as the depth of the 


target increases. Each deep hole must cut through much' barren 


rock and may miss the favorable beds because of faulting. It is 


invariably more difficult to interpret the geologic structure from 


drill cor.e than from mine openings. The depths involved in this 


application are considered within the range where drilling is an 


efficient method. Where nearly workings allow mine access, 
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drifting may bç preferable to- drilling at these moderate depths.. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION

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application). This suggests that the ore in Surface Drill Holes .65 


and 66 is part of the same ore body. The shape of the D13 garnetite 


body (Plate II, fig. 3 of application) tends to confirm this interpretation. 


By comparison with the known lore bodies there is a fair chance that 


.the thin ore indicated by Holes 65 and 66 may expand to: commercially 


significant size to the east or northeast. The applicant's proposal 


I to test this possibility by .d±ifting on the 400 level is a well conceived 


and justified proposal. There should be a clear understanding that 


any ore found would be classifiedas anew discovery -and-subject-to - 


royalty payments even if it proved to be an extension of that known 


in Holes 65 and 66 and in the West Winze of the Mammoth Mine. The 


southern boundary of the area to be subordinated, as outlined in the 


revised proposal (see fig. 2 of this report), is satisfactory. 


Part 2 (PlánA) - - The block of ground north of (below) the 


Mammoth fault and west of the Copper Chief fault (fig. 2 of application) 


contains important ore bodies on the 500 level. This ore probably ends 


a relatively short distance above the level, but it is reasonable to 


suppose that other ore bodies occur at shallower depth within the 


same block. It is encouraging that Surface Drill Hole 2 cut 8 feet 


of 1. 8% copper and 0. 7% zinc at the top of the middle member of the 


Abrigo and 5 feet of 1. 75% copper and 1. 4% zinc 90 feet lower in the 


hole. The possibility of an ore body on the footwall side of the Mammoth 


fault across from the showings in Surface Holes 65 and 66 and in the 


West Winze of the Mammoth has not been explored. Although the 
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0	 results of Surface Holes 6. and 83 and Underground Hole 12 are not 


encouraging, they are 300 feet or more from the known showings. 


Even if there were no showings on the hanging wall side 


of the Mammoth fault the possibility of a chimney of ore beneath the 


fault should be further investigated. Four flat raking chimneys of 


ore have been mined in the district and each of these has occurred 


in the favorable beds parallel to and below a south dipping "Easter" 


like the Mammoth fault. The Republic Manto, West Manto, and 700 


Station ore bodies were so related to the Republic fault (P1. II, fig. 3 


of the application) and the Mammoth Manto was similarly related to 


a smaller "Easter' shown on Plate 1, Figure 1 of the application. 


The northern-most segment of the Moore Shaft ore body and the 


recently discovered.ore body to the northwest seem to havea 


similar relation to the East 90 fault (see figs. 2 and 4 .of application). 


Although exploration should be done in the -block below 


the Mammoth fault, the applicantZ s proposal is weak in that it would 


explore only a small part of the block and showings that might be 


found would be difficult to appraise. The full thickness of the favor-


able beds would be explored in the initial 210-foot cross-cut only and 


this is laid out in a place that evidence from Surface Drill Holes 


6 and 83 and Underground Hole 12 suggests is barren. The proposed 


550-foot drift to the northwest might easily miss an ore. body 


occurring at a slightly different stratigraphic horizon or in a flat-


raking shoot above or below the level. As an illustration, the 
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important ore bodies on the 50.0 level of the mine might never have 


been found as a result of exploration on the 400 level. Moreover, 


the cross-cut and drift would depart farther and farther from the 


Mammoth fault as the work progressed, to a maximum of about 500 


feet from the fault along the west side of the target area. Thus the 


possibility of a manto beneath the Mammoth fault would be largely 


unexplored. In addition to the possibility of missing an ore body 


completely, such ore as might be found by drifting js likely to be- - -------


-	 difficult to appraise because drilling from the drift could not adequately 


penetrate the ore showings, as explained under ' ,'Exploration Problems." 


A preferable alternative to the applicant's plan would be 


to extend the drift 'of Part 1 of Plan A through the Mammoth fault to 


•	
determine the local attitude of the fault which forms the hanging wall 


of the block to be explored under Part 2 of Plan A. Then a surface 


drilling program could be laid. out to test the favorable beds by 


drilling on 100-to 150-foot centers. Drill holes from the drift of 


Part 1, Plan A, could be substituted for vertical holes from the 


surface where the holes from the drift would be shorter and would 


intersect the beds at a large enough angle to give reliable results. 


Such holes would probably reveal any ore body of importance that 


may be present. 'They would also indicate the trend of the ore body 


and thus provide a basis for laying Out a wise plan for development 


and mining. When and if the drilling indicated an ore body and its 


trend, the rest of the drilling program could be suspended and mine 


workings could be taken to' the ore. 
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The applicant strongly- prefers to cross-cut and drift. in 


the block below the Mammoth fault without a preliminary stage of 


diamond drilling. In Cooper's opinion, this procedure is not the 


best exploration approach but has .a reasonable chance of leading 


to an ore -discovery. Moreover, from long contact with Messrs. Gray 


and Baker, who will be actively directing the project, Cooper believes 


the applicant very competent to modify the exploration plan as the 


project progresses so as to explore this northern block.more adequately- - 


than specified in the applicants -s proposal. Therefore Par.t 2 of 'Plan A 


can be recommended, provided flexibility is allowed in the contract 


so that amendment for possible drilling or other work can be made. 


The writers believe that if the Government aid is not sufficient to 


test this block, that the applicant will, in time, adequately explore 


the block on their own account, -once acáess is gained by' the 550-foot 


drift 'on 40.0 level. 


The applicant, in the revised proposal, has extended the 


area to be subordinated 100 feet to the -north of the line originally 


proposed. - This is generous because the north boundary of the area 


is within 50 to 100 feet of good -ore penetrated by drilling since the 


original application was submitted. 


Plan E, , - AreáNó. 2 


The revised Plan E proposes to explore- the area that 


extends southeast from the Moore shaft ore bodies toward the Republic 


mine by 11 diamond drill holes totaling 6500 in length. The proposed 
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holes are planned . to penetrate the favorable middle Abrigo beds about 


30 to 40 feet above the elevation of the 500 level of the Moore shalt 


workings. The holes are "spotted" in a regular pattern for convenience 


but it is intended that information gained from any drill hole may 


dictate a change in the location of succeeding holes to be drilled 


under Plan E. 


