This deformation is post mineral,

Four asbestos-bearing serpentine zones lie immediately under the base

‘of the Algal member of the Mescal formation, have a strike of N. 10° W.,

and dip westward into thé hill at 25°, This mineralized area is well

exposed for about 400 feet. At the south end of the exposure;, the

serpentine and fiber pinch out. The north end of the mineralized zones

is covered by overburden. One to four feet of limestone lies betueep

each serpentine band., The upper 12- to 18-inch serpentine zone contains

1} inches total fiber in several veinlets at the best place, but the
fiber content decreases north and south. This zone contains soft
fiber of excellent tensile strength. The three lower zones contain
lesser amounts of fiber that is fairly harsh and weak.

It is concluded that the 400-foot outcrop shows a fair sample
of expectancy for some distance into the deposit. At no place is
there sufficient concentration of fiber to be considered commercial.
There are no visible diabase structures that could distort the lime-
stone beds, thus making a target for an exploratbry drift. The writer
would like to see this new asbestos area opened up for exploration
and possible production, but on the basis of tﬂé above conclusions,
there appears to be no possible justification for granting this ex-
ploratory loan.

It is recommended that the application of the Metate Asbestos

Corp. for exploration of its Chiricahua property be denied.
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The Chricahua asbestos depoéit is in the north-central part of
the Hoyes Mountains opproximately 12 miles airline southecst of Globe,
Arizona. The deposit, which is on the San Carlos Indian Reservation, is
accessible from Globe by 12.9 niles of paved highway, 2.7 niles of poor
dirt road, ond opproxinotely l% riiles of poor troil.

GEOLCGY OF THE ASBESTOS DEPOSIT

The Chiricaohua deposit crops out olonz o steep, east-facing
escorprment ot an altitude of opproxinately U500 feet. Here the pre-
Coarbriaon Mescal limestone strikes N. 10° W, cnd dips 20°-25° SW. This
ottitude reflects regional Terticry deformotion ond is not reloted to
deformation due to diobase intrusion. Four serpentine zones,containing
snoll qaounts of asbestos, pafallel the bedding of the limestone und are
exposed alnost contvinuously through aon outcrop.length of opproxinotely koo
feet, and roughly along the strike of the fornation. Thé only developient
consists of one shollow pit, probobly dug in the early 1920's. However, the
exposures of the fiber zones are excellent.A

The asbestos veins of the uppermost zone are distributed through
portinlly serpentinized linestone thot comprises the uppermost 12-18 inches
of the lower merber of the lMescol lirestone (i.e. immediately below the
nossive algol nmerber of the formotion). The next lower fiber zone is
in o 2-b inch thick serpentine loyer that is 2% feet below the base of
the algel linestone. The third zone is in o 2-I inch thick serpentine zone
6% feet below the algol limestone. The fourth, or lowest asbestos-bearing
zone, is 9% feet below the algal nerber and in nost places consists of less
than 6 inches of partially serpentinized lirestone.

Figure 1 diagrammatically shows the relation of the fibver
horizons to the olgol nerber of the limestone and to the thick (lOO+ feet)

-underlyihg dicbase sill. This sketch should not be interpreted as o
1





structure section because attitudes of the beds are not taken into account;
olso the diagrammotic section is for the outcrop length of the exposure
and is not o true section. The purpose of the diagran is to show the
cunmlative thicknesses of 0ll veins of asbestos in each zone.

The best mineralized outcrop has been furfher exposed by o shollow
pit (see fig. 1). At this place all 4 zones ‘éxist land the underlying sill
is concordant and asbout 1 foot below the lowest zone. Sixty feet south of
the pit the dicdbase sill cuts discordantly down through lé feet of the
linestone before continuing concordontly to the south. The asbestos veins
of the U zones pinch out 20 feet south of this discordancy (see fig. 1).

One hundred feet north of the pit the diobase cuts discordontly
up across the lowest asbestos horizon. Eight inches above tﬁe horizon the
sill becones concordant and continues so along the outcrop to the north for
at least 200 feet.

The fiber contents of the 4 zones ore shown on figure 1. All
zones are very poorly mineralized.. Where asbestos exists in the upper
zone it is soft and of high tensile strength; the fiber veins are discontinuous
ond asbestos occurs only sporadically along the outcrop of the zone. The
asbestos of the lowest 3 zones is harsh and of moderate to poor tensile
strength. Fiber of the two lowest zones occurs in veinlets generally less
thon 1/16 of an inch in thickness.

Through most of the Arizona asbestos district the stratigraphic
unit here mineralized is o very favorable unit for the locolization of
asbestos. On the Chiriéahua clains the limestone beds range from 1 to 8
inches in thickness; rost beds are less than 3 inches thick. In other paorts
of the district the equivalent limestone is medium- to thick-bedded. The
poor nineralization in the Chiricchua area is probably directly related to

the lock of competent linestones in the section.

There ore no visible folds favorable to localization to acsbestos
in the area; the limestone beds adjacent to the two discordancies in the
sill contact are very little distorted. The topographic expression of the
outcrop is such that the nineralized area is well exposed in both north-
south and east-west directions and the outcrops should be typical of the
deposit.

