Under date of December 23, 1952, the DIVIEA Field Team, Region IV, 


requested a field examination of the Muskhog fluorspar mine, in Maricopa 


County, Ariz., docketed as DA-2830. The applicant, the Fluorspar 


Production Co., 7240 Canyon Drive West, Phoenix, Ariz., had requested 


assistance from the Government under the Defense Production Act of 


1950, as amended, to do exploration work estimated to cost $5,200.00. 


On January 13, 1952, John N. Faick and R. W. Ageton visIted the property 


and examined the surface exposures. 


The property consists of 3 contiguous unpatented mining claims 


s.tuated about 53 miles northeast of Mesa, Ariz., the nearest railroad 


and supply point. The claims were located in the Sunflower Miping 


District, Maricopa County, ArIz., by In Conway and Ed Conway in 1950. 


So far as is known there has been no production of any mineral In the 


area closely adjacent to these claims. 


Fluorite is deposited in a relatively narrow fissure in granitic 


rock. The strike of the vein is about N. 300 to 35° W. It dips ir-


regularly to the southwest. Surface debris has obscured the vein so 


the total strike length exposed is only about 25 feet. Fluorite float 


or other evidence of mineralizitlon cOuld not be found by a search of 


the surrounding area for the extension of the vein. Results of sampling 


indicate that the vein has an average width of about 3.0 feet and a grade 


ranging from 45 to 55 percent CaF2 where exposed.

A discovery shaft which fulfills the minimum requirements for a 


ml rdng location, and a small prospect pit 8 feet northwest along the 


strike of the vein conrise the work performed by the locators and 


the applicant. Southeast across the wash from the discovery shaft 


an adit was driven into barren granite prior to the discovery of 


fluorite. There is no mining or milling equipment, or facilities of 


any kind on the property. 


The applicant proposed to sink a 50'foot vertical shaft on the 


vein near the bottom of a small arroyo at an estimated cost of $5,200.00. 


The fluorspar vein is narrow, the strike length as exposed is short, 


and field evidence indicates that the possibility of discovery of signif-


•	 icant reserves of fluorite is improbable. 


The eramlners believe that the 4u.skhog Fluorspar deposit does not 


contain significant reserves of fluorite • Therefore, it is recommended 


that the application for an exploration loan be denied.

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flTRODUCTION 


The Muskhog prospect was exa1iiined January 13, 1953 by 


R. W. Ageton, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and J. N. Faick, 


geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, on behalf of the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration, to which application has been made for 


assistance in exploration by Mr. Darrel P. Evans, 12 140 Canyon Drive, 


West Phoenix, Arizona. 


The property consists of 3 unpatented. claims, upon which only 


a small amount of prospecting has been done. This property is accessible 


by a crude road. which leaves the Bush Highway about 6 miles south of 


Sunflower, Arizona (Fig. 1). The road follows Sycamore Creek for a 


distance of 0.9 miles, then turns westward. along Brush Corral Wash for a 


distance of 3.1i. miles to the prospect.


GEOLOGY 


The Muskhog fluorspar prospect is situated near the east base of 


Granite Mountain, which is shown on the Cave Creek quadrangle. The fluorite 


deposit is a relatively narrow, steeply dipping fissure veins which strikes 


about N. 30-35° N. and. dips irregularly to the southwest. 


The fluorite vein is exposed in a discovery shaft about 8 feet 


deep and. by a shallow pit about 8 feet north of the discovery shaft, the 


total exposed strike length of the deposit is about 25 feet. 


The area extending about 100 feet southeast from the discovery cut 


is covered by debris in a small arroyo and no trace of the vein could be 


found in it. On the southeast side of the arroyo, about 125 feet from 


the discovery cut, an old trench, now almost completely filled, had. been 


dug across the possible extension of the vein zone. About 150 feet south 


east of the trench an adit about 25 feet long had been driven into granite.

No fluorite was found by these prospects and it is therefore thought 


by the examiners that the fluorite vein pinches out beneath the arroyo, 


probably less than 100 feet from the discovery cut. 


The vein has a maximum width of about 5 feet in the discovery 


cut, but in the pit about 8 feet north of it, the vein has a width of 


only about l- feet. This suggests that the vein may pinch out a few feet 


northwest of the prospect pits. In the area extending 300 to 1400 feet 


northwest of the prospect pits, and along the strike of the vein, fluorite 


float or other evidence of mineralization could not be found. Although 


this area is covered by brush and a thin mantle of disintegrated granite, 


the examiners are of the opinion that some evidence of the fluorite vein 


could be found if it extended into the area. 


