‘l’ SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDAT IONS
By Lincoln A, Stovart’

An application by Irl and Ed Conway for a $19,500 exploratory
loan, docketed as DMEA—3018, was received on Ma& 15, 1953 by the
Tucson, Ariz,, officeéof the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-
tion. The purpose of the loaﬁ was to explore éxposures on 4 claims
of the Independent asbestos group by a total of 500 feet of drifting,
50 feet of shaft sinking, and 100 feet of drifting from the bottom of
this shaft,

The property, comprising 15 uhpatented claims is owned by Irl
and Ed Conway, Tonto Basin, Gila County, Ariz, The claims are situated
on the southwest slopé of the Sierra Ancha Mountains about 12 airmiles

. northeast of Tonto Basin, The 'property was examined by the writer and
| Robert W, Ageton, eﬁgineer of the Bureau of Mines, on May 28, 1953,

An ore zone in Mescal limestone under a discordant diabase sill
has been opened by 3 adits, an open cut, and a shaft, for a lateral
distance of about 450 feét along a hillside, These adits showed that
the strength of asbestos mineralization decreased away from the contact,
The fiber was too harsh to be used for strategic purposes,

' A second ore deposit on an adjacent claim was in‘the bedding of

a narrow limestone block that had been rotated to a vertical position
in a diabase intrusion, A 20-foot adit showed that the asbestos veins
were thinning at depth. This fiber was fairly soft but lacked tensile

strength,

It is concluded that the exploration work already done at the
main deposit was adequate to prove that the harsh mineralization
extends for only a short distance from the contact and that any
other penetration of this contact would yield similar results. Ex-
ploration of the vertisal limestone M"sliver" is not justified because
this segment would not be expected ts have ;ny significant extent,

It is recommended that the applicétion of Conway & Conway for

éxplofation of their Independent group be denied,

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INTRODUCTION

An application was submitted to the Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration by Irl and Ed Conway, Tonté Basin, Ariz, for explora-
tion of their Indveﬁendent group of asbestos claimsl; This application,
docketed as DMEA@3019, was received by the Tucson, Ariz, office of the
Defense Minefalé Exploration Administration on May 15, 1953, The re=-
éuest contained therein was for $19,500 to explore the exposures on 3
claims by a total of 500 feet ofjdrifting, and on the fourth claim by
a 50-foot shaft from which 100 feet of drift was to be extended.

Field investigation was made on May 28, 1953 by the writer and
Robert W. Ageton, engineers of the Bureau of Mines, accompanied by
Irl Conway, the applicant, The Geological Survey member of the
exammmg team did not partiéipate in the examination,

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

airmiles northeast of Tonto Basin, Gila Couhty, Ariz; It is on the
southwest side of the Sierra.. Ancha Mountain range, apprc;ximately in

The claims are reached from Tonto Basin by traveling northeast
on the Ed Conway ranch road for 9,3 miles, then turning left on a dim
truck trail, At 13,2 miles from Tonto Basin turn right at signed
"Bear Head Cabin" and arrive at the workings at 15,5 miles, The

altitude is approximately 6,000 feet.
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OWNERSHIP, EXTENT, AND HISTORY

The Independént,gféﬁp of'15Acohtigﬁéué‘unpatented mining claims
is owned by Irl and Ed Conway of Tonto Basin, Ariz.

Located‘lengthwise in an easferly hirectién, the property is §
claim; long and 3 claims deep, The claims, named Independent Nos. 1
to 15, inclusive, are recorded at the Gila County éourthouse, Record-
ers Office, in Book of Mines 41, pages 492 to 496, inclusive, These
are relocationsnin 1937 of an approximate area that was located
originally by L, E, Foster and T, Fo Russell in 1929, and later
allowed to lapée.“ Oﬁly shallow'aséessment pits were dug by the
former owners,

The present owners have prospected the deposit by about 350 feet
of cuts and adits in 5 locations, There has béen no production from
the property. |

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSITS

The locale of the pfépéfty“is‘fypié;i of ‘the Sierra Ancha region,
The hillside slopes are well covered with timber, the overburden is
fairly deep, and outcropping limestone ledges are scarce. Mbst of
the exploration accomplished by the applicants has been confined to a
length of about 450 feet on one deposit, the workings of which comprise
4 adits, a shaft, and some surface stripping, A discordant diagbase
sill cuts down across the limestone formations. As the strike of the
discordance is approximately the course of the hiilside, diabase
obscures the underlying contact, which has been penetrated by these

workings, Figures 2 and 3 are sketches of these workings..
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FIGURE 2.- SKETCH MAP OF INDEPENDENT WORKINGS (CONWAY & CONWAY)






