An application from Walter W. Henderson for a $21,700 explorauu 


tory loan on his G. i H. No. 1 asbestos property was received May 29, 


1953 by the Tucson office of the Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration as Docket DMEA'b30319. The purpose of the loan was to 


explore an asbestos deposit by 700 feet of drifting. Included in 


the request was construction of a 2.5 mile access road, 


The property consists of 2 unpatented claims about 12 airmiles 


northwest of Globe, Gila County, Ariz. There has been no production 


from this area.

	 An investigation was made on June 12, 1953 by the writer and 


Robert W Ageton, engineers of the Bureau of Mines, and A. F. 


Shride and Dayton D. Dickey, geologists of the Geological Survey. 


The area in which the deposit is located has been deformed by 


faulting and tilting. Short, harsh slip' . fiber was present in the 


debris of the discovery cut on the west face of a ridge, but only one 


veinlet of ]/8'-inch glassy harsh asbestos was found in place. The 


limestone bedding is cut off on the south by a fault. On the 


northeastern back slope of the ridge, a 6' einch zone of weathered 


serpentine contained a 1"inch vein of harsh weak slipsNfiber. 


The 2 occurrences are in the thin'..bedded shaley Mesca]. limestone 


unit that never has produced commercial fiber anywhere in the district. 


For this reason and because the asbestos is not of strategic quality, 
it is recommended. that this appUcation for exploration be denied.

GEOLOGY 


The Hazel G. and Bonnie H. claims, which comprise the 


applicant's G & H No. l prospect are in the SE*, Section 1, T.2 


N., R.lLi. E., in an area underlain by intricately faulted formations 


ranging from pre-Canbrian to Tertiary in age. The rocks of the 


area under consideration are Dripping Spring quartzite and Nescal 


limestone of pre-Cambrian age and diabase sills intrusive into 


these formations. These rocks are offset and brecciated by northeast-


trending high-angle faults. 


Bonnie H. Deposit 


The southernmost deposit, the Bonnie H. deposit, is 


exposed by two shallow pits. The lower pit exposes much brecciated 


limestone a few pieces of which contain asbestos veinlets totaling 


1/16 to 1/8 inch of harsh asbestos. This exposure is bounded on 


the west by a 20-foot wide northeast-trending breccia zone. 


To the west of this zone the basal lu- foot stratigraphic section 


of the Nescal limestone is little serpentinized. The asbestos-


bearing limestone is bounded l feet southeast of the pit by a 


discordant diabase sill. Thus, even if the asbestos-serpentine 


zone were significant - which is it not - the area for a potential 


deposit is limited.

Hazel G. Deposit 


Approximately OO feet northeast of the Bonnie H. deposit 


and adjacent to a high-:angle discordant diabase-limestone contact 


which strikes N. 100 E., small amounts of weathered asbestos are 


exposed in two pits 30 feet apart. In the lower pit, at distances 


no greater than feet from the diabase, traces of asbestos exist 


sparingly in fragments of limestone breccia. The limestone is 


weathered to a soft chalky soil and probably represents partly 


serpentinized thin-bedded argillaceous limestone, which is not 


a favorable host for extensive asbestos deposits. A few pounds 


of harsh asbestos as much as l inches long was observed on the 


dump.


Thirty feet to the south and 10 feet higher a small 


pit exposes a veinlet of asbestos that has a maximum width of - inch.

This vein is in unfavorable thin-bedded limestone and exists 


only within 8 feet of the diabase. 


These are the only occurrences of asbestos kno'wri on the 


Hazel G. claim. Both occurrences are in thin-bedded limestone 


and exist only sporadically in a narrow belt near the contact with 


the diabase. Therefore this deposit does not warrant further 


consideration.


CONCLUSIONS 


No asbestos in a geologic setting favorable to a significant 


deposit has been found on the Bonnie H. or Hazel G. claims. 


The asbestos that has been found is in small quantities arid of 


poor quality. The writer has observed several tens of like deposits. 


Some have been well prospected and exposed. None have ever proved 


minable. Therefore it is recommended that the application for 


an exploration loan be denied.
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IN1YRODUCII0N 


An application was submitted to the Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration for a $21,700 exploratory loan by Walter W• Henderson, 


Globe, Aris. for the G. & H. No. 1 prospect. This application, 


docketed as DMEA3039, was received by the Tucson, Ariz., office of 


the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration on May 29, 1953.

There is no justification for any exploration, consequently 


it is not necessary to discuss the estimated exploration costs 


detailed in the proposal.

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RECOMMENDATIONS 


From the above conclusions it is evident that there is no 


justification for consideration of exploration on this property. 


It is the poorest prospect that we have seen in our asbestos work.
