Information about sariples accompanying the application 
gives no indication of the presence of uranium, and the applicant's 
supporting data gives no reason for inferring the presence of uranium 
other than his own belief. 


The kind and amount of work the applicant proposes to do is not 
related to any clearly described or identified.mineral bearing rocks and 
structures.
