At the recommendation of the field
team, TMEA denied his application.

The new application indicates that the only new work done
since 1952 was the sinking of an 18-foot prospect shaft on a copper-
stained fracture. '

Similar fractures containing sparse amounts of chrysocolla
are mentioned by the field team, but they concluded it was unlikely
that minable copper deposits would be found at depth.
