Denial of the subject application Is recommended 
by this Division and is based on the following information: 


1. The applicants, Clements A. Botner and Paul P. 
Ortega, 229 North Glassell Street, Orange, Cal-
ifornia, requested exploration assistance to the 
amount of $48, 683.00 for bulldozing an access 
road, clearing drill sites, and diamond drilling. 


2. The property under a lease dated September 13, 
1954, to the applicants from Juan Varela and 
Eugenio C. Rivas, the owners, .is located in 
Sec. 19, T. 13 5• R. 29 E., Metcalf Mining 
District, Greenlee County, Arizona, and consists 
of'the La Palma, San Francisco, and Venus lode 
mining claims. 


3. The exposed area of the mineralized zone consists 
of Modoc, •Morenci, and Longfellow limestones 
underlain by quartzite and granite. Basalt, which 
at one time covered this area, has been eroded 
and is the probable source of the, manganese 
mineralization. The manganese occurs in the form 
of oxides, mainly psilomelane, in vugs and pods. 
The mineralization occurs in the exposed surface 
of the limestones and follows the surface dip. 


k. Four different zones of mineralization are noted, 
although only one is of any importance. The 
limits of this ore zone are already exposed and 
need no further exploration. It is estimated that 
2,000 tons of measured and indicated ore, averaging 
30 percent manganese, are present. .No ore is 
inferred.

5. The property was first located in 1920. The 
main work consists of a trench 50 feet long, 
10 feet wide, and 6 feet deep. One small car 
of lead oxide ore was mined from the property. 


6. Two samples taken by the Field Team assayed 
27.4 and 36.6 percent manganese. The main ore 
zone is well exposed and the limits are shown 
and indications are that there is little proba-
bility of making a significant discovery. The 
Field Team recommends denial and the Commodity 
Divisions of the Geological Survey and the 
Bureau of Mines concur in the recommendation.

La Palma, Venus and San Francisco claims in Gteenlee County, 


Ariz * were examined by field examiners for the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration in connection with an application for 
Governmental aid by Clements A. Bother and Paul P. Ortega of 


Orange, Calif. The application, docketed as DMEA-3671, proposed 


an exploratory project for manganese that involved road building 


and diamond drilling. Cost of the proposed work totaledd$48,000.00. 


Since 1920, when about one carload of oxidized lead ore 


reportedly was produced, activity on the laims has been confined 


to intermittent assessment work in the form of shallow trenches.

The deposits are situated on the crest and on the east 


slope of ' a ridge that is composed of gently dipping Paleozoic 


sedimentary rocks. Of the 4 or 5 deposits seen, almOst all the 


estimated reserves of manganese ore are believed to be in Deposit 


No. 1 on the crest of the ridge. Deposit N1 consists of 2 


adjacent and parallel lenses of manganese oxides, more of less 


concordant in their attitude with he enclosing Mississippian Modoc 


limestone. The reserves of the 2 lenses are estimated at 2,000 


tons of mateiial averaging about 30 percent manganese. As the de-


posits, are close to the surface and their limits are more or less 


exposed, the reserves are classed as measured and indicated; there 


are no inferred reserves.

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INTRODUCTION 


An application for Governmental aid in exploring for 


1 anganese ores on La Paling, Venus and San Francisco claims of 


Greenlee CoUnty Arizo was received by the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration from Clements A. Botner and Paul P. 


Ortega of Orange, Calif. The application, docketed as rn4EA-3671, 


briefly outlined a proposed project that evolved road building 


and diamond drilling at an estimated total cost of $48,000.00. 


The properties were examined on April 26, 1955 by L. 


Bryner, 4 geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and the writer. 


Messrs. Bother and Ortega, the applicants, and Juan Varela, 


ozia of the owners of the 1waperty ,, accompanied the exanining 


team. 


