ARTICLE 1. This contract is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 
1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached Exhibit "A," Annex I, and 


The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right thereunder without the written 
consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's property rights.—(a) The land which is the subject of this contract (here..

(b) The Operator represents and undertakes that:

(c) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above, 
and (if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title 
of the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.), are attached, as follows -

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
develop .	 ithont any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, th rator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
7(b) (1). 


ARTICLE 3. The exploration project .—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits 
of The work to be performed 
is described in Exhibit "A." The Operator on or before Decem -ber------L955-------shall commence 
the work, and on or before Arfl.	 (unless the Operator's obligation to complete

the work is terminated—see Article 8) shall complete the work. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access fOr such inspections. 	 - 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is-hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of $	 The Government will contribute 7	 percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total costof the work. The Government will make its contribution, on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay. such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator. rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production. in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government. 



(:b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period;. (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the, various types of work performed during the reporting 

peiocLnd the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work;.and (3) a Narrative Report.of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—Jf the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsoki production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the öre was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation. and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percertages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such arnouits exceed eight dollars ($8.O0) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals thereffôm, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser. of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on..the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


..(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Te'rniination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion, of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for, in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the' date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to beneflt.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract , if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

On June 3, l95, the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 


received an application from George W. Kaske, now residing at Dos 


Cabezas, Arizona, for Government aid. on proposed exploration for 


tungsten ore on the Austin claim in Cochise County, Arizona. Pro-


posed explorations involved improvement to existing roads, building 


a new road, and driving 250 feet in an ad.it, drift and raise. Total 


cost of the proposed project was estimated at $8,360.00, later re-


vised to $10,000. The application was referred to the Field Team 


of Region III for field investigation. The property was examined 


under docket DMEA-382 by L. Bryner, U. S. Geological Survey, July 


12, 1955, and by T. M. Romalo, U. S. Bureau of Mines, on July 21, 


1955 . It later was visited by W. L. Enierick and J. N. Faick of the 


U. S. Geological Survey. 


Examination of the property indicated that geological conditions 


were favorable for the existence of minable quantities of potentially 


commercial grade tungsten ore; therefore Government participation in 


exploration was recommended. Contract Idm-E887, covering the proposed 


explorations, was executed October 10, 1955. Work was started Decem-


ber 15, 1955, and was completed early in October 1956.

The Austin mine, figure 1, is about 19 air-miles southeast of 


Wilcox, Arizona, a town on the Southern Pacific Railroad and U. S. 


The mine is in the NE	 of the NE 


of sec. 30, T. ]A S., R. 28 E., Dos Cabezas Mining District, Cochise


County, Arizona, as shown on figure 1. It is situated in Wood. Canyon, 


which drains southward from the Dos Cabezas to Sulphur Spring Valley.

Water for domestic 


use and small mining and milling operations is available from springs 


and shallow wells.

HISTORY AN]) PRODUCTION 


According to the applicant, the Austin property originally was 


located for gold by Tom Hutton in 1880. In that year, or shortly 


thereafter, the property was explored by a 37-foot shaft and an 8o-


foot adit.	 The property then remained idle to 19113 when the appli-


cant discovered scheelite in the shaft, and he, with two partners,


extended an old adit to 120 feet from its portal. In 19148 the appli-


cant submitted a sample of ore from the shaft to the Arizona Bureau 


of Mines for testing purposes. Gravity concentration of the sample, 


which contained 1.95 percent W03, yielded a concentrate containing 


118.57 percent W03 and 21.5 percent lead, with a recovery of 80 percent. 


Concentrate of this quality was not marketable; therefore the property 


was abandoned. 


The applicant relocated the property in July 19514, and. had it 


examined by Arthur W. Jacobs, a Registered Mining Engineer of Tucson, 


As a result of the examination, the applicant decided to continue 


exploration of the property and applied to. DMEA for assistance on 


May 29, 1955. As previously mentioned, DNEA investigations resulted 


in an exploratory project that was carried out under contract 


Idm-E887 during the period of December 15, 1955 to ear1r October 


1956.

