Copper mineralization is indicated from the applicant's 
statement that two cars of hand sorted ore, averaging above 2 percent 
copper, have been shipped from the above-cited claims. However, the 
application does not attempt to justify the proposed. estimated. ex-
penditure other than to state, "we believe that in depth there will be 
found ore of higher grade.. . . It is believed that a drilling program 
should precede the undergrouid wQrk if the property warrants Government 
assistance in an exploration project. 


The estimated labor costs per foot of advance indicate that 
the shaft will progress at the rate, of about one foot per shift and 
the drifts two feet per shift. Consequently, the proposed unit costs 
appear excessive.

Whereas at the Tuab property the average depth of worthwhile 
copper mineralization (1%. copper) is assumed to be 120. feet, the 
referenced applicant is proposing a 350 'bite' • At the Tuab prospect 
the copper occurs in veins and veinlets in monzonite-porphyry. The 
present applicant assumes the copper is present in monzonite dikes. 


Perhaps the examiners can appraise the application without 
another visit to the locality. 


Referral of the application to the Field Team is recommended.
