These properties had originally been prospected for gold and silver
dout 40 some odd years ago, copper mineralization was not exploited at
that time undoubtedly because of the then low price for copper. These
proverties had been under lease by a prior locator, the lessee having
removed considerable overburden to expose deposits of azurite and chryso-
colla nodules which he them high-graded and exploited by selling said
nodules as gem material on the open market.

To the best of my knowledge, nothing has ever been seriously accom-
plished towards commercial development of the mineral potential that is
existent on these propertiese.

There are three (3) short adits of approximately ten (10) foot each
in lenpgth that show mineralization along with four (4) glory holes that
are in most part caved and/or filled with surface debris. A shaft is
reported to have been sunk to a depth of approximately one hundred (100)
feet to further exploit the nodule deposits but this shaft now is also
caved and filled with debris. The remains of an old drift and ore dump
platform are still visible, the drift direction being directed into the
fault zone.

The entire area of mineralization is readily accessible to travel
by foot for examination purposes.

A core-drill test hole was put down on the edge of the fault zone
during July, 1956 for sample purposes of underground strata while cross
samples of surface strata were being obtained for assay purposes.

No interest in work accomplished previous to the relocation of these
claims have been held by this organization.

No work is being carried out on these properties at present and no
facilities exist at present for production on the properties.

The most prominent geological structual feature evident on the
properties is a granite-porphyry dike of considerable width and of as
yet undetermined length and depth, this dike being from a dead looking
vellow to a deep reddish brown in coloration. Iron gossans along with
leached portions of.copper outcrops exist along this dike which in the
process of being formed caused a fault of &£ good size and strength to
come into existence.

Overburden along a portion of this dike and fault zone consists of
a tallowy clay, one area having thé clay colored red by limonite while
another areas clay is a bleached dead looking yellowish white. Large
portions of these clay deposits contain copper mineralization in the
form of nodules or balls of azurite and chrysocolla and at times both
these minerals are found in combination in one nodule. Manganese is
present along with the nodules and can also be found as small seams in
the clay and mineralized area adjacent to the fault zone, though at
times the manganese is found in separate nodules and thin beds of it's
own.
The general nature of the capping and fault zone is permeable and
weathered to a large degree and shows structual features suggestive of
former sulphide deposits having been in existence. A test core-drill
hole put down at the edge of the fault zone revealed chalcopyrite
mineralization in varying degree to a depth of 191 feet.

Assay reports reveal that the tenor of ore made by cross sampling
the fault zone to run from .08% to 36.00% copper content with small
values in gold and silver. No tests have been run to determine content
and values of manganese although visible observations indicate that it
would be worthwhile to concentrate if sufficient quantity is available.

Small values of zinc have also been indicated by assay tests run.

A large stock of Solitutide granite has been upthrust between the
aforementioned fault zone and the nearby shist which forms the main
range of the Pinal Range a short distance to the south of these prop-
erties. This granite stock has been cut by numerous veins of quartz
that traverse the upper portions of the granite in all directions. It
has good indications of possible tungsten mineralization due to the
presence of sericitization within the granite and float found nearby is
of the type common to tungsten bearing areas. A short distance to the
south of this area tungsten has been mined and currently exploratory
work is being conducted by other groups for tungsten deposits.

It is our intention ahd desire to further explore this region with
the viewpoint of determining the economic possibilities of commercial
production of copper, manganese and tungsten ore. \Aspects of said
production to be evaluated and decided upon with the final results of
the exploratory stage as the determining factor.

Generally speaking the area as a whole is indicative of a zone of
mineralization of the discemenated typee.

Sufficient skilled and semi-skilled labor is available locally to
meet contemplated and/or proposed exploratory and production needs.

Supplies, Materials and Equipment

Supplies and material may be obtained from Miami or Globe, Arizona,
at which points all small supplies and those most common to daily field
use and operating needs are available., Items of heavy mining and ex-
ploratory equipment are obtainable in Phoenix, Arizona, or at Supply
Points as noted in attached LIST No. 5.

INTRODUCTION

This report will cover in a general description the area in and asbout
the Rising-Sun Claims. Factors involving the deposition of Copper will

be noted.

Favorable and unfavorable conditions will be sighted, The conclusion
and recommendation will be based on these conditions.






