INTRODUCTION® EQW‘H

The following information is submitted by the Inspiration Consolidated
Copper Company to accompany an a&pplication for aid in an exploration project
under DMEA Order 1. The decision to attempt to explore this area is the result
of the findings in the successful development of the Christmas Mine area (Banner
Mining Distriect, Gila County, Arizona) by this Company. Our work at the Christ-
mas Mine, which followed exploratory drilling by the Bureau of Mines, has re-
sulted in the development of slightly over 20,000,000 tons of ore averaging 1.83%
copper.

When the Christmas Mine was first taken over by Inspiration, an air-borne
magnetometer survey was made of the entire area. Some negative and positive
snomalies led us to examination of certain properties in the nearby Saddle Moun-
tain area, which properties are the subject of this application.

The presence of quartz-mice diorite dikes associated with some mineraliza-
tion was similar to conditions at Chrlstmas and it was decided to reconnolter
the area for the possibility of the presence of llmestones at depth which would
present the possibility of replacement dep081ts similar to those at the Christmas
Mine..

Fleld examination has disclosed llmestone within a few mlles in nearly all
directions from this area and where found the Naco or upper limestone formations
are in contggt with the later flows and sedipents.

We believe that the limestones underly this area and that there is suffi-
cient mineralization exposed at the surface to justify the expectancy of limestone
replacement deposits similar to those at Christmas vhere the mlnerallzed zones
cut favorable limestone.beds in depth.

TO_ACCOMPARY APPLICATION FOR AID IN AN
EXPLORATION PROJECT, DMEA ORDER 1 ,

1. Applicant's Property Rights:

(a) The Saddle Mountain group of claims lies in Sections 34 and 35, TS,
R16E, Sections 2 and 3, T5S, R16E, G&SRM. There are 15 claims patented under
the following survey numbers, 2179, 2180, 2181, and 2182 in the group.

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The Two Queens Mine comsists of 7 claims and one millsite patented
under survey No. 2471 AXB. They are situated in Sections 3, 9, and 10, T58S,
R16E, G&SRM.

Both groups are in the Saddle Mountain Mining District, Pinal County,
Arizona. : ' = '

(v) The property is known by the names Saddle Mountain Group and the Two
Queens Mine.

(c) The Inspiration Consolidated.Copper Company has a five-year lease on
both properties with an option to purchase.

(d) There are no liens, mortgages,bor other encumbrances on the property.

2. Physical Description

(a) Descriptions of the Saddle Mountain Group and the Two Queens Mine by
C. P. Ross, U.S.G.S. Bulletin 771, Ore Deposits of the Saddle Mountain and Benner
Mining Districts, Arizona, are submitted. These are the only published data on
these properties and very little work has been done on either property since this
report. The 40O-foot drift on the Two Queens Mine is still open but was not
sampled. Other workings are mostly caved. There are no production facilities
in useable condition on the property at this time.

(v) Inspiration has no interest in past operations.

(¢c) There is no current production. The only information on past produc-
tion available is contained in the descriptions by Ross which are submitted.

(d) Inspiration is not interested in any reserves of gold-silver ore which
may remain on the properties.

(e) The description of the property and present workings by Ross is sub-
mitted. General geologic reconnaissance in the area has indicated that the sur-
face formations are underlain by the Paleozoic llmestones as in the Christmas
area. It is believed that there are enough surface indications of mineraliza-
tion to Justify deep drilling at or near the center of the area to see if the
¢ limestones can be encountered near the mineralized dikes and veins so that lime-
stone replacement deposits similar to those found at Christmas might be developed.

(£) The reasons for expecting to find ore are that mineralization exists in
the volcanic formations that are believed to overlay the Paleozoic limestones
duplicating the conditions found in the Christmas area. Since there are no lime-
stone outcrops in this area sampling and production of gold-silver ores merPly
indicates "the focus of mlnerallzation. -

SADDLE MOUNTAIN GROUP

According to C. P. Ross,'Bﬁiietin"77l; Ore Deposits of the Saddle Mountain
and Banner Mining Districts, Arizona:

Property: The Saddle Mountain Group comprises 15 patented claims and (one
unpatented claim) developed by a number of short tumnels, shafts, and pits.
Workings are reported to aggregate 3,450 feet. (Weed, W. H. Mines Handbook,
Vol. 15, p. 275, 1922). These workings are scattered over the property, with no
more than a few hundred feet at one place, and a con31derable part of them are
now inaccessible. (1922)

