The applicant requests assistance in exploring mangenese-~
bearing veins by rotary drill holes, drifting, and diamond drill-
ing at a cost of $82,000., Road improvements, wells, housing,
engineering and assaying are estimated to cost $18,000.

Considerable work has been done including a 52-foot
adit and open cuts. Shipments totaling 3,000 tons are said to
have been made from the Hilltop #3 claim. The material came
from an underhand (surface) stope 200 feet long, 4 to 10 feet
wide, and 50 feet deep. The shipments are sald to have averaged

31.50% Mn. -

The locations at which the several pieces of work
are to be done are not specified.

Part of the proposed payment of $10,000 to the Lessor
by the Lessee, may be an installment on the purchase price of
the lease.
