WASHINGTON - The Securities and Ex-
change Commission said It will continue its 
court fight against Great American Industries, 
Inc., but next Monday will lift Its six-month 
ban against trading In the company's securi-
ties. 


The commission said It will ask the circuit 
court of appeals in New York to review a Fed-
eral district court decision of Oct. 5 denying 
the commission's motion for a preliminary in-
junction against the company, several of Its 
top officers and others outside the company. 


The' SEC suit, filed June 16, alleged viola-
ti)ns of Federal securities laws, particularly 
in connection with the acquisition of three 
mining properites. 


Except for a 13-day period, in late April, 
trading in Great American securities has been 
halted on the American Stock Exchange since 
March 31 by the SEC through a series of 10-
day suspensions. The SEC said It has decided 
to discontinue its trading ban while the re-
view proceedings are pending. 


Accordingly, the commission announced 
that trading will resume Oct. 24, after the com-
pany has had time to comply with a stock 
eichange request that it distribute to share-
holders certain information on what's hap- 
pened to the company's affairs since the trou-
ble-with the SEC began. 


Walter S. Mack, the company's chairman, 
said in New York that a copy of the 1965 an-
nual report, together with a review of 1966 
first half financial results and a report of re-
cent property acquisitions would be mailed to 
all stockholders, probably next Tuesday. "We 
plan to bring our shareholders up to date on 
corporate developments that have occurred 
since the start of this trouble with the SEC," 
he said.

dized copper mineralization and the cuttings from three drill holes. This 
combined sample assayed 2.
