2.	 Applicant's Rights in Land: 


2(a) The interest of the Triple S Joint Venture in the land and 
mineral rights of the property which is the subject of this application, 
is vested in a Mining Lease and Option. A copy of this Mining Lease 
and Option is attached hereto. There are no liens, mortgages, or 
other encumbrances on the land. The book and page number of the un-
patented Mining claims held under the Mining Lease and Option are 
sh.o'w'n: on page I of the Mining Lease and Option attached hereto. Said 
documents are recorded in the Yavapai County Courthouse, Prescott, 
Arizona.


2(b) The lands upon which the unpatented mining claims occur 
have not been subdivided into sections, but said claims would lie 
principally within Sections 21,22,27 ,28, T 12 N, R 2 W, by projecting 
the existing adjacent sectionalized lands. Attached hereto is an 
Index Location Map which shows the claims approximately plotted on 
a xerox copy of a portion of the Mt. Union, Arizona quadrangle. Also

3.	 Physical Description: 


3(a) Based upon old maps within our possession it is evident 
that some early work was done on this property prior to approximately 
1910 1 by an organization called Lookout Mountain Copper Mines. This 
early work consisted of the driving of 2 adits and sinking of one 
40' shaft. Subsequent to about 1910, and prior to Mr. Conn's interest 
in the area, three additional short adits were driven and one more 
shallow shaft was sunk. We do not know who did this work, or 'when, 
but it is likely that it was also done by Lookout Mountain Copper Mines 
following 1910. Attached hereto, and marked 3a-I, is a sketch map 
which shows the location of these early workings relative to the 
current claim outlines. 


To our knowledge no further work was done on the property 
until the current Lease and Option was obtained in September of 1962. 
Since 1962 the original three partners, in conjunction with later 
participants, have driven approximately 461 feet of drifts and cross-
cuts, and 160 feet of raises.

3(b) The interest of the current Joint Venture participants in 
the operations described in item .3(a) have been clearly segregated in 
that item and its attachments. 


3(c) Based upon the evidence on the ground a minor amount of 
production must have been made in the past from the 40' shaft which 
exists a short distance to the,éast. of the Triple S adit portal. This 
relatively small past production is indicated by the presence of two 
limited areas of stoping adjacent to the bottom of this shaft. We do 
not, however, have any records 'of this production. No production 
has been made by the current Joint Venture Syndicate. 


3(d) There are currently on the property no "known ore reserves". 
A few tens of tons of plus 5% copper material might be scalped from 
the current workings but due to the narrow widths involved this very 
limited tonnage would have to be taken by "chloriders".

4. Access ibi I ity. of Property: 


4(a) Two of the Joint Venture participants, who are named in the 
Joint Venture Agreement as Agents for the Joint Venture, are inthe 
consulting business and office at 330 Grove in Prescott, Arizona. 
Either of these men (Arthur R. Still or J. W. Still) would-be available 
to meet with, and accompany to the property, the OME representative. 
The above availability assumes that the OME representative would 
advise the Stills' of his arrival date approximately.one week in advance. 


The Triple S property is reached by following the Senator 
Highway south.from Prescott for approximately 14 miles, and then 
turning off on a clearly marked, road which is signed "Golden Eagle 
Mine". The road towards the Golden Eagle Mine is followed for approx-
imately 5 miles, and said road traverses at that point the claims held 
by the Triple S Joint Venture Syndicate. To further aid in describing 
the location of the property reference is made here to ,the index 
location map attached 'and labeled 2(b). 


The Senator Highway is a County road which is paved for the 
first 7 miles south of' Prescott and is then dirt. The road' in to the 
property fromthe Senator Highway is a relatively unmaintained Forest 
and mine access road which i,s normally traversable in-either a pick-up 
or a four wheel drive vehicle.

Maps, plans and sections which 
show proposed work as related to geologic features, and to claim 
boundaries, are enclosed as a part of item 3(g). 


5(b) It is not anticipated that any new access road to the 
property must-be built.	 It is possible that some short diamond drill 
access roads may be necessary in Phase 2 of the proposed exploration 
program, but the exact location, or'length, of such road cannot be 
defined at this time.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF MINERALIZATION

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Introduction and Summary 


The Triple S Exploration Syndicate, P. 0. Box 1512 (330 Grove 


Street) Prescott, Arizona, 86301, applied to the Office of Minerals 


Exploration to explore for copper on the Conn Property, and, or 


Triple S Mine in Yavapai County, Arizona, at an estimated cost of 


$219600.00. 


