(a). Attached are letters requesting a loan of . $15,000.00: 
from two banks, in which all of the requirements of 
this paragraph are met. 'Also, attached under this 
paragraph are the replies from the banks. 


(b). I am sole. owner excepting a 2-1/2% royalty owned by 
Mr. Charles Murphey,. of Buckeye, Arizona. 


(c). Mycontributionto the $20,000.00 fund needed will be 
$5,000.00 in cash. 


2. Applicant's Right in Land:	 .	 , .. 


.(a). I own 100% of the interest in the miriingclaims other 
than the 2-1/2% royalty mentioned in sub-paragraph 1(b) 
above. In September, 1967, I purchaseda.'40% interest 
in Gold Spot Claim No. 1. Subsequently, Mr. . Charles 
Murphy and I overstaked claims on all of the old 'aban-
doned mines along the ore strike, on a basiS of all 
claims being owned on a 50-50 basis. Later I learned, 
tnat Mr. Murpi-ly cilci not have the financial ability to 
pay'any part of exploration and/or development work. I 
then purchased his interest in all of the claims, and 
let' him reserve the 2-1/2% royalty. ;All of the claims 
are on Federal lands, open for multiple purpose use, and	 ' 
all work required for protection of 'title has been
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•	 accomplished to this date. There are no liens, mort-
• gages, or other encumbrances on these mining claims. 


(b). The description of the mining claims are approximately

3. . Physical Description: 	 •	 •	 ., 


(a) As shown by the copy of the Map No. 1 attached, several 
old abandoned mines are shown. Those on the west end of 
the ore strike were called the Black Hawk mines, and the 
ones near the east end of of the strike,. were known as 
the Haines Mines. All work was by vertical shafts total-
ing about fifteen in number, and were from 60 to a rumored 
.700 feet in depth. No one knowswhen miningoperations 
started, and no verifiable information is known as to when 
mining was stopped. Nothing is left on . the ground in the 


•	 way of ' buildings or equipment. The shafts were left open, 
and in many cases are located in places where one could 
easily slip, walk, or even drive an automobile into one 


•	 • of the shaftswithoüt knowing it is there. The best edu-
•	 cated guess is that the mines were operated prior to 1900.

Insofar as is known, no exploration work was undertaken on
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•	 any of these properties until the late 1940's when 
Charles Murphy began doing some exploration work on 
the Gold Spot No. 1. All that he did prior to the 
applicant's acquisition of the property from him, was 
to dig some test holes and pits along the ore strike 
to sample the ore. He constructed no buildings, or 
moved any equipment onto the property. No operations 
were conducted, and this is the state. of the claims in 
which the.applicant has acquired them. The applicant 


S	 has made a number of cuts parallel and/or across the 
ore vein to remove overburden, and expose the ore for 
sampling. 


(b). I am the sole owner of the claims and the exploration 
workdone.to date has been at my expense.. 


(c). There is no current produbtion. Judging by the extent 
of the shafts and tunnels dug seventy-five years or 
more ago, there must have been considerable production. 
However, there are no records in any Government files 
of the existance of the mines, known as the Black Hawk, 
and Haines mines. Nor, are there any records of any 
mines in this specific area.. I am attaching a letter 
from the Arizona Bureau of Mines, University of Arizona, 
Tucson,Arizona, supporting this statement. All recorded 


.	
. production of gold from mines in Maricopa County, Arizona 


can be accounted for from known mines. This is additional 
proof that the mines were operated sometime before the 
year 1900, even before any official records were set up. 
I have talked to three men who have lived in the immediate 
area, at Buckeye, from 70 to 75 years. All of them.were 
small boy.s at the turn of the century, and none know any-. 
thing about the mines. One of them states that he. heard 
one of the mines produced gold ore at values ranging . from 
$800.00 to $1000.00 per ton at the 700 foot level. Another 
said that his grandfather worked at one of the mines for 
a little while before they were shut down, but again the 
dates were not known. One of them also statesthat hewas 
told that Mexicans worked the mines, and tha.t there was a 
legend in the area of a lost gold ledge. Thus, I can give 
no facts of any nature.	 .	 .	 .	 . . 


