Underground workings were not
accessible and no surface exposures of significant mineralized material
were observed during the examination.

the two narrow quartz veins is estimated to be only 500 tons of hand-

sorted ore, and indications are that little or no ore reserves remain.

Under these circumstances, the examiner concluded that there was less
than a fair chance of discovering any significant ore reserves with the
proposed work and recommended that the application be denied.

Summary

The Wiscombe Southern Painting Company applied for federal
assistance to explore for gold and silver on the Steppe Mine property
near Sells, Ariéona on March 29, 1969. The applicant proposed to
conduct a diamond core drilling program from the surface to find
extensions of known ore shoots within two quartz veins at a cost
of $39,844.00. The application was referred to the field andsan
examination was made by Philip B. Mudgett on October 29, 1969.

The eight unpatented lode claims comprising the property are
situated in the Cobabi Mining District on the Papago Indian
Reservation in Pima County, Arizona. They are held under lease
by the applicant with option to buy from the owner, Arthur J. Steppe,
Jr. of Phoenix, Arizona.

The mine workings on both veins are nearly filled with ground
water and are, therefore, inaccessible. Entrance may be made
through two, two-compartment shafts 300 feet and 127 feet deep
inclined at 70° and 85° to the northeast, respectively. Other
development includes a small amount of drifting and stoping on
each vein.

Total mineral production from the property consists of about
500 téns of hand-sorted ore produced during the period 1917 to 1930.
Within the district, gold, silver, lead and copper is found in
narrow quartz veins in‘Late Cretaceous andesite. Block faulting

provided channels for felsitic dikes and the quartz veins. The

veins appear to be due to fissure filling and there is no geological
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reason to expect a greater average thickness at depth. Secondary
enrichment haé not appreciably increased ore values. Previous
attempts to mine the veins have been unsuccessful because they
are narrow and low grade.

Single ore shoots in each vein on the property contained
argentiferous galena, chalcocite and chalcopyrite, but anticipated
reserves appeér to have been mined out.

Competitive bidding could lower the cost of the proposed
drilling program by $4,500.00, although it should be revised go
search for new ore shoots. However, geological evidence indicates
that it is unlikely that a minable ore body of desirable grade
and thickness would be encountered. Therefore, denial of the

application is recommended.

Introduction

In his memorandum of April 18, 1969, the Chief, Office of

Location and Accessibility

The Steppe Mine is located about 9 airline miles northwest
from Sells, Arizona, on the Papago Indian Reservation in section 26,
T. 16 S., R. 4 E., Gila and Salt River Meridian, Pima County,
Atizona. It is also within the southwestern part of the Cobabi
Mining District.

The mine is easily reached from Tucson, Arizona, over paved
State Highway 86 westerly through Sells for a total distance of
65.5 miles and thence northeasterly 7.6 miles over a dirt road
to the Little Mary shaft and headframe on the Steppe Mine property.
A wooden sign reading ''Steppe Mine" is located at the junction

History and Production

From available but meager historical accounts, it appears
that Mexicans engaged in the earliest mining activity on the property
prior to 1900 which resulted in little, if any, mineral production.
Incomplete smelter receipt tabulations submitted by the applicant
company tend to support its estimate of the total production of
500 tons of handsorted ore containing 0.40 oz. gold, 30.0 oz.
silver, 30.0% lead and 107 copper per ton from the property.
The U. S. Bureau of Mines Minerals Yearbook indicates a very small
annual production of mostly hand-sorted ore plus a few tons of
concentrates commencing in 1917 and continuing into 1929. No

production for the property is indicated thereafter but production
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for the entire Cobabi Mining District from 1930 to 1951 adds up
to only 3,510 tons having a value of $57,579.00. The author
estimates that total production of all metals for the district
does not exceed $150,000.00 in value.

The property is comprised of eight unpatented lode mining
claims (figure 1) leased by the applicant company with option to
purchase from the owner Arthur J. Steppe, Jr. of Phoenix, Arizona.
Although the inclusion of five copies of a lien and subordination
agreement is indicated in the application, none are present in
the field office file.

Development

Access to the underground workings in the two veins on the
property is through a two compartment inclined shaft following
the vein in each instance (figure 1). However, water at 70 feet
in both the 300 foot deep Little Mary shaft and the 127 foot-deep
Big Vein shaft prevents access to any of the few drifts and stopes
known to éxist. No maps are available but o0ld reports indicate
that total drifting is limited to about 200 feet on the 80 foot
level of the Little Mary shaft with a single stope 124 feet long
extending about 70 feet above and possibly 40 feet below the level.
Also, several partially filled open cuts along the outcrop of
the Big Vein indicates the presence of some drifting and stoping
from the Big Véin shaft.

Surface facilities at the Little Mary shaft consist of a

Geologic setting

The Steppe Mine property lies near the western base of the
northwest trending Comobabi Mountains in an area of moderate
relief.

The property contains two quartz veins about 500 feet apart,
in Pacacho andesite (figure 1). The western vein is from 1 foot
to 3-1/2 feet in width, strikes about N. 25° W. and dips 70° to the
northeast. Its outcrop is exposed for about 150 feet a short
distance northwest from the Little Mary shaft. The eastern vein
is from 3 feet to as much as 5 feet wide, strikes N. 15° W. and
dips about 85° to the northeast.

According
to Bureau of Indian Affairs information, the western vein centains
one mined-out stope which éxtended fof about 124 feet along the

80 foot level. It was stoped to the surface for about
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50 feet along the strike of the vein and below the 80 foot level
for an estimated 40 feet. Both faces of the level are in barren
rock where the vein has been cut by an oblique angle fault of
small displacement. No attempt has been made to find the offset
segments of the vein. The mineralization occurzéd in the form
of argentiferous galena, chalcocite and chalcopyrite accompanied
by small amounts of free gold. The ore from this stope piobably
accounts for more than 50% of the estimated 500 tons of hand-sorted
ore produced from both veins.

From the size and number of several partially-filled openings
along the outcrop of the eastern vein, it appears that a somewhat
smaller stope has been mined out to a lesser depth through the
Big Vein shaft.

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Visible evidence of stoping on the eastern vein. suggests
that the reserves described in this vein by Merriam have also

The above itemized costs are reasonable with the exception
of that for diamond drilling. Competitive bidding would probably
reduce the cost of inclined AX size wireline core drilling from

the estimated $10.00 per foot to about $8.50 per foot. This price
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decrease would lower the drilling cost to $25,500 and the total

project cost tc $35,344.00.

Conclusions and recommendations

" The proposed drilling program is based upon "surface showings"
and reserves described in a 1925 repért by W. W. Merriam. Information
acquired from the Bureau of Indian Affairs shows these reserves
on tﬁe Little Mary vein to have been mined out. Also, those reserves
attributed to the Big Vein-or eastern vein appear to have been
extracted in subsequent stoping operations. The drilling program
should, therefore, have been designed to search for new ore shoots.
However, presuming that a revised program could possibiy disclose
the presence of additiénal ore shoots, the geological evidence |
suggests that their size and mineral value would not be any more
substantial than these already mined. This view is particularly
reflected by the small production records.achieved by both the
property and the involved mining district over a period of many yeérs.
Accordingly, it is reasonably evident that the geological prbbability

of making a significant ore discovery on the property is not sufficient
