Albemarle Lead Corporation, 
Mine 3 miles southeast of Nipton, California 


Request is for an exploration loan of 15,000 to 35,000, 
the Government putting up o%, to explore the property for lead-
silver; plus 300 for trerfing a fluorspar vein. 


There is a shaft 110 ft. deep on the lead-silver part of 
the property, with drift workings at 3 levels reported to total 200 
feet. Mine was opened in 1905 by prospectors who 0 discovered silver and 
explored in a crude way for the	 Applicant reports some lead min-
ing in the first world war (of which there is no recognizable 'record in 
Mineral Resources) and 30,000 worth of lead and silver produced 'about 
l9Lj.O" (total production of the district including this mine, 1938-L1.3 
inclusive, was ].L.00 lbs. of lead and 2,652 oz. of silver, according to 
Minerals Yearbook). Applicant reports that samples from the dump of 
the shaft assay	 oz. silver, 6% lead. 


The vein has never been found, and the applicant states that 
0the present shaft is obviously in the exact opposite direction from 
which it should have been started'. Applicant proposes to find the 
vein by random diamond drilling. AppliQation is very amateurish as to 
almost complete lack of description of geology and ore occurrence, and 
as to proposed plan of exploration. 


The prospect is in an area covered by an unpublished report 
of D. F. Hewett of the U. G. Geological Survey. It is in an area of 
pre-Cambrian granite, gneiss and schist which the report describes as 
being unfavorable for lead occurrence, although there are numerous 
occurrences in limestone in the general area, attesting a wide distri-
butior of lead. 


The fluorspar is little more than mentioned as a vein on 
which applicant would like to do 30O worth of trenohing.

Because of the lack of any evidence presented of a 
siiificant occurrence of lead, and because of the unfavorable 
geologic environment, it is recommended that the exploration loan 
be denied and that the attached letter be sent to applicant. Fluor-
spar is included in the denial because of meagerness of evidence 
presented concerning its occurrence and the insiiifioezit explora-
tion proposed on it.

We have applied fox an exploration loan primarily because we have 
reason to believe that strategic and rare minerals may be on our 
propert' • To strengthen our application, we have known va.lues of 


-.	 lead and fluorspar. 


We do not know how to go after beryl, cobalt, columbium, nickel, 
tin, etc. Of course many of the metals will not be found there, 
such as tin and nickel, for example. But if they were there we 
would not know it. It is a valuable set of mining claima in 
particular, every assay is very high in silver. 


We have been in contact with two users of fluorspar and because we 
are close in to Fontana and Torrance are certain we could sel]. all. 
the fluorspar at a profit. We look to the fluorspar to provide 
the money necessary for a careful development of the entire twelve 
clains. It may be that the first item to be taken up, if the 
Government is willing to help us, would be to determine the extent 
of the fluorspar vein. I don't know whether this would come under 
your division or not.

There are three reasons why the exploration should uncover 
commercial ore bodies: 


(1) The present shaft on lbermarle #1 has produced about 
30,0O0 in lead and silver despite the fact that the 
kaft is 90 degrees wrong. 


(2) The dumps assay high in both lead and silver. 


(3) The very rich mineralization of the area covered by 
the claims. 


No proposed opening is presented because the proper place for 
such opening should be determined through core drilling. It 
is possible that even a cursory e,emination would indicate 
attempting to find a continuous vein on one of the outcroppings 
would be advisable. 


The property was purchased in the first place because it had 
been a producer in recent years. 


A wmber of assays were made by the corporation 
which were high in lead and very high in silver.

Like all of the others, 
they had found lead and with the price of lead up, 
mined and sold some. With the war over, lead dropped 
back to five cents a pound and they left, Nothing 
more was done until 1942 and a second World War was 
being fought.

About three miles from the Albermarle claims is the 
little town of Nipton, on the Main Line of the Union 
Pacific Railroad. A coal miner from Wales named Harry 
Trehearn settled in Nipton and in time became its most 
important figure, head of the schoolboard, the U. S. 
Mail contractor and distributor, Justice of the Peace, 
owner of the Nipton nercantile . company, gas station, 
hotel, cottages and controlled the lives of all who 
lived there and worked in the neighborhood. All of 
them got into debt to him, sooner or later, and that 
included many miners in the district who purchased 
supplies, powder and tools.

I). Breeze, Resident Agent, 109 So. Third Street, 
Las Vegas, Navada. 


(b) The territory around, in a strip about thirty by 
fifty miles, running from northwest to southeast 
is highly mineralized.
