The exsmining geologists do not recommend the granting
of a production loan because no ore is blocked out. In evaluating
the property from the standpoint of an exploration loan, the exam-
ining geologists concluded that & $5,000 exploration program might
be expectsed to develop 1,050 tons of ore containing 3% lead and
15 os. of silver per ton, which could be hand sorted to double the
grade. The applicant, however, was little interested in an
exploration loan.

- Attached is the application submitted by W. R. Leedom of
Chinese Camp, California for a loen of $36,%65 to develop the New
Ilammoth mines in Tuolumne County,California.

The property,. Whlch has not been operated for 37 years, is
practically undeveloped 'and will require road construction, power
installation, end construction of a mill besides erection of head-
frames and sinking of two shafts and driving two drifts. Some equip-
ment will have to be purchased or rented, but most of the necessary
equipment is owned by the applicant and will be moved in.

The applicant proposes to develop'three-veins--the liammoth,
the Oro Grande, and the Miracle. Estimated reserves in these three
veins according to the applicant ore:

Mammoth vein - 14,532 tons proven ore and 6,666 tons indicated
ore averaging L.5% Pb and 25 oz. Ag.
Oro Grende vein - 3,55, tons indicated ore averaging L.5% Pb
and 25 oz. 4g.
iMiracle vein - 8,888 tons inferred ore averaging 3.5% Pb and
16 11 oz. Age.

There also are minor gold, copper, end zinc values.
The applicent gives no basis for the above estimates. Assay
