I have been making application for a loan from the Gcvernxnent since 
The Defense Mineral Act of Congress last September 8. I went to San Francisco 
January 12, 1951 and had a talk with Mr. )A. C. Miller, Reg. Director, U.S. 
Bureau of Mines. He told me how to make application and on January 15 I made 
application to Dr. Boyd Defense Minerals Administrator, Washington, for a loan 
of $500,000 to replace mills I lost in 1942 by action of the Draft Board and 
executive order I-208. I wanted the replacement in Placer County instead of 
Tulare County when the mills were taken from me one was an Amalgamation iiill 
for gold and the other was a concentrating mill for tungsten. Both mills 
were operated several years at the start of World War II by subleases. I had 
a blanket lease on a half-section. My blanket lease proved invalid for two 
reasons: account the July 17, 1914 act of Congress and the fact the English 
Keys Mineral Patent was on the half section I had under lease. These mills 
had produced several tons of tungsten concentrates and over $600,000 in gold 
during the process of development and when the mills were closed down by 
action of the Draft Board and L-208, we had over 200 feet of crosscut and 
400 feet of drift. I had a laboratory test on this area and the laboratory 
showed tungsten, Tantalum and Gold besides , these a two rare earth mineral 
Monazjte and silicate also oxide of Zircon''o the ore is actually worth over 
$1,000 per ton. The occurrence of these minerals is an almost duplicate of 
your Alaska Juneau. They occur in the Øam,,,* atJal of a B1cia. The gold 
is extremely coarse. None will go through a 70-mesh screen and we lost the 
gold in milling the tungsten which is scheelite, and the Tantalum and Garnet 
were discarded. 


On March 11th my January 15th application was turned down for not 
having any ore developed. I wrote Congressman Clair Engle and since April 
5 he succeeded in making some changes in the Defense Minerals Administration 
and May 6 I received a letter from the New Administrator. I renewed my January 
15 application, and wrote Clair Engle if the money did not come in a few days 
I was going to put the whole mess in a Federal Court. 	 The Government was at

fault for closing me down in 1942, and the Interior Department was at fault 
for the irxalid].èase If it had been an oil lease I could collect the price 
of oil in tanks and in pipe lines as a measure of damages. Both an oil lease 
and a metalic mineral lease are regarded by the Courts as a contract for labor 
of production, and I believe I can collect damages enough to replace my mills.. 


These deposits occur in one broad lod•e 7 miles wide and 15 miles long, 
and can be worked with power shovel. The (7Sai material is Calcium Carbonate 
and altered ar or clay. The reason I wanted the mills in Placer County was 
to mill Chfo.rui.,'u. and Asbestos arid Quartz crystals. I will buy a mill site near 
Auburn ifact h' City of Auburn is sitting right on top of Serpentine Pegmatite 
that bring in Quartz crystals but they will have to be worked mine fashion by 
shaft. Bt the Crone and Asbestos is worked from the surface. But if I use the 
Tulare County ore I could pay the loan off in less than a year. If I don't heai 
favorably from my application I would like back±ng to get this in the Courts 
and get the ball to rolling.

Dear Mr. Boyd: 


I am making application for a government loan under the Defense 
Production Act of Congress of 1950. I had written seven letters - two 
to the President on June 19, 1950 and July 31, 195 0 , and one to the Secre-
tary of the Interior on October 1 3, 1950. All these letters were 
answered on November 7th by Mr. J. H. I-edges, Chief of Minerals, 
Division of the Department of the Interior, Bureau of Mines, -who I 
give as reference. Previously I had on Sept. B, 19-O sent information 
consisting of assays and laboratory reports to Mr. Charles U. Merrill 
Chief of the Base Metals Branch of the United States Bureau of 
Mines. I also give him as reference. 	 on January 12th I had a 
verbal discussion with the Engineer in charge of the Reconstruction 
Finance Corp., Regional office, 13 0 Sutter Street, San Francisco, 
and Mr. H. C. Miller, Regional Director of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, 
Room 14l5 Appraisers Building, San Francisco, Calif. 


The deposits of mineral we discussed are in the White River Mining 
District, Tulare County, California, and are a part of the U.S. Geo-
logical Surveys White River Quadrangle. They also reported in 1921 these 
pitmatites as containing l7 potash as one of the minerals.these 
igneous rocks contain.	 These pigmatites also bring in several metalic 
minerals - schelite tungsten, tantalum, and monagite thorium, a fissable 
mineral. Monagite isVëfiimi1ar to schelite and are about the same 
specific gravity, 5- for monagite and 6 for schelite. And besides the 
minerals mentioned the pematites also bring in silicate of zircwTi___ 
as well as the oxide. 


This is all the tests I have made while doing scientific prospecting 
under the direction of geologic engineers and U.S. engineers since 1931. 
These minerals occur in the cementing material which is calcium car-
bonate and altered spar or clay, and was pushed up from the bowels 
of the earth by volcanic action and these conglomerates can be mined 
by power shovel in an open pit. I would welcome an experienced United 
States Engineer and a geological engineer to examine the property as 
these pigmatites and conglomerates extend over the whole of the White 
River Q,uadranle of the geologic survey. 


The pigmatites also brought in gold which occurs in large pieces.Of 
coarse the tungsten and tantalum will predominate in volume but the 
gold will be saved as a by product.On the southwest quarter of section 27, 
Township 2k, Range 29, where the government has both estates surface and 
mineral there is a large mountain and I want to build the mill on the 
side of this mountain so I will have gravity feed for my crushing machine, 
as well as the gravity concentrates. 	 In my letter of October 13 I asked

permission of the Secretary of the Interior to use water from the 
Central Valley Irrigation Project which empties into White River 
near where I want the mill. There are roads all ready built from 
the ore deposits to the mill site. There is also state and county 
roads leading to railroad stations of Ducore and Porterville, Tulare 
County, California, which is 28 miles northwest from the mill site. 
Also a road leading to Bakersfield approximately 60 miles southwest 
from the mill site.	 I made a rough estimate of $500,000 to erect 
a mill to save all the minerals, The pigmatites will produce and 
I believe I can repay the loan six months after the mill gets in 
operation. I have engineers and mechanics to build the mill and can 
use older men tooperate. Will need the money for payrolls and buying 
the necessary machinery, power shovels and trucks. I have the 
Southern California Edison electric power right on the job. I intend 
to operate from Auburn, Placer County, because there are several 
pigmatites deposits in Placer County that were formed by serpentine 
and the pigmatites in Tulare County were formed from elorite granite. 
I have not had the chance to see if the Placer County brought in any 
other metal besides gold or not but there are sulphides that can be 
anything.
