workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of 6 ----------------------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The 'difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusionof the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase rice, 'órjtal value, as 
the case may be, annexed to each.

7. Title to and disposition of pros. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipmen , or other items costing more thafl $50, 
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable aost of the project. 	 - 


9 Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. - 


11. Participation by the Government. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator ------ -9Q.. percent of the sum of such costs incurred; Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-

12.. Accounts and audits. The' Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
;/ inspect and audit at any time The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 


certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
JI records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract.shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Goveinnent a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is , fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half 
- ( 1 1/2) percent.	 . 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) per-
cent, plus one-half ('/2) percent additional for each full fifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollas ($8.00) per ton of ore, but 
not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which is the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article is not to be 
construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery or 
development. 


15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the' contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the

We have no copy of the cited lease in oi files and are 
under the impression that if we ever had a cow of the lease it 
may be in the folders which we loaned to Mr. Hull ecetims ago and 
'which to date have not been. returned, 


In the final report on th. fled Mountain Asbestos Deposit 
by Edgar H. Bailey, Geoiogist U. S. Geological Sur'vsj, datd 
April 1, 1952, there is a map (figure 1) on 'which is dra a dotted 
line, identified as the e!LiiLt of area reconeitered by Philip Carey 
Kfg. Co. geologists in seaxh for serpentine maasee. W Aprently, 
it is this area of approximately ito..i5o square riles that was eon-
sidered by Philip Care7 Company as ccrning wxler their lease, of 
'which the fourteen cited claim. were a part. 


We hmve no knowledge of how orough the Company geologists 
and tranaitm recomai,ssgnced the area., Mr. Bailey, due to the tact 
that moat of the area is devoid of favorable indications for asbestos, 
aould have, perhaps, looked over the area in about two ran.. ueeks time 
and he could 1ave looked at the rk done as being ridiculous. It is 
appreciated, however, that the Philip Carey geologist wee entirely 
unfamiliar with California geology and was, perhaps, over cautious 
not to overlook anything, so that he naturally spent more tire on re-
ooaiaieaance of the area than would have been spent by a Geological 
Survey geologist, more fariliar with California geologr. 


My decision, therefore, is that the ots incurred under 
Contract Idm452 are reaeonable" within the meaning of Article 10 
of the contract.

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Summary 


The Red Mountain asbestos deposit in sec. ), T. 25 N., R. 1? W. 
in the south-central part of Trinity County, California, and an area of 
several score of square miles about it, was explored by the Philip 
Carey Manufacturing Company under DMA contract 1dm E52 between August 
15, 1951 and October 15, 19S1. The contract was terminated on December 31, 1951 
with no commercial 4eposit of asbestos having been found. 


Location 


The Red Mountain asbestos deposit is in sec. 33, T. 25 N., 
EL 12 W. in the Mad River Mining District in the south-central part of 
Trinity County, California. The main occurrences of asbestos lie close 
to the top of a northerly-trending ridge at an altitude of about )4,200 
feet, according to the U. S. Geological Survey topographic map of the 
Hoaglin quadrangle. The ridge is one of the minor divides in the rugged 
nd highly dissected Northern Coast Range Province. The area is very 
sparsely settled,but the main deposit can be reached by automobile from 
Covelo by travelling northward about 30 miles over a narrow dirt road. 
A County Road is followed from Cove]D to a point on, the North Fork of 
the Eel River where a private road branches to the Travis Ranch, which 
is shown on the quadrangle map • This steep: road is followed to the 
Ranch, and about two miles beyond it is the deposit. During the winter 
period of rain and snow, it is doubtful if the deposit could be reached 
without considerable difficulty even in a four-wheel drive vehicle. 
The North Western Pacific Railroad passes within JJ1. airline miles of the 
deposit, but the nearest rail station by road is at Dos RLos, )45 miles 
to the southeast.


History and Ownership 


The asbestos deposit lies in a block of 15 claims located by 
the owners, G. L. Carrico and B. L. Cpdding, in 19)49. In the aummer 
of 19)49 and 1950 thefdid surface explàratory work consisting of bufl-
dozing and trenching in what appeared to be the better parts of the 
deposit. The Philip Carey Manufacturiñg-:Company negotiated a lease 
and option agreement with the owners in April 1951, and obtained 
on July 31, 195]. a DMA. exploration contract (E52) directly from Washington 
without referral to the field team for an examination. The Philip 
Carey Manufacturing Company began a geologic reconnaissance of a large 
area about the previously explored deposits on August 15, 1951 and 
completed this work by °ctober 15, 1951. On November 1, 1951, the 
deposit was visited by R. F. Johnson and E. H. Bailey of the Geological 
Survey. No further work was done under the contract prior to its 
termination on December 31, 1951.
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Geology 


The geology of this part of the Coast Ranges in unmapped, but 
hasty observations indicate all the rocks in the area are a part of the 
heterogenous Franciscan groups of probable Jurassic age or are slightly 
younger ultramafic intrusive rocks • The Franciscan group consists 
chiefly of greywacke, shale, and altered mafic lavas generafly termed 
greenstones; all of these rocks are folded so that the bedding corrnnonly 
strikes northwestward and the dips are generally steep. Probably north-
northwesterly trending faults with a large componant of horizontal 
offset are responsible for the prominent trend of the major drainage 
pattern in the are a. 