Exploration is justified in Area 2. The area is between 


the two largest ore bodies thus far found in the district. Thewest----------------


- - end of Area No. 2 shows an appreciable geochemical anomaly at the 


surface. Ore metal is concentrated in fault zones in the northeast 


half of the area and is concentrated in the carbonate wall rocks in two 


narrow belts -- one extending northwest from coordinates 11060 N., 


S
6580 E., the other extending southeast from 10850 N., 6800 E. 


(fig. 2of this report). The geochemical anomalies plus the presence 


of 'numerous fissures from which ore may have been introduced make 


the northwest half -of Area 2 promising for exploration. This geochem-


ical anomaly has not been delimited to the southeast; it may extend 


over much or all of the southeast half of Area 2. The area south of 


the anomaly is considered relatively favorable because the highest 


concentrations of -ore metal in the anomaly were found along east-west 


faults which dip 45o 65 0 S. If these faults are regarded as leads to 


ore and projected downward, they intersect the favorable beds in a zone 


that would be tested by proposed drill holes 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 (see fig. .2 


of this report). Proposed drill hole 11 would test the ground vertically 
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below the anomaly. Drilling adjacent to the northwest end of the drill 


fence proposed (see fig. 2 of this report) has not been encouraging but 


has not adequately tested the ground. Surface Hole 34 cut two low-


grade mineralized bands less than a foot thick. Holes 80 and 95 


appear to have been wholly barren. 


The 11 drill holes proposed in the revised application are 


justified, whereas the random" scatter-gun' t approach of the original 


Plan E was excessive. Because of depth of the favorable beds--and-the-


lack of a nearby shaft, drilling from the surface is preferable to 


drifting to explore this area. To thoroughly explore the area (roughly 


1000 feet by 1500 feet) by drilling would be a very costly undertaking. 


The single fence of holes of the revised proposal will reveal any large 


ore body having a more or less central location in Area 2, and will 


probably reveal small chimneys with a due E. or N. 100 W. trend. 


It might miss small chimneys trending N. 35 0 E. but this possibility 


did not justify the applicant ts original proposal to -drill 20 holes. 


SUPPLEMENTARY DRILLING 


In addition to Plans A and E, but listed under Plan E of 


the revised proposal, the- applicant requests a $10, 0-00 maximum 


allowance for ntaLdianio	 r,.1lingAeas1 and Z At the 


drilling costs proposed this would allow 2200 to 2460 feet of supplemental 


drilling. Drilling is to be done from the surface or underground in 


Area 1, as circumstances warrant. As explained under the discussion

of Plan A. drilling for ore north of the Mammoth fault possibly can be 


done effectively from the end of the proposed 460-foot drift (400-level) 


on the south side of this fault. Drilling for ore north of the fault, 


whether from the 460-foot drift or from the urface, might be more 


useful if it were done before the proposed 550-foot drift (400-level) 


is driven. From the 550-foot drift short hole drilling across the beds 


can be effective, but drilling more or , less parallel to the beds is not 


feasible. Offset drilling in Area 2 to follow favorable indications - 


suggestèdin drilling the initial line of holes is very worthwhile. 


Therefore funds for supplemental drilling should be allowed. 


Neither the original nor the revised proposals would explore 


the northwestern part of Area 2. This part of the area also is 


considered favorable because of (1) ore showings in Drill Hole 75 


(2 thin bands - 3 and 3. 6 feet thick, respectively, of 9 to 10 percent 


zinc); (2) the proximity to the geochemical anomaly, and (3) the 


probable presence of strike faults which may have been channeiways 


for mineralizing solutions. If the preliminary drilling as proposed 


for Area 2 does not result in significant penetrations of ore, and 


amendment is requested to drill this part of Area 2, the request should 


be favorably entertained. 


Provision for supplemental drifting, cross-cutting or 


raising (within the maximum allowable cost) in Area _1 would be 


warranted if requested, or amendment to allow this is reasonable. 


The chances of Government royalty payment will be much better if 


exploration takes mine faces to ore. 
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The areas proposed for exploration are geologically 


promising for zinc-copper ore of moderate grade. The exploration 


of proposed Plan A south of the Mammoth fault, and the exploration 


of Plan E are well conceived. The underground exploration north of 


the Mammoth fault as outlined under Plan A would be better if 


justified by prior diamond drilling, but is satisfactory as proposed 


- by the applicant The competent management of the Coronado Copper-


Zinc Company can be relied on to expedite the program to good 


advantage. Therefore, it is recommended that the entire program 


as outlined in the revised proposal be accepted for a DMEA 


exploration loan.

A].]. phases 


of the project were discussed, including those raised in a memorandum, 


dated December 29, 1952, from John R. Cooper to A. F. Shride, both of 


the Geological Survey. A trip was made underground through the Moore 


shaft workings. 


On January 23, 1953, Roy ii. Moore, president and general manager 


of the Coronado Copper and Zinc Co., telephoned the writer, advising 


that the company had decided to modify its application for an explor-


ation loan. On February 6, 1953, the Tucson office of the Bureau of 


Mines received the revised project for the exploration of the Johnson

Johnson Camp, which is the local name of the property, is situated 


in the Cochise Mi ni ng District, Cochise County, .Ariz,, in the eastern 


foothills of the Little Dragoon Mountains at an altitude of slightly 


over 5,000 feet. The mine is 2.5 miles north of paved Arizona High-


way No. 84 between Benson and Wilcox. From the junction of the mine 


road and the highway, it is 15 miles west to Benson and 18 miles east 


to Wilcox.

DESC1UFflDN OF THE DEPOSIT 


The Johnson Camp ore deposits consist of chalcopyrite, bornite, 


and ephalerite which occur in garnetite in the middle Abrigo limestone 


of Cambrian age. The ore bodies are exceedingly irregular in size 


and shape. They vary in width from 100 to 300 feet, in thickness 


from 8 to 70 feet, and in length from 200 to 700 feet. The larger 


ore bodies are localized at the crests of shallow anticlines. A

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Mining Methods and Costs 


The ithod of mining used at the Moore shaft is a combination 


of open stoping and sublevel mining.