RECOMMENDATION

Because of the lack of two of the critical geologic conditions
(coupetent limestones and structure) necessary to the localization of a
significant asbestos deposit, ond because of the obvious lack of appreciable
anounts of asbestos (as shown on fig. 1) the application for egploration

should be denied.
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INTRDDUCTICN

Early in November 1952, an application was submitted to the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for a $30,725 exploratory
loan by the Metate Asbestos Corp. of Globe, Ariz. for its Chiricahua
property. This application, docketed as DMEA-2763, was received by
the Tuecson, Ariz, office of the Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis-
tration on Nov. 14, 1952, The éurpose of the exploration was to pro-
spect an outcropping zone of asbestos high on a mountain slope. The
proposed work consisted of an acéess road, $6,250; benching and facing
the outcrop, $450; and 775 feet of drifting and crosscutting, §24,025.

The field investigation was made by the examining team on December
2 in company with Jack L. Neal of the applicant company and Dennis E.
Green., The latter is associated with the former in the adjacent
Mystery prospect (DMEA-2760)

This region had not been examined previously, either by the Bureau
of Mines or the Geological Sﬁrvey. No préspecting and no production is
reported from the district.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

The Metate Asbestos Corp. holds a lease on the Chiricahua group
of 5 claims, which was approved by the San Carlos Indian Reservation
Tribal Council on July 9, 1952, The lease papers are in process of
final approval by the Department of the Interior. The term of the

lease is for a 5-year period.

IOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

The Chiricahua group is located in the Hayes Mountains about
15 air miles southeast of Globe, Gila County, Ariz. at an altitude
of approximately 4,500 feet (figure 1). The claims are in Secs. 9
and 16, T. 2 S., R. 17 E., (unsurveyed), on the San Carlos Indian
Reservation.

| The property is reached by following paved U. S. Highway 70
eastward from Globe for 13 miles, then turning right on a dim truck
trail for 2.7 miles to Coyote Hole tank at the end of the road.
From this point there is a 2-mile hike over rough terrain to the
outcrop. There is no well defined trail.

None of the operators or prospectors of recent times was aware
of the existence of asbestos in this rugged area, consequently no
prospecting has been done. It seems to be public knowledge that the
Reservation will not favor prospecting by others until Neal and Green
have established the right to all the property they wish.

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT |

In this general area, the members of the Apache group, intruded
by diabase, have been block-faulted, tilted, and eroded into an
intricate patterh. Four asbestos-bearing serpentine zones occur in
a 10-foot limestone stretum immediately below the bottom of the Algal
member of the Mescalnformation, which is on a steep escarpment well up
on the mountain slope. The strike of the bedding is approximately
N. 10° W., with a dip into the hill of about 25° westerly.

The serpentine zones are exposed almost continuously along the

hillside for nearly 400 feet. At the south end of this exposure the
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veins pinch out, and to the north the formations are covered with
overburden. A diabase sill, virtually concordant with the lime-
stone bedding, is 10} feet below the bottom of the algal member ui
in this area.

At the point of best mineralization there is a shallow pit,
seid to have been dug about 1920 by an Indian prospector. At this
pit, the thickness of the serpentine zones and the distance below

the base of the Algal member are as follows:

About 50 feet south of the pit, the diabase sill steps down 10

feet or more, then follows the limestone bedding concordantly to the

south, Immediately above this discordancy, the four mineralized zones

pinch out.

Northward from the 300-foot section, the outcrop is covered with

overburden.

The fiber of the upper zone is soft, and of good tensile strength,

but in the other zones it is harsh and fairly weak.





In the area investigated, there are no irregularities in the
diabase intrusion that could distort the adjacent limestone beds,
thus there are no targets for exploration where increaséd mineral-
ization could be expected. The two previously mentioned changes
in the plene of the diebase contact did not disturb the attitude
of the limestone beds, consequently no increase in mineralization
was effected at these points.

In various letters, Nea; has mentioned the presence of diabase
"rolls" that would be favorable for the formation of asbestos de-
posits. Apparently he has mistaken the iapidly changing elevation
of the diabase contact around angular cliffs as "rolls", whereas
these so-called "rolls" (which imply folds in the limestone) are
merely the surface expression of a fegularly dipping plane'cut by
irregular topography.

CONCLUSIONS

The following conclusions are based on an.investigation of the
area in which the applicant was interested ahd on which the explor-
atory application was made., This area comprises the width of only
the centrally located claim, There are 2 more claims on each side,
but the applicant has done no prospecting work anywhere on the pro-
perty. Neal had not even walked out or looked for favorable beds
beyond the confined of the one exposure, Cbnsequently he had no
additional areas for the team to examine,

The 400 feet of well exposed outcrop is partly on strike and

partly on dip, thus giving a fair sample of expectancy for some
distance into the deposit.





The content of asbestoé in all 4 zones is sporadic in occur-
rence; at no place is there sufficient concentration of fiber to
be considered commercial. Only the upper vein is soft fiber, the
3 lower veins being fairly barsh.

There are no visible diabase structures that might cause
distortion of the limestone beds and thus make a target for pos-
sible exploration.

RECOMMENDAT IONS

The writer would like to see this new ésbestos area opened up
for exploration and possible production, but on the basis of the
above conclusions, there appears to Be no possible justification
for granting this exploratory loan.

Therefore, it is recommended that the application of the Metate

Asbestos Corp. for exploration of its Chiricahua property be denied.