•	 As fluorite float or other evidence of mineralization was not 


found by a search of the area adjacent to the discovery cut, the examiners 


believe the deposit is not very much larger than is indicated by the present 


prospect pits. As presently exposed the fluorspar vein is narrow, and the 


strike length is short; therefore, it seems improbable that significant 


reserves of fluorite will be discovered in the deposit. 


The results of 4 samples of the ore exposed in the prospect pits 


are as follows:

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Results of scling indicate that the vein where exposed, has 


an iverage width of about 3 feet and a grade ranging from	 to 55 percent 


CoF2 . Possibly about one-third of the ore available could be hand-sorted 


and shipped as metallurgical grade fluorspar, the remainder is apparently 


suitable for milling. The exposures of the deposit are very small, 


therefore no effort was made to calculate the available ore reserves. 


CONCLUSIONS MID RECONDATIONS 


The exposed part of the Muskhog fluorite vein is relatively 


narrow and has a short strike length, and field evidence failed to reveal 


extensions of the vein into adjacent areas, therefore the examiners believe 


the deposit is too small to contain significant quantities of fluorspar.

The possibility of the discovery of significant reserves of fluorite at 


the Muskhog Fluorspar claims is so improbable that it is believed that 


Government participation in an exploration program is not warranted; 


therefore it is recommended that the application be denied.

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INTBDDUCTION

P. Evans, one of the partners, who 


met the examiners at sa, .Ariz. and accompanied them to the property. 


WCAT)DN, TO}OGRAPHY AND CLIMATE 


The Muskhog fluorspar claims are situated about 53 miles northeast 


of )sa, Ariz., the nearest railroad and supply point (figure 1). The 


route to the prospect is easterly along paved U. S. Highway 60 70 for 


9.4 miles to the junction with the gravel road, named the Bush Highway. 


This gravel road is followed in a northerly direction for a distance of 


39.4 miles to a turn-off to the west. From this turnoff the applicant 


has built a pioneer road with a TD-6 bulldozer. At 0,1 mile from the 


Bush Highway, the road crosses Sycamore Creek and follows the creek bed 


for a distance of 0.9 mile to the Brush Corral Wash. The wash then is 


followed for a distance of 3.4 miles to the property.

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The area is characterized by moderate relief, altitudes ranging 


from 3,000 to 3,500 feet above sea level, some sections being at an 


altitude of about 4,000 feet.

However, extremely high temperatures would not persist 


for long periods of time. The vegetation consists of mesquite, cat's 


claw, greasewood, and many varieties of cacti, including cholla and 


prickly pear.


HISLDRY AND PR)DUCT]DN 


The 3 unpatented mining claims, the }'luskhog, )fuskhog No. 2, and 


Nuakhog No. 3 were located in the Sunflower Mining District, Naricopa 


County, Ariz., by Irl Conway and Ed Conway in 1950. 


According to the applicant there had been some activity in gold 


Splacering in the area in past years • So far as is known there has 


been no production of any mineral within ëlose proximity to these 


claims.


OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The Fluorspar Production Co., a partnership consisting of Darrel 


P. Evans and Jack Choisser, has a lease and option to purchase for 


$20,000.00, 3 contiguouè unpatented mining claims located by irl Conway 


and Ed Conway. They are recorded in the office of the County Recorder

The locators sank a discovery shaft, 5 feet by 6 feet in cross-


section by 8 feet deep on the Muskhog No. 2 Claim. Approximntely 8 


feet north of this shaft along the strike of the vein a smaller pit 


was dug. According to the applicant the other two claims have no 


apparent work on them. 


The applicant has made no additional effort to further expose 


the outcrop which seems to be covered by a mantel of weathered granite. 


Sonie funds were expended, however, on a pioneer road to the property. 


The present condition of this road is such that it would not serve for 


haulage of supplies for an exploration project. 


Southeast across the wash from the discovery shaft of the Nuskhog 


No. 2 ClaIm there is an adit, 4 feet by 6 feet by approximately 30 feet 


long, driven into barren granite prior to the time fluorite was dis-


covered. The adit was not driven along the strike of the fluorite vein 


nor did it intersect the vein.