It will be noted that all the fiber seen was harsh, It has poor
tensiie strength, Most of it is short, except in a small lens about
80 feet from the portal of adit "D", where some of the asbestos was
an inch in length. In adits ™AW, "CM, and "D, it is evident that
the strongest mineralization isiclésé to thé‘éiabase, and decreases
in intensity away from the contact,

Adit "B" is close to and 15 feet abave adit A", The crosscutting
diabase siii‘ﬁas penetrated after going through ;baut iO feet of con-
torted and highly altered limestone. It is thought that this limestone
is a remﬁant that was caught up in the.diabase intrusion and is not
"in place",

) Limestone was exposed by stripping an 80-foot section west of adit
nAN, But no fiber was seen in the cut, During this work the shaft
(iﬁdicated on figure 2) was covered and no examination of it could be
ﬁade. However, the writer had examined this property in October 1942,
and notés taken at that time show the shaft to have been 15 feet deep
in limestone, At about 12 feet down, a 3-foot poorly serpentinized zone
was encountered, with narrow veinlets of short harsh fiber in the lower
third of the zone, A 20~foot drift was driven south from the shaft on
this zone, Diabase &ipping southward was encountered at 10 feet from
the shaft,

The examiners scouted the hillside east of the workings but because
of heavy overburden, the thickness of the diabase could not be determined,

A couple of limestone exposures on the point of the hill at considerable

distance east of the workings showed a little serpentine but only traces

of fiber,






Conway then took us to another deposit about 3,000 feet west of
the workings previously discussed, We crossed a mesa, the east side
of which was horizontally bédded limestone, In a draw on the west
side of this flat, an adit had been driven into a limestone block
that "stands on edge", Conway calls this his *wertical mine", The
limestone segment was about 15 feet wide, had a strike of N. 80° W,
and dipped 75° north, .

In the face of the block, near and parallel to the north edge,
(and fo the bedding) an 8~inch weathéred serpentine band contained a
total of nearly 2 inches of fairly soft fiber that lacked tensile
strength, Separated by 2 feet of limestone, a second band of nodular
serpentine was present that did not contain asbestos. A 20-foot adit
had been driven into this block, but the asbestos mineralization
decreased rapidly,

Diabase could be seen contactihg the block concordantly on the
south.side and its presence could be inferred by the soil on the north
side, It is evident that either a fault or diabase must cut off this
block somewhere in the hill, else it could not have been rotated
from a horizontal to a vertical position,

CONCLUSIONS

It is evident that the discordant diabase sill is continuous

acrosé the area prospected by the 4 adits of the main workings, The

3 adit penetrations of the lower contact of this diabase and the





limestone bedding indicate that‘the asbestos mineralization is related
to this intrﬁsion.and that the strength of mineralization is decreas—
ing away from the contact, The shaft exposed additional lower beds
that showed only traces of aébestos.

It is thought that this deposit has been adeduately explored by the
appliéants and that any other penetration of the contact would yield
similar results,

It also.is thought that exploration of the vertical limestone
block'is not justified. The fiber content is decreasing as depth is
" attained. Because of the thinness of the block and its unnatural posi-
tion, contihuation into the hill for more than a few tens of feet would
not be expected, nor would appreciable vertical depth be anticipated,
The asbestos in this block is fairly soft bﬁt has no tensile strength,
Elsewhere on the property the fiber usually is short and very harsh,

RECOMMENDATIONS'

Exploratory work on this proﬁeffy is not considered justifiable
for the following reasons:

l, The deposit at the main ﬁorkings is related to a discordant
diabase sill that has been adequately explored by the applicants,

Three penetrations into the favorable beds have shown that the asbestos
is too harsh to be of strategic quality and that the strength of

mineralization decreases rapidly away from the contact,






2. The second deposit is in a thin block of limestone that
has been rotated so that the bedding is nearly vertical. The asbestos
mineralization decreases in strength at the face of a 20ef60t adit,
This segment would not be expected to have a significant extent,
| Therefore, it is recommended that the application for exploration

of the Conway & Conway Independent asbestos group be denied,