.	 LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The contiguous La Palma; Venus and San Francisco claims 


are situated about 9 air miles northwest of Clifton, Ariz., 


probably in unsurveyed sec. 19 of T. 13 S., R 29 E., Metcalf 


Mining District, Greenlee County, Ariz. (figure 1). Clifton 


is on U. S. Highway 666 and is the northern terminus of a branch 


line of the Southern Pacific railroad. 


To reach the claims from Clifton, follow U. S. Highway 


666 northwesterly about 1 mile to a junction with the paved 


road to the town of Morenci. Proceed 9 miles northerly on U. S. 


666 to a ranch house that is situated close to the highway on 


the west side. A foot trail from the highway at about 0.25 


mile south of the ranch is followed westerly for an air line 


1
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distance of about 1 mile to the maim deposit at an altitude 


of about 1,500 feet above the highway. 


PHYSICAL FEATURES AND CLIMATE 


The property is situated along the crest and east slope 


of a noFtherly trending ridge that forms the divide between 


Chase Creek to the east and Eagle Creek to the west. The terrain 


is extremely rugged. Altitudes range from about 4,800 feet, 


where the trail to the deposits leaves the highway, to 6,700 


feet at the main deposit on the crest of the ridge. 


There is abundant vegetation in the area. From the 


bighwayto the crest of the ridge, vegetation ranges from small 


trees and bushes to mainly pine trees. 


0Annual precipitation is about 20 inches, of which possibly 


15 inches occurs as suniner showers, the remainder as winter 


rains and snows.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


According to Juan Vaxela, La Paling, Venus and San Fran-


cisco claims first were located and worked by his father in 


1920, During that year approximately one carload of oxidized 


lead ore was produced from a shallow shaft on the San Francisco 


claim. Since then no ore ' of any kind has been produced from 


intermittent assessment work that has been confined to the ex-


ation of several shallow trenches. Most of this work was 


done by the elder Varela who died An 19360

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EXTENT AND OWNERSHIP 


The property comprises a group of 3 unpatented lode 


mining claims, La Palin g, Venus and San Francisco. 


The applicants, Clements A. Bother and Paul P. Ortega 


of Orange, Calif., hold the property under a lease agreement 


with the owners, Juan Varela and Eugenio C. Rivas of Clifton, 


Ariz. The aCeement is for a period of 5 years from September 


13, 1954.


DECRIPTION EHE DEPOStiS 


)inganese oxides have been exposed at 4 places on the 


3 claims by shallow cuts. However, only at.-Deposit No. 1 are 


the showings of sufficient extent and grade to justify descrip-


tion (figure 2). There, the deposit has been explored by an 


open cut averaging about 50 feet long by 10 feet wide by 6 feet 


deep. The ore occurs mainly as psiomelane that partially fills 


vugs in limatone. Small quartz crystals are closely associated 


with the ore. 


The ore follows the ].imstone beds which strike about 


N. 400 E. and dip about 200 NW. At the east end of the open 


cut it reaches a maxim thickness of 8 feet. The ore thintto 


the east, and its western limit is an erosional one. A second 


much thinner ore-bearing zone crops out within a few tens of 


feet north of the open cut. It occurs at a slightly higher 


horizon of the limestone. This deposit appears to cross the 


bedding at a slight angle. Its. lateral extent of about 70 by 


S
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100 feet is limited either by erosion or by fading out of the 


mineralization. 


Two samples were taken for assay. Sample USBM-12776? 


representing 15 pounds of material from the dump at the open 


cut, assayed 27.4 percent manganese. Selected high-grade 


specimens from the open cut, Sample USBM-12777, assayed 36.6 


percent manganese.	 - 


ORE RESERVES 


The measured and indicated ore reserves of No. 1 deposit, 


the only one of possible economic importance, have been estimated 


at about 2,000 tons with an average man ganese content of approx-


imately 30 percent. 


There are little or no inferred reserves. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The reserves of manganese oxides are confined largely 


to an estimated 2,OQ)tons of 30 percent manganese in 2 nearly 


adjoining deposits. The reserves are classified as measured 


and indicated ore, there being no inferred ore because the 


limits of the deposits are more or less exposed. 