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The only production from the mine comprises a few tens of tons 


of ore on the dump of the old shaft and several tons of hand. sorted 


ore from the drift and shaft driven in 1956. The latter ore is stock-


piled near the portal of the adit. Insofar as is known, no ore has 


been shipped from the mine. 


EXTENT AND OWNERSHIP OF PROPERTY 


The Austin property consists of three unpatented claims, located 


and owned by George W. Kaske. The claims are the Austin, Chance No. 7, 


and Chance No. 8, as shown on Figure 2. 


GEOLOGY 


The rocks in the mine area consist mainly of Cretaceous and pos-


sibly older sedimentary and metamorphic rocks that strike about north-


west and dip vertically or steeply to the south (figure 3). In the 


project area these rocks, from north to south, are: 1) a coarse-


grained, dark schist that possibly is of igneous origin,2) a series 


of coarse, arkosic quartzites, 3) a narrow zone of limey shale and. 


shaley limestone (not indicated on map), and Ii) a series of dark 


gray liniestones. The liniestones are somewhat contorted and sili-


cated along the easterly-trending gulch shown in figure 3, suggest-


ing the presence of an easterly-trending fault along this gulch.

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An easterly-trending vertical or steeply dipping zone of quartz 


cuts diagonally across and. partly follows the arkose-schist contact. 


The quartz crops out prominently in large masses ranging from a few 


to about 20 feet wide. Most of this quartz is confined to the arkose 


and gives the easterly-sloping ground a low, resistant "crown" that 


also trends east. The large masses of quartz grade out at their 


margins into the country rock through a network of veinlets. The 


known tungsten mineralization occurs in sheared and silicified lime.. 


stone near the south side of the quartz mass.

The minerals in the ore are 


fine grained and microscopic investigation indicates that it will 


be necessary to grind the ore to about 100 mesh to separate the lead. 


and tungsten minerals from each other and from the quartz gangue. 


The scheelite occurs intimate1y associated with quartz in small lenses, 


seams and as dissetninations. Most of the scheelite-bearing masses 


are small - - they range in size from a few inches to a couple of feet 


across. If upgraded by sorting these masses constitute a good 


quality of ore.


THE EXPLORATORY PROJECT 


Work started about December 15, 1955, and was completed early in 


October, 1956. The completion date was originally set for April 30, 


19514', but was extended to June 30, 1956, by amendment No. 1, because 


of inclement weather and the operator's inabdility to obtain necessary 


equipment. Completion date was again extended to September 30, 1956, 


by amendment No. 2. The contract was again extended to October 31, 


1956, by amendment No. 3, to allow for completion of desirable sampling 


and. analyses. 


The project work was initiated by improving about 1 mile of exist-


ing road and the building of 565 feet of new road. The road. work was 


done in 23' hours with a bulldozer operating under an independent con-


tract • The cost of 20 of the 23 hours of work was allowable under 


the project contract. Upon completion of the road work, the operator 
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started the adit from the end of a short side-hill trench. As shown 


in figure Ii, the completed underground explorations compriáed. the 


191-foot adit, the 73-foot drift and the 38-foot raise. The 2614. 


feet of adit and drift was 11 feet more than authorized. The raise, 


connected to the existing shaft, was 2 feet less in length than the 


estimated and authorized O feet. 


Three 12-foot exploratory holes were drilled into the face of 


the adit by the operator at no expense to the project. A total of 


12 channel samples, 6 each from the raise and drift, were taken by 


the operator and. analyzed at the Jacob' s Assay Office, Tucson, Ari-


zona. One of the samples was obtained from a portion of the drift 


not covered by the exploratory contract. The assays of these 


samples and others taken before initiation of the project are 


shown on figure 14.• 


The workings are in ground that is easily drilled and blasted. 