REPORT
LOCATION The Rising=-Sun Claims are located sbout five miles south of
Miami, Arizona in the Miami-Globe Mining District, Gila County, Arizona.
Their southern boundry is at the base of the sharply rising Pinal Range.
The Claims number One to Thirty Two inclusive.
TOPOGRAPHY-CLIMATE-VEGATATION  The topography is rugged, gashed by

many arroyo. The climate is semi-arid with the usual cactaceous vegeta-
tion. |

GECLOGY In general the geology is simple. The basement rock of the
area 1s Pinal Schist. To the north it has been gently but deeply eroded
to form Pinal Creek. To the south of the Rising-Sun Claims it has been
pushed up as high as seven thousand feet to form the Pinal Range. Beyond
Pinal Creek in the distance can be seen overlying beds of the Apache
serles, composed of conglomérates, shales, liﬁestones and quartzites;
Pinal Creek and it's ad jacent valley is deeply filled by Gila Conglomer-
ate, Immediately beyond the valley to the north the Gila Conglomeraté
comes in sharp contact with the Pinal Schist., This contact is the re-
sult of the Miami Fault‘ﬁhich is considered normal and has a dip of
approximately forty five degrees to the southeast, It's strike is in a
northeast-southwest direction. To the west and north of the fault
outcrops the Schultze Granite. It is this granite that is thought to be
responsible for the mineralization of this area. Considerably south of
Pinal Creek and crossing the northern end of the Rising-Sun Claims is
another large fault; similar to the Miami Fault in that it dips at
approximately forty five degrees, although in this case the dip is to
the north. The strike of the fault is east and west.





In this same vicinity and covering a large area of the properties is an
0ld granite which intruded into the schist and 1s probably of Pre-Camb-
rian age. The Rising=Sun Claims are 1oéated to a large extent on this
granite outcrop. The age relationship of the exposed formations is as
follows:

The first and earliest formation is the Pinal Schist. This form-
ation after millions of years erosion was intruded by magmas of all
types. The gmanite on which the Rising-Sun Claims are located is of
this age (Pre-Cambrian). The Apache Series followed. It is made up of
great beds of shales, conglomerates, limestones and quartzites. This
formation is of Cambrian age. A diasbase intrusive was next to follow,
it intruded as sills and dikes in the granites and through out the
Apache formation. It is of early Mesozoic age. Later the Schultze
Granite, of late Mesozoic age found 1t's way into the region. Gila
Conglomerate was the last ma jor formation. It is composed of boulders
and rocks of all sizes and description cemeﬁted together by a caliche
material and forming beds hundreds of fest in thickness. The age of

tpis formation is somewhere in the Middle Cenozoic.

MINERALIZATION As stated before the Schultze Granite 1s considered

the mineralizing magma of the area. Accompanying an intrusive of this
size are a number of disturbances, slips and faults along with fractures
of various sizes. The cooling and solidification of the mass causes a
shrinking within the magma which results in tension eracks; these cracks
often extend far out into the surrounding area. Also a process of
differenciation takes place so that when solidification has almost been
completely effected the remaining material consists, to a great extent,

of low temperature minerals,
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These minerals are known as the minerals of crystallization, Borine,
Florine, Chlorine, Water, etc; are among some of those present. They
hold in solutdon many of the metalé of commercial importance and
value; Copper is one of them. In the Schultze Granite the condition
was no different; When the cooling was effected, tension cracks were
formed, the minerals of crystallization carrying their load of copper
shot thru the tension cracks and out into the surrounding host rock.
In the area of the Rising-Sun Claims the tension cracks terminated be=-
fore reachiﬁg the surface and the pressﬁres behind these injected sol-
utions weee sé great that the solutions were foréed into any fractures
avaiiable;'this resuited in the depésition of a disseminated cépper

deposit.

GENERAL CONSIDERATION st QUESTIONS & ANSWERS .

There are several major copﬁer producers located in the area
surrounding the Rising-Sun Claims. Four lie within a ten mile radius
to the north; these are Castle Dome, Inspiration, Miami Cdpper and
Sleeping Beauty. The deposits are of the disseminated.type. To the
east and west are the 0l1d Dominion and Magma Copper respectively, these
two are of the vein type deposits. To the southwest is Ray Consolid-
ated and to the southeast is Christmas Copper; Fﬁrther to the south is
the large property of San Manuel Cépper; The last three are of the
disseminated type. The Rising-Sun Claims lying in a central position
in relation to the large producers has as yet not been prospected by
drilling,. A trip made to the property by the writer shbwed‘that at
least that portion visited was meiwre mineralizéd and that mineralization
was of the disseminated type. The extent of the mineralized areé has
not been determined due to the short time spent on the property, never;

theless faetors are involved that should receive careful consideration.
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First, the property is well situated within the zone of mineralization,
second, where visited, the rock exposed is fractured and of a permable
nature. Third, mineralization is indicated by the presence of box
structure characteristic.of the leaching of chalcopyrite. Fourth, the
large impervious fault crossing the lower end of the property may be a
controlling factor in secondary enrichment,