Character of the deposits: The country rock at the property consists prin-
cipally of Cretaceous and.esu;e and andesitic breccia cut by a long dike of quartz
mica diorite and smaller masses of the same rock, offshoots of another large dike
farther south. The long dike has an exposed length of over three-quarters of a
mile, extending somewhat beyond the borders of the group,-and a maximum width of
outcrop of over 30 feet. The average strike is N. 50° E.; and the dip is vari-
able but steep. Indistinct stratlfication 'in the andesite on the south slope of
Deer Creek indicates that it lies ne nearly horizontal. A line of .exposures which _
may be part of a single vein extend northeastward from the streamway in Little
Gold Gulch through the ‘Baddle east of mineral monument No. 2180 down to Deer
Creek just upstream from bench mark 2215. The vein in most places appears to:be
on the northwest side of the long quartz-mica diorite dike and roughly parallel
to it, but in the saddle the dike 1tself is mineralized. The vein ranges in
width from 2- lég to 5 feet, and the wall rock is mineralized for several feet be-
yond these limits. The average strike is N. 50° E. The dip ranges from 60° to
90° and is toward the northwest in some places and the southeast in others.

About 3,000 feet east of the saddle, at an altitude of 2,700 feet on the
south slope. of Deer Creek Valley, another vein is exposed in a 90-foot tunnel
and open cuts. This vein is called the Big Rock vein, from the claim in which
the principal workings are situated. It is 2 or 3 feet wide, strikes nearly east,
and dips 70° - 85° S. The wall rock shows some alterations but little’ mlneral-
ization.

The two veins are of similar type. They have fairly well defined walls in
places with slickensides. Thin layers of gouge are present on parts of the walls.
The unoxidized parts of the veins are made up of quartz, barite, calcite, galenas,
sphalerite, pyrite, chalcopyrite, and altered andesite or, in places, quartz-mica
diorite. In many places bandigg is the dominant feature of the vein structure,
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but elsewhere the vein is a heterogenous_mixture of fragments composed of vein
minerals and altered country rock. The wall rock in most exposures is mineral-
ized for a few inches to several feet beyond the vein. The alteration consists
in the development of chlorite, sericite, carbonate, quartz, and pyrite. Most
of the pyrite noted is disseminated in small crystals in the wall rock. There
are small patches of more massive pyrite in the veins in places, principally near
the wells. Oxidation in these deposits is irregular and appear to extend only to
shallow depths. The oxidized minerals are limonite and kindred iron oxides,
anglesite, cerusite, gypsum, and small amounts of chrysocolla. Nearly all the
oxidized material contains residual galena and sphalerite, but little pyrite re-
mainsg in it. Gypsum occurs as flakes on tunnel walls, in small masses in the
vein matter, and also as distinct veinlets an eighth of an inch or less in

width. In some specimens there are numerous veinlets of gypsum approximately
parallel to one another and to the banding of the original vein matter.

There are workings on both sides of Little Gold Gulch at short distances
above the streamway. On the west side is a shaft on a vein in bleached and
fractured gray andesite on slips that strike about N. 80° E. and dip 75 N. On
the east side of the gulch is a T75-foot tunnel in similar rock. Various slips
of widely variable strike and dip are exposed in it, with narrow seams of pul-
verulent white gypsum on them.

Much of the rock on the east side of Little Gold Gulch north of the large
dike of quartz-mica _diorite that crosses it is nearly black, massive basalt.
This is thought to belong to the Cretaceous_flows, but its relations to other
rocks are not clear, and it may be of intrusive origin. In Little Gold Gulch
this rock contains rather sparsely disseminated pyrite, and in the upper part of
the gulch above the 2,500 foot contour there are outcrops of similar rock retic-
ulated with stringers of ribbon-banded quartz. On the upper slopes to the east
the rock has a rusty color and is cut by a number of narrow shear zcnes contain-
ing some quartz and stained with limonite. There are a number of prospect pits
here, and the shear zones are reported to contein gold. Several of the zones
are offset by small faults. It is reported that one of them is cut by & small
andesite dike similar in appearance to those which cut the ore in the Christmas
Mine.

TWO QUEENS MINE

According to C. P. Ross, Bulletin 771, Ore Deposits of the Saddle Mountain
and Banner Mining Districts, Arizona:

Location: The Two Queens Mine is near the summit of the ridge on the north
side of Ash Creek about three-quarters of a mile northeast of 01d Mill. There is
a road up to the mine from Ash Creek but it is now washed out in places, The dis-
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ténce from Fiﬁhey, (which,vas) the nearest siding on the Arizona Eastern Rail-
road, (now Southern Pacific), up Ash Creek to the mine is somewhat over 3 miles.

Property: The property comprises about nine patented claims. (Seven claims
and one mill site). From 1906 to 1908 it was operated by the Central Mining and
Development Co., but since then it has been idle. Three small lots of cre averag-
ing $36.53 to the ton are reported (Stevens, H. J., Copper Handbook vol. 8, p.
504,. 1908) to have been shipped to a smelter. The workings are said to com-
prise a shaft 260 feet deep with two 100-foot crosscuts off it, a tunnel 40O feet
long with a 90-foot winze off it, and several shallower shafts.