The application was referred to the field August 22, 1967 and 


an attempt was made to examine the property December 13, 1967; however, 


a sudden and prolonged snowstorm in the area prevented an examination 


at that time. The subject property was finally examined on May 2, 


1968 after a prolonged winter and snows had melted. 


Mineralized material, mainly massive chalcopyrite occurs on 


the Triple S Property within a belt of interlayered Precambrian 


schists that are bounded on the west by a thick hornblende-feldspar 


mass, and on the east by granite gneiss. The Precambrian schist 


belt that is the host to the copper mineralization is approximately 


1800 feet in width and consists of interlayered andesites, rhyolites, 


quartz porphyry, and known mica schists. One banded iron formation 


lies conformably in the sequence. Mineralized material occurs along 


or near the contact between a "speckled" rhyolite and a brown mica 


schist. This mineralized material appears to be conformable with 


the lithology, and it also occurs within an east-west trending 


cross fault that has a horizontal displacement of approximately 


250 feet. The primary mineralized material occurs as a relatively 


small but very high grade lens (75' in strike length by as much
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as 4' in width) of massive chalcopyrite. Adjacent to the conformable 


lens the rhyolite has a distinctive "speckled" appearance due to the 


alteration of irregular patches by the introduction of quartz, carbonate 


and sericite.

The location of the massive chalcopyrite pods are not 


predictable as they would appear to occur as "plums in a pudding" 


along the zone of more intense alteration of the rhyolite. Although 


the massive chalcopyrite does not locally extend downward to any
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great extent, the convergence of several faults projected at depth 


indicate a likely occurrence of massive chalcopyrite (Geologic 


section DDH No. 1, Plate 10) at that depth. The applicant believes 


there may be a potential of some 4,000 tons of chalcopyrite containing

1910, by an organization called Lookout Mountain Copper Mines. This 


early work consisted of the driving of 2 adits and sinking of one 40' 


shaft. Subsequent to about1910, and prior to Mr. Conn's interest in 


the area, three additional short adits were driven and one more shallow 


shaft was sunk. The applicant does not know who did this work, or 


when, but it is likely that it was also done by Lookout Mountain 


Copper Mines following 1910. Attached hereto, (the application), 


and marked 3a-1, is a sketch map which shows the location of 


these early workings relative to the current claim outlines. 


To the applicant's knowledge no further work was done on the 


property until the current Lease and Option was obtained in September 


of 1962 the original three partners, in conjunction with later 


participants, have driven approximately 461 feet of drifts and cross-


cuts, and 160 feet of raises. In addition to the above drifting 


and raising, approximately 135 feet of long hole drilling has been 


done. This work is shown on the maps enclosed herein (the application) 


and identified as a part of item 3g. 


The interestof the current Joint Venture participants in the 


operations described in item 3(a) have been clearly segregated 


in that item and its attachments. 


Based upon the evidence on the ground a minor amount of production 


musUlave been made in the past from the 40-foot shaft which exists 


a short distance to the east of the Triple S adit portal. This relatively
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small production is indicated by the presence of two limited areas 


of stoping adjacent to the bottom of this shaft. The applicant 


does not have any records of this production. No production has 


been made by the current Joint Venture Syndicate. 


There are currently on the property no "known ore reserves." 


A few tens of tons plus 5% copper material might be scalped from the 


current workings but due to the narrow widths involved this very 


limited tonnage would have to be taken by "chloriders. 


Between September 1962 and November 2, 1966 the applicant 


completed the following work:

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Geology 


Mineralization occurs on the Triple S property within a belt 


of interlayered Precambrian schists which are bounded to the west 


by a thick hornblende-feldspar mass and to the east by a granite-


gneiss. The Precambrian schist belt which hosts the copper mineral-


ization is approximately 1400' in width and consists of interlayered 


andesites, rhyolites, quartz porphyries, and brown mica schists. 


One banded iron formation occurs conformably in the sequence. 


(Plate 9 in application). 


Mineralization occurs on the property principally along or 


near the contact between a "speckled" rhyolite and a brown mica 


schist. This mineralization appears to be conformably with the 


lithology.