(d) I. can be reasonably certain of the reserves only on Gold 
Spot No. 1 down to a depth of 60 feet, the depth of the 
shallowest shaft. On this claim, the first one acquired, 
I have run many official and unofficial assays, and checked. 
ore body width in several places. For example, on Gold 
Spot No. 1, the ore vein ranges from one foot in thickness 
to four feet. Overburden is estimated at 15 feet. . Then, 
based upon all measurements taken in shafts, open cuts and 
outcrops, the minimum width is estimated at 1-1/2 feet . with
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•	 an ore depth of 45 feet to a depth of 60 feet--the 
deepest I have examined any of the shafts. The dis-
tance of this type of checking the ore body is more 
than 1,000 'feet. Thus, to a depth of sixty ,eet, the 
reserves on the 1,000 foot section of Gold Spot No.' 1' 
would be., 3,375 tons. It is interesting to note that 
of the' six assays 'run on this' claim, the 'average value 
of gold was $72.70 per ton. However, this sampling. 
cannot be considered representative, as they were taken 


I'	
over a distance of only one hundred feet. Until further 
exploration,work is undertaken, there is'no 'way to esti-
mate overall reserves. '"However, based upon the assays 
taken from the ore body, and from the' old mine dumps, the 
value of the reserves are vry promising. Sampling methods 
used were more or less .spot sampling. The assay reports 
and MapNo. 8 indicate source of samples. Not.enough sec-
tions of the ore body are open for cutting samples across 
the ent,ire face of ore' body. ' 	 .	 :. 


(e) The main ore bo,dy is in the form'.of a quartz vein about 
three feet thick that has partially been altered to hema-
tite. This vein as shown on, Map No. 4 strikes north 65 
degrees east through a gray-granitic host rock. Sevral 
secondary veins (not shown on map)' strike north-northwest-
wards, 'or almost perpendicular to the main ore body. 


,	 These quartz veins are composed primarily of silicon dio'x-
ide (85-95%), with some altered sulphides-mostly to hema-
tite. The gold is in a. free state along 'fractures and in 
the vugs of the quartz, , and range'in size frommicrosocpic 
to that readily seen'by the naked eye.' Accessory minerals 
include silver, lead, copper, bismuth and molybdenum. How-
ever, only the silver appear ,s' to be recoverable' along with 


• the gold.	 .	 ' H .. 


(f) Valuable ore has already been found, but without doing all 
o± most of the proposed exploration, work there is no way 
o'f knowing what kind of a development program, if any; 
should be initiated. Map No. 3 shows the source of the 
samples t.aken for assays as reflected in .the assary reports 
attached. No'sampling was done in "the shafts as"there is 
no timbering and no way way of descent was available to 
obtain ore samples. Most of'the samples were taken from' 
the 1.967' 'exploration' cuts made by the applicant :, and in 
only one or two cases was a sample taken all across the 
ore face. Rather, samples reflected the. ore from the hang-
ing wall, ore body, and foot well.. Other samples were ob-' 
tamed from the tailings dumps' at the mines, and from ore 
outcrops near the mine shafts. Since most of the values 
are microscopic, or at least cannot be seen ,with al4 power 
glass,, samples were taken. from what in my opinion,' would 
as a composite, represent the cross' sectIon' of the ore body.

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Summary 


Interesting gold values are found associated with the quartz-


calcite veins in the main shear zone and in subsidiary and cross-cutting 


structures on the Anozira property, Maricopa County, Arizona, for which 


application has been made to the Office of Minerals Exploration for federal 


exploration assistance. Most of the vein samples that have been assayed 


are from the Gold Spot No. 1 and Golden West No. 2 claims near the 


west end of the property, and show values that range from general 


averages of 1.13 oz/ton and 0.19 oz/ton gold respectively to isolated 


high assays of 6.32 oz./ton and 3i8O oz/ton. Silver values run generally 


below 0.5 oz/ton. These two claims and the assays from them most interest 


the applicant, but little new work has been done on them, and the samples 


and their locations are too poorly delineated for proper evaluation 


of the vein. The applicant proposes a 3-pronged exploration program 


including (1) a geophysical (resistivity) survey, (2) bulldozer stripping 


of colluvium to expose the vein(s), and (3) inclined percussion-type 


shallow hole drilling at 200-foot intervals along the vein(s). The first 


2 proposals are entirely unnecessary at this stage of development of the 


property inasmuch as the veins are fairly well exposed in outcrops and 


in the more than 15 shafts and pits on the property. 