The asbestos occurs only in the intrusive masses of ultrainafic 
rocks, so only these will be dis cussed further. The ultramafic rocks 
vary in original composition from dunite, containing largely olivine, 
through peridotite to pyroxenite, which consists chiefly of pyroxene. 
The boundaries between rocks are gradational, and a single intrusive 
mass may contain several varieties. These masses of ultramafic rocks, 
like most other similar masses in the Coast Ranges, are largely converted 
to sprpentine, a hydrous magnesium silicate, and are cut by veinlets 
of chrysotile asbestos of similar composition. The pyroxene is more 
resistive to this hydration than is the olivine, so not uncommonly 
pyroxene-rich portions of an intrusive are less thoroughly hydrated than 
are the olivine-rich parts of the same intrusive body. 


The largest intrusive mass in the area reconnoitered by the 
Philip Carey Manufacturing Company geologis ts is that which contains the 
best asbestos showings at the Red Mountain deposit. This mass is an 
elongate intrusive measuring about ) miles in a north-northwesterly 
direction, and it is about a mile wide on Red Mountain near its northern 
end. The Red Mountain deposit is not on Red Mountain, but is about 2 
miles south, where the intrusive mass is only about 1/14 of a mile 
wide • All the other serpentine masses in the area are quite small as 
compared to this one. 


The degree of shearing in the serpentine varies widely from place 
to place, and is related partly to composition and partly to proximity 
to the margins of the masses. Pyroxenite bodies are generafly fairly 
massive, although they are cut locafly by many narrow fractures and zones 


of ' shearing; on the other hand, the rocks with more olivine are typically 
highly sheared arid, cut by wide zones containing serpentine so completely 
sheared as to be comparable in texture to a slate. The borders of the 
intrusives are commonly composed only of highly sheared serpentine in 
whichnno relict textures are visible, but further inward such rock grades 
to what the Philip Carey Manufacturing Company geologist terms "conglomerate 
serpentine, which consists of unsheared blocks in a matrix of completely 
sheared serpentine. As the asbestos veins occur chiefly in the serpentine 
that originally contained a high proportion of olivine, a correlation 
between it made of occurrence and the degree of shearing in the rock is 
essential in evaluating the potential of a deposit. 
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Occurrence of Asbestos 


The asbestos may occur in several ways in a single ultramafic 
body, and the most common distinction made is on the basis of whether 
fibers extend across a vein at right angles (cross-fiber) or inter-
sect the vein walls at low angles 'slip-.fiber). The cross fiber asbestos 
is generally of a far better grade than the slip-fiber; in fact, the 
latter is rarely usable. 


In relatively unsheared serpertine, a high proportion of the larger 
veins are slip fiber material, as is the case in the less broken rock 
exposed in the northern part of the explored Red Mountain deposit. In 
the very highly sheared material, such as is found along the margins of 
Coast Range serpentine bodies or between the blocks in the "conglomerate" 
type, there are very few asbestos veins at all. In the blocks, the 
cross fiber asbestos occurs in through-going cracks, and also in smafl 
cracks which extend inward at right angles from the surface of the 
block for an inch or two. In the area of trenches 12 and 13, unsheared 
blocks of serpentine contain on their surface up to about 10% asbestos, 
but the matrix r the blocks contains no visible asbestos • A preliminary 
examination of an area containing such blocks concentrated by the 
erosion of the less resistant material, is likely to give misleading 
impressions of the asbestos content of the underlying mass for two 
reasons. First, the blocks represent a residual concentration, and, 
second, the asbestos veinlets are more abundant on the surfaces of the 
blocks than internally. 


Results of the Exploration 


No commercial or near-commercial deposit was found as a result 
of the work done under the exploration, contract. A reconnaissance search 
was made of a roughly circular area with a radius of ten miles and a 
center at the U. S. Land Survey Monument inscribed as lAt S. R. U. S. L. S. 
located midway between corners on the Township line between T. 26 N., 
R. 12 W., and T. 25., R.l2 W. This search resulted in the finding of 
9 small masses of serpentine, none of which offered enough promise to 
me±t further exploration, In addition, the main Red Mountain serpentine 
mass was examined and mapped. A final report showing the results of 
this work was prepared and submitted to the Executive Officer of the 
Field Team.


Cost of. the Exploration 


The cost of the exploration according to the MF-10)4,'s submitted 
for payment was $32t0.)45, of which l2t15.l2 went for salaries and the 
remainder for a jeep and miscellaneous supplies. The disposal of the '1 
jeep is still pending.


Performance of the Contract 


According to the map submitted by the applicant about 51 miles of 
trail and Lj2 miles of road were traversed in making the reconnaissance 
of the area, and about 9 miles of contact were mapped. To appraise the 
performance on the basis of the miles of traverse is unfair, as many miles
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of road outside the area had to be travelled to get to the more remote 
parts of the area being examined. On the other hand, for a tltransibnanat 
to have required 2 months and a geologist 9 days to do this small amount 
of work is ridiculous. 