The .ore is recovered 


from the floor of the stops by a mucking machine loading into one-


ton cars, which are hand trammed to the shaft station..

A steel anchor 


bolt is wedged into the hole and a steel plate, 6 by 6 inches with a 


hole drilled in the middle, is fastened to the protruding bolt by a 


nut. This is a costly procedure to insure safety but is required by 


the State Mine Inspector. Pillars are left between atopes. After 


some pillar recovery, the loss of ore in pillars is estimated to be 


10 percent which seems low.

GONCLUS]DNS	 - 


The larger part of the production from the holdings of the Coronado 


company has come from the Republic and Mammoth mines. These mines are

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separated by some 3,000 feet. The surface between them shows evi-


dence of mineralization although . it is not as strong as at and near 


the mines mentioned. The area is large and might contain important 


ore bodies. It is difficult to evaluate the possibilities of the 


discovery of new ore bodies, but its location between two productive 


mines and the fact that structural and geological conditions are 


similar, make it worthy of the proposed work. 


The other area near the Moore shaft is surrounded on 3 sides by 


the - Mammoth Manto. the 467 Ore body, and the niorerecently diicovered 


ore bodies near the Moore shaft. This area is smaller than the area 


between the Republic and Mammoth mines. The reasons to warrant the 


belief that it will be productive are more factual than for the area 


•	 first mentioned. The structural and geological conditions are good, 


but in addition to this, the drifting to be done should locate the 


downward extension of known low-grade ore in diamond drill Holes Nos. 


65 and 66. 


It is believed likely that substantial quantities of ore, running 


2.5 percent copper and 6.5 percent zinc, will be found. Such a grade 


of ore is more-or-less the average grade for the district. However, 


with copper at 24.5 cents per pound and zinc at 11.5 cents, ore of 


this grade cannot be mined profitably at this time. Unless the Com-


pany receives Government price assistance the chances are that the 


mine will be closed down. It follows that whether or not the loan 


can be repaid depends upon the price of copper and zinc.

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With copper at 24.5 cents per pound and zinc at 11.5 cents, the 


net smelter returns are $13.78 per ton.

At a depth of 650 feet the 


n,r4mnm wander was 12 feet and in most holes the wander was less than 


8 feet. On the basis of this fact the conclusion drawn is that wandering 


of holes should not be the basis for disapproving closely spaced holes, 


particularly because past experience of the company has shown the need 


of drilling holes at close intervals after having determined a favorable 


zone • The closest spacing of holes in the revised plan is 175 feet and 


it is believed that no objection should be raised because of this spacing.

The project is sound because it is proposed by the personnel of an 


efficient mining company of many years successful operation. From the 


present examination it is quite evident that the proposals are based on

a very careful study of the geologic, conditions of the areas to be 


explored. The work should discover substantial tonnages of ore 


assaying approximately 2.5 percent copper and 6.5 percent zinc which 


is more or less typical of the grade of Johnson Camp ore. 


Whether or not ore of this grade can be mined profitably is de-


pendent upon the price of copper and zinc.' At the present price 


(February 1953) of 24.5 cents for copper and 11.5 cents for zinc, it 


is doubtful if ore of the grade mentioned can be mined at a profit. 


--	 -Therefore, whether-theloancanbe repaidisa matter-of théicóof 


copper and zinc during the 10-year period of the lien. In spite of 


this uncertainty it is believed that the area to be explored offers 


the possibility of the discovery of such important ore reserves, which 


presently may be submarginal, that the exploration should be done. 


Therefore it is recommended that this project, as proposed by the 


Coronado Copper and Zinc Co. in its revised application of February 5, 


1953, be approved for 99,640 of which the Government's share is 49,820.

The applicant wishes to explore for faulted extensions of 
known ore bodies and to explore new areas by drilling and underground 
exploration. 


The geology of the Johnson Camp district is well known and 
the company has a competent geologist (Arthur Baker). Mr. Cooper of 
the Geological Survey is thoroughly familiar. with the district. The 
application for government support in exploration is well presented 
and well documented and should be referred to the field for review by 
a geologist familiar with the district. The Survey has also done 
geochnical work at Johnson Camp where some anomalies were found that 
might be related to subsurface ore. 


In Area 1 the drifts proposed would apparently explore two 
parts of the favorable Abrigo formation, although cross sections are 
needed adequatjto appraise the choice between surface drilling and 
underground drifts • Also, more down-dip extensions of the ore should 
'be covered adequately for royalty payments. 


In Area 2 it would seem that if drifting along the favorable 
horizon is the proper way to explore the first half of the area, it 
probably should be used to explore the last half of the area even though 
it involves a long waste haul and ventilation problems. Or possibly 
drilling would adequately explore all of Area 2. 


The drill holes under Plan E in Area 2 appears to be too 
closely spaced. I have no information on whether the ore bodies thin 
out to below mining widths or grade, or whether they end abruptly and 
give no lateral indication of their presence. Even in the latter case, 
the spacing of drill holes seems too close because a 650 foot hole is

apt to wander, and 650 foot holes on 100 foot centers could easily 
duplicate each other.

Our contract with them put them on notice that the mine includes cer-tain ore covered by our ]4EA contract, and requires them to furnish us with Sufficient information to make possible our settlements with the D!€A. 
The first few tons of 1I'IEA ore was mined in September, 1959 by McFarland & ilullinger. This ore was not milled by them until October, 1959.

Pursuant to request dated April 28 ,, 1958, from B. N. Harabmen, 
Acting Executive Officer, a second royalty analysis was started May 26., 
1958.


The first royalty audit report for this company was dated April 
15, 1955, and covered the period October 1, 1953 through October 31, 1954. 
At the time of this first audit report it was agreed by all concerned that 
the company would furnish, in addition to its monthly reports of I)K& pro-
duction, cop1es.of all silter liquidation cettlent oheets in order the 
sales of Th4EP4 ore could be confirmed. See letter from Operator to King 
dated March 17, 1954. See also letter from King to Operator dated December 
31, 19514 and Operator's reply dated J.nuery 14, 1955. 


The present royalty analysis indicates the Operator's reports 
Nos • 14 through 30, covering the period November, 1954 through April, 1956 
were tendered by the Operator and accepted without the agreed copies of 
smelter liquidation settlement sheets. 