Denial of the requested assistance is recommended be-


cause there is little or no chance of discovering significant 


amounts Iffnganese ore.

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INTRODUCTION 


In an application to the Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration, dated September 30, 19514, Paul P. Ortega and Clements 


A. Botner requested Government participation in a program estimated 


to cost $48,683 to explore for manganese on the Venus, LaPalma, and 


San Francisco claims, Greenlee County, Arizona. 


The claims are located 1.5 airline miles south of the 


summit of Enebro Mountain, on the crest and east flank of the ridge 


that runs almost due south from the mountain. Enebro Mountain is at 


the headwaters of Chase Creek, about 7 airline miles north of Morenci. 


The elevation of the property is about 6 ,500 feet above sea level. 


It is about a 3-mile walk to the property from where U. S. 	 Highway 


666 reaches an east-trending spur of Enebro Mountain. 


The claims are leased by the applicants from Juan Varela 


and Eugenio C. Rivas. 


The examination was made on April 26 by T. M. Romslo of 


the Bureau of Mines and the writer. 	 Both applicants, as well as 


Varela, guided the examiners to the property. 


The deposits have not been described in any report known 


to the examiners.	 Lindgren, however, in his Clifton Folio shows 


the general geology of the mine area. 


GEOLOGY 


The top of the ridge that contains the deposit consists 


of the Mississippian Modoc Limestone. 	 This limestone is about 180 


feet thick in the district.	 It is underlain by the Devonian Morenci 


formation, consisting of about 150 feet of black, clay shale with
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local argillaceous limestone near its base • 	 These rocks are underlain 


by the Ordovician Longfellow formation, the Cambrian Coronado quartzite 


and 	 finally, by Precambrian granite.	 Several hundred feet north of the 


deposits the Modoc Limestone is overlain by Tertiary basalt and the 


basalt is overlain, in turn, by rhyolite tufts and breccias. 	 Both 


the sedimentary and the volcanic rocks are rather flat-lying, but the 


contact of the sedirnentaries with the volcanic displays several hundred 


feet of relief in places, indicating considerable erosion between the 


two intervals of deposition.	 Several hundred feet north of the depos-


its, in fact, this contact, as it is followed east from the crest of 


the ridge, cuts down across the Modoc and Morenci formations into the 


underlying Longfellow formation. •


The deposits are in an interval extending from the crest of 


the ridge to several hundred feet below the crest, on the east slope. 


They are 	 therefore, in the Modoc, Morenci and Longfellow formations. 


The three lowest showings in this interval are in partly 


caved cuts or in dump material from these cuts. 	 These showings are 


so low grade or so small that they were passed over in favor of the 


two upper deposits. 


Almost all of the examination time was devoted to the de - 


posit on top of the ridge, called here, for convenience, the No. 1 


Deposit.	 The geology of this working is shown in figure 2 1 and the 


following description applies to it. 


Most of the exposed ore in the No. 1 Deposit is in the

very crest of the ridge in a small natural bench between steeper 


slopes immediately to the north and to the south. 	 The limestone

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0	 beds that contain the deposit dip about 20 degrees to the northwest, 


but the beds immediately surrounding the ore have a slightly flatter 


dip (Sec. A-A', fig. 2). The ore appears to form an intimate mixture 


with the more siliceous parts of the limestone. The limestone is 


partly cavernous and manganese oxides together with quartz crystals 


line some of the caverns. The ore mineral is mostly psilonielane. 


No primary manganese minerals were recognized. 


The ore in the open cut follows the limestone bedding. 


It reaches a maximum thickness of 8 feet at the east end of the 


cut. About 20 feet down dip from here the ore abruptly pinches out. 