All of them stand with little or no timber support except at the 


portal of the adit where the installation of 3 drift sets was neces-


sary.


COST OF WORK PERFORIv1ED 


All of the costs incurred were under Short Form Contract 


Idm-E887 that provided for payment by the Government to George W. 


Kaske, the operator, of 75 percent of the fixed unit costs of work 


actually performed.

CONCLUSIONS MID BECOMMENDITIONS 


The work explored the downward extension of the mineralized zone 


about 11.5 feet below the bottom of the old shaft, and explored the 


zone west of the shaft a distance of about 73 feet.. It resulted in 


the discovery of small tungsten rese'ves. The ore is amenable to 


flotation by fine grinding, and to up-grading by hand sorting. The 


operator believes he can profitably mine, sort and ship the ore dis-


covered by the project, and reportedly will attempt to do this. To 


the writers it appears doubtful if the deposit can be mined because 


the reserves are small, and the treatment cost will be high. The 


closest treatment plant is believed to be Bishop, California. High 


shipping costs are probable, and it is unlikely that pa rment would 


be made for the lead values in the ore • It appears unlikely that 


these inherent difficulties can be overcome. 


Additional exploration of the Austin property with Government 


aid. is not recommended because the results of exploring the best 


known part of the ore zone were unfavorable. Although the findings 


of the project were not significant, a certificate of discovery 


probably should be made because the operator has stockpiled a few 


tons of ore for shipment and could exploit additional ore exposed 


by the project.

The examiners estimate 250 tons of ore, assaying 21 to 
3% W03 after sorting, is indicated as a result of the work, and 
certilication is tentatively recommended. The ore occurs in small 
lenticulaiinasses in an oreione about 21 feet wide. The zone ex-
tends from the surface to the drift, 83 feet below and shows for 
75 feet at the adit level. 


The block 83 x 75 x 21 would contain about 1,300 tons at 
12 cu ft. per ton.

The adit was completed to a total distance of about 190 
feet and the drift, driven along a crosscutting mineralized fault 
trending N. 750 w. was completed for a distance of 73 feet.

Small, widely scattered pods and 
spots of scheelite in quartz were mined and some galena, pyrite, and.

I have reviewed the application and field team report 
covering the proposed exploration on the Austin lode claim to the 
extent of $8, 360. 


The property consists of northwesterly-trending, steeply-
dipping sediments and metamorphics which contain a zone of ináèsive 
quartz and quütz veinlets wbichi rends east-west, and is mapped as 
being about li0O feet long. At the south edge of the quartz mass, 
apparently at the contact with the arkose, a 37-foot shaft exposes 
an average of 2 j2 feet of mineralization which contains about 2 
percent W03, 3 percent lead and 0.1 percent copper. To the east 
a 120-foot adit levelas been driven toward the shaft. It pene-
trated the quartz contact but showed no values. 


The applicant proposes driving a new 160-foot adit cross-
cut from the south to a point le.0 feet below the bottom of the shaft, 
raising 110 feet to connect with the shaft, and drifting totaling 50 
feet.


The work plan seems thoroughly sound and I recommend it as 
planned for exploring and developing the presently discovered ore.

Dos 


Cabozas Mountains. It is in a moderately rugged area at an average 


altitude of about 6,000 feet. 


The climate and vegdtatiou arc characteristic of the intermedj, 


ate altitudes of southern Arizona, Swmiers arc hot and winters arc 


mild. Precipitation, mainly as heavy summer thunder stms and 


light falls of snow and rain in the winter, probably averages about 


15 inches annually. Vegetation is confined to native grasses and 


scrubs, except for scattered small groves of live oak trees along the 


principal drainages. 


There are no permanent steams in the area that drains south' 


westerly to Sulphur Valley.