The questions to be answered now take form. What is the extent of
the mineralized area? Whét percent of copper has been deposited in
primary form? What is the depth of secdndary enrichment? Is secondary
enrichment necessary to form a commercial ore body? Would the fault
extending across the lower end of the property act és a retaining wall
controlling supergene solutions gnd allowing secondary precipitation of
chalcocite? Were the erosion processes too great and too fast to allow
secondary precipitation?

Partial answers to the above questions are as follows:

The extent of the mineralized area can be determined by a thorough
examination of the property; only a geologist completely familiar with
disseminated deposits should be coﬁsidered; A good geologist should
be able to foughly estimate the percentage of copper originally present
in the surface rock. In many cases where disseminated deposits have
been worked profitably, secondary enrichment has been the deciding
factor, nevertheless this need not be the case. The answer to this
question would be found by drilling. It seems logical to beleive that
the fault crossing the property would be a controlling factor in second-
ary enrichment, however, drillimg would be the only answer. If a great
amount of sulphides are present in the surface area, then erosion surely
has kept pace, providiné the sulphides are chalcopyrite. Chalcocite 

being present would indicate that secondary enrichment had oeccured and
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‘ that the process was beiﬁg repeated; a good indication.

| CONCLUSION In view of the great potentiality which may be presént

in the Rising-Sun Claims, the writer feels that a more thorough and
complete examination of the proﬁerty be made. The questions as
stated in the preceeding paragraphs should be completely answered.
Information derived at from a complete examination should be
sufficient to give a conclusive answer to the Qﬁestion of drilling.
The cost of a complete examination should be in the neighborhood of
$ 2000.,00. Whether the results are favorable or unfavorsable, the

savings made by this investigatibn would be great indeed.

The cited application, dated March 2, 1957, was received
by this office on March 6. Un March 22, the Applicant was requested
to submit additional information. Additional information was received
on April 15. On May 15, the application was referred to the Field
Team for their consideration, a field examination of the property, if
warranted, and recommendation.

The Applicant proposed that the Rising Sun Nos. 1 and 2
claims be explored by drilling five 1,000-foot diamond drill holes.
Cost of the exploration, including the services of a geological con-
sultant and repairs to existing roads, was estimated at $61,398.70.,

The Field Team examined the property on June L, 1957, and
their report was received by this office on July 8, 1958,

The mineralized zone of the Rising Sun Nos. 1 and 2 claims
probably was first worked for silver during the early 1900's. Ex-
ploratory workings of that period probably were on an 80-foot inclined
shaft and a short adit, both of which are now filled with debris. It
was next worked by pits and trenches during 1950 and 1954 for the pro-
duction of a few truck loads of copper oxides.

The Field Team states:

"Based on the limited and small occurrences of
mineralization along the strike of the shear zone, and
its shallow depth and over-all low grade, no significant
tonnages of ore could be developed from the deposit. It
is therefore recommended that the application be denied."

We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and

commodity members of the .'USGS and the USBM that the application be
denied.

A review of incomplete logs of a
diamond drill hole put down to a depth of 356 feet in 1956 by the
applicant showed a total weighted average of 0.24 percent copper to
181 feet and the values below 51 feet averaged sbout 0.15 percent.
Because of this limited and weak mineralization the examiners conclude
that a significant tonnage of ore could not be developed from the
deposit and recommend denial of the application.’

The applicant requested assistance in exploring a porphyry
dike in Pinal schist, by deep drilling.

The examiners found the dike to be a contact fault zone
15-20 feet wide, between Pinal schist and granite. In a vari-colored
clayey material on the footwall side of the fault zone are found
scattered nodules of azurite and chrysocolla. Small shipments of
sorted material have been made from near surface showings and a shaft
reported to be 80 feet deep.

From the average grade of the copper minerals-bearing
material and its shallow depth, the examiners conclude no significant
tonnage of ore could be developed in the deposit, and recommend that
the application be denied.

A portion of the pi'operty comprising the Rising Sun and
Enterprise claims probably was first located and worked for silver
during the early 1900's.