Character of the deposits: The country rock comprises Cretaceous strata
of both sedimentary and volcanic origin cut by small intrusive masses. Sandstone
in part calcareous, conglomerate, and carbonaceous shale make up a large part of
the Cretaceous strata. The rest consists of andesitic lava, flow breccia, and -
tuff. West and south of the mine are masses of gray. hornblende porphyry which
lie approximately parallel to the stratification of the sedimentary rocks and
andesitic lava. These are probably intrusions. There is a dike of quartz-mica
diorite at the principal shaft and another somewhat larger one a short distance
to the north. The dump of the principal shaft shows andesite breccia, quartz-
mica diorite, and a brown mineralized rock. Under the microscope the quartz-
mica diorite is seen to be altered. It has a finer-grained groundmass than most
of the rock of this type. The feldspars are sericitized, and the biotite chlor-
itized and replaced by calcite. Pyrite, chlorite, and calcité-are sparidely dis-
.semminated throughout. The alteration of the andesite breccia is similar to that
in most of the Cretaceous lava in thé Christmas area, except. that there is more
calcite than in most specimens examined. The brown rock is thoroughly altered.
It now contains calcite, quartz, sericite, epidote, and slighly oxidized pyrite.
Most of the rock is & fine mosaic of quartz with small amounts of the other
minerals disseminated through it, but in places calcite is segregated into masses
of good sized grains. The minerals have evidently resulted by metasomatic re-
placement of those of some previously formed rock during the process of ore de-
position. Although the original minerals are completely destroyed, vestiges of
what appears to have been a porphyritic texture can be discerned. From the
‘appearance of this almost obliterated texture and the fact that incipient alter-
ation of the same type has occurred in quartz-mica diorite found at the same
place, it is thought that the brown rock was produced by the mineralizetion of
quartz-mica diorite.

Gold ore is reported to have been found in pockets at the surface in the
early days. The tunnel is said to have cut a mass of oxidiged ore and the winze
below it to have in the bottom sulphide ore carrying $l6 00 in gold to the ton
and 10 percent of copper.

General:- The foregoing descriptions are of the conditions found &t and near
the surface. We.believe that if the same mineralized zones can be found cutting
the limestones at depth, there is a good possibility of finding commercial lime-
stone replacement ore bodies similar to those at the Christmas Mine.
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3. Accessibility of Project:

(a) E. F. Reed, Chief Geologist, Inspiration Consolidated Copper Company,
Inspiration, Arizona, is available to direct any DMEA representatives.

The properties can be reached by unimpro%ed road which lea?es Arizona
State Highway 77 about one mile south of Winkleman. It is about 8 miles from
Winkleman to the center of the area covered by the two groups of claims.
(b) Winkleman is the nearest shipping and supply point. It would be advis-
gble for workmen to live on the property in trailers.

4. The Exploration Project

(a) Stage one of the exploration project would be to drill at least two
diamond drill holes from & location in Little Gold Gulch near the north boundary
of the Side Show No. 2 patented claim. The first_hole would be drilled due north
at about 45° from the horizontal to a depth of about 3,000 feet. This hole would
start at the north boundary of an ironstained area and encounter a quartz-mica
diorite dike at about 1,000 feet, a vein zone ‘around 1, 800 feet and the Blue
Bird vein zone about 2,700 feet. This last zone is not covered by the patented
claims but since the ground has been withdrawn from location it cannot bte ac-
quired at this time.

A second hole drilled due south at about @50 from the horizontal would
explore beneath a falrly _strong iron stained zone. It would penetrate the south
quartz monzonite dike at about 2,000 feet depth and would cross several vein =

zones. = -

These two holes should show whether or not the limestones lie within a
mineable depth below the surface and if there was sufflclent evidence of mineral-
ization to Justify further exploration.

Stage two of the exploratory program would follow disclosure of suffi-
cient indications of mineralization in Stage one to justify further drilling.
Without the results of the two holes in Stage one it is impossible to estimate
accurately the number or depth of additional holes necessary to prove the pres-
ence of valuable mineral deposits if they exist, but it is believed that from
ten to twenty thousand feet of drilling at about temn dollars a foot would prob-
ably be necessary.

(b) There is a road passable to l.wheel drive vehicles to the proposed drill
" site. A few days with a bulldozer would put the road in condltlon to allow place-
ment and service bf a drill rig. -
!
(¢) If an exploration contract were signed with DMEA, the work could start
at any time provided there were sufficient water in Ash. nggk to support a drill-
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ing program. The time necessary to complete the first Stage of the program
would be about nine months. With two holes being drilled from one location it
would be possible to drill in one while the other was being cemented. The use
of wire line equipment might speed up drilling comsiderably so that the above
estimate is probably ample. :

5. Experience
We have sufficient experience in this type of operation and a well-trained

staff.