This alteration increases 


underground as strong mineralization is approached but it also 


occurs, to a greater or lesser degree, in this particular lithologic 


unit throighout its exposed length on the surface. This unit contains 


sporadic evidence of sulphide mineralization, and scattered copper 


oxide, over a length of approximately 2,000 feet.

Three types of mineralization are known in the property; as follows:

Applicant's Proposed Exploration Work 


"The proposed exploration program is discussed in detail in 


item 3(g) of the application. To summarize here it consists 


primarily of the diamond drilling of 2510' of BX drill hole, and 


the running of 20,800 feet of electrorngnetic geophysical profile. 


Maps, plans, and sections which show proposed work as related to 


geologic features, and to claim boundaries, are enclosed as a part 


of item 3(g), accompanying the application. Plates 9 and 11, application, Fig. 3. 


It is not anticipated that any new access road to the property 


must be built. It is possible that some short diamond drill access 


roads may be necessary in Phase 2 of the proposed , exploration program, 


but the exact location, or length, of such road cannot be defined at 


this time. 


If an ONE contract is executed the work proposed herein could 


be started within two weeks thereafter (geophysical grid survey, 


and geophysical survey), and the entire project could probably be 


completed whithin one year (due to possible interference by winter 


season). It is anticipated that the geophysical grid survey could 


be completed within four months after the start of drilling. The 


beginning date for drilling would depend upon the availability of 


equipment,' but it is anticipated that 'such equipment could be made 


available by the contractor (Mr. G. S. Thatcher) within thirty days

Conclusions and Recommendations 


The results of the field examination shows that "speckled" 


or altered rhyolite could be traced some 1,200 feet approximately 


N. 28° E. of the old shaft along which several dumps and prospect 


pits occur. Dump material contains the altered rhyolite as well 


as some massive sulphide and gossan material. The indications 


are that although no specific target areas were found the altered 


zone has been adequately prospected and it is the opinion of the 


examining geologist that whole zone within the Copper King No. 2 


claims is a target area, especially where the massive sulphide 


pods are thought to occur as individual pods that occur randomly 


and that EM geophysical work may indicate the presence of these 


induced-massive sulphide 


It is concluded that the chances of discovering additional 


massive chalcopyrite pods of similar size and grade along the 


highly altered or "speckled" zone of mineralization are good and 


that the discovery of such pods would be commensurate with the 


costs proposed by the applicant' and it is therefore recommended 


that a contract be prepared to explore the property herein outlined, 


and that the exploration be completed in a single stage. The 


geophysical work can be completed concurrently with the drilling 


program. The costs shown by the applicant totaling an estimated 


$16,710.25 are those which he wishes to incur, especially insofar 


as required supervision, geologic work and other personal services 


are concerned.
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The geophysical work,. has been bid by the Canadian Aero Mineral 


Surveys Limited, W. Gordon Wieduwilt, geophysicist, who' has done 


considerable geophysical work for the applicant in other areas, 


and the applicant is desirous of using this company as he is 


familiar with the high quality of his geophysical work. The applicant 


has set aside the required funds to complete the proposed exploration 


work herein outlined, and he would subordinate the two claims excluded 


from those listed, however, it is thought that the claims listed 


herein will include sufficieng ground to insure repayment of the 


loan as a result of the expLoration work. The applicant will supply 


new bank letters, and other maps as requested.

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SUMMARY 


The Triple S Mine, a copper property about 
10 airline miles south of Prescott, Arizona, has been 
the subject of underground exploration by a group of 
individuals (The Triple S Joint Venture Syndicate) each 
summer since 1962. 


During this period, the syndicate has expended 
in excess of $23,400 in the driving of more than 600 feet 
of underground workings. Although this work has not 
proven commercial grade ore in exploitable amounts, it 
has shown.that strong copper mineralization occurs along 
two ore loci; I) in conformable lenses along a favorable 
Precambrian contact, and 2) within the plane of a 
sizeable cross fault. 


An exploration program is proposed herein to 
test both of these potential ore structures. This program 
consists of two phases, an early phase of diamond dri I I ing 
and geophysical work (costing a total of $13,677), and 
a later phase of further diamond drilling (estimated to 
cost $7,923), fora total exploration cost of $210,600. 


The main report contains details on the geology 
and mineralization of the deposit, as well as geologic 
and assay maps on various scales.

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INTRODUCTION 


The Triple S Mine consists of a promising copper 


prospect that has been the subject of intermittent underground 


exploration work by a group of individuals since the summer 


of 1962.