It is recommended that the application be denied without prejudice 


because of the lack of sufficient data by which to evaluate the property / 


and lack of specific targets outlined by the applicant. The geologic 


evidence and the few assay values available, however, suggest that 


consideration might be given, for exploration assistance provided the 


applicant maps the veins and structures in detail and conducts a comprehensive 


an properly documented sampling program. On the basis of the information 


thus developed, the applicant might then propose definite targets to explore.

Introduction 


Application was made to the Federalgovernment for assistance to 


explore for gold and silver on the Gold Spot, Golden West, and 


Golden Eagle claims, Maricopa County, Arizona by Mr. Velter Buchanan 


West on January 19, 1968. The application was assigned ONE Docket 


No. 6691 and was referred to the field for an on site examination by 


Mr. Harold Kirkemo on February 12, 1968. A field examination was made 


by Jacques F. Robertson of the OME staff, Region III, in company 


with the applicant, on February 20, 1968. 


The Gold Spot, Golden West, and Golden Eagle claims, collectively 


called the Anozira gold properties (Arizona spelled backwards) by the 


applicant, are located in the southernmost foothills of the White Tank 


Mountains in the Buckeye NW and Valencia 7-1/2' quadrangles,32 miles 


west of Phoenix. Buckeye is the nearest town, 5 miles to the southeast, 


on U. S. Highway 80 and the Southern Pacific Railroad mian line. The 


valley of the south-flowing Hassayampa River lies 7 miles to west, and 


the fertile, irrigated Buckeye Valley, elongated east-west along the 


Salt River, lies to the south. The property is readily accessible by 


dirt roads and jeep trails from county maintained (Miller and Yuma) 


roads that run north from Buckeye. Topographic relief on the property 


is little more than 300 feet, with the lowest elevation at about 


1,100 feet above sea level. 


The property comprises 10 claims, 7 of which are staked out along 


a shear zone containing a gold-quartz vein that strikes generally N. 65° E. 


The claims from west to east on the vein are Golden West No. 1, Gold 


Spot No. 1, Golden West Nos. 2, 3, and 4 and a 4,250 foot gap in the 


alluviated valley east of which are the Golden Eagle Claims Nos. 1 and 2. 


The first 3 mentioned claims cover the shafts and pits of the abandoned
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Black Hawk mine. Gold Spot claim No. 2 covers a short subsidiary vein 


1,000 feet south of the main shear zone. Golden West claims Nos. 6 and 8 


lie side by side on north-trending parallel shears 1,000 feet north of 


the main shear zone; they comprise in part the abandoned Haines mine. 


The legal description of these claims are recorded with the Maricopa 


County Recorder at Phoenix; book and page numbers are listed in the 


application. Mr. West is the sole owner, though a Mr. Charles Murphy, 


who sold his interest to Mr. West, derives 2-1/2 percent royalty on any 


subsequent production.


History and Production 


There is no record it seems on the mining or production of gold 


from the Black Hawk or Haines mines. Both Federal and Arizona State 


libraries and records have been searched for information concerning these 


properties with no success. Active mining would seem to predate 1900 


at least, as there is not a soul living in the vicinity who has any clear 


knowledge about the mines, according to the applicant; their histories 


may extend back before mid-nineteenth century to early Mexican mining. 


There are 15 or more shafts on the claims, ranging from 60 to a rumored(?) 