In addition, it is. debatable if the reconnaissance of an area 
within 10 miles of the Red Mountain deposit was called for in ihe contract. 
The final report prepared by the geologists of the Philip Carey Company 	 J) 
explain this by stating that the Red Mountain area was accessible by a 
road passing over the ranch of W. C. McCuflock, with whom the owners 
h ad an exclusive right-of-way agreement, and further that the cxnpany 
had agreed to do reconnaissance of a large area and include any finds 
as a part of their lease and option. No copy of this agreement was sub-. 
mitted by the applicant sor as the writer knows. A study of the map 
submitted by the Philip Carey Manufacturing Company fails to subtxiate 
its claims that the area covered by reconnaissance was accessible only 
by passing over Mr. McCuflobk's road. 


In summary, the reconnaissance of the area was done at that appear 
to be an excessive cost and probably much of it was not authorized in the 
contract. The reconnaissance and evaluation of the area called for 
probably could have been done by geologists or engineers under the 
supervision of the Field Team in less than 2 man-weeks time, and if 
the application had been referred to the field prior to awarding the 
contract an appreciable amount of Government funds would have been saved. 


Appraisal of the Potential of the Area 


The rather thorough search made by the geologist of t he 
Philip Carey Manufacturing Company, and the field inspection made by 
the Survey geologist indicates that the area hold little promi, for 
furtherprospecting for a rkabl , asbesto depos it • The survey field 
check unfortunately was made when nqbne was atthe pioperty, and as a 
result trenches 1,2, and 3 were missed by the examining geologists. One 
of the owners has subsequently stated that he believes the showings in 
trench 2 warrant further exploration, and he may apply for Government 
aid in financing this work. The report of the Philip Carey Manufacturing 
Company geolgthst states that "Trenches 1 and 2 reveal a fiber zone roughly 
10 feet wide and 150 feet long -, (with).. an estimated content of percent 
asbestos with veins averaging l/j4 of an inch in width". Material of this 
grade, if present in very large quantity, might be commercial; however, 
the narrow width of the serpentine body suggests that not enough mte,'ial 
of. that grade could be found even with further exploration to result in an. 
economic operation at such a remote locality. In the event an application 
for further funds for exploration are received, the possibilities in the 
area near trenches 1 and 2 should be determined by another field examination; 
the possibilities in the rest of the area are believed to be very small.

Mr. R. J. Merrill, geologist, Philip Carey Manufacturing 
Company, called at the office this morning with another matter 
that seems should be submitted to Washington for action. 


Under contract Idm-E52 the company purchased a jeep which 
has been used until recently on work in connection with that con-
tract. Work under contract Idxn-E52 was stopped by the company about 
October 15, and Mr. Merrill tells me that no further work is to be 
done and the option held by the company is to be cancelled. 


At various times nce October 15, the jeep has been used 
in connection with work under contract Idm-ELi0, as the conany thought 
it could arrange to transfer the jeep from the then tenninated opera-
tion to the project covered by contract Idm-EI.0. During Mr. Merrill's 
absen.ce inthe East before Christmas, the jeep was involved in a wreck 
and an estimate of the cost of the repairs is $L5o. An effort is to 
be made by Mr. Merrill to have the drilling contractor assume respon-
sibility for putting the jeep back into running pond.iti:on, but both 
Mr. Merrill and I doubt if he will pay the cost. 1flhether or not the 
contractor will stand the cost of repairs seems to rest on whether 
the wreck was due to negligence on the part of the driller. 


The blue book value of the jeep (before the wreck) was 
$700. Mr. Merrill desires to have the jeep transferred to the Idm-EL0 
project. The question now is, how should this transfer be made and what 
steps should we take to effect a transfer? If the Carey Company has to 
stand the expense for repairing the jeep, should the cost be charged to 
contract fl3rn-E52 which is to be terminated, or to contract Idm-ELj.0 which 
is still in force? Your guidance in this matter will be appreciat4.

Application DMt4-l2l2X is to explore a spinning fiber 
asbestos deposit 18 miles from Covelo, California. 


The Geological Survey has no file data on the property. 
There is no other known literature on the deposit or immediate sure-
rounding area. 


The applicant gtves no geological information other than 
that the property is underlain by a serpentinized peridotite and that 
old pits and trenches expose asbestos .-bearing serpentine of "commercial" 
quantities on the south side of the serpentine body. Their geologist 
recommends geological and geophysical mapping followed by trenching, 
diamond drilling, and sampling. The diamond drilling program will start 
in 195]. and will only be carried on in 1952 if results are favorable 
from the first year's drilling. Estimated expenses may be twice as 
much as actual expenses if the 195]. drilling is unfavorable. 


The property should be visited by the field team. They should 
decide if the surface geology indicates a deposit of sufficient size 
and grade with asbestos of good enough quality to warrant an extensive 
mapping and diamond drilling project as proposed by Carey Manufacturing 
Company.