As explained in our conference June 11,1958, it is impossible 
to confirm the complete accuracy of the Operator's reports for the period 
in question without these settlement sheets. 


During the period Nev.. 1956 through August, 1957, the Operator 
chRned its methods of disposing of copper. Copper concentrates were maata 
smelted and the refined copper was returned to the Operator which sold this 
copper metal through an appointed agent. During this period liquidation 
settlement sheets were submitted for both copper and sine concentrates • In 
addition, sales invoices were submitted in support of the sale of all copper. 
metal.

There is no-question about the report of zinc concentrates 
sales since it remains essentially the same as in past reports. We 
do have a question, however, which you are requested to rule on. It 
pertains to the report of royalty on the sale of metallic copper. 


Page No. 1, Schedule II of Report No. 32 reports the basis 
for 1'IEA royalty (see page 1 of Report 32) on Net Amount Received. 
This net amount is a proration of the'balance (see page 2, Schedule II) 
obtained from substracting the-Net Smelter Change 7 from Methllic Copper 
Sales.


As we understand the new system, Coionado now ships its 
copper concentrates tb International Smelting & Refining Company. It 
then sells its copper product through a sales agent. In this light,

Under our new contracts, International Smelting and Refining Company 
(hereafter referred to as Smelter) agrees to return to Coronado 97% of 
the copper content of the concentrates as determined by electrolytic 
assay, with a minimum deduction of 12 pounds per dry ton of concentrates. 
Smelter will pay us for 95% of silver content at market less 1.5% per 
ounce with a minimum deduction of 0.5 ounces. 


Treatment (smelting) charge is $11.00 per ton of concentrates as base. 
The base is sii'oject to increase or decrease of 20$ per ton for each 
variation of 1% in cu content over or uiader 25% concentrate, maximum 
base charge of $12.00 or minimum of $10.00.

The first 164' of drifting (the 400 Level West Drift) followed the hanging 
wall of the favorable beds. The beds were broken by a number of small North-
easter faults, none of which had displacements of more than three feet. The 
favorable beds were thoroughly garnetized, and near , the middle of this section 


- - of drift one bed 2' thick contained low grade mineralization for a length of 251. 
Diamond drill-hole-MU-i42 (&' '#].2)" wasdrilIed-into the "f ootwa-li -at - this- loca--
tion and no ore was found. 


For 265.5' of crosscutting (the 400 Level West 150 North Crosscut) the head-
ing crossed the beds to reach the hanging wall of the favorable beds, which were 
offset by the Mammoth Fault. The Mammoth Fault was reached at 18' from the be-
ginning of the crosscut, striking N 500 El and dipping 35 0 southeast.

The holes forming the fence did 
show, however, that a large body of garnetite was present 'down dip from the Copper 
Chief Orebody, and that there was low grade mindrallzation a long the northern 
edge of this garnetite mass • The eleventh hole (D 113 - DM No. 11) was drilled 
when the fence was about half completed, but its location-was changed slightly to 
test a fracture zone found in surface geologic mapping, which was being done con-
currently with the drilling. The hole intersected some low grade mineralization. 


Study of the results of all of this drilling and of the surface geologic 
mapping indicated that the northern edge of the garnetite body found in the fence 
could be traced by surface geologic features, and the presence of low grade min-
eralization made it seem worthwhile to test this edge.

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The significant events pertaining to the	 contract with 


Coronado Copper & Zinc Company are summarized below: 


1.Application for exploration assistance at the Republic Mine, 


Johnson Camp, Arizona, was submitted. October 1952 and docketed as

2.The property was examined. January 21-22, 1953 by M. 3, E1aiii, 


U. S. Bureau of Mines, and J N. Faick, U. S. Geological Survey, and a 


modified exploration program was recommended* 


3.An exploration contract to cost $99,050 was signed. May 18, 


1953, to allow for exploration of 2 definitely defined areas in 2 


stages. These are: 


Stage 1, Area 1 -- Explore the 1400-foot level of the Moore 


shaft area by 1220 feet of drifts.

At Johnson Camp pyrometasomatic replacement orebodies occur in 


limestone beds of the lower part of a thick Paleozoic section. The 


most productive part of the secticn is the middle member of the 


Abrigo formation of Cambrian age. The ore selectively replaced 


certain sedimentary layers of which the upper beds of the middle 


member of the Abrigo formation are the most favorable and contain 


all of the large ore bodies discovered to date. Outside of t minlng 


area the middle member consists of about 2140 feet of thin-bedded. lime-


stone interbed.ded with shale and calcareous sandstone. Within the 


mining area, these beds have been locally metamorphosed to garnetite, 


in contrast to beds of the upper member of the formation which have 


been extensively metamorphosed to diopside -rich tactite.

Area 1 


In Area 1, figs. 1 and 2, 3.161 feet of drifting and crosscutting 


and 663.5 feet of core drilling were done on the 1400-foot level. On 


the 500 level 136 'feet of drifting and 272 feet of core drilling' were 


completed.

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In addition to the above discoveries there is at least one 


other zone in the subordinated area that deserves exploration, 


namely the zone along the Mammoth tacit west of the Moore shaft. 


This zone was not explored at the time of the writer's last visit 


to the property because practical drill sites were not available. 


Another area that appears extremely favorable for future explora-


tion lies northwest of the area explored. by EMA, and ore in the

nated area into the favorable ground. 


In conclusion it can be stated that two ore bodies of minable 


size and grade were found by the IA project and a third ore body 


was discovered which is expected to contain min le oree A fourth 


ore body may yet be discovered in an area which the writer believes 


is not yet adequately explored. Ore is being mined from two ore 


bodies and royalty payments are being made on the ore produced.. It 


is reasonable to expect that production will be continued., and it is 


likely that the amount of the Government investment will be repaid 


out of royalties. 


The project was successful in nearly every respect, and as 


significant quantities of ore were discovered it is ,recommended 


that the project be certified as a discovery.

In October 1952, the Coronado Copper & Zinc Co. applied to the 


Defense Minerals Exploration Administration under the Defense Produo-


tion Act of 1950, as amended, for Government assistance to explore 


three areas at its Republic copper—zinc mine at Johnson Camp, Cochise 


County, Arize for a total cost of $229,690.00. This application was 


dodketed ' as DMEL-2746, then sent to the field for an examination and 


—a report- onthefeaiibflJiy of thiiioied exploratory work. 