It also thins towards the west more or less along the strike, but 


its western limit is established by erosion. The ore-bearing lime-


stone horizon can be traced down dip beyond the cut to where it 


is devoid of manganese. The short interval in which the limestone 


changes from ore to barren rock is concealed, so the nature of the 


pinchout could not be observed. Uphill from the cut, that is, along 


the crest of the ridge in a southerly direction, there is a "skin" 


of manganiferous rock in the exposed dip-slope of the ore horizon. 


Downhill from the cut, that is, along the crest of the ridge in a 


northerly direction, a second, slightly higher, but thinner, ore 


horizon is exposed. The ore in this higher horizon pinches out 


about 70 feet down dip from its outcrop near the open cut. It seems 


to lie across the limestone bedding at a small angle. These features 


are shown in Section A-A' in figure 2. The manganiferous rock in 


the higher horizon may be traced from the crest of the ridge, 


fl
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northeast, down the flank of the ridge across the bedding through 


a stratigraphic interval of 10 to 15 feet. Here the mineralized 


rock appears to occupy an interval and a horizon about equivalent 


to both of the ore horizons described above. 


The deposit second in size, but considerably smaller than 


the No. 1 Deposit, is 60o or 700 feet northeast of it and about 100 


feet lower than the crest of the ridge. It is exposed by a 20-foot 


cut oriented southwest. The cut is in the Modoc Limestone which 


here strikes N 1400 E and dips. 17 0 NW. The manganese oxides occur 


in a cherty bed about one foot thick. The bed is manganiferous for 


its exposed length, which is about 10 feet.

	 The deposits seen in this examination are spread through 


a wide stra±igraphic interval, yet do not appear to be related to a 


fault or fissure. They seem, rather, to be superficial in that they 


follow topography and do not penetrate very deeply along bedding. 


Also they are distributed in a belt more or less parallel to the 


tongue of Tertiary basalt that cuts down toward the east across the 


Paleozoic sediments. The No. 1 Deposit also has a northeasterly 


extension across bedding and down the slope in the direction of the 


lower deposits. These features, together with the very limited-per-


sistence below surface of the No. 1 Deposit, suggest supergene origin 


for these deposits. Possibly the manganese was leached from the 


nearby basalt which at one time probably covered the area where 


the manganese deposits are found. The association of manganese de-


posits with nearby basalt flows has been noted before. 
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.	 GRADE 


There apparently has been no production from these de-


posits. Juan Varela's father worked them, but, according to his 


son, did not ship any ore. The deposits and workings are all small 


and isolated and have the aspect of "prospect holes" rather than mines. 


At the No. 1 Deposit the cut and dump material from the cut 


were sampled, with the following results: 


UBM 12776: 15 lbs. grab sample of dump;	 27.4 percent Mn. 


USBM 12777: selected high grade from floor of cut; 36.6 percent Mn. 


The location of these samples is shown in figure 2. The 


average grade of the deposit probably is near these two values. 


The applicant submitted an assay return of 65,8 percent Mn. for a 


• single sample. This sample undoubtedly represents a hand-picked 


specimen. In the docket the average grade of the deposit is said 


to be 50 percent manganese with silica the greatest impurity, but 


the basis for this average grade is not given. 


EXPLORATION 


The exploration program proposed by the applicant consists 


essentially of building about three miles of access road from U. S. 


Highway 666 and core drilling 29 holes at four of the deposits. The 


total cost of this work was estimated at $118,683. 


RESERVES 


Reserves are estimated only for the No. 1 Deposit, and 


most of the ore in the project area is probably contained in this 


deposit. Here the total reserves are estimated at about 2,000 tons, 


averaging about 30% manganese. Probably about half of this tonnage 


could be considered indicated ore and half, measured ore. There are 


no inferred reserves.

5	 CONCLUSIONS AND RECONMENDATIONS 


The limits of the No. 1 Deposit are fairly apparent 


DV 
without the aid of explàçation, and these limits are such as to 


indicate a small, medium grade deposit. The other deposits in 


the project area appear to be smaller and lower grade than the 


No. 1 Deposit. The superficial character of the deposits and 


their small size make it unlikely that any significant tonnage 


can be discovered in the project area. It is recommended, there-


fore, that government participation in exploration of this area 


be denied.