No ore was produced during this period of 


activity. The property then was idle to 1943 ihen the applicant dis, 


covered schee]ite in the shaft. During 194a, the applicant and 2 


partners advanced the edit to its present face at 120 feet from the 


portal. No further work was done until 1948 when the applicant sup 


plied the Arizona Bureau of Mines with a sampLe of ore from the shaft 


for testing purposes. 


Gravity concentration of the sample containing 1.95 percent WO, 


yielded a concentrate contaiid.

1.83	 3.3	 0.06 


Results of microscopic m4ntion of the USBM samples are givàn 


in the Geological report. They indicate that grin4ng the material 


to pass a 100-mesh screen would be required to free a large portion 


of the lead and tungsten minerals from each other and from the quartz 


gangue.

The deposit contains noineasureatle orereserves. 


Indicated and inferred reserves to a depth of 90 feet, the depth 


of proposed explorations, have been estimated at about 2,000 tons of

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material containing approximately 2 percent W03 and 3 percent lead. 


These reserves could be substantially greater if the proposed explora" 


tion is successful.


PROPtED EXPL0RMCI RtOJECF 


The applicant proposes to explore for extensions of the mineral" 


ized zone at the shaft by: (1) driving a 160s-foot adit from the gulch 


south of the shaft; (2) raising 40 feet to the shaft from the end of 


the adit; and (3) 50 feet of drifting from the adit (figure 3). Prior 


to initiation of this work, he proposes to repair short sections of 


the road near the mine and to build a new road from near the cabin to 


the site of the proposed edit, a distance of about 350 feet. 


There are other ways in 4iich the property could be explored at 


the suggested low cost. However, the examining team favors the 


applicant's plan for the following reasons:

The applicant requested $250.00 for construction of an estimated 


150 feet of road and necessary minor improvement of 1.0 mile. of 


existing road. He said that an owner of a bulldozer who lives within 


about 10 miles of the mine had offered to do necessary work for the 


requested stnn. A probably average bid would be about $250.00 for 


in'nd-.out ha4a of the bulldozer and $12.50 to $17.50 an hour for 


work. As the requested amount is below average requirements, I sug 


gest that road work be set up as an independent coz tract with estimated 


mathnum bulldozer coSts of $15.00 per hour and $250.00 for the job. 


Underground Work 


The applicant has offered to do the proposed underground work 


under an independent contract.

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I have estimated monthly supervision and labor costs, including 


insurance and taxes, at about $1,682.00. This coat is for 2 men 


working on each 0 2 shifts for 6 days weekly. Estimated pay rates 


are Zmen at $1.50 per hour, lat $1.75 per hour;	 $2.00 per hour 



for the applicant who would be employed as minexupervisor. On this 


basis an expeàtable advance of 100 feet monthly, 4 feet per day, would 


result in a supervision and labor cost of $16.82 per foot. Other 


costs, Including hauling in and installing equipuont, would probably 


amount to an additional $16.00 or $17.00 a foot of advance. Thus 


the total. estimated costs would be from $33.00 to $34.00 per foot. 


The above estimates indicate that the applicant's proposed unit 


costs are acceptable. However, a fairer distribotion of the costs 


would be $32.00 a foot for each type of heading, m4nly because costs 


for haulage and timbering the vein zone of the drift and raise probably 


will exceed the cost of similar work in the edit. 


The sum of $110.00 provides for actual costs of assaying samples 


of tungsten, lead and possibly silver.

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INTR0DUCEON 


In an application to the Defense Minerals Exploration 


Administration, dated May 29, 1955, George W. Kaske requested gov-


ernment participation in a program estimated to cost $8,360 to ex-


plore for tungsten on the Austin Claim, Cochise County, Arizona. 


The claim is located in the NE-i of the NE?, of Section 30, 


P. A S., R. 28 E. It is in Wood Canyon, which drains southward from 


the Dos Cabezas Mountains to Sulphur Springs Valley. The elevation 


of the property Is about 6,000 feet. The mine is 9 miles by road 


east of the town of Doe Cabezas. The last 1 miles of this road is 


rough and. narrow and easily subject to washout by auer rains. 