6. Estimate of Costs .

(a) The work would be done largely by independent contracts. In the
Christmas area 20,000 feet of diamond drilling from the surface cost $9.06 per
foot. Since these holes would be somewhat deeper, it is believed that a cost
of $10.00 per foot should be expected.

(b) One geologist to supervise the work would be necessary for the duration
of the drilling. One of the Company men would be assigned to this work. Present
salaries are $500.00 per month for this type of work. Advisory work by our staff
would emount to about $1DQ;00 a month.

(c) Operating materials and supplies. Miscellaneous items would be included
in the cost per foot for drilling. It would probably be advisable to put a
small gasoline-driven water pump on Ash Creek and pump the water to the drill
station. The pump would be furnished by the drill contractor and 4,500 feet of
1-1/2 inch pipe is quoted at $27.50 per hundred, or $1,237.50. A truck would be

\necessary to transport samples to Christmas for processing. One round trip

daily would be about 40 miles, or $4.00 per day. Only a few test samples would
be run in unmineralized areas, but at least 200 samples should be expected with
sampling and assaying costs about $2.00 per sample, a total of $400.00.

() Operating equipment. Furnished by drill contractors.

(e) Initial rehabilitation and repairs. There are no buildings or equipment
on the ground.

(f) New buildings. One temporary building would be needed to store core,
equipment, and furnish shelter and a working place. A building of the type needed
cost $1,500.00 at Christmas.

(g) Miscellaneous. Most of the miscellaneous costs would be covered by the
contractor®s cost per foot. 10% of the total is added for other unforeseen items.

As suggested in J. W. Townsend's memorandum of June 2,
1958, we discussed with E. F. Reed, Chief Geologist of captioned
company, the points brought out in the P.S. of the Chairman's
letter dated May 23, 1958.

Mr. Reed, upon being acquainted with the Chairman's find-
ings, said that the company will attempt to make the application
eligible by doing the following work. At least one hole will be
put down in the favorable area within the next 90 days. The com-
pany hopes that the data developed by the drilling will be favor-
able enough to justify an investigation of the property by the
DMFEA. Data necessary for completion of the application will con-
sist of hole logs, regional and local geologic maps and possibly
vertical sections. :

It is our opinion, based upon a review of the data assembled
by the applicant, that the area . of proposed exploration contains
geological points of similarity to the applicant's Christmas mine
area several miles to the northwest, where they have found signi=-
ficant amounts of ore in the limestones. At the Christmas mine
area, the ore-bearing limestones are overlain by andesitic flows
in association with quartz mica diorite dikes. Whereas the lime-
stones crop out at Christmas, the nearest croppings of limestone
to the proposed exploration area are 3 to 4 miles to the northeast,
southeast, and west. However, the regional dips of the limestone
outcrops in the several distant localities are all toward the pro=-
posed exploration area so that apparently a basin-like structure is
formed. This basin~like structure is probably complicated by fault-
ing. Many mineralized veins, containing principally lead, copper,
and silver,and quartz mica dikes, are exposed on the surface in the
andesitic country rock of the proposed exploration area. The depth
to the favorable ore-bearing limestones in the exploration area is
unknown and cannot be predicated upon the surface geology.

At present exploration of the area in which the under-
lying geology and extent of mineralization is unknown is wholly
a "long shot" or "wildcat" proposition, and will remain so until
the applicant has obtained sufficient factual information by drill-
ing to either propose a planned exploration project or abandon the
area. Incidentally, the airborne magnetometer survey results ob-
tained by the applicant, and referred to in the application, ap-
pears to be of little value as the anomolous areas reflect topo-
graphy rather than geology. B

It is our understanding that the incompleﬁeness of the
application resulted from a lack of sufficient time allotted to
Mr. Reed in working it up.

We believe that action on the application should be
withheld until supplementary information is submitted by the
applicant, because the proposed exploration area contains ele-
ments of favorability for exploration.

an additional 20,000 feet of drilling.

On Page 6 of the application, the applicant states,
"These two holes should show whether or not the limestones lie
within a mineable depth below the surface and if there was
sufficient evidence of mineralization to justify further explor-
ation." An attempt to establish the presence of a.n ore horizon
might be construed as a prospecting venture.

No maps accompany the copy of the application reviewed.
The applicant has not submitted assays of samples taken from
the o0ld workings which exist on the property. I recommend, how-
ever, that the application be referred to the Field Team for
further processing.

The properties have been described by C. P. Ross,
U.S.G.S. Bulletin 771, Ore Deposits of the Saddle Mountain and