Since 


starting operations in 1962 the current operators have expended 


approximately $23,400 in cash, plus an aggregate of several 


man months of non-reimbursed labor. 


In the spring of 1965 it was decided that the property 


would require diamond dri I I ing and some roads and dri I I sites 


were constructed. Shortly following this period, the joint 


venture was re-organized to allow for further financing and 


funds were obtained which would allow a. limited drilling program.

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY	 CLIMATE 


The Triple . S Mine is located approximately 19 road

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0	 miles (10 airline miles) due south of Prescott, Arizona. The 
IS unpatented claims cover a rather rugged area in which 


elevations range from 6,000 ft. to 6,700 ft. above sea level. 


The area is reached (see Index Map, following this 


page) by going south on the Senator Highway from Prescott for 


a distance of 14 miles, and thence west, on the "Golden Eagle 


Mine" road, for a distance of five miles. 


Approximately the northern one-third of the claimed 


area is covered with a moderate to heavy growth of native 


pine timber, while the Southern portion of the property has a 


very dense cover of oak brush and manzanita.

GEOLOGIC SETTING AND MINERALIZATION 


Mineralization occurs on the Triple S property within 


a belt of interlayered Precambrian schists which are bounded 


to the west by a thick horneblende-feldspar mass and to the 


east by a granite-gneiss (see plate Ii). The Precambrian schist 


belt which hosts the copper mineralization is approximately 


1400' in width and consists of interlayered andesites, rhyolites, 


quartz porphyry's and brown mica schists. One banded iron 


formation occurs conformably, in the sequence. 


0	 Mineralization occurs on the property principally 


along or near the contact between a "speckled" rhyolite and a 


brown mica schist. This mineralization appears to be conform-


able with the lithology.	 Mineralization also occurs within an 


east-west trending cross fault which has a horizontal 


displacement of approximately 250 ft. 


The known conformable mineralization occurs as a 


relatively small, but very high grade, lens (75' in strike 


length by up to 4' in width) of essentially massive chalcopyrite. 


Adjacent to the conformable lens the rhyolite host has an 


unusual (speckled) appearance due to the alteration of irregular 


patches by the introduction of quartz, carbonate and sericite.

HISTORY OF MINING OPERATIONS 


This property was held and operated prior to 1910 


and was known duringthat period as the Lookout Mountain Copper 


Mine. Before 19101 and probably shortly following that date, 


five shallow adits were driven and two short shafts were sunk. 


These workingswe.re all of shallow depth and did little to test 


the structure. 


In 1954, 1955 and 1956 Mr. Charles Conn, of Prescott, 


Arizona, located a group of 15 unpatented lode claims whiôh 


covered the old Lookout Mountain Copper Mine property as well 


as adjacent areas to the south and west	 Bound herein, as 


plate No. I, is a claim map showing the Patience (Conn) mining 


claims. Mr. Conn held the property from 1954 until its option to 


(what is now) the Triple S Joint Venture Syndicate in 1962, 


but there is little evidence that he did any work other than 


his original location work and some road maintenance for assess-


ment work.


The writer first visited the property in the fall of 


1962 and optioned the property in September of 1962. This first 


visit to the property was made in the company of Mr. R. G. Raabé, 


the then resident geologist for Shattuck Denn Mining Corporation 


at the Iron King Mine, Mr. Raabe had examined the property-for 
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Shattuck Denn and recommended it to them. However, due to 


other commitments at that time, Shattuck Denn did not pursue 


the exploration of the Conn prospect. Attached hereto, as 


plate No's 2, 3, 4 E5, are geologic and assay maps which were 


made of the then accessible workings by Mr. Raabe. Copies of 


the assay certificates for his sampling are enclosed as page 


6 of Appendix "A". 


In 1962 the most impressive surface evidence of 


mineralization was an outcrop of gossan (approximately 75' long 


and up to 4' wide) after massive chalcopyrite. This gossan 


zone, as sampled by Raabe, assayed from 0.5% up to almost 6% 


copper, and had a weighted average value of 1.94% copper over 


a width of ll'.	 It was based uponthis showing that the 


original three partners in the Triple S joint venture optioned 


the property. 


During the five summers since 1962 the joint venture 


has driven 461 feet of drifts and crosscuts, 160 feet of 


raises, and has done considerable underground long hole dri I I ing. 