700 feet deep, and numerous pits and trenches. None of the shafts 


have been explored or sampled, though most seem to go down on quartz 


veins. The number of shafts and the size of some dumps indicate that 


there must have been some production, but the amount and value is a complete 


mystery. Near the main shaft and dumps of the Haines .mine are the fobtngs 


and ruins of an old mill, indicating that for a time ores were treated 


and gold extracted at the mine. Mr. Charles Murphy of Buckeye, a 


prospector, apparently restaked some claims on this property in the 


late 1940's and dug a few pits, but did not attempt any production.
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Geology 


Seven of the Anozira gold claims are located on a persistent 


shear zone 5 feet thick that strikes generally N. 65° E. and dips 


vertically or nearly so. The shear zone can be traced by prospect 


and mine workings for 14,000 feet, but probably extends considerably 


farther to east and west. The country rock is predominantly coarse 


grained, equigranular biotite quartz diorite gneiss having poorly 


defined mineral orientation; the shear zone consists of altered, highly 


sheared, and brecciated gneiss. Later hornblende diorite and diabasic 


dikes parallel the shear zone, forming one or both walls at many places. 


Crosscutting dioritic dikes at several places probably follow minor 


faults that offset the shear zone slightly. The dikes generally range 


from a few inches to 2 feet thick, but one cross-cutting dike measures 


15 feet thick. 


Gold-bearing, vuggy, limonite-stained quartz-calcite veins occur 


within the shear zone,pinching and swelling along strike and downward, 


and ranging from 6 inches to 5 feet thick. Quartz veins also follow 


the crosscutting dikes and suspected fault structures. Free gold was 


seen in specimens from several pits scattered along the shear zone, 


occurring sparsely as fine-grained granular masses of ttpointstl in vugs 


surrounded by spongy masses of hematite or limonite. The former presence 


of pyrite is indicated by hematite in the oxidized zone pseudomorphous 


after pyrite cubes. No trace of other sulfide minerals was seen, nor 


were there any copper oxide stains in the veins. The applicant reports 


a minor amount of silver. 


It is suspected that the shear zone is either broken by cross-


cutting faults or is in part en echelon, as segments of it strike
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slightly off the general trend. At the east end of the property, 


the strike is N. 700 E., changing to N. 85° E. several hundred feet 


farther west, and at the west end the strike is N. 80° E. Detailed 


mapping should reveal the pattern, as the shear zone is fairly well 


exposed except for a portion buried under shallow valley alluvium. 


Evaluation of assay data 


Assay data provided in the application are too poorly documented 


for proper evaluation. Samp1e'locations are not sufficiently detailed, 


nor are the dimensions and orientations of the samples. Whether samples 


are channel or grab, and whether they consist of vein material, dike, 


or country rock is not clear. The applicant could not accurately 


delineate the samples nor their locations during the visit to the property. 


Most samples were gathered from surface outcrops or from pits and 


shafts a few feet from the surface. At least 4 grab samples were taken 


from mine dumps. Seven samples were taken from the Gold Spot No. 1 


claim and 5 samples were taken from the contiguous Golden West No. 2 


claim. The remaining 11 samples were taken from widely scattered 


places on 7 of the other claims. Casual scanning of the data indicate 


generally low gold and silver assays. Five of the 6 highest assays 


for gold come from the Gold Spot No. 1 claim, and the sixth comes from 


the Golden West No. 2. Sample assays from Gold Spot No. 1 claim are tabulated 


below:

No particular significance can be drawn from the assays listed 


above, for the sampling program seems uncertain at best, and it is not 


known how the samples were taken. Nevertheless, they show gold values 


that should encourage a more extensive and thorough program of sampling.
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Proposed exploration 


The applicant proposes 3 methods of exploration, namely stripping 


of overburden to expose bed rock, a resistivity survey, and percussion 


type test hole drilling. The stripping calls for wholesale removal of 


overburden down to bedrock, at least on the claims at, the west nd 


of the property, to expose the vein continuously; the applicant 	 - 


suggests that the overburden ranges. from 3 to 15 feet thick. Inspection 


of the area indicates that stripping would be entirely unnecessary and 


impractical for exploration at this stage. Overburden is almost absent 


or very thin except at a few intervals. Enough shafts, pits and trenches 


already exist at fairly close intervals to establish the trend of the 


vein and expose its relationships. A few crosscutting trenches through 


overburden to bedrock in the alluviated valley might conceivably be called 


for in a more remote exploration phase. The vein is adequately exposed 


now at the surface in the areas of interest for the owner to conduct a 


comprehensive sampling program. 