On January 21 and 22, 1953, Morris J. Elsing, mining engineer, 


Bureau of Mines, and John N. Faick, geologist, Geological Survey, 


examined the Republic mine and reviewed the proposed program with 


Fred E. Gray, mine manager, and Arthur Baker, geologist, Coronado 


Copper & ZincCo. The DMEI examiners suggested that a modified program 


might be more acceptable, so on February 6, 1953 an amended application 


was received at the Tucson office of the Bureau of Mines. This modified 


application proposed to explore only 2 areas, instead of three, by 


drifting and diamond drilling for a total cost of $99 3,640, instead of 


the original $229,690. 


The Johnson Camp ore deposits donsist of chalcopyrite, bornite, 


and sphalerite in garnetized zones in the Cambrian middle Abrigo 


limestone. The ore bodies are very irregular in size and shape, both 


vertically and horizontally, and may occur in tabular form, lens—


shaped, or may be manto replacements of the limestone beds. They vary 


in width from 100 to 300 feet, in thickness from 8 to 10 feet, and in 
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length from 200 to 700 feet. Usually the larger ore bodies are local-


ized at the crests of shallow anticlines. Some smaller bodies are 


localized by the intersection of the fgvorable beds with faults, 


The ores at Johnson Camp probably first were mined in the 18801s 


when a small smelter was built at the Peabody mine. From 1900 to 


1942, numerous attempts were made to produce from several  ma-1l mines 


in the district, but these operations usually were unsuccessful. In 


1942, the Coronado Copper i Zinc Co. purchased the property and in 


- I945; iionstructed a flotation plant and started the production of 


copper and zinc. The Republic mine was developed by several inclined 


and vertical shafts, and many thousand feet of drifts, crosscuts, and 


raises. 


Exploration Project Contract No. Idm—E522 was signed on May 18, 


1953. It was for the amount of $99,050.00; the Government to furnish 


50 percent, and was for the period of two years, work to start within 


90 days from the contract date. Two definitely defined areas were to 


be explored in. two stages: Under Stage I. area 1 was to be explored 


by 1,220 feet of drifts on the 400400t level, and area 2 was to be 


explored by 6,500 feet of diamond drill holes from the surface. If 


this Stage I work were favorable, then 2,000 feet of additional core 


drilling could be done from the surface or from underground stations 


in areas 1 and/or 2, and 300 feet of additional drifting and/or

Work under terms of the contract was begun on June 23, 1953 when 


the 400 .foot level drift was started in Area 1 (see fi gure 2). On 


July 10, 1953, diamond drilling started from the surface in Area 2. 


By April 1954, the drifting and crosscutting on the 400j-footleveCL 


were completed as provided for in the contract, when 743.5 feet of 


drift and 265.5 feet of crosscut had been driven (figures 3 and 4). 


A total of 6,065 feet of surface diamond drill holes in Area 2 also 


had been completed during this period.

Also, that all operations would cease not later than Dec. 31, 1962. 
In Tucson, that evening, I contacted. Mr. W. D. Nelson, Supt. of the 
lessee's .Ariz. operations, and scheduled the inspection for Oct. 11, 
1962. 


The inspection was made on schedule in the company of Mr. Nelson, and 
Mr. Stauffer, and the following information was obtained. The lessee's 
total production of DMEA ore to Apr. 3, 1962, when the area's ore 
reserves were depleted, was 10,393 tons containing about 2.93%Cu and 
7.1% Zn. The DMEA and Operator's ore was cingled and milled, and 
royalties were paid the Government by the lessor. Sub-marginal ore 
remaining in the DMEA area is an estimated 4265 tons, in 2 blocks, 
containing about 1.78% Cu and 6.95% Zn. 


The mining and milling of solely non-DMEA ore will continue until either 
the reserves are depleted, or until Dec. 31, 1962 when all operations will 
be terminated because the cost of moving a 6-mile water line to the 
property in compliance with a State Highway Department order, would 
greatly exceed the potential earnings from exploitation of any ore 
remaining.

We have been 1eq.uested to explain in greater detail the re-


suits of diamond drilling 8,204 feet of holes in Area II of the above 


exploration project. When the final report was submitted we did not 


consider these drilling results especially favorable and the results 


were so greatly overshadowed by the results of exploration in Area I 


that not much attention was given to the results of drilling in Area 


Ii .In this area 14holes were drilled to an average depth of 586 


feet. That these exploration holes were well justified is indicated 


by the fact that, in the favorable limestone beds all holes penetrated 


garnet and tactite, the type of alteration with which ore is associated 


in the Johnson Camp area. Only 7 mineralized zones worthy of sampling 


and analyses were penetrated. For convenience the assays are repeated 


here:

The above analyses are taken from the operator's progress reports 


and are shown slightly generalized on the Section, figure 11, of the final 


Geological report. Drill cores were split and analyzed wherever sulfide 


minerals were concentrated in appreciable amounts, and the absence of 


assays is indicative of the general absence of metals. Normally molyb-


denuin is present only in amounts that are too small to justify sampling 


and assaying. It occurs in ore bodies and in non-commercial stringers 


not associated with ore. The ore at Johnson Camp, Arizona contains 


small amounts of molybdenum, and also scheelite, but neither of these 


metals is recovered because it is not economically feasible. 


The 7.5 foot intersection of 0.89 percent molybdenum in hole No. 11, 


as mentioned in Mr. Seifridge' a letter to Mr • Traver under date of 


February 13, 1956, is shown on the operator t s log for hole No. 11. This 


hole contains appreciable amounts of molybdenum as shown in the above 


analyses. The presence of molybdenum of this grade is surprising but 


not completely unexpected. We regard the molybdenum in hole No. 4 as 


an unusual erratic occurrence of no particular significance by itself.

The drilling in area II has not been entirely unsuccessful, 


although it failed to find minable ore. The holes were drilled pri-


marily to seek down-dip extensions of the Copper Chief ore bodies in 


zones that were considered favorable for- the occurrence of ore because 


of the presence of favorable limestones that presumably are cut by 


fault zones of possible pre-mineral age. These holes in area II proved 


that the favorable limestone beds were intensely altered to garnet and 


tactite and that these contained scattered or erratic bunches of protore. 