The subject docket proposes to explore 3 mining claims 
designated as the Venus, La Palnia. and San Francisco in the Clifton-
Morenci copper district, Greenlee County, Arizona. The exploration 
proposal calls for 3300 feet of vertical "core holes" (presumably 
diamond drilling) at aestiinated cost of $5 per foot. The drilling 
is to be distributed among the different claims as follows: (i) 
Venus claim: 15 holes, 50 ft. deep and spaced. 30 ft. apart in a 
N-S direction and 18 ft. apart in an E-W direction, and 6 holes 50 
ft. deep on 30 foot centers, (2) La, Palma claim: 10 holes, 75 ft. 
deep on 30 foot centers, (3) San Francisco claim: 10 holes, 50 ft. 
deep and 10 holes 100 ft., all on 30 foot centers. 


The targets to be explored are presumed to be "a. deep 
pocket or a. steeply dipping wide vein" (Venus claim). 


Little can be gleaned from this application as to the 
local geologic setting of these deposits; the applicant's descrip-
tion being limited to one sentence stating, "Area appears to have 
signs of volcanic action and main body of claim area. seems to be 
metamorphosed sediment (limestone, silica., fossils, etc.) -- also 
chert. tt By projecting the applicant's outlined location map (Morenci 
quadrangle, New Mexico) onto Lindgren and Boutwells / geologic map, 
the subject claims fall within a synclinal area of Lower Paleozoic 
sedimentary rocks composed of limestones, shales and some chert. The 
syncline is bounded on the east, south and west by faults and capped 
by Tertiary basalt to the north. Unfortunately there is no specific 
information in the Survey files on the subject deposits..

Recommendations 


The application is poorly prepared and documented and the 
applicant should be requested to furnish additional information 
before the docket can be properly evaluated for possible referral 
for a. Field Team examination. Specifically: 


(i) Naps on a scale of l = 200' should be requested which 
show topographic contours, geologic contacts, proposed drill sites, 
trails and roads, and the three trenches as well as any other explora-
tion carried out thus far by the applicants. Sample sites or assays 
should also be appropriately posted on these maps. The maps sub-
mitted with the application are crude sketches; they appear to be 
composites of relief and plan maps which even lack a. scale. 


(2) Under item 1 c the applicants mention "samples *** 
averaged 50 percent Mn with the greatest impurity being silica" yet 
only one assay showing 65.8 percent Mn is submitted with the applica-
tion. This high manganese content of this assay suggests the sample 
might be more in the nature of a mineral specimen rather than "ore." 
The applicant should be asked to furnish all his assay data and 
describe the samples they represent, i.e., 'grab samples, channel 
samples or inineralogic specimens.', 


(3) The type of "'core" drilling planned should be speci-
fied as well as the reasons why such drilling is suited to the rocks 
to be drilled. 


(i.i.) Onlyj13 of the money .requested by the applicants 
will be spent in actual exploration under the present proposal; the 
remainder 1 s to be used on building an access road to the deposits. 
This allocation of funds is completely out of proportion to a. real-
istic exploration program4 Undoubtedly the cost figures for the 
road. construction can be considerably reduced if among other things 
the heavy equipment cited for purchase by the applicant is recalcu-
lated on a rental basis. 


(5) The density of drilling proposed by the applicants is 
definitely development rather than exploration and more widely 
spaced and consequently fewer holes would be more appropriate to an 
exploration program. Furthermore the targets to be drilled are very. 
indefinite and should be more closely defined and outlined both as 
to shape and attitude before 1t can be decided whether vertical or 
inclined holes are more practical for exploring the deposits. The 
lack of water at or near the property (the nearest water being six 
miles away, item )-i.e) may well preclude diamond drilling at a reason 
able cost as an exploration tool on these claims.