The Austin claim is an unpatented lode claim. Geo. W. Kaske 


is the locator and , present owner. Kaske accompanied the writer in his 


examination of the property on July 12. P. M. RomslO of the U. S. Bureau 


of Mines visited the property on July 21. 


The deposit has not been described in any report known to 


the writer, and the geology of the surrounding mountains has been 


described on.ly in a very general way. 


GEOLOGY 


The rocks in the mine area consist mainly of Cretaceous and 


possibly older sediments and metamorphics that strike about northwest 


and dip vertically or steeply to the south (fig. 3). In the project 


area these rocks, from north to south, are, 1) a coarse-grained, dark 


schist that possibly is of igneous origin, 2) a series of coarse, 


arkosic quartzites, 3) a narrow zone of limey shale and sha1y lime-


stone (not indicated on map), and Ii) a series of dark grey limestones.







The limestones are somewhat contorted and silicated along the 


easterly-trending gulch shown in figure 3, suggesting the presence 


of an easterly-trending fault along this gulch. Also, a northwesterly-


trending fault appears to have offset the beds in this gulch. A thin 


diabáse dike or sill is exposed in the north. bank of the gulch. An 


easterly-trending, steep to vertically-dipping zone of quartz cuts 


diagonally across and partly follows the arkose-schist contact. The 


quartz occurs in large masses up to 10 feet wide. Most of this "bull" 


quartz is confined to the 'arkose and gives the easterly-sloping ground 


a low but resistant 'crown" that, also trends east. The large masses 


of quartz grade out at their margins into the country rock through 


a network of veinlets • Near the south edge of this quartz zone, a

The chief ore mineral is scheelite in irregular patches 


and interconnecting seams. These patches may be up to an inch or 


two in diameter. Under ultra violet light the color varies from 


chalky white to pale yellow, suggesting a certain amount of admixed 


powellite. But a microscopic examination by LaMar G. Evans, of 


the U. S. Bureau of. Mines, found no powellite, and therefore the 


ore was not assayed for molybdenum. This microscopic examination 


was also to check for lead tungstates as lead was reputed to be 


a deterrent to successful concentration of this ore. 


n
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The report by Evans, dated July 28, reads as follows: 


"Sample No. 128142 is composed. predominantly of quartz in 
which small amounts of cerussite, scheelite, limónite, talc, 
malachite, azurite, smithsonite and. galena occur. The cerus-
site and scheelite are closely associated throughout the 
sample; grinding of the ore to pass a 100-mesh screen will be re-
quired to free a large portIon of the. two minerals from each 
other and. from the quartz gangue. Sporadic grains of scheelite 
have a greenish color due to absorbed malachite along the frac-
ture planes. The lead content of this sample is represented by 
cerussite with only sporadic grains of galena. In sample No. 
12811.3 the lead content is represented equally by cerussite and. 
galena. This sample also contains small amounts of sphalerite 
and chalcopyrite in addition to the above listed minerals found 
in sample 12814?. Insofar as could be determined by optical 
methods neither of the two samples contain any lead tungstate 
minerals." 


The gangue mineral is vein quartz which, in the shaft, 


occurs as stringers and also as masses several feet wide in a soft, 


S	
bleached rock that has been altered beyond recognition. A sketch of 


the distribution of tungsten miierals in the west wall of the shaft 


is shown in fig. 3. The scheelite on the opposite wall of the shaft, 


that is, the east wall, is more or less the mirror image of that on 


the west wall, indicating a westerly trend for the scheelite zone. 