This work, as detailed by periods, is shown on the table 


following this page: (Table I). These workings are shown in 


plan on plate No's 6	 7, and are shown in longitudinal section 


on plate 8.

0	 The original concept of the current operators was 


to drive a crosscut adit under the surface gossan outcrop and 


intersect the structure at about 75 ft. of depth. Upon reaching 


the point beneath the gossan, however, no structure which could 


be related to the mineralized outcrop could be identified. 


What we did find, at this point, was a series of north-east striking, 


flat dripping (450 to 600) narrow veins of chalcopyrite, immed-


iately adjacent to the major east-west fault. 


With the thought that the ore_shoot must plunge south 


we drove to the south for approximately 75 ft., but found little 


other than moderately heavy pyritic mineralization. 


•	 At this point in time, a raise was started up (right 


branch of 'F Y I, shaped raise as viewed from the north) on the 


strongest chalcopyrite band and it was followed up for approximately 


45 ft. (vertically), until it was obvious that the face of our 


raise was well -to -the west of the main gossan zone in the outcrop. 


The chalcopyrite being followed achieved a maximum 


width of 18" in this raise. The left hand branch of the raise 


was then driven, and this branch intersected the surface gossan 


40 ft. above the adit level, or about 25 ft. below the outcrop. 


At this point the structure was entirely leached gossan, assaying 


2.3% copper (sample T-24, plate 6). 


Using the northern termination of the gossan at the 


surface, and the northern termination of the same gossan in the 
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9 - . top of the raise, a geologic projection was made which indicated 
that the ore-shoot should be situated almost due south of the 


then existing south face on the adit level. Based upon this 


information, an extension to the workings was driven due south 


for 40 ft. - crosscutting the host rhyolite at a sl•iht angle - 


and then a drift was driven.to the southwest for 60 ft. along the 


contact between the rhyolite and the brown mica schist. Some 


mineralization was found along this contact, as shown on plate 6, 


but nothing of a size or grade as indicated by the surface gossan. 


A 25 ft. raise at the south end of the level failto show any 


marked improvement inthe structure in the vertical direction. 


0 During the summer of	 1966 that leg of the main raise 


containing the gossan was "holed through" to surface and a 75 ft.


slusher drift was run to the south approximately 50 ft. above 


the adit level (see plates 7 and 8). As shown on plate 7, the 


gossan turned to mixed sulphides within a few feet and then the 


ore structure was displaced by a small north-south striking fault. 


Drifting, beyond the fault again picked up the structure, which 


was followed for a total of 75 ft. from the top of the raise. 


Encourag in g ' grades were encountered (up to 9.48% copper) but 


widths were narrow and the mine was closed for the winter in early 


November.


A decision was made at this time to save what remaining 


.
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9	 funds the syndicate had to conduct a drilling program to test 
the deposit at greater depth. To date, our deepest test below 


the gossan outcrop is at a depth of 120 ft., and the maximum 


depth of any of our workings is just over 200' . Even within 


these limited workings appreciable copper has been found, but 


nothing which can be economically exploited above the scale of a 


small "chloriding" operation. 


As a result of the work completed to this date, onthe 


property, we have established the following facts: 


I) The conformable massive chalcopyrite lens which 
formed the gossan outcrop at surface has either 
largely been removed by erosion or has an extremely 
flat rake to the south (i.e. it does not appear to 


•	 continue downward to the level of the Triple S edit). 


2) Copper mineralization, in the form of northeasterly 
striking, flatly dipping veinlets and stringers 
(up to 18" wide), occurs within the competent 
rhyolite rocks adjacent to the major cross fault on 
both the north and south wal Is of that fault (see 
Plate No's 3 and 6). 


3) The major east west cross fault is itself a locus 
of mixed chalcopyrite-magnetite mineralization, and 
many of the other smaller faults which parallel this 
major structure also contain gossan after chalcopyrite 
mineralization (see plate No. 6 - samples along major 
cross fault - and sample No. T-ll on plate No. 9). 


4) The known comformable copper mineralization occurs 
within one "speckled" rhyolite unit, this unit having 
been displaced horizontally approximately 250' (north 
side east) by the major cross fault. 