The resistivity survey presumably would be used "to evaluate 


the features of the ore strike (vein)." Such a survey would be useful 


only where the vein is buried by a cover of colluvium to locate its 


possible extensions along strike. It is unnecessary, because the shear 


zone and quartz veins in the areas of principal interest are adequately 


defined by the surface exposures. The resistivity survey could in no 


way evaluate the grade of vein material. Investigations of the shear 


zone and veins in the alluviated valley that might employ this technique 


should properly be deferred until the vein, where presently exposed, 


has been evaluated by standard sampling	 tedir.es
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Shallow test hole drilling is envisioned by the applicant all 


along the principal vein at 200 foot intervals. The holes would be 


inclined to intersect the vein at approximately 50 feet of depth. 


More closely spaced and deeper holes could be planned according to the 


applicant, in those intervals showing significantly higher gold values. 


The applicant proposes to drill percussion type holes and catch dust 


samples at each foot of depth. The vein, he suggests, could be 


easily recognized and bracketed with drill holes by the iron oxide staining 


that would be encountered on both walls of the vein. 


A drilling program might be feasible after intensive sampling of 


the vein has been carried out by the applicant on the presently exposed 


surface outcrops, in the shafts, and in other accessible workings. 


The sampling program would focus attention on the area or areas along 


the vein that show the most promise of developing streaks or pockets 


of gold ore, so that drilling might be concentrated inthe most promising 


areas rather than dissipated on barren ground. A definite target area 


should be outlined on this basis and specific drill holes proposed. 


Percussion-type drilling, as proposed by Mr. West, has merit 


for relatively shallow holes from the standpoint of speed and low cost. 


A critical review of this part of his proposal, however, is indicated. 


Mr. West describes 50 feet as the optimum length of an inclined hole 


to test the mineralized vein. A more realistic length of hole would 


be 80 feet. The hole should explore the vein at least 50 feet below 


the surface and penetrate the entire thickness of the enclosing shear 


zone. This requires a hole 70 feet long at an inclination of 60° 


or an 80-foot hole at an inclination of 45°.
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Mr. West proposes a drilling rate of 1,500 to 2,000 feet in an 


8-hour period, which is a gross overestimate. Fifty feet per day 


is considered a maximum rate of dryhole drilling in material such as 


the granitic gneiss. At this rate, a monthly total would probably 


run no more than 1,000 feet with the drill operating continuously 8 


hours a day, 5 days a week. 


Mr. West would like to rent, on a monthly basis, a self-propelled 


air-tract percussion-type drill with a 600 CFM compressor and operator. 


Monthly drilling costs from figures supplied by Mr. West would be 


roughly as follows: 


Rental of drill machine and equipment-----------------$1,600.00 


Drill steel and bits (guess)--------------------------300.00 


Operator @ $4.00 per hour------------------------------640.00 


3 helpers @ $2. 50/hr.. each-----------------------------1,200.00 


Bulldozer (4 days @ $20/hr. estimated)-----------------640.00 


$4,380.00 


At best, then, the cost per foot of drilling would be $4.38. 


Costs for casing, setting up, and down time for repairs have not 


- been included, but could boost this figure substantially, although 


it would still compare favorably with the diamond drilling costs 


of $10 or $12 per foot. Mr. West should reevaluate his drilling 


proposal, especially total footage, in light of the above observations. 


Mr. West suggests that he would sample the gold-bearing rocks 


in the shear zone by catching the dust and cuttings from the drilling 


operation at each foot of depth. With properly designed equipment
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and the use of compressed air jets, the collecting of cuttings and 


dust has been shown to be a reliable means of sampling (Gordon, Withington, 


and Dow, 1953) with recoveries of up to 96 percent. If the shear zone 


can be recognized visually by the cuttings, by their change in color, 


mineral content, and other physical characteristics, assays of samples 


collected could be reserved mainly for the mineralized interval in each 


drill hole. Mr. West has considerable experience in the beneficiation 


of flake mica by air separation, which he believes he can apply to this 


problem. No cost figures were provided by Mr. West for a sample catching 


device nor fox the bagging and handling of samples. A suitable collector 


might possibly be devised for $300 to $400. 