The evidence of mineralization in the cores in area II is believed. to 


represent small, sporadic pods of low-grade materials of little signi-


ficance ., and by themselves do not constitute guides for future exploration. 


Failure of the holes to penetrate minable ore is not regarded as 


conclusive proof that area 2 does not contain ore, but at least indicates 


that geologic controls are not sufficiently precise to successfully guide 


exploration from the surface. The average depth of the hole is 586 feet, 


which approaches the limit to which it is feasible to explore for ore 


bodies like those at Johnson Camp; however, some other method of explora-


tion of Area II might be considered. The best method to explore it would 


be by drifting from the Republic mine. This plan often has been consi-


dered by the Company, but has not been executed because of the high 


cost • It is doubtful if DNEA would be justified in participating in 


a drift or other exploration in Area II on the basis of presently 


available data. At present the only exploration we might consider 


in the area is the drilling of another hole within the triangle formed 


by holes 14, 5 and U, where there appears to be a minor concentration 


of metal.

At the Republic mine zinc-copper sulfide ores occur as 


replacement bodies in favorable limestone beds in Cambrian formations. 


The ores are of the pyrometasomatic type and are genetically related 


to intrusions of quartz rnonzonite. The.principal minerals in the ore 


are pyrite, sphalerite and chalcopyrite, which occur in a gangue of 


garnet and pyroxene or amphibole. The limestone has been extensively 


replaced by the silicate minerals. The ore bodies occur in close 


proximity to zones of silicated limestone, and are localized In the 


favorable beds where these have been cut by faults.

In addition to the above discoveries there is at least one 


other zone in the subordinated area that deserves exploration. This 


is about 200 feet west of the Moore shaft, where the Mammoth fault 


crosses the favorable limestone beds. This zone was not explored at 


the time of the writer's last visit to the property because practical 


drill sites were not available. An area that appears extremely favor-


able for future exploration lies northwest of the area explored by 


DMEA, and ore in this DMEA area may extend northwesterly beyond the 


limits of the subordinated ared into the favorable ground. 


In conclusion it can be stated that two ore bodies of minable 


size and grade were found by the DNEA project and a third ore body 


was discovered which is expected to contain minable ore. A fourth 


ore body may yet be discovered in an area not yet adequately explored.

Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howe.vc, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as repored on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report Con-
sists of three parts as follows: 	 - 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations; Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplie 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 1 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included, 
underitem (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 


• form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan.t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor)' 'of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1O4—Operat6's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details exenditure and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-1 04A—Operator's Unit Cost and Pro g-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of2 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should signthe certification in the lower left corner of 
theform. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of FOrm MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Goverment 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1O4—Operato'r 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Pro g-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator 's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A11 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Tinder Item (2) inlude labor, suprvision and teéhnical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Preparation of Form MF-1O4A---Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thIs form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevQr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception . of three items the costs of

Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of" 
the month following.

Pieparation of Form MP-104A---'Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phass which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operatdr, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". - 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

NTHLY. REPQRT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Goverment. 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—T his form details expenditures and consti-. 
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A-----Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia.. 
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to , be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, - 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", .Iollowed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the 'Monthly Voucher. N. B.—

(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—T his form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for -reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of cots; 


(b) Form MF-1 04A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-. 
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A1l the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) includflabor, supervision and technical. 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There re blank lines, however, fOr those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. •These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Attached are three copies of Report of Royalty Review covering 
subject contract for the period November 1, l951. to January 15, 1959. 


You will note this review has been compiled in conformance with 
instructions set forth in your memorandum to all auditors, dated June 18, 
1958, concerning the tabulations of metal content of concentrates. 


I estimate that in order to obtain the prorated quantities of 
metal content it was necessary to make. a detailed examination of prc 'duc-
tion records for approximately $6,000,000.00. 


The work on this royalty review began last May. The reason the 
report has not been completed until the present time was the Operator's 
delay in furnishing a satisfactory reply to the data requested on June 23, 
1958, in xrr memorandum to Mr. Townsend, at that time Alternating Acting 
Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team, Region III, copy of which has been 
furnished your office. 


A copy of the Operator's letter dated January 7, 1959, is enclosed. 
This letter is unable to give a satisfactory explanation of the variations 
discussed in my original memorandum concerning the mill recovery percentage 
of concentrates. In this connection, you will note the Report of Royalty 
Review includes Schedules 2A and 2B reflecting the corrected computations 
of production subject to royalty for Operator's reports Nos. 31 and :32.

Pursuant to request dated April 28, 1958, from E. N. Rarabmen, 
Acting Executive Officer, a second royalty analysis was started )Iey 26, 
1958.


The first royalty audit report for this company was dated April 
15, 1955, and covered the period October 1, 1953 through October 31, 19511. 
At the time of this first audit report it was agreed by all concerned that 
the company would f\irnish, in addition to its nnthly reports of 11(gA pro-
duction, copies of all smelter liquidation settlement sheets in order the 
sales of TI4IEA ore could be confirmed. See letter from Operator to ICing 
dated March 17, 19514. See also letter from King to Operator dated Icember 
31, 195 14 and Operator's reply dated January 114, 1955. 


The present royalty analysis indicates the Operator 'a reports 
Nos. i14 through 30, covering the period November, 19511 through April, 1956 
were tendered by the Operator and accepted without the agreed copies of 
smelter liquidation settlement sheet8. 


As explained in our conference June 11,1958, it is impossible 
to confirm the complete accuracy of the Operator's reports for the period 
in question without these settlement sheets. 


During the period May, 1956 through August, 1957, the Operator 
changed its methods of disposing of copper. Copper concentrates were custom 
sinelted and the refined copper was returned to the Operator which sold this 


copper metal through an appointed agent. During this period liqjiidation 
settlement sheets were submitted for both copper and zinc concentrates. In 


addition, sales invoices were submitted in support of the ut. o:t all, copper 
metal.







During the nnths of May, 1956 through September, 1956, the 
Operator did not submit analytical data supporting the results of the Corn-
pany's milling operations in the production of both copper and zinc con-
centrates.


An analysis of mill recovery percentages of concentrates as re-
ported for the indicated imnths, follows: -

As discussed in our June 11th conference, it was agreed the Op-
erator should be required to furnish adequate support; to explain why tEEA 
ore showed a different mill percentage recovery from the company's other 
ore, since it is understood separate mill feeds are not intained. In 
this connection, adequate support was furnished by the Operator for mill 
recovery percentages for the period October, 1956 throc.n August, 1957. 
During this later period the mill recovery percentages were the same for 
both ThIEA Ores and Other Ores. 