This zone, exclusive of horses of waste, ranges from 2 to 14 feet in 


width and. averages about 2 feet. The mineralization is more or less 


continuous from the collar to the bottom of the shaft. It appears to 


be higher grade near the bottom than near the collar. The strike 


length of the zone is unknown because of the talus mantle east and 


west of the shaft. To the west, however, for a distance of about 


150 feet, traces of scheelite are found in the talus. As the float 


is uphill from the shaft it probably represents a westerly ectension 


5	 of the deposit. Evidence for an easterly extension, however, is 
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lacking. Though massive quartz occurs in the last 20 feet of the 


adit east of the shaft, no scheelite was recognized in the adit.

The flat-lying beds on the applicant's geologic section 


actually should be shown as almost vertically dipping; and the 


"granite-gneiss intrusive" mentioned in the application apparently 


is what the present writer identifies as "bull" quartz. 


PRODUCTION MID (ADE 


Nothing is known of the history of this mine beyond what 


is given in a private report included with the application. Here it 


is stated that "the ground was origin.i1y located for gold by Mr. Tom 


Hutton in 1880. Scheelite was discovei,ed in a 110-foot shaft by Mr. 


Kaske in 19113. There has been no production of tungsten ore for 


shipment from the property, except for testing purposes. The Ewell 


mine about a mile to the east and the Cottonwood mine about four 


miles to the south operated in the past for gold and. silver." 


The location of samples taken on the property are shown 


in fig. 3. A sample across the west wall of the shaft, about 14 feet 


above the floor (fig. 3) was taken by the applicant and also by the, 


writer, with the following results:

From the above data it is concluded that the mineralized rock in this 


deposit will average about 2 percent W0 3 and about 3 percent Pb. 


The ore also contains traces of copper and it is reported to contain 


some silver. 


The applicant proposes exploring for extensions of the ore 


in the shaft by driving an adit from the gulch immediately south of 


the shaft arid, raising and drifting from the end of the adit. Total 


cost for this work is estimated at $8, 360. The examiners favor 


this exploration plan.


RESERVES 


On the basis of total depth of 90 feet and. a strike length 


of 120 feet, about 2000 tons of indicated and inferred reserve con-


taining 2% w0 3 and. 3% Pb are estimated for this deposit. This reserve 


.
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figure might be doubled or tripled if the exploration proposed above 


is successful. The total possible reserves of this deposit, however, 


appear to be limited horizontally by a strike length of about 150 


feet, but there is nothing to indicate its probable depth. 


C0LUSI0NS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Austin claim contains a persistent though small showing 


of fairly high-grade tungsten ore with moderate amounts of lead. Geo-


logic indications are that the deposit has the possibility of several 


thousand. tons of reserves. The proposed exploration program appears 


to offer an efficient way to discover whether such reserves exist 


and also to explore for additional possible veins, paralleling the 


.	 known vein. Such exploration is needed also to gain some idea of 


whether, with further exploration, large enough reserves to Justify 


a mill might be expected. Although the reserves, judging from our 


present knowledge of the deposit, probably are of a small order of 


magnitude, the exploration proposal is a relatively inexpensive 


one and not out of proportion to the possible size of the discovery. 


It is recommended, therefore, that the government participate in 


this exploration.

In July if 1948 the arizona Bureau øf Mines, ore testing 
service, Mr. George Roseveaz'e, metallurgist, made aetallurgi' 
cal tests for the recovery of the tungsten values in a 
marketable concentrate, The heads aa8ayed about 1.95% 
tungsten trièxide and the tails 0.39% W03 showing an iz 
dicated recovery of about 80% in a concentrate assaying 
48.57% W03 and containing 21.5% 1ew, a product 1ificialt 
to market at that time. Kr. Roseveare indicated that more 
tests would have to be made on the ore to bobtain the desiret 
grade of tungsten concentrates. 


The high lead contents of the tun gsten concentrates made it 
unasceptable, however, there is now a market for this type 
of tungsten concentrate product, and the two $*agstsn custom 
milling plants in this area, the von Lieberman Mill at 
Tucson and the Standard Tungsten Ce. mill at Pomerene, near 
Benson, have offm& to install in their milling plants 
the equipmeni a*eaaary to handle this type of ore if 
sufficient ore is available to justify the expenditure. 