5) Mineralization within the plane of the cross fault 
extends beyond the zone between the two displaced 
portions of the "speckled" rhyolite (sample T-ll, 
plate No. 9), and is different incharacter than that 
which, is confined within the "speckled" rhyol ite. 
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0	 Thus, it appears that two types of exploration targets 


exist on the property. One is to test the plane of the major 


cross fault itself - especially approximately 200 ft. below the 	 2' 
level of the Triple S adit, where other mineralized parallel 


faults converge into it - and the other is to explore for 


additional(blinded) conformable chalcopyrite rich lenses along 


the strike of the favorable "speckled" rhyolite unit. 


A second "speckled" rhyolite unit is known, and has 


been in part mapped, approximately 250 ft. to the east of the one 


containing the main gossan outcrop (see plates 9 and II). Whether 


this reptition.in the lithologic sequence is normal, or whether 


•	 it is due to folding or faulting, is unknown at this time. How-


ever, due to its similar lithologic character, it too may host 


blinded chalcopyrite rich lenses, and it will be covered by the 


EM survey which constitutes a part of the exploration work 


proposed herein.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The exploration which is proposed for this property can 


be divided into two broad categories. The first of these is the 


exploration by diamond drilling of the immediate vicinity around 


the Triple S adit. The second category is for broader exploration 


along the zone of the Precambrian belt by means of an EM geo-


physical survey. 


The exploration in the immediate vicinity of the Triple S 
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0	 workings would consist of 6 initial diamond drill holes as 
shown-on plates 9 and 10. Three of these holes are specifically 


designed to test the mineralized cross fault while the other 


three are aimed to test for other blinded conformable massive 


sulphide lenses in the near proximity of the known lens. 


The pertinent data on these 6 diamond drill holes is 


shown in Table II following this page. Drill sites have already 


been prepared for the drilling of these 6 holes, although a 


bulldozer would have to be brought in to dress up the roads and 


sites prior to the start of dri II ing. 


Diamond drill bids have been obtained from both Boyles 


•	 Brothers Drilling Company and from Mr. G. S. Thatcher, an 


independent drilling contractor. Mr. Thatcher's bid is by far 


the most favorable of the two, and we would anticipate awarding 


the diamond drilling to him. We are thoroughly familar with Mr. 


Thatcher and feel that he is entirely competent to successfully 


complete the drilling anticipated in accordance with the prices 


given in his proposal. 


During the period of drilling it is proposed that an 


electromagnetic survey be conducted over a length of approximately 


2500' and a width of 800' centering around the area of the Triple 


S workings. This EM survey is designed to test the speckled 


rhyol ite bands for electrical conductors which could indicate 


additional conformable massive sulphide (chalcopyrite rich) lenses.

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An estimate of cost for such an EM survey has been obtained 


from Canadian Aero Mineral Surveys Ltd. as shown in item 7(a) 


of the OME application. We have not called for additional bids 


for the EM survey since we have found from past experience in 


this area that Canadian Aero Mineral Surveys is the most compet-


ent geophysical contractor available. 


As a part of the geophysical survey, but not included 


in Canadian Aero's estimated cost, it would be necessary to 


extend our-existing baseline grid on the property.	 It is 


proposed that this additional surveying will be done at cost by 


personnel employed by Still i Still, but in no event will the 


•	 cost exceed $1,000. 


The equipment to be used by Canadian Aero Mineral 


Surveys for the EM survey would be a Ronka EM 16 Electromagnetic 


Detector as illustrated in a Geonics Ltd. brochure attached 


hereto as Appendix "B". Mr. W. Gordon Wieduwult, geophysicist 


for Canadian Aero Mineral Surveys, has recommended this specific 


piece of equipment as being the most applicable for our 


particular problem. 


It is anticipated that the exploration program 


proposed herein-would be conducted in two phases. The initial 


phase would consist of the drilling of the 6 described diamond 


drill holes and the conducting of the EM survey, costing a total 


of $13,677.00. A second phase is contemplated which would 
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consist of of follow-up drilling on either geophysical anomalies 


which may be developed, or of deeper drilling under the 


Triple S Mine workings area, if warranged. This second phase, 


which consists essentially of an additional 1,000' of diamond 


drilling, is estimated to cost $7,923.00. Further details 


on the proposed work and costs of the two phases are shown 


on Table 3 following this page.

•	 The current lessors of the property (The Triple S 


Syndicate) are willing to expend additional funds in the further 


exploration of these target areas. It is their hope that the 


OME will participate in this exploration endeavor.