Conclusions and Recommendations 


The Anozira property has a provocative geologic setting and some 


.........................:------------
interesting gold assays. Data, however, are insufficient to evaluate 


the distribution of ore-grade material, and thus to narrow the target 


areas of possible gold ore, and to determine the best program for 


exploration. The property includes 10 claims staked on well defined 


shear zones; the main shear zone persists for over 14,000 feet along 


strike on the surface. Gold-bearing quartz-calcite veins 6 inches to 


5 feet thick occupy the shear zones. More than 15 shafts and pits ante-


dating 1900 are scattered over the claims indicating that prospecting 


has been intense.

'The proper manner of taking 


channel samples was explained as well as the need for accurate descriptions 


of each sample, such as width and, length of channel, kind of material, 


location, and orientation, 'plus a location map. The veins should 


be thoroughly, sampled at close intervals where exposed at the surface 


and in the pits and shafts that can be reached.. Where existing workings 


or outcrops are far apart some bulldozer trenching across the veins' Is 


advisable to obtain more representative sampling. Much of the work 


related to preliminary sampling should be under the direction of a 
Wholesale 


competent geologist or mining engineer. '/: : exposure' of the vein 
by bulldozing is not considered necessary at £his' time to evaluate'

A geophysical survey of the main shear'zone is considered unnecessary 


as the structure is adequately exposed for mapirrg and no more specific 


information about the vein would be developed by that means.
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The exploration drilling program offered in the application is 


not specific enough; not enough mapping and sampling has been done 


to suggest. specific targets. Percussion-type drilling of inclined 


holes to explore the veins and shear structures to a depth of 50 feet 


below the surface would seem to be feasible and economical. For holes 


more than 200 feet long, however, wireline diamond drill holes would 


be necessary. The applicant considers that a collector for dust and 


cuttings at the collar of the hole could be designed or adapted for 


the exploration drilling, and samples could be taken almost continuously 


at 1 foot intervals. This sort of drilling and sample taking has been 


used successfully by mining companies, and by the U.S.G.S. on the 


Colorado Plateau. 


The applicant does not have exploration costs sufficiently 


documented. Because he would have to reconsider his exploration 


proposals on the basis of the above recommendations, however, the 


whole subject of costs would have to be revised anyway. The applicant 


was informed that he would have to furnish some bid estimates from 


drilling contractors to substantiate his drilling cost estimates if 


he returns with more specific propesals. 


It is recommended that the exploration loan be denied without 


prejudice because of insufficient information on the gold-bearing 


veins and lack of a specific target proposed by the applicant. 


Consideration could be given to a new proposal offered by the 


applicant if as a minimum he maps the property in detail and completes 


a comprehensive sampling program. He should also outline specific 


target areas based on the sampling program and give complete tabulation 


of the costs of the proposed exploration.

In compliance with your letter of January 31, 1968, and Mr. Kirkemo's 
letter of February 12, 1968, I am attaching hereto the bids requested 
on the subject application for financial assistance. 


I feel that it is necessary to make certain comments about each of 
the bids received as some of them are so unreasonable that no prudent 
operator could consider them. 


The bids received are listed as follows: 


C & F Equipment Company, bulldozer work. 
Pre-Cast Manufacturing Company, drilling test holes with 


percussion drill. 
Glen L. Beardsley, drilling and use of backhole instead 


of bulldozer. 


The bulldozer bid from C & F Equipment Company is not so far out of 
line with a reasonable bid other than he 1as not included leveling 
drill sites for the drilling program. Ths he cannot of course 
know until we specify the locations. Thus, the cost of their work 
will be in the final analysis ôlose to twice our estimate with the 
rental of a bulldozer on a monthly'basis. 


The Pre-Cast Manufacturing Company bid for drilling may be normal 
for contractors furnishing everything, but in 1963 I contracted with 
another company the drilling of 3,500 feet of hole in the White Tanks 
Mountains, where these claims are located, at $1.00 per . foot, using 
exactly the same equipment. Also, the contractor drilled from 400 
to 500 feet of hole per day, on holes ranging in depth from 50 feet 
t.o 150 feet. The method of equipment rental I propose will be less 
than 50% of the bid as received.