It is understood your office desires to attempt to secure the 
missing liquidation settlement sheets and mill recovery data from the Opera-
tor.


Pending the outcori of your ont;act with the Operator concerning 
the missing upport, the completion f the second royalty analysis will be 
deferred.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the G'overnthent 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report -con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for -reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form- MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations'. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other -than that used under- items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will b,e reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or'duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
iient will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
ecpenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eqiipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104------Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
reas Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher: Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations Do 'not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


tkiird party will ,be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due4 the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported un4er items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regiona 
Executive Officer..

In a telephone conversation of January 10, 1955, it was agreed 
by Harshman and Faick that the operator's proposed revisions of the above 
subject contract, submitted under date of December 24, l95lI, should be 
revised to comply with the policies and intent of DMEA. The operator's 
proposal was explained in Hardwick's memorandum ofJanuary 3 and Faick's 
memorandum of January 1i. The possibility that the operator' s proposed 
work might be considered as development rather than exploration was 
discussed with Mr.Gray when he delivered the request to Mr.Storzns on De-
cember 27, and. again, on January 7 when I visited his office in Johnson Camp. 


The revised program which I am submitting herewith is essentially 
the first half of the applicant's program which, we believe, should be re-
duced in size in order to avoid the implication of doing development work 
rather than exploration.	 - 


In this revision we are proposing the driving of 150 feet of 
drift on 500 level and the drilling of 3 short diamond &'ill holes, each 
about 100 feet in length; this propose4 exploration is illustrated on the 
attached figure A. It is assumed that 3 short holes will prove the exist-
ence of ore, but in case these fail to find ore the drilling of about 3 
additional holes should be tentatively provided for, the locations of 
which will be selected at a later date by the operator with DMEA approwal. 
Adequate funds. ..have been provided for this project, the cost of which 
will be about $6800 at a minimum, and $7600 for a maximum, depending on 
how many holes are drilled and. the depth to which they are drilled.

Enclosed are the original and 8. copies of a memorandum report 
by J. N. F'aick, U. S. Geological Survey on the above subject contract. 


In a letter of December 24, 1954 the operator submitted a 
request for amendment No. 4 to permit drifting on and diamond drilling 
from the 500 '-foot level of the Republic Mn'e to explore for the extension 
ore cut in several recently completed diamond drill holes. The holes 
were drilled by the operator and 'cut ore believed, to be an extension of 
the ore body mined in the 320 stope 


Fai'ck calls a ttention to the fact that the operators 1 'proposal 
impinges 'on deirelOpment and. suggests an alternative 'plan 'of exploration 
on and from the 400..foot 'level of the mine. The alternative plan has, 
merit and' is considered sound exploration but as Faick points out1 its 
executi'on would involve subordination of additional 'ground by the 
'operator. Conversations between Faick and the perator indicated a 
reluctance 'on the part 'of the' :operator to 'consider the alternative proposal. 


Since it is not the policy' of DMEA to coerce an operator to do 
exploration not specified in the contract and no't acceptable to' him, it 
appears that action on the part 'of the Fiel.dteam should be limited to' 
processing the r'equest fo'r amendment contained in the 'operators 1 letter 
of December 24, 1954. 


'The proposed drifting and diamond drilling on and from the 
ø-foot level of the Republic mine is certainly desirable from the 


operator2 s 'po'int of view, but the 'work is believed to be 'more extensive 
than required to establish the 'presence of ore betw'een the 'operator1s 
diamond drill holes and the 320 stope. It appears that the new' target
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area can be explored by drifting a maximum of 150 feet northwest from the 
end of the 500 level crosscut, near the 320 stope, and drilling a maximum 
of 6 diamond drill holes upward from the hew drift. This plan of attack 
is of advantage to the Government in that it will assure exploitation of any 
ore that may be found by drilling. It is of advantage to the operator, for 
development work by the operator can be done from the exploration drift 
and an extension of that drift. 


Following discussions with the Executive Officer, Field Team 
Region IV, Mr. Faick was requested by telephone on January 10, 1955 to 
formulate a program of exploration similar to that proposed by the operator, 
but restricted in scope as suggested in the preceding paragraph. Nine 
copies of a plan map of the target area and accompanying geologic sections 
will be submitted by Faick to assist in preparing the amendment. These 
illustrations will show the location of the proposed drift on the 500-foot 
level, and the location, bearing and altitude of at least 2 of a possible 6 diamond I. 
drill holes.


Unexpended funds are available to complete the above suggested 
work and to complete at least a part of the work proposed by Faick in the 
area northwest of the ore discovered in the drill holes completed by the 
operator.

In a letter dated Deceniber 211. Mr. F. E. Gray, Manager, 
Coronado Copper and Zinc Company, Johnson Camp, Arizona, submitted 
a request for amendment No. '1. to cQntract Idrn-E 522 to permit addi-
tional exploration of the subordinated area No. 1. The request is 
properly documented by a description of the proposed work in Gray's 
letter and by mine maps and sections submitted with it. The pro-
posed work can be accomplished without increasing the allQwable cost 
as $19, 111.1 remain of the original appropriation. 


During recent months the operators, at their own expense, 
diamond drilled several holes into the northeastern part of area No.1, 
and encountered a mineralized zone which apparently extends southeast-
erly across area No. 1 and lies about 100 feet southwest of the north-
east boundary of the area. This mineralized zone was first encoun-
tered west of the subordinated area, and was then traced into it by 
diamond drilling. Inspection of the data submitted by the operation 
(refer to operator t s map) reveals that the ore zone, has been pene - 
trated by drill holes at,.,cross section A-A 1 , B-B', C-C' and at a 
point about 100 feet northwest of section C -C'. The ore zone is believed 
to be an extension of the ore body exposed by the . 320 stope. As pointed 
out in Gray's letter, this ore body may be similar to the "D" ore body, 
except that it is along the upper or hanging wall side of th E-9 O fau.t. 


It is now proposed to supplement the operator' a preliminary 
exploration by drifting on the 500 level beneath the ore, and by drill-
ing upward from the drift into the ore zone with about 1200 feet of 
diamond drill holes. The ' purpose of the exploration is to determine 
the locatiqn and dimensions of the ore body, determine the grade, and, 
to prove, if possible, that the ore is an extension of the ore in the 
320 stope.