PIIDING! Md OONOLUSIO1IS 


The soheelite mineralization extends from the surface to 
the bottom on both sides of the 40-foat shaft with very 
good tungsten va1es in the lower part of -the shaft. La 
boratory tests show that a good recovery san be made in 
a concentrate product that is now marketable. Custom mill'. 
ing facilities are new available.
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IIIDINGS and OONOLUSIOS (cont) 
It is my opinion that a limited exploration program is 
warranted; that ag(titieflal oreshoets will be found; and 
that the ore can be mined, milled and marketed at a profit. 


OEDATIQJS 
From the above findings and conclusions I recenmeu4 that 
the fsl].ewin work be per!orrned: sink the present shaft 
about 50 feet deeper following the trend of the ore, and 
if ore continues to this depth, then drift 25 feet to the 
east and 25 feet to the west. Or, drive a oross4cut tunnel 
from a point in the gully south of the shaft ( as indicated 
by map) a distance of approximately 160 feet to intersect 
the probable extensIon of the ere*shoot on its dip from 
the bottom of the shaft. If ore is found in the cr•ss-cut 
timnel, then drift 25 feet to the east and 25 feet t. the 
west and raise en the ore to connect the cross*out tunnel 
with the bottom of the shaft. If no ore is found in the 
cross-cut tunnel, then raise at the about l6Ofeot point 
distance to connect the cress-out tunnel with the shaft. 
The first plan, though more costly per foot of working, 
will cost less and will be f.1].owing the trend of the 
ore. The second plan, the orosscut tunnel, will cost 
less per fet of workings, but the total cost will be 
greater. The cress-cut; tunnel, however, will serve to 
explore an area south of the shaft for possible param. 
ilel ore'sh•.ts. It will also serve as a haulage and 
operating level and for a more eo.nimical exploitation 
of the ore döj.sit. 
The results obtained fr•m thLs exploration program will 
determine the future plans for the development of the 
property.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required. to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing tlie Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A---Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever, possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in : workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items 'of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con 
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—bperator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form 'MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supel'vision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other. than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incirred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such 'documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eqiipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
pri contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quird to be supported by 'documentation of any kind. The

The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right thereunder without the written 
consent of the Government.

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(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.

The operator shall, provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of $	 The Government will contribute 7 percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of $7 Provided, That until the 
Operator has rénderéd to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the. Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of. the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) ' Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any 'production in which the Govern-
ment may 'have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to produôtion' for at least three 
years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government .may 
inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-
ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 
thrèé-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto 
and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government. 


('b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during, the reporting period; (2) Operator's 
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 
period..and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of. smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of. the. Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production. sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point .);. except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully- paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty

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(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land an 'd his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes

Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workianlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, , and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations , and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


A1TICLE 5 Contribution by the Government —A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed

Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and 'any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of '10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled.' To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may, be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors

• ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records—The Operator shall keep' suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any-production in which the Govern-






ment may 'have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States' or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and recOrds and accounts relating thereto 

and the GOvernment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. 



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly. progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting -period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work, and (3) a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, .and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator..—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on p'rocluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royaltyshall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold p'roduction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royctlty.—The. percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, 'held or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such arnount exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half ( 1 1/2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligcttions.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units. of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)"is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
8hould be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supelvision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
seryices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other stven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating EquipmenV', "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the projec 
if determined necessary. The last two, columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly' Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
ehould be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for 'use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A).

Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's 'Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howevz, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For iiistance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man daysof labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehahilita.. 
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof.

total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government.

Reports, accoitnts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers,

and records of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five .copies 

of monthly progress reports iii three sections as follows: (1) Operátór's Monthly Report and Voucher

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the :reporting

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Narratii'e.Report.of the work

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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground.

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of scvles.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 
• (b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsoki p'roduction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used.

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by• others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration,or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.