The bid from Mr. Beardsley is not at all adequate in any manner. 
He proposes to use a wagon drill that normally drills no more than 
50 feet in depth. Angle drilling Of some holes must be at least 
to a depth of 75 feet. If requirements are such that a hole needs 
to be drilled deeper, his equipment would not be adequate. Also, 
he.recommends the use of a front end loader and back hole for pre-
paring drill sites, grading roads, and exploration to remove the 
overburden in the area of rich mineralization. Anyone who has done 
much work in the area of the Arizona pre-Cambrian shield area, knows 
that not less than an equivalent' to a D-8 dozer will , get the job 
done. With a D-8 I can move more material in one day than he can 
with his back hoe-loader in two to three days. Further, he bids 
on1z $392. 00 to locate the ore vein. Covered with overburden as 
'much of it is, I would like to get a patent on his process. His 
bid is worhtless.

Thank you for your letter of January 31, 1968, relative to the captioned 
loan application. 


Attached are five copies of Lien and Subordination Agreements signed by 
Charles Mirphy, as requested by ou. 


Since Phoenix, Arizona is not convenient to the active mining areas of 
the State, there are not very many full time mining contractors in the area. 
Thus, btds from contractors doing bulldozer work, and test hole drilling-
other than core drilling-may be a little slow in being received as I may have 
to obtain bids from contractors from 150 to 250 miles away. This will of 
necessity, make the bide higher than I would prefer. However, just as soon 
as they are received I will send them on to you via air mail. 


You asked for. rnv coiments on your observations on the initial phases of 
the exploration work. I will list in numbered sequence the order in which I 
believe the work should be undertaken. 


1. Please refer to Map No. 5 of the loan application. The section on the 
map marked in blue along the ore strike is an ideal spot to remove the 
overburden to the top of the ore with a bulldozer. The assay reports 
under Section 3(d) show many high grade gold values, the best being 
$221.20 per ton. By being able to check the values a5 well as the 
width of the ore body over this distance will be extremely valuabe 
and necesaanvto plan a development program. (Development would be 
by going underground on an inclined tunnel.) I know of no other way 
one could possibly evaluate 1,000 feet of the ore strike at such a 
low cost. 


2. It is urziersitood an ore vein system such as this does not run in a 
straight line across the country. Visual observation indicates the 
vein offs ets in three or four places along the distance of the clain 
from 10 feet to at least 100 feet. Thus, before we can evaluate the 
ore system b drilling we must know where it is located. Since the 
ore is a quartz dike I have been advised by geophysicists that the 
only way the ore vein, since it is quartz, cannot be accurately de-
lineated other than by a resistivity survey. Also, based upon my 
experience any other method of locating the ore body would be far 
more expensive. Assay values indicate this work should be done.







. 


3. The reason I propose to test the ore vein along the entire length of 
the claims is that the cost of moving equipment to the location, and 
test only 25% to 50% of the high value areas indicated, will cost 
almost as much as testing all of the vein system. Certainly, if we 
find a section of the quartz dike of mn-commercial value, I would 
move to another area as ar r prudent operator would do. An additions].. 
reason for wanting to test most of the ore strikes outlined, is that 
the east-west ore strike, and the north-south veim are exactl y the 
same type of ore, excepting the north-south trends show a higher 
silver content. 


4. The geologists believe the east-west system is one continuous dike, 
with the center area covered b7 valley fill. Overburden covers much 
of the north-south veine but the geologists believe the two systems 
intersect. Such intersectione have very interesting possibilities. 


5. I am of the opinion that work on Gold Spot No. 2, the north-south 
work on Golden West No. 4, and the work on Golden West No. 8,hould 
be held in abeyance until I am certain of the commercial value of 
the other claims. In any case however, it has been my opinion from 
the first that if I hit some high value areas of substantial tonnage 
in the early stages of exploration, I would want to coneider stopping 
any further exploration work and begin spending mone7 for development. 


I hope I have been able to explain to you my reasone wh7 I think it 
is a sound busi ness judgement to evaluate most of the ore vein system 
b7 the proposed exploration work. Further, one of the laboratories 
believe the values to be from. a hydrothermal vein, the most desirable 
type of ore, and that high value spots may occur in many places. 
To support such an opinion, the former owner of the claims has a 
piece of ore from an unknown depth of one of the old shafts that would 
assay from 750.0O to l,O00 per ton.