This request for an amendment No. 1.1 introduces a problem 
of interpretation of the intent of t€A. The proposed work is un-
doubtedly desirable from the operator' po.nt of view, because the 
drift will be used as a base for blocking out the ore by diamond 
drilling, 'and will later be used as an extractive base for mining 
purposes. From the Government point of view the drift may also be
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desirable because it would help to assure exploitation of the ore 
during a reasonable life of the contract. It might also be desir-
able to accept the proposal because the Government has not paid any 
of the direct cost of the drilling that established the presence of 
ore, and it might be to the Government's interest to participate in 
the actual discovery. 


I believe the Government's interest could be served. 
best by spending the remaining money in exploring this ore body 
northwestward from cross-section A-A, in which direction the ore 
body apparently becomes larger and richer. The northwest exten-
sion of this ore body could be explored by drifting northwest from 


U' 11.00 level, and by drilling downward to the ore. I suggest that this 
be considered as an alternate to Gray' s proposal.. This alternate 
proposal would be nearly identical to the Company proposal, in 
methods and costs, but would involve driving above the ore rather 
than below it, and would require drilling downward instead of up-
ward. This proposal would have the advantage of exploring outward 
beyond the limits of presently known or reasonably inferred ore. 


In order to execute this alternate proposal it would 
have to be requested by the applicant and the area of subordination 
would have to be increased. This alternate exploration possibility 
seemed to have considerable merit; therefore, I discussed briefly 
the plan with Gray by telephone. He seemed reluctant to consider 
the alternate proposal, but agreed to study it, although he felt 
that his originalproposal was best for the Company. 


I have not had adequate opportunity to discuss with 
Gray the details of the many factors that should be considered in 
offering an alternate proposal, but a decision must be made because, 
of the necessity of fitting the work into an operating time schedule. 


I believe that either Gray's proposed program or nzy 
alternate proposal could be considered as suitable exploration. 
Therefore I am recommending the following. 


1. Someone in authority, preferably Denver, should 
contact Gray and propose to him that the remainder of the explora-
tion funds be used to explore by drifting and drilling on the 11.00 
level northwestward for the A-A' section, and that the subordinated 
area be increased to cover the new proposal. 


2. If the operatpr is unwilling to accept the above 
alternate proposal, then the Government should accept Gray's pro-
posal and participate in exploration by. drifting and drilling on 
the 500 level.

On Monday, December 27, 1954, Fred E. Grey, mine manager, 
Johnson camp Unit, Coronado Copper and.Zinc Company, and George D. 
Dub, president of the same company, visited the Tucson office of 
the U. S. Bureau of Mines and discussed a request for additional 
exploration work under contract Idm-E522 with John N. Faic, geologist, 
U. S. Geological Survey, Walter R. Storms, Chief, Mining Methods 
Branch, and the undersigned engineer. When the mine was visited 
on December 13, 1954 for the purpose of measuring the progress during 
the .,month of November 1954, Mr. Grey stated that this proposal was 
being drawn up. On December 27,1954 Mr. Grey asked that he be 
informed as soon as possible as to what decision was made on his 
request.


When the 400 W 200 •re body was discovered, the operator 
attempted to prove the downward extension of this ore by a diamond 
drill hole but the hole passed out of ore a few feet below the 400 
level.

As the contract now stands, the operator has completed all 
exploration that is authorized by the contract. This contract 
originally provided for an estimated total cost of $99,050.00. The 
total cost of the exploration that hs been completed to date is 
$79,909.00; thus, $19,141.00 has not yet been expended. The cost 
of the new work that has been requested is as follows:

We have coinpietedl-the diamond drilling covered by Amendment No. 3 to 
thea above captioned contract. As we did not get any ore in he diamond drill hole 
No. 22, it appears that the ore , shoot stopped against the Mammoth Fault. It does 
not appear that any further drilling,. in that area is indicated at this time. 


In tbe last few months we have done some diamond drilling into the North-. 
eastern part of the 1XE Area No. 1 from some of our underground workings. This 
work has disclosed what , appears to be an orebody on the upper side of the E 90 
Fault which, from the exploration done, may be an ore shoot similar to our "D" 
orebod&' except on the upper 'side of the, fault. We have not asked for your finan-
cial participation in this drilling as most of it was done from without the 
participation area. 


We wish to do some more exploration work on this orebody to determine 
its dip length and grade and also to make 'sure that it connects with the low grade 
ore in our 500 WF 320 Stope: in the ]E participation area. Although tbe grade 
of ore found in the drill holes is muci higher than in the 50Q WF 320 &tope in the 
participation area, it is our opinion that the ore found in thOse holes connects 
to that in the 500 1.4F 320 Stope?.

SURFACE GEOLOGY 


At the northwest end of the map area is exposed a group of closely-spaced 
lirnonite-stained fractures,. labeled' the "'As Orebódy Fracture. Zone. 'These fractures 


• trend about N 50 W, and dip , steeply west. The strike, of. these fractures,, and of 
the zone as 'a whole, 'is approximately. parallel to thd'long txis of the Moore "A" 
Orebody, and 'if projected downward 'at, about 7O W dip, the fracture zone' coincides 
with the "A"' Orebody. Fracturing 'with a similar attitude is common "in the "A" Ore-
body, and probably represents the continuation of the fracture zone exposed on the 
surface. 


On the surface above the Moore "D" Orebody (not mapped), reconnaisance work 
shows a similar group of fractures, with their strikes about parallel to the axis 


of the orebody (about N 450 ii). Above the Moore "B" and "C" Orebodies there are 
only scattered small outcrops, so tbEre is no way to determine whether or not 
fracture zones mark these orebodies too. 


In the E& Area 2, two fracture zones similar to the "A" Orebody Fracture Zone 
have been found. These are labeled on the map as the0Dll3 Fracture Zone and the D1l2 
Fracture Zone. Both of these zones strike about S 75 E and the individual fractures 
dip south,' thoagh' for the most part 'the dips are not so steep as. those 'of the "A"

(b) Final report.—Upon coWtion of the exploration work or termination he contract the Operator shall provide the 
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from theexploration work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work ; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports.
